The move to Livonia was com-
pleted without halting produc-
tion.

The parking lots at the new
plant have a capacity for 2,000
cars and cafeteria facilities are
adequate to serve up to 750 per-
sons at each sitting. The plant oc-
cupies a site of 130 acres.

Full production is now near
after a start in June while con-
struction was still being rushed
to completion. The plant makes
leaf springs for rear suspensions
of Chevrolet cars and trucks and
coil springs for front suspension
assemblies. It also contains large
new presses for stamping out
bumpers and all equipment for
making finished bumpers.

This includes three new plating
lines which alone require 1,200
miles of wiring. The plant uses
enough eléctricity for a city of
50,000 people.

Install Curb-side

No longer will it be necessary
to park your car in order to mail
a letter, You can do it now by
leaning from your car window.

Post master George Timpona
said that two curb-side mailboxes
will be installed late this week,
one of them in front of the post
office and the other in front of
city hall.

Accidents

Friday night's mishap was a
common occurrence, according to
the yardmaster. A set of wheels
came off the track as the switch-
engine was passing near the
Daisy plant. It took only a short
while to place them on the track
again.

But Saturday morning's colli-
sion of two trains was by far_the
most costly money-wise. A
chicago bound  freight with 60
cars was pulling out of the Plym-
outh yards when a “pickup” train
with 27 cars backed into the
freight. Two of the westbound
boxcars were overturned, three
others were just derailed. A few
of the cars contained new Buick
automobiles which were slightly
damaged. Another car was load-
ed with whiskey. Railroad police-
men stood by as workers unload-
ed the cases of bottles.

Two of the backing train’s
empty coal cars were also push-
ed over and another was derail-
ed.

Two worktrains and a large
crew of sectionhands was again
rushed here to untangle the
jumbled cars. Though the main-
lines of two divisions were tied
up, trains were moved through
the vards by use of the Y sidings.

There was very little track
damage connected with either
accident, Brown asserted. The
expense will be due mainly to
overtime by the labor forces and
damage to the railroad cars and
their contents.

The yardmaster had high
praise for the Plymouth police
department in their work of con-
trolling traffic and crowds at the
two accidents. It has been quite a
while since Plymouth has had a
train mishap, Brown recalled,
“but it sure looked like an epide-
mic last weekend,” he added.
Old railroaders claim that train
accidents run three in a row, the
yardmaster declared. “We hope
they’re right this time because
that would mean we're through
for a while.”

Postmaster George Timpona to-

mail users major new postal re-
gulations being issued effective
December 1 which will provide
important changes and simplifi-
cations in the use of the mails.
The Post Office Department is
issuing a new Postal Manual
which contains these changes in
simple form. The new manual
will bring together in less than
300 pages public-interest postal
regulations formerly scattered
through 4,000 pages of dense
print, Postmaster Timpona, ex-
plained.

This publication may be obtain-
ed at 65 cents a copy from the
Superintendent of Documents,
Washington 25, D.C. Mail users
anxioys to keep abreast of all
changes in this material may get
both the pamphlet in loose-leaf
format and a year's subscription
to all sheets making changes for
a total of $2, also from the Super-
intendent of Pocuments the post-
master noted.

Postmaster Timpona noted that
the new pamphlet and the new $2
package deal give the business-
men and other large mail users
the easiest, most complete met-
hod of keeping up to date on
postal information.

“The new publication is re-
markable for its simplicity,” he
said. “Not only is it printed in
easy-to-understand English, but
it contains simple black and
white illustrations on how to pre-
pare material for mailing. The
print is easy to understand, and
is arranged in logical sections
under bold-face headings.”

The new booklet is so simple
that if the shipping clerk, for
example, in a small business is
ill or absent, other employees can
get a ready understanding “of
the postal rules from the publica-
tion, Dr. Timpona said.

The booklet is also an invalu-
able guide for the average house-
holder. It shows how to package
fragile materials for mailing; how
to attach first-class letters to
packages; how stamps of unwant-
ed denominations that are un-
used may be exchanged for
others of different values if de-
sired. It also tells about many

“What .do deer think of red
shirts?”

Inevitable ‘as the deer hunfing
season are -the questions which
accomipany it. Wildlife experts
find themselves beleagured by
suddenly curious sportsmen and
nonsportswomen alike, who want
to know things like this, and “can
you tell a deer's age by his
antlers?”

The size of § deer’s antlers de-
pends not so much on his age as
upon his nutrition, according to
Prof. Warren W. Chase, chairman
of the University of Michigan's
Department of Wildlife Manage-
ment in the School of Natural Re-
sources.

Antlers are made of a bony
substance, at first sheathed in a
velvety covering, and are a sec-
ondary sex characteristic re-
stricted to the buck, who begins
to develop the “rack” in the
spring and has a full-blown set of
antlers by the breeding season in
October and November.

It you come across a buck im
January with a head tipped
drunkenly te one side, chances
are he's not hung-over from the
past mating period but is merely
plagued with a case of one-antler-
shed, the other still with him
temporarily.

“Most don’t Tealize
that all deer look alike between
February and June
bucks have shed their antlers”
Professor Chase points out.

Asks Aid For Private Colleges

President Kéith Funston, of the New York Stock Ex-
change, recently called on business men to invest in the
nation’s future through gifts to private colleges and univer-
sities. Funston said the tremendous increase in enrollment
sure to come in the next ten years would impose a great
strain on the private colleges.

He noted that they are already struggling along “with a
total annual deficit of more than $30,000,000.” He said most of
them were “in poor financial health today.”

Funston said the best estimates indicated it would take
|about $250,000,000 a year for five years to put private col-
leges on their feet again. That would enable them to be some-
what prepared to meet the increased enrollment sure to
develop in the next decade.

The private colleges of the country have produced most of
our presidents, most of our leading businessmen and are our
best guarantee of freedom. Any aid given them is an invest-
ment in the country’s future and a grant to the young people
of today and tomorrow. :

Business Uptur; Widely Predicted

The latest survey, conducted by Dun and Bradstreet, Inc.,
shows that a majority of business executives expect an in-
crease in sales in the first quarter of 1955. Over {ifty per cent
of the executives queried expected higher sales™in the forth-
coming quarter and over forty per cent expected larger net
profits. -

Lower sales were expected by only about thirteen per
cent of those polled. Another significant result of the survey
is the expectation—by a majority of the business executives
queried—for larger inventories in the next quarter.

The reductidn in inventories by businesses has been one
of the contributing factors to the recessionary period of the
last twelve months. It is only fair to report here, however,
that a larger number of replies expected no appreciable
change in inventories than the number expressing the belief
that inventories would increase.

An encouraging result of the inquiry is the statement of
many business men that they will add to their work forces
next year, while a lesser percentage say they will reduce
employment. Altogether thén, this survey of business execu-
tives forecasts better business conditions in the first quarter
of 1955.

In view of the fact that over a thousand executives par-
ticipated in this survey, the views expressed are of censider-
able significance and are reason for an optimistie; outlook for
business in 1955. . L8 RAS.

BABSON DISCUSSES THE
AGRICULTURAL SITUATION

Babson Park, Massachusetts. In
my release of last July, I was
quite bullish on the national crop
outlook. Final results, which now
are just about all tallied, largely
confirm my earlier optimism. Al-
though the 1954 total volume of
all-crop production will not
chalk up a new record, it will
still be relatively large.

CROPS ABOVE AVERAGE

Despite a series of hurricanes,
severe drought in some areas,
sizable shifts in land use and
government controls, most of the
miscellaneous crops are above
the 1943-1952 average. Included
in this group are oats, barley, rye,
flaxseed, rice, sorghum grain,
cotton, all hay, dry edible beans,
dry field » soybeans, tobacco,
sugar cane, and sugar - beets.
Cotton—a major crop—is also
above average. Below-average
crops, .however, include such
major crops as corn, wheat, pea-
nuts, Irish potatoes, sweet
potatoes, and hops.

The outlook for fruits is, for the
most part, favorable. However,
I expect below-average crops of
grapes and commercial apples.
Supplies of the delectable cran-
berry will be sufficient to meet
holiday, as well as winter needs.
A whopping early and mid-season
outturn of citrus fruit is indicat-
ed. The pear crop should be about
average size, Pecans are likely
to be in short supply in the year
ahead. In the case of almdnds, fil-
berts, and walnuts, I expect
above-dverage crops.

CORN AND SOYBEANS

The indicated corn outturn of
2,938,713,000 bushels is down
75% from 1953 and 4% below
average, This crop may well fall
short of probable consumption in
1954-1955. However, the October
1 carryover of 918,200,000 bushels
(largely in the hands of CCC)
was a record high. Thus, total
supplies should suffice, but the
carryover next October I will
be reduced. I forecast higher
average corn prices as the sea-
son works along. This is also true
of apple prices.

U. S. farmers really “went to
town” on soybeans. The indicat-
ed record outturn of 337,990,000
bushels will by no means prove
burdensome, in view of the ex-
cellent outlook for domestic con-
sumption and exports. Many

COTTON AND RICE

There will be much more than
enough U. S. cotton to service
total 1954-1955 requirements. The
indicated crop of 13,206,000 bales
is, alone, sufficient for probable
season’s needs, not to mention
the big carryover last August 1
of around 9,700,000 bales—largely
in government hands, Cotton ob-
viously is in trouble, but Uncle
Sam no doubt will continue to
bail it out by means of the loan
and hopped-up exports. I have

confidence in the cotton raisers.

They are high-grade people who
will work out a fair long-term
solution.

Unfavorable growing condi-
tions cut the rice yield in Califor-
nia,—an  important producing
state. However, the four southern
producing states — Arkansas,
Louisiana, Mississippi, and Texas
—turned in a fine performance,
The total U.S. erop of 58,534,000
bags of rice, of 100 pounds each,
is still a record high. Even so,
supplies should not prove burden-
some, and I forecast prices are
likely to average somewhat
higher over the long term.

A GLANCE AT 1955

There is no question in my
mind that the Democratic leaders
in Congress will go to bat vigor-
ously for the farmers in 1955-
1956. For one thing, they prob-
ably will try to Testore 90% sup-
ports, as compared with the
present sliding-scale of 82% % to
90%. The fight on this program,
I predict, will be stiff. They may
make a play also for a larger
cotton acreage than the present
permitted acreage of 18,100,000.

In any event, the farmers

In any event, the farmers
should not suffer next year. Farm
prices certainly are in no im-
mediate danger of collapsing. In
fact, farm income in 1955 should
be off only moderately from that
of this year. This means that
farmers will still enjoy a com-
paratively favorable status, and
that agricultural areas will con-
tinue to offer good markets to ag-
gressive merchandisers of at-

Be careful where the family
puts its clothes after using. Rust
can discolor and harm most
fabrics and cannot be bleached
out without danger of damage.
Clothes hung on nails, thrown in-
to metal lockers “or otherwise
coming into contact with iron
or steel if moisture is present.
Rust can be removed by using
oxalic acid and commercial pre-
parations before they are sent to
the laundry, but the directions on
rust removing -preparations

should be followed carefully and
the garment should be thoroughly
rinsed several times in clean
water.

Be sure to follow the manufac-
turer's instructions when using
dry bleaches, warns a research
and educational center of the
launderipg industry. Dry bleach
is many times stronger than the
liquid type. Holes may appear in
towels after laundering if the
towel has been used to dry a sink
or tub beached with a over con-
centrated solution of dry bleach.

Helpful Hints Concerning Building, Remodeling, Repairing & Redecorating

BUILD

If you're average you won't
have much trouble determining
what temperature is most liked
by your family and house guests
this winter—72 to 76 degrees
seems to satisfy most of us. But
what about relative humidity, an
almost equally important factor
in human health and comfort?

Some authorities — including
heating engineers and doctors—
say that relative humidity should
be between 30 and 50 per cent
when indoor temperatures are in
the 70’s. Others are more specific,
They narrow it down to between
40 to 50 per cent. The situation is
further complicated by the fact
that these humidity levels must
be modified—usually downward
—because of the structural char-
acteristics of the building, to pre-
vent condensation on the win-
dows and in the walls.

But no one, much less the
homeowner, seems to know what
a good average figure is. The fact
is, science freely admits it doesn’t
know as much about humidity as
it does about temperature. But
scientists are working hard at it.
According to Dr. Finn Larsen,
whose research staff, associated
with a leading heating equipment
firm, has spent -many Yyears
studying both humidity and tem-
perature, a lot of information
about humidity is misunderstood.

First of all, he points out, there
are two problems: Too much

moisture, or too high humidity,
which usually occurs in summer
months, angd too little moisture,
with the humidity too low, whic_:h
is common in northern homes In
winter months. Generally spealg-
ing, the humidity in our homes is

too high in the summer and too
low in the winter months. One

reason for this, Dr. Larsen ex-
~#Jlains, is that our humidity
sensations are related to
temperature. It is also true that
warm air holds more moisture
than cold air. We are commonly
‘interested in the relative humid-
ity. For example, if the relative
humidity is 50 per cent at 80
degree temperature, that means
there is five times as much mois-
ture in the air as when the rela-
tive humidity is 50 per cent at
35 degree temperature, he says.

Showers, cooking, dishwashing,
and inside clothes-drying all add
moisture to your home. In the
summer, excess moisture in the
air—generally high anyway—
will make you uncomfortable
and will cause damage to wall-
paper, paint and other home
equipment and material.

In the winter, on the other
hand, temperatures are much
lower and the total moisture in
outside air is considerably less. As
this air infiltrates or is otherwise
brought into a home and heated,
it will effectively be dried out
even more. The relative humidity

. House Humidity Best at 40-50, Experts Contend

—and remember, this is what af-
fects our sensations — will de-
crease, since the warmed air is
capable of holding much more
moisture,

Asdar as your home is concern-
ed, extremely low humidity re-
sults in shrinkage on floor boards,
woodwork and cracks in furni-
ture. As far as you are concerned,
you will find your nasal passages
and skin-drying up. Some medical
authorities believe that dryness
of nasal passages may lead to in-
creased susceptibility to respira-
tory infections, Dr. Larsen re-
ports.

Increased knowledge and
understanding of these facts, he
says, has resulted in increased in-
stallation in recent years of year-
around air conditioning. He says
that an air conditioning unit's
humidity control ability will
make it a must in future homes.
He reports that by the end of
1954 between 175,000 and 200,000
central air conditioning units will
be installed in homes in this
country.

Cost of Home

Families who buy a new home
for the first time seem to make
a common oversight in their bud-
geting,

They carefully allow for insur-
ance, taxes, utilities, interest and
mortgage payments. But they
completely forget about mainte-
nance cost,

Many families assume that
there is no maintenance cost to
ia new home, They forget that
Ithe day they begin to use the
jhouse, it starts to get older. As
it gets older, there’ll be plumbing
to be fixed, walls to be repainted,
floors to be re-sanded, plaster
and mortar to be repaired,’

In the years since the begin-
ning of World War II, mainten-
ance costs were more than off-
set by an increase in the wvalue
of the home. But now that the
price of housing has become sta-
bilized in most areas the home
owner can expect his property to
depreciate at a normal rate. So
he can’t depend on appreciation
in value to offset maintenance
cost.

How much should be set aside
to cover maintenance? The
amount varies according to the
type of home and the living
habits of the family. But most
experts agree that three to four
per cent of the cost of the home
is a good average figure to allow
for maintenance.

=1 Ways Suggested To Reduce

Maintenance

Of course you can reduce the
amount of money on mainten-
ance. For example, you can finish
the outside walls with a material
like insulating siding. It comes
with a factory-embossed finish
that -is good for the life of the
material. So you save the cost of
repainting the walls every two or
three years,

Comparable materials are avail-
able for finishing intbrior walls.
They have hard finishes, again
factory made, that will go a life-
time without further decorating.

Careful use and regular main-

tenance of plumbing can also
head off major maintenance ex-
penses for this critical part of the
home. Traps should be cleaned
regularly. Chemical cleaners
should be put into the drains
périodically. No grease or solid
matter should be dumped into
the system. Leaking faucets
should be repaired before seat-
ing surfaces become permanently
damaged and the seat must be
reground or the faucet replaced.

Maintenance expense is part of
owning a home. But its size de-
pends largely on you. A little
care and foresightedness can
keep that expense from becoming
a financial burden.

“First-class postage,” he ex-
plained today, “is the best Yule-
tide insurance you can get. With
it your greetings will be process-
ed and delivered quicker. And
they’'ll be forwarded, or returned,
if it becomes necessary.

. “This eliminates any worry
about whether or not your sea-
son’s greetings were received.
Your own return address on the
envelope will help others keep
their address books up to date.

None of these postal privileges
are authorized at the third-class

rates. Moreover, Christmas card

and pound foolish’ where Christ-
mas cards are concerned.

Christmas
cards addressed outside the state
should be mailed by December

ing at least a week before Christ-
mas.
Posimaster Timpona urges
cards in two separate bundles,
with each address facing the

marked “ALL ‘FOR LOCAL DE-
LIVERY” and “ALL FOR OUT-
OF-TOWN DELIVERY.” These
helpful tags are available at the
post office, wijout cost, and
will shorten delivery time great-
ly.

Parcel post, of course, should
be mailed even earlier. The Post-
master recommends December 5
for out-of-state gifts, and Decem-
ber 10 for those with local ad-
dresses. But the sooner the better.

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Michigan’s Tree Farm Pro-
gram is siated for expansion next
vear.

Michigan has 338 farms certifi-
ed under the program as “out-
standing examples of good forest
management.” The farms total
673,000 acres and are scattered
generally throughout the state.

Conservation department fores-
ters have helped with the work
of checking and certifying these
farms in the past, but Michigan
Forest Industries, the sponsoring
organization, plans to have in-
dustrial foresters handle more of
these chores during the coming
expansion period.

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Lake trout eggs—312 quarts of
them—were received by the con-
servation department from Lake
Superior commercial fishermen
during the seven-day period fol-
lowing reopening of the {ishing
season Nov. 4.

With an estimated 6,000 eggs
to the quart, this means that de-
partment hatcheries have
1,872,000 new eggs to put through
the first stages of development.
Mortality in these eggs is high,
however, the hatchery workers
will be well pleased if 50 percent
develop into healthy fish
Most of them will be returned to
Lake Superior as fingerlings. The
remainder will be stocked in the
state’s inland waters,

This year’s supply of eggs from
Lake Superior is down about 40
percent from the record-breax-
ing take last year when 532
quarts—3.2 million eggs—were
received. Weather was ideal for
the work last year.

One and a halt million fishing
licenses and an equal number of
fish law digests for 1955 are being
distributed by the conservation
department to 4,000 dealers
throughout the state. They were
masle available Dec. 1.

The license fee for residents re-
mains the same as last year—
$1.50. Wives will again be per-
mitted to fish without charge
and no license will be required
for those under 17 years of age.

The 15-day and annual non-
resident fishing licenses fees are
increased from $2 and $3 and $4,
respectively. A trout stamp will
again cost $1.
