The Plymouth Mail,

Since _con5|derable_pubI|C|t¥ is
being given the City of Ply-
mouth's current attempt to annéx
Burrouyghs'. property . there are
many In this community who feel
that” the over 5,000 residents of
Plymouth Township sbodld sub-
mit thetr views on the matter for

public arppralsal.
It hardly seems necessary to
restate the qpinions of Township
residents, since their feelings
were made crystal clear last Nov-
ember when ‘they almost unanij-
mously voted against having their
coipmunity become a part of the
City of Plymouth. But, for the

Nine Lou Baird, Wayne Count
Home Demponstration Agent, tells
us that it is best to remove the
stain as soon_as possible since the
older the stain the harder, it is to
remove. A fresh stain of this kind
usually can be removed by damp-
ening the stained area with water
and “then holding it over thv
fumes of a bottle of ammonia for
a few minutes. If the fabric will
not stain, moisten the stained
area with a mixture of half
ammonia ar>d half water.

If the color starts to fade
beyond the stain, during this pro-
cess, sponge immediately with

Awhite vinegar and the fading will
' stop. Stains that have been al-
lowed to set for a few days or
.even longer will. become “alka-
line so reverse this process. That

is, use a little white vinegar on' b

the stain first. Then if the ma-
terial fades, use the ammonia
solution. ) )
N Perspiration stains on 9 white
garment usually require bleach-
ing, in the sun after thfe garment
has been_ washed.

Then the fabric may lose
some sizing during the third and
fourth cleaning. Repeated clean-
ings may entirely remove the
sizing which holds the yarns in a
stretaied position. Therefore on
eech successive cleaning your
garment gets smaller and smaller.

Ice cream stains arc like others
in that they come out most easil
if treated while fresh and moist.
First aid for a stain_on washable
fabric is sponging in lukewarm
water. The water helps remove
sugar, egg. milk, and «ome colors.

0. réemove, greasy traces, a
cleaning’ fluid~ that dissolves
grease may be helpful but usu-
ally . unnecessary on washable
fabrics. i .

After sponging with clear
water, vanilla “or Tthocolate ice
cream stains_ usually can be
washixl out with lukewarm suds.

Fruit ice cream stains may
need the same treatment _as
fruit stains. Some _ fruit, stains
come out when boiling water_is
poured on them. Ofthers, like
peach or chcriy, which contain
considerable tannin, may be set
heat. If that happens, try
sponging with lukewarm water
first, then rub in a few drops of
glycerin or soapless shampoo. 1./t
stand a few hours and rin.se out.

If after these careful treat-
ments. there are still traces of
the stain, try a mild safe bleach,
such as sodium perborate. This is
sold at drug stores, Shako it on
the dampened stain, let stand
several hours, thl'n brush and
rinse off.

Then launder the
napkin. If you try to launder
before the stain_ is” loosened, the
soap or alkali in the soap will
tend to set the stain.

Hnnd water spots tht cloth, follow

e same, process of loosening the
stain _with petroleum _jelly or
lard. Then, dip the stained” part
in a bowl of solvent, If a trace
of color still remains, sponge
with denatured alcohol. On ac-
etate and colored materials, di-
lute the alcohol by adding 2 cups
of water to one cup denatured
alcohol.

MILDEW STMVINS

. Fresh mildew stains may _be
ik"moved from washable clothing
by washing at qnce with soap
and water, ‘then rinsing and dry-

ing in the sun. Mildew may be
removed from upholstered fur-
niture. rugs, and leather by
wiping with a cloth wrung out
of a dilute alcohol solution. Use
| cup denatured alcohol to 1 cup
water.

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Small Colleges Need Help Too

A recent survey showed that there were several
hundred private liberal arts colleges throughout the
United States not accredited by regional accrediting
organizations.

The major regional accrediting bodies are the Middle
States Association of Colleges and Secondary Schools, the
North Central Association of Colleges and Secondary
Schools, the New England Association of Colleges and
Secondary Schools, the South Association of Colleges <md
Secondary Schools, the Western College Association and
the Northwest Association of Secondary and High Schools.

These accrediting groups, in the various regions, use
various criteria to accredit colleges. Some colleges are
without the curriculum or the finances to qualify for ac-
creditation, although they do excellent jobs and turn out
well-trained and well-taught graduates. Some of them
have been refused accreditation solely on the basis of an
insufficient endowment, or because they could not show
an over-all solvency.

The development in rec”t years which makes this
situation a serious one is the fact that some philanthropic
organizatibns are,now in the process of granting aid to ac-
credited colleges and withholding it from colleges which
are not lucky enough, or rich, or even possibly efficient
enough, to obtain accreditation.,

For example, the Ford Fliundation—a foundation
which has been concerned with controversial charges and
counter-charges recently—made its recent grant of
$260,000,000 to colleges accredited regionally only.

Such an aid program obviously discriminates against
the private liberal arts college, which may not be rich,
which may not have as strong a curriculum, or as broad,
as some schools, Or which may need to be improved in
its efficiency standards. The sad part is that the with-
holding of aid prevents these colleges from achieving the
very goals which they seek to achieve — general better-
ment and resulting accreditation.

We are not surprised to hear that non-accredited
colleges are to be organized and are to hold studies on
the problems. We hope the larger philanthropic organi-
zations will not neglect the small liberal arts colleges

which may not happen to be accredited by a regional ac-
crediting organization.
