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Annexation Being 
Opposed by Plant

(EDITOR*S NOTE: The followihg is a report of an inter­
view wifh Robert Niemi, m an a^r of the Plymouth Di­
vision of Burroughs Corporation, on the subject of the 
city’s petition to annex certain township property. The 
annexation would take in most of Burroughs’ land. In 
this interview, Niemi suggests that certain “steps” have 
been, or are being taken, to thwart the city’s petition, 
though he declined to describe them. Elsewhere on this 
page is reported a story about residents having been mov­
ed to the Burroughs property. This may be one of the 
“steps” the manager mentions.)

“'the attitude of the Burroughs Corporation, if it 

could be put in a single phrase,” saic Robert A. Niemi, 
manager, “is that we would like to be a good citizen of 
the whole community. We would also wish to abide—in 
spirit and in fact—in accordance with the will of the rpa- 
jority of the people of the community in which we live.

‘ “We feel that this will was expressed in a free and
democratic election held a few months ago. At that time 
the voting citizens, by a large and conclusive vote^ ex­
pressed themselves as being opposed to annexation of 
their communitjf to the city of Plymouth for purposes of 
government.

* * •
“Consequently, we at Burroughs feel compelled to . 

join with these voters, in any feasible way, to help them 
achieve what they .voted for at the polls.

“We would have the same attitude if these voters 
should choose another course in this matter which they 
felt would be more desirable and would benefit the ma­
jority of the people in the community as well as our­
selves.

“This, essentially, represents our position today. But 
in support *pf our position I would like to explain 
further . . . ^ »

“When the annexation (and incorporation) issue came 
up last year we decided to remain completely neutral 
until the citizens of our community had a chance to "ex­
press themselves. We did remain neutral. Burroughs, as a 
corporation, made absolutely no statements and exerted 
no pr^sure on anyone in any direction.

“When the election was over and the results known, 
we felt that a clear-cut decision had been established. 
We settled back, expecting a period of peace during which 
patterns for city-township cooperation' would be estab­
lished and all old grudges forgotten. Annexation and in­
corporation seemed to be a dead issue. In general, the 
matter seemed to have been disposed of in a democratic 
way.

“Following the election, we at Burroughs continued 
our policy to take no public position, because we felt none 
was necessary. We continued to live as a responsible 
citizen, contributing to every community cause that 
seemed - worthwhile, paying our taxes, and conducting 
our business.

« • *
“We would still be saying nothing and living quietly 

like any other citizen if we had not been thrust into a 
struggle against our will by the city’s attempt to annex 
our property, and if successful, to wreck the township’s 
tax base.

“We realize that if we did not occupy our parti<^lar 
geographic location, that we would not involved 

. If the annexation statutes were not as they are. B u fro in ^  
would not be an unwilling participant in a tug of war 
between local branches of government. We have no 
desire to be so involved.

“But,, since we are. we believe it is our duty to try 
to help, in such ways that we can, to see that the express- 
jed v ^ l  of the voters of our community is carried out.

^ t  would be naive, of course, to say that we had no 
financial interest in wiiat happens. Naturally we are 
involved in how much our taxes will cost and so on. 
These are important business considerations.

“But there is something .just as big as business con­
siderations. That is, that the annexation statutes are being 
used to force something upon the people of this com­
munity they da not want.

“Therefore, any steps that we have taken, or will 
take, are entirely with tht» idjpa of preventing the results 
of the last election from being ignored.

“As a matter of tactic^, we know that the city is at­
tempting to utilize that iwrtion of the annexation law 
which permits annexation of “vacant” township areas 
through a combined majority of the “yes” or “no” votes 
in both the city and township. It is obvious that the town­
ship people can be outvote<l in any sipnple majority elec- 
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Strike Closes Champion Plant
2 Burroughs 
Employes Hold

A comfortable apartment 
constructed within the Plym­
outh plant of the Burroughs 
corporation and occupied by 
a man and his wife who are 
registered Plymouth township 
voters may be a trump 
card held by the big company 
should its proposed annexa­
tion to the city come to a vote.

Although company officials 
will not admit that they are 
housing two voters for a possi- j 
ble election, it .is common | 
knowledge that the man and i 
wife, both employes of the 
firm, are now permanent resi­
dents of the 41100 Plymouth 
road address.

They have been identified 
as Mr. and Mrs. Herbert G. 
Anderson. T h e  Andersens 
moved into the apartment 
over a month ago, according 
to reports.

By having even one disap­
proving voter on the land to 
be annexed, the city plans to 
annex the property would ap­
pear to be halted. Previously, 
Jhere were no residents on the 
Burroughs and other properties 
proposed for annexation. That 
meant that the land could be an­
nexed by merely having the ma­
jority approval of city ^voters.

But by now having 'residents 
on the land and having them 
cast' disapproving votes in an 
election, the proposal would be 
4 i|efted. ..

There was a reverse situation 
last (all when annexation of the 
Roderick Cassady (arm was on 
the ballot. City voters voted to 
accept the property and the Cas- 
sadys. as the only residents, vot­
ed for annexation.

tion because there are more city people. This cannot be 
considered fair when the economic future of the township 
is at issue.

“It may be possible that we can take steps to prevent 
certain lej»al manipulations from being i is ^  to by-pass
the wishes of township voters.

♦ • •
“As a corporation, we have responsibilities to all por­

tions of the community. And above all this, we are never 
going to take the position that just because we are a large 
taxpayer we would have the right to force people in this 
community into something against their will, because we 
might happen to think it is best for them.

“The finest theoretical ideas toward what constitut>^s 
proper government do not hold if the people do not like 
them or do not want them. That is the basic freedom be­
hind all of the demorcatic processes in this country.

“Burroughs has no preconceived ideas of what should 
happen in our community. We try to do jwhat is best for 
all parts of the community, city and towAship, as long as 
it is evident to us that our efforts are in keeping with the 
rights, desires, and traditions of people cefneerned. In this 
spirit we have, and will cb.ntinue to support everything 
that is good.

“May I repeat, that any steps in this matter we may 
take, now or in the future, are directed, only .in the in­
terest of helping to see the will of the people in our com­
munity carried out.”

Supports Annexation
With Magazine Prediction
Tc the Editor:

dore than 1|2 years ago FOR- 
Tl NE magazine ran a series of 
sr iclcs pertaining to the plan- 
ni'ig of a city. The magazine 
Ft KTUNE, as most of us may 
kf Dw. is the nation’s top maga- 
zti e of big business. There are 
Qt icr afagazines—many of them, 
in fact—and good onw too—de- 
VC :cd to big business—yet the 
m gazine FORTUNE is in* a class 
al by itself. It has no count îfr^
g»rt within the entire United, 

l itcs.
I'ORTUNE magazine is publi.sh- 

ed by the same people who pub- 
lun TIME and LIFE magazines. 
Wnile most of its sub.scrib<*rs arc 
presumably gleaned from among 
ni;h income executives, any per­
son who 'likes to keep himself 
w *U informed, or who wants td 
ki QfM how or what makes big 
bi smess tick, can understand 
ard  enjoy reading FORTUNE. 
IHie subscription price, however, 
is $12 per year, or $1.25 the 
single copy.

But now let’s gel down to 
cases. Let’s get down to the case 
of Plymouth. In the issue of 
FORTUNE for January 1944, our 
0^'n little Plymouth—the one 
Plymouth out of two dozen other 
P ymouths in these United States 
—was signally honored. Outside 
op erts  came to Plymouth to ex­
plore the possibilities for growth 
ard expansion here. Then, after 
%^areful study of all the factors 
involvt‘d. theŷ  reported the find- 
inis. Accompanying the report 
as published” in the magazine 
wns illustrative material in color 
—maps, models and all that. The 
pictures visualized the city of 
P ymouth in the fiHure—46 years 
into the future no less.

These charts and pictures, in­
cidentally. were done under the 
direction of the famous architect, 
E del Saarinen. While we cannot 
hr-re attempt a review of the art­
icle as it was published in the 
iragazine. yet it may be well to 
p n point the big feature. The 
p ‘ediclion then ’nwde was that 
tl e Plymouth for the year 1990. 
tie  year when the United States 
will be taking its 20th national 
emsus, would have a population 
o. 90,000 people. The article did 
nDt specifically mention the 
U'wnship as such, but only the 
city.

When this prediction was made, 
hawever. it was presumed that 
the town would grow, expand, 
d evelop and mature in a sane, 
si-nsible. orderly and systematic 
n^onner. It did not recognize any 
icltia that Vic predicted expan- 
s oh and development could come 
\ 'ithin the limitations of the pre- 
s nt city. The statisticians who 
|,repared the FORTUNE article

with little ole Plymouth? Well, 
nothing. Nothing—except that 
the principle is the same. Every 
worthy cause has had its oppo­
nents. And among the opponents 
there have been some great and
fertile minds. The issue before 
us today may not be so great, 
nut It can be great for us. And 
by us is meant living citizens 
within the confines of the town- 
;hip, and this includes the city 
We may differ m our politics, 
we may differ in our religion, 
we may differ in style of our 
socks and our shirts, but here is 
one issue where we all can— 
where we all should—stand on 
:ommon ground.

For the first 105 years of Ply- 
nouth’s political exi.stencc the 

village was part and parcel of the 
township. In the very beginning, 
of course, we had only the town­
ship. To lake care of the needs 
)f the early settlers, first one, 
and then more stores were set 
up. And the first stores were in- 
adc of peoples' homes. Within 
just a few years, however, the 
pattern for Plymouth’s down­
town business district had be­
come definitely L.stabli.shcd. By 
1856 a considerahJo row of wfx»d- 

store buildings had beenen
erected and a clu.sler of homes 
had LVO’ung up ground them. The 
village grew gradually. But it 
was still all the township. And 
the people all around wanted it 
that way. It afforded a central 
place for the pioneers to come 
and meet, to replenish their 
larders, to fraternize and to get 
the news and the mail as it was 
thrice weekly brought in from 
Detroit by stage coach. John 
^Kynock, the shoemaker, was 
postmaster. Then in May of that 
year fire broke out and the down­
town business district was com­
pletely wiped out. But the pion­
eer spirit' still prevailed and 
everything was soon rebuilt—but 
.this time stronger and better.

Then in 1867 the stores and 
the now laid out .streets were in­
corporated as a sure enough vil­
lage. But evei'ything was still in 
the township. We were still 
definitely one people. The super­
visor, as well as all other town­
ship offic’̂ rs. could be—and were 
—elected' from within the con­
fines of the now incorporated 
village just as well as from 
any other section of the town­
ship. Then f i n a l l y ,  in 1932 
the village was made a city and 
all this became changed. Many 
substantial citizens from out- 
township districts regreted the 
change and fell that they had 
been kicked out. But for the 
fact of one technical barrier, 
however, we are still one people.

But this one barrier can now 
be easily and logically removed.

Old not take into consideration i At least there can be a beginning
t le possibility that within our 
k orders (and this included both 
township and city) there would 
ever develop any sufficient num- 
ker of recalcitrants to hold back 
I IP march of progress.

Except for the technical bar­
rier of separate.political divisions, 
I'lymouth city and Plymouth 
t jwnship have long been one 
k appy community. And who is 
there to deny that commercially 
socially, morally—as well as a- 
long other areas of human con­
tact—we have practically always 
l-een one community. To be sure.

in that direction. Pul another 
way, all the links in the com­
munity chain have long been 
forged and . made, secure—all. 
that is, save ^nne. It is now time 
to forge and to make strong this 
one remaining needed link. And 
we’ll improve our civic status 
and increase our prestige among 
neighbors and the nation by do­
ing it. The name of this remain­
ing linklis TOTAL ANNEXA­
TION. And God be with us.

FOR TME ViOLATIOM. THEREOF.

THI TOWNSHIP-OF PLYMOUTH ORDAINSi
Section 1. The comprehensive plan of this Ordinance Is for 

the purpose of promoting the health, safety arrd general welfare 
of the Township of Plymouth by establishmg requirements for on- 
the-site disposal of waste-foods, facilitating the enforcement of sani­
tation and the elimination of breeding places for vermin, and remov­
ing the’ opbortjnity' for' the creation and maintenance of public 
nuisances which generally inhere in areas where such activity is 
not properly regulated.

Section 2. Hereafter no structure designed, arranged, or in­
tended to be used for purposes which cause, result in, produce or 
develop food wastes shall be erected, and all structures- converted 
or altered for such purposes on any land within the Township of 
Plymouth, which adjoins or abutts any road, highway, street, or 
easement in which there is a public sewer, unless the said structures' 
shall be equipped with and provide adequate and approved fo<  ̂
waste disposal equipment for such purposes within the premises 
thereof. It shall be unlawful for any person to use, permit, or cause 
to be used, any such structui'e that does npt conform with the 
provisions of this section.

Section 3. The. installation, operation and maintenance of any 
.such equipment or method to be used for on-the-slte disposal of 
food or garbage vs^stes, shall comply with the applicable pro­
visions and regulations of the buildir>g, housirrg, plumbing, elec­
trical, health and sanitation ordinances the Township of Plymouth 
and shall be subject to the approval of the Buildir>g 4nspector 
of the Township of Plymouth and proper Health Department offi­
cials.

Section 4. Any person, firm, corporation, or anyone violat- 
if>g any of the provisions of this Ordinance.-or any rule or regulation 
lawfully promulgated hereunder, shall be deemed guilty of a mis­
demeanor, and upon conviction thereof, shall be punishable by a 
fine of not more than One Hundred Dollars ($100) or Imprisonment 
of r>ot more tharl ninety (90) days, or by both such fine and Im­
prisonment, in the discretion of the Court.

Section 5. If any clause, sentence, paragraph or part of this 
Ordinance, or the application thereof to any person or circumstances, 
shall, for any reason, be adjudged by a Court of competent juris­
diction to be unconstitutional or invalid, said ju^nrent shall not 
affect, impair or invalidate the remainder of this Ordinance and 
the application of such provisions to other persons or circum­
stances. but shall be confined in its operation to the clause, sent­
ence, paragraph or part thereof directly involved in the contro­
versy In which said judgmerrt shall have been rendered and to the 
person or circumstarKes involved. It is hereby declared to be the 
legislehve intent of the Township Board of the Township of Ptym- 
oulh t^ t  the Ordinance would have been, adopted had such in­
valid provision not been included.

Section 6. All ordinances or parts of ordinances In conflict 
herewith are hereby repealed, to the extent only necessery to gjive 
this OrdinarKe full force and effect.

Section 7. This Of^nance shall take effect thirty (30) days 
after tije final passage and publication thereof.

This OrdinarKe was adopted by the Township Board of the 
Township of Plymouth, at a meeting thereof duly called ar>d held 
-on the 5^ dey of July, A.O. 1956, and ordered to be given publica­
tion in the manner prescribed by law.

ORDINANCE NO. 207

AN  ORDINANCE TO AMEND ORDINANCE No. 87 KNOWN AS "AN  
ORDINANCE PROVIDING FOR THE ISSUANCE OF BUILDING PER­
MITS, REGULATING THE CONSTRUCTION, ALTERATION, REPAIR, 
OCCUPANCY AND REMOVAL OF BUILDINQS AND OTHER STRUC- 
TURES AND PROVIDING FOR THE INSPECTION THEREOF, ESTAB­
LISHING A  BUILDING CODE FOR THE VILLAGE, AND PROVIDING 
PENALTIES FOR THE VIOLATION OF THE PROVISIONS HEREOF."

THE CITY OF PLYMOUTH ORDAINS:

Section 1. Article I, Section 10 of Ordinance No. 87 entitled "An 
Ordinance providing for the issuance of building permits, regulating 
the construction, alteration, repair, occupancy and removal of buildings 
and other structures and providing for the inspection thereof, establish­
ing a Building Code for the Village, and providing penalties for the vio­
lation of the provisions hereof" is hereby amended to read as follows;

Article I, Section 10. INSPECTION FEES. Before any permit shall 
be issued covering building or other operations regulated by this Ordi­
nance, an inspection fee shall be paid according to the following 
schedule: «

For new buildings and other inclosed structures or for alterations or 
repairs to existing structures;

Costing up to $508 ........................................................ $3.00
Costing $500 to $1000 . . 6.00
Each additional $1000 or fraction, to and including $15,000 4.50
Each additional $1000 or fraction, to and including $25,000 3.00
Each additional $1000 or fraction, to and including $50,060 2.00
Each additional $1000 or fraction, over $50,000 . . . 1.00
For gasoline tank installations, per tank ; ............................10.00
For storage tank installations for kerosene and other inflam­

mable liquids, per tank, under 1000 gallons............. 5.00
For storage tank installations for kerosene and other inflam­

mable liquids, per tank, over 1000 gallons................. 10.00
For billboards and s ig n s ..................................................  3.00

Section 2. This ordinance shall be operative and effective on the 
24th day of July, 1956.

carrot  or  celery sticks; small 
chunks  of  let tuce or  Chinese c a b ­
bage; wate r-cress  rpr igs; c uc um ­
ber  sticks or  slices; seallions; 
radishes;  green pepper  s t r ips  or 
r ings; thick tomato  wedges;  Of 
t iny cauli flowercts.

Meat Sandwich Making Tlpe
1. Slice cold cuts and canned 

luncheon meat at least Va inch 
thick Jor use in sandwiches.

2. Arrange meat.between uniform 
sized bread slices, which have 
been spread with butter or mar- 
garine and/or pickfe relish or 
mustard.

3. Package lettuce leaves sepa­
rately, if you like the greens in 
sandwiches, for insertion at 
the picnic site.

4. Vary the breads for picnic sand­
wiches. For example, sandwich 
thick slices of liver sausage with 
rye bread; large bologna slices 
in hamburger buns; thick slices 
of full-flavored salami or sum­
mer sausage in enriched white 
bread; or frankfurters sliced or 
halved lengthwise in mustard 
spread hamburger or frankfur­
ter buns.

Soil Bank Agreement 

Forms Now Available
Agreement forms for the new 

Soil Bank program are now avail­
able to farmers at the Wayne 
County Agricultural Stabilization 
and Conservation o f f i c e  in 
Wayne. They must be signed not 
later than July 20 if the farmer 
wishes to take part during the 
1956 crop year, according to ASC 
Chairman. Arthur Monxs.

The Soil Bank is a new feature 
of the national farm program 
authorized under the farm bill 
recently enacted. Its objective is 
to encourage farmers to reduce 
crop acreages and thus help over­
come farm surpluses that are 
depressing the market.

Of particular concern in this 
area is the program for corn, 
which applies to the Nation’s 840 
commercial corn-producing coun­
ties and to 35 counties in Michi­
gan. Even though 1956 corn plant­
ing is completed, producers can 
make adjustments and earn Soil 
Bank payments this year. Monks 
said. He emphasized, however, 
that no farmer should attempt 
to comply without checking at 
the county office and signing an 
official agreement with the De­
partment of Agriculture.

Because cabinets in the kitchen 
occupy so much wall space, they 
,)lay a different role in decoration 
than they do in any other room. 
Kitchen cabinets are the walls 
themselves from a decorativ? 
point of view.

Laboratc^'y while, popular some 
years back, now has been ban­
ished from the kitchen by what 
one color stylist calls “spirited 
and light-hearted” colors.

Cabinets that*can be decorated 
and redecoratedk such as the easy- 
to-paint ponderoSa pine cabinets 
stocked by most local lumber 
dealers, are preferable to cabinets 
with built-in color. Wood cabinets 
offer flexibility for new decora­
tive schemes in the future, ns well 
as an unlimited variety of paint 
or .stain finishes initially.

In terms of efficiency and con­
venience. according to the Uni­
versity of Illinois Small Homes 
Council, cabinets should be plac­
ed close to the point where the 
stored articles are first used. 
Canned foods that require only 
heat before serving should be 
stored near the stove. Items u«'d 
in dishwashing should be stored 
close to the sink.

Supplies should bo stored so 
it's possible to identify and grasp 
individual items without empty­
ing a whole shelf. Also, no shelf 
should be higher than 72 inches 
from the floor, the maximum 
reach for the average woman.

The av4*rage family of four has 
about 250 sepurute items to be 
stored in the kitchen. This re­
quires about seven lineal feet of 
upper-wall cabinets and 13 lineal 
f< vt of base cabincl.s.

Of all the demands placed on 
w 4 0 d  in house construction, 
strength is the most important. 
The strength required of each 
piece of lumber depends not only 
on the purpose it is to servo, but 
also the way the load (or sires.?)

support the load. In turn, the 
strength of each piece of lumber 
itself depends on 1) the kind and 
quality of wood. 2) the way the 
piece is loaded in relation to the 
directiun of its grain, and 3) its 
size.

Quality and strength of wood 
are affected by grain, by defects 
and indirectly by moisture con­
tent.

A knot is a part of a branch 
which has become incorporated 
into the body of a tree.

Ordinarily, painting is not asso­
ciated with asbestos siding be­
cause the material is immune to 
deterioration from weather expo­
sure and other customary causes 
of rust and decay. No -protective 
coating is needed. The siding 
comes permanently predecorated 
in a choice of attractive colors.

Check Split-Level Dwellings 
For Complete-Insulation Needs

If you own qr are planning to 
buy a split-level house, you can 
he suix' of greater comfort and 
enjoyment in your home if you 
make certain it has no insula­
tion flaws.

S'iimpy or non-existent insu­
lation is to blame in many split- 
level homes where owners have 
reported some rooms ai*e like 
ovens in summer and ice boxes 
in winter.

That’s one of the major things 
learned about split-levels in a 
widc.'^pread survey . undertaken 
liy the National Warm Air Heat­
ing and Air Conditioning As­
sociation after many split-level 
owners complained of discomfort.

Much of the trouble in split- 
levels has been traced to three 
special areas that don’t' a)ways 
exist in other types of houses. 
These areas are:

1. The ceiling separating the 
garage from the sleeping area.

2. The wall section between 
the garage and the livihg area.

3. The wall section separating 
the lower attic and upper-level 
rooms.

At these points in many split 
levels, insulation was not used 
or was too thin. Summer heat 
came in and winter heat escaped.

Mineral w'ool insulation can 
remedy these faults. Split-level 
house owners can install batts 
or blankets where joints or studs 
are expos^. Enclosed v^alla can 
be insulated with blown wool by 
a trained installer.

During the last 12 months 25,- 
OOO licenses were denied drivers 
applying for renewals according 
to the Secretary of Stale. About 
15,000 rejections were based on
bad driving records.• • •

The applecart was upset last 
month when Judge Marvin Sal­
mon of Ingham County ruled 
that at present, the Department 
of Stale does not have power to 
deny license renewals b^ause of 
•‘bad driving” records. Hare now 
hopes to widen the scope of the 
Taw to cover these persons.

What effect does this decision 
have on people who were refused 
renewal because of bad driving 
records?

*In effect.” Hare states, “Judge 
Salmon’s decision requires that
we conduct hearings in each case.* • •

So 15.000 'hearings must be 
held. "This places an exceeding­
ly heavy load iTi>on examiners,” 
commenl.s Hare. “It will be im­
possible for us to screen out tTic
worst drivers.”

There are an estimated 3,000,- 

000 good drivers in Michigan. Ac­
cording to Hare this change in 
the law is asked to protect these 
drivers. Nothing in the present 
statute will be altered. The right 
of appeal to hearings before local 
boards and the courts will re­
main protected.

"It shbuld be clearly under­
stood that we do not have the 
slightest desire to harrass the 
great majority, who arc good 
drivers.” Hare .states. *‘We want 
to remove from the rf«id that 
tiny minority which is the great
cause of .our highway accidents.” • • •

Since we use 
it here in my office, I can speak 
freely regarding it. Any reader, 
however, who is interested should 
consult his local agent or plumb­
er. Prices and needs vary for 
different sections of the country.

ADVICP TO MERCHANTS
I am convinced that merchants, 

in order to hold their trade, must 
universally adopt air condition­
ing. This especially applies to 
downtown “Main. Street” mer­
chants who must compete with 
the new shopping centers. I am 
fully convince that the down- 
4ow;i stores have a distinct op­
portunity; but they must modern­
ize as to lighting and air con­
ditioning. They may also gradu­
ally shift over to men’s clothing, 
underwear, office supplies, hard­
ware. etc. which appeal to men 
rather than to women. Women 
can go to thb shopping center 
any day, but men cannot.

Air conditioning will help 
merchants hold Ihoir good clerks. 
It will cost shoppiqg-conter mer­
chants. more wages than the 
downtown merchants will be ob­
liged to pay," if the latter give 
their clerks equal advantages as 
to air conditioning, parking fa­
cilities, vacations, lunches, etc. If 
it is too late now to install air 
conditioning for this summer, 
clerks can be promised air con­
ditioning for next summer. The 
summer will go by quickly, and 
downtown merchants can give 
better vacations than can ishop- 
ping-center merchants.

HOMES AND AUTOS
Many of the new homes are 

now offering complete air condi­
tioning. It will soon be fairly 
economical to buy a new heating 
arrangement which, will provide 
also for air conditioning. At pre­
sent, such complete installment.^ 
are rather expensive, but I am 
sure that the prices of these com­
bination units will be reduced, 
especially in the sections which 
are enjoying natural gas. As a 
practical matter, mo.st homes 
desire only one or two bedrooms, 
a living room, and kitchen air 
conditioned. (There certainly is 
no reason for air conditioning the 
bedrooms of children.) These 
few rooms, can be air conditioned 
With individual machines attach­
ed to windows. Almost every 
home will have at least one room 
air conditioned. Probably the new 
generation will insist upon more.

Until this last week I felt that 
air conditioning of automobiles 
was more or less of a fad. Yet I 
remember this same comment 
was made when self-starters 
were first introduced. General 
Motors seems to be able to ac­
complish almost anything by suf­
ficient advertising. I never ex­
pected to see a parking lot look 
more colorful than a petunia bed! 
Many auto dealers are now asking 
about $500 for installing air con­
ditioning. I forecast that this 
price will be very much reduced.

THOUGHTS FOR INVESTORS 
It is probably too late in this 

season to buy good air condition­
ing stocks. Investors had better 
wait until next winter before do­
ing so. If too many investors do 
not try the same trick, it might 
be smart, whatever the trend of 
the market, to buy air condition­
ing stocks during snowstorms and 
sell them during the hot summer 
weather! Air conditioning pro­
ducts offered by General Electric, 
Westinghouse, Chrysler, Philco, 
and others of the big electric ap­
pliance companies are to be rec­
ommended. The air conditioning
