Plymouth's $500,000 bond issue for the purchase and 
expansion of Mettetal airport was resoundly rejected by 
city voters at Tuesday’s election, while another proposal to 
sell city-owned land to the school board was approved 833 
to 332.

Final tabulations showed the airport proposal getting 
196 votes of approval and 797 dissenting votes.

of the city would be inclined 
to vote for the airport since 
they were farthest away from 
the landing field, but all sec­
tions of the city were equally 
opj^sed.

The most ardent opponents 
of the airport were Canton 
township officials. Supervisor 
Loais Stein, looking at the re­
sults at midnight Tuesday, de­
clared. “We are very, very happy, 
and you can quote me on that.” 
The present airport is located in 
Canton township .

Tuesday's decision “by voters 
brings to an end the possibility 
of a municipal airport for Plym- 
oû . Private subscription for 
purchase of the bonds was tried 
several months ago and failed.

City Manager Albert Glassford 
said yesterday that as far as he 
knews. the airport committee has 
no other avenues of approach to 
the proposal.

Meanwhile, planes still continue 
to take off and land at Mettetal 
airport today, but how long the 
airport will now last is still a 
question. Airport Manager Robert 
Mettetal said prior to the elec­
tion that he would eventually be 
forced to close the field because 
of housing developments planned 
for the area. As a private airport

Plymouth’s proposed $600,000 
sewer system for the south end of 
the city was given another set­
back last week when a special 
m e e tin g  was called by the city 
commission to open bids from 
bond buyers. No bids were re­
ceived.

As a result, the city commis­
sion adopted a revised sewer 
bonding resolution Monday night 
which they feel bond buyers will 
fmd more attractive.

City Manager Albert Ĉ ssford 
said that the market is so swamp­
ed with municipal and school 
bonds now that buyers are be­
coming more particular than ever. 
He added that a syndicate of 
buyers that looked at Plymouth’s 
offering failed to start work on 
them until the last moment and 
so the city could not revise its 
resolution in time for the bid 
openings.

One of the main objections 
made by the buyers was the re­
callable feature. The city had 
hoped to begin calling some of 
the late maturing bonds within 
five years. Buyers didn’t want 
any recalled before 10 years.

The strong opposition vote 

came as a surprise to most people. 
Feelings of those who lived 
around the airport was well 
known months ago. They voiced 
their objections on ground that 
the airport would be a nuisance 
and depreciate the value of their 
property.

But very little was heard from 
those living in the city, the people 
who were actually voting on the 
fate of the airport expansion. 
Repltors of Plymouth campaign­
ed against it and so did one con­
tractor.

Supporters of the proposal fail­
ed to meet the campaign of their 
opponents despite statements 
that the airport would be self- 
supporting and safer than before. 
The airport committee also warn­
ed that the field is the last re­
maining airport site in Wayne 
county and that when one is 
more badly needed in future 
years, taxpayers would be paying 
ransom prices for land.

Looking at the city property 
sale, the parcel propô  for sale 
is the front yard of Starkweather 
school. Although the school has 
b̂ n using the property for years, 
it actually belongs to the city. In 
order for the city to sell it, ap­
proval was needed from the 
voters.

Although approval has been 
given, the transaction is not far 
enough along to assure comple­
tion. No price for the sale has 
yet been discussed by the city 
and school board.

Comn̂ ssioner .J. Rusjing Cut­
ler said that the'commission is in 
favor of helping the school board 
all it can in its expansion pro­
gram, but that before granting a 
sewer to the school, arrangement 
.'oncerning the tap-in allotments 
should first be made with the 
road commission. The school is 
located in Canton township and 
the sewer would also need to run 
through Plymouth township.

City Attorney Harry Deyo de­
clared that it is his opinion that 
‘the city of Plymouth cannot 
give away any rights of the peo­
ple of Plymouth.” He added that 
not only should the city be reim­
bursed for its allocation, but that 
arrangements would need to be 
made through the county and 
state health departments, road 
commission and the townships of 
Plymouth and Canton.

As a result of the lengthy dis­
cussion, a motion was made to 
r«fer the matter to the city 
manager to have an estimate 
made and to discuss arrangements 
with Superintendent Russell Is- 
bister.

Replace Income How?
Agitation has grown recently for elimina­

tion of the Federal income tax. There are 
those who believe that it is a bad tax, that it 
induces Americans to cheat, promotes dis­
honesty and causes all sorts of ills.

We agree with these attacks, to some ex­
tent, but we believe Congressman Wilbur D. 
Mills, chairman of a House committee study­
ing the income tax, has made it fairly clear 
that the income tax will have to remain on 
the bookd* for a while —■ at least until the 
United States does not require anything like 
$67,000,000,000 to operate on.

Mills, answering reporters’ questions re­
cently, revealed that if the income lax were 
to be repealed—and there is some question 
about its legality—a retail tax, exempting 
food and medicine, of fifty per cent would 
have to be levied to bring in the necessary

56.8 billion dollars the Government now real­
izes from income taxes.

If food and medicine were not to be exempt, 
a thirty-three per cent tax on everything 
bought could be levied, and the bill paid. That 
is. if you are buying a new car for $3,000, 
you would then pay $4,000. If you were buy­
ing a new car for $6,000, you would pay 
$8,000 for the same automobile.

One can see that the necessity for raising 
the funds to replace income tax monies would 
run into heavy criticism. So would every 
other proposal to raise $56,000,000,000. There­
fore, the proper solution is to make the in­
come tax as fair as possible. Right now, the 
tax is not fair and certain groups are allowed 
many loopholes thfough which they annual­
ly milk the government for several billion 
dollars, and which loopholes also cost the 
government the respect of many tax-paying 
citizens.
