Enroll 3,976,

Break Record

While_enrollment in the_ Ply-
mouth Community School district
did not come up to predictions,
students nevertheless turned out
in record numbers for classes last
week as schools opened their
doors on 'Thursday.

Superintendent Russel Isbister
reports that 3,976 students were
enrolled as of Monda%/ of this
week. He had predicted 4,100.
But with students still enrollin
every day, the figure is expecte
to climb ‘over the 4.000 mark, he
added. There were 3,844 boys and
girls enrolled as schools were dis-
missed last June.

Of the 3,976 in classes last Mon-
day, 2,307 were in the elementary
.schools and 1,669 were in the
secondary schools g rades 7-12).

Breaking down_ the enrollment
further, the senior high school
alone has 1094. There are. 357
freshmen. 279 sophomores, 221
juniors and 234 seniors. The jun-
lor high has 282 in the sevéenth
grade and 293 in the eighth grade.

Bird school has the largest en-
rollment among5 the-elementar
buildings with 563. Other enroll-
ments are Allen, 508; Smith, 525;
Starkweather. 458; Bartlett, 49;

Belefits Extended

Beginning with January 1
1957,” military personnel of all
trades will bc' covered by social
security _during active ‘service
They will bt* building personal
and” family protection under the
program the same as 9 out of 10
persons in civilian employment
and self-employment. )

This protection is provided by
the Servicemen’s and Veterans
Survivor Benefits Act Which
Ih'e.'idenl Eisenhower signed_in-
to law on August 1, 1956. This
means regular, social security
credit for “service personnel for
their years of active service
after 195G without affeeting the
military retirement pay of‘rareer
soldierS_and sailors. "

The Fweral Govcinment and
the servicemen will 'share the
social security tax in the same
manner as employers and em-
Moyet's in privati* “industry. This
tax” will be at the same rate as
that providiKl for civilian Work-
(fs and employers. For service-
men the social” -s<<curity tax wiU
bo on the service person’s basic
pay and will not b< imposed on
such items as the value of food
shelU*r, and various' allowances
and special pay.

Social security acdount num-
ber cards will bf* issued to mcm*-
bers of the ai*med forces under
Apt'cial procHurcs. It; will not be
ncee.ssary for servicemen to con-
tact soc'ial security district offices

Here's Tip for Pastry Fixin's

With fall at hand, appetites are
soaring and homemakers find
themselves preparing more baked
goods. Here's a place where your
refrigerator can_serve you, sug-
gest foods specialists.

__Any dough may be refrigerated
if the amount of yeast is increas-
ed by one half or doubled. Just
put ‘1l in the refrigerator im-
mediately after. mixing and
kneading, or let it rise, Knead it
down and refrigerate it. Brush
the dough with melted fat and
I"p it” well covered. Doughs
can be kept at 45 to 50 degrees
satisfactorily for three or four
dpvh.

To bake, remove the amount of

Purchase a New Home

If you’re buying a home on the
ready-built, already - landscaped
basis, take a close look at the
trees and you may save some
headaches and considerable add-
ed expense.

Before making too generous an
allowance for™ the wooded
grounds, you can look for certain
clues to ailing trees. Great patch-
es of missing bark indicate pos-
sible serious damage from home
construction ma_chlner%/.

‘The warning signs the skin
gives to general health should
never be “ignored. Their causes
may range from emotional dis-
turbances to cancer.

Doctor Spikes
High Heels As
Health Hazard

By Tonia Schilling

A French physician this week
warned that two-and-a-half inch-
es was the safe limit for women's
high heels.

Using an electronic device to
record the activity of the leg
muscles of 50 women. Dr. Simon
Ebemeau found that shoes with
higher heels were badly taxing.
These heels, he explained, re-
quired more body energy to
maintain  balance.” They " also
strained the calf muscles and the
back.

On the other hand, two-and-a-
half inch heels were no more
tiring. than so-called flat shoes,
he discovered. Shoes with no
heels at all—ballet slipper type
~were almost as hard on “leg
muscles as three and four-inch
heels.

Dr. Ebemeau cautioned that
the new thin, spiltt heels were
worse. This is because the small
surface area of the heel means
the foot must bo brought down
in almost*the same position evety
time. This puts continual strain
on the same few muscles.

The French doctor, whose
countrywomen wear some of the

~~ hichest heels, admitted
h” did not expect his findings to
result in women giving up spikes,
spikes.

*T would have to discover
they were causing some fatal
disease to persuade women to do
that.” he said. “Even then, |
doubt they would.”

Investors' Forum

( Shortly after Labor Day
Vme it is appropriate to talk
about -wages. The two kinds of
wages | shall discuss this week
are those of workers and of

savers, Both groups are num-
bered in the millions.

The workers are like _those
nployed* in the steel mills of
America. Presently there are
about 527000 prc™uction steel
workers, 'meir wages set the pat-
tern for many other industries—
such as automobiles, electrical
machinery, textile mills, coal
mining, metal mining, meat pack-
ing and a dozen others.

The savers are represented by
the armies  of thrifty persons
with deposits in savings banks.
The figures used here are of an
$800,000.000 New York City insti-
tution. The interest paid by this
bank sets a fair pattern for the
rest of the country.

To trace the history of wages
for workers and for savers 1
shall go back to 1931—25 years
ago. As_the figures will show, an
economic catastrophe has hit
those with savings out at inte-
rest. And with it thrift and sav-
ing have been assaulted with the
result that the welfare state has
]peen ushered in with great fan-
are.

In 1931 the average hourly
earnings of the production work-
ers in_the steel industry were
aboul: 68 cents. In 1941 théy were
94 cents; in 1946 they were $1.28:
in 1951 they were $1.89 and in
1956 they were raised to about
$2.54, The wage scales of 1956
will hold into 1959. What then?
Why, higher wages.

Thtis, in 25 years steel wages
have gone from 68 cents an hour

to $2.54! That is an increase of
almost 400 per cent. Why has this
taken place? To enable”the steel
workers to maintain_their buying
power in the face of steadily ris-
Ing prices and costs. As consum-
er price indices have gone up,
wages have followed suit.

~ Now turn to the interest earn-
ings on savings in banks. In
1931 the giant savings bank of
which | spoke %ald 4 per cent
interest yearly. By 1941 interest
had ”~one down to IV* per cent
and it stayed there until 1949.
Thus, whilé steel wages were go-
ing up sharply, interest rates had
declined more than 60 per cent.
The "~ruel disparity of lal™r
wages and money “wages has
been accentuated in recent years.
With living costs 300 per cent
higher than they were in 1931
and with_stc”l production wages
nearly 400 pc-' cent higher, the
wages of savings have dcclinedL
until today around the countr
banks are ‘p~ing 2 to 3 per cen
decline m around 50 per cent

on the average.

What does all this mean? It
means that the workers of A-
mcrica, who arc well organized
and who have the benefit of the
studies of living-cost economists,
get pay boosts” whenever risin
prices and costs jeopardize stand-
ards of living.

And it means that widows and
orphans, retired preachers and
teachers, annuitants and all those
who are I>vmg wholly or partially
on interest income are taking it
on the chin.

When will this vicious cycle
end? Probably never, in Ameri-
ca. High prices and costs are
economic _ institutions in this
country. So is cheap money—Ilow
interest rates.
