Fate hasn't smiled too kindly 
upon Ray Currier of Shearer 
drive so far this year. He had 
spent half of the year in hos­
pitals with a heart condition and 
had retunted home only 10 days 
ago.

But beck to the hospital he 
went again Sunday, this t i ^  with 
a sudden and unsuspecting ail­
ment—a gunshot wound in his 
leg.

Currier, who normally works 
as a bustodian at Bentley high 
school in Livonia, is 64 years old. 
After spending most of his weeks 
in horoitals since last May, he 
figured that it was h ^  lime to 
get back to work.

Friends and relatives had help­
ed keep up his lawn during his 
illness. Several were le^ing  
their assistance last Sunday when 
the mishap occurred. While stand­
ing in the side yard and talking

with a friend, he heard a loud 
“pop* like a balloon breaking,” 
Currier recalled. About a minute 
later, pain came to bis leg and 
he hobbled to the house where 
he found his left thigh bleeding.

Currier was taken to the of­
fice of Doctor Walter Hanunend 
and later to Beyer Hospital where 
the bullet, a 22 calibre, was re­
moved. Wayne County sheriffs 
deputies have been unable to 
locate the person who fired the 
gun. Currier claims the bullet 
came from the northwest

E jucalional Aid Granted Children Of U. S. War Dead
Childjccn of America’s war dead ’ 

are now eligible for educational 
aid fro^ the Federal government. 
Miss Carol Langmaid, Education 
and SUiolarship chairman of 
Pas.vag^Gaydc unit of the Ameri­
can Lection Auxiliary, ha.s been 
infnrn>ed. A new law. recently 
signed isy Pri'sident Eistmhower, 
will mjUce this aid available to 
some iSn.OOO children. Miss Carol 
Lanrmaid .st.-iUxi.

To be eligible, the parent must 
have died during war service or 
as a result of injury or illness 
suffered during World Wars I or 
II or the Korean conflict. As.sis-

tance is available to an eligible 
young person beginning with the 
18th birthday or high school 
graduation. whichever occurs 
first, and ending with the 23rd 
birthday. The age limit will be 
extended in certain cases.

The new law provided $110 per 
month for students taking full­
time training; $80 per month for 
those studying on a three-quarter 
time basis, and $50 per month 
for those devoting half-time to 
studies. Students will be entitled 
to 36 months' education and 
training, which must be taken 
only in approved colleges, voca­
tional school.s and other approved

institutions. Payments will begin 
October I, 1956.

“The parent or guardian or 
student .should sqbmit application 
for the educational aid to the 
Veterans Admini.stration and re­
ceive an official decision on eligi­
bility from that agency,” Mi.s.s 
Langmaid said  ̂ ‘‘Advice and as­
sistance in making the applica­
tion will gladly be given by the 
American Legion Auxiliary com­
mittee. We hope that all young 
men and women in the country 
whose fathers died for America 
Will take advantage of this op­
portunity to obtain higher edu­
cation or specialized training."

New Gas Pipeline 
To Aid Future 
Supply of Area

Construction of a 30-milc-long. 
16-inch natural gas pipe line that 
will greatly strengthen the natur­
al gas supply system serving 
many communities in Oakland, 
Wayne and Macomb counties, is 
now underway near Novi.

From a metering point near 
South Lyon the big new pipeline 
will extend eastward to Consum­
ers Power company's gas distri­
bution station on Coolidge High­
way in Royal Oak. bringing na­
tural gas from the Panhandle 
Eastern Pipe Line company lines 
at ^ u th  Lyon. Panhandle pipes 
natural gas from Texas, Okla­
homa, Louisiana and other states 
for local distribution by Consum­
ers.

Among communities to benefit 
from the new line are Plymouth, 
Walled Lake, Livonia, Northville, 
Wayne. Birmingham, Blcx)mfield 
Hills, Pontiac, Femdale, Royal 
Oak, and East Detroit.

David H. Gerhard, division 
manager of Consumers Power 
company's southeast division, 
said the new pipe line will pro­
vide an additional gas feed into 
the southern end of Consumers’ 
gas distribution system in Wayne, 
Oakland and Macomb counties. 
At present, all bulk natural gas 
for this region comes from pipe 
line connections near Pontiac and 
Mt. Clemens.

Mr. Gerhard said the line will 
enable the company to deliver 
much larger supplies of natural 
gas as these become available to 
the company in the future. Con­
sumers has a large backlog of 
applications for house heating 
and other space heating service 
which aannot be met until a 
larger supply of natural gas can 
be obtained. There are no restric­
tions on other types of gas ser­
vice in the company’s service 
area.

New connections will be made 
to the lines extending into the 
Northville natural gas fields and 
south into Livonia, to serve as 
an additional supply carrier for 
western Wayne County commun­
ities, Mr. Gerhard said.

Construction of tl\e pipeline 
began a few days ago at a point 
north of Novi, and the line is ex­
tending eastward from here to 
Royal Oak. A second construction 
crew begin installation at South 
Lyon and Ls moving eastward to 
Novi. Mr. Gerhard said it is ex­
pected that the line will be com­
pleted in early November.

The poll is conducted by Bab- 
son’s Washington Service, a 
Washington newsletter founded 
over two decades ago by the 
noted economist, Roger W. Bab- 
son.

The poll employs a new method 
of sampling national voting in­
tentions—quite different from the 
straw-vote imrthod commonly 
used in this country.

1952 and 1954, this method was 
found to produce a much smaller 
margin of error than the ave­
rage poll of the straw-vote type.

In 1952, the Babsonpoll flatly 
forecast an Eisenhower “land­
slide”—even naming the four 
.states which Ike would take in 
the “Solid South.” Predicting the

results of congressional elections
in that year, the poll accurately 
pointed to GOP control of both 
&nate and House by extremely
narrow margins.

The 1954 congressional elec­
tions were forecast by the Bab­
sonpoll with equal accuracy. At 
that time, the poll predicted that 
the Democrats would take over 
control of the House by a com­
fortable margin and that the bat­
tle for control of the Senate wa.̂

Story of Kellogg 
Park's Cannon 
Finally Learned

More light iu s  been thrown on 
the origin ofwthe Kellogg park 
cannon this week by Sidney 
Strong, Plymouth’s first c;ity 
manager, who had that office 
when the field piece was brought 
here.

A recent series of two articles 
in The Mail about the park and 
its tributes contained several his­
torical gaps. One was about the 
cannon’s exact origin.

Strong recalls that it was 
about 1921 when the local post 
of the Grand Army of the Re­
public (Union w«r veterans) de­
cided that they would like a Civil 
War cannon for Kellogg Park. 
The GAR met in city hall at that 
time.

Oliver Showers, who was one 
of Plymouth’s last Civil War Vet­
erans, was commander of the 
post and was mstrumental in 
reaching the right people to se­
cure a surplus cannon.

Strong relates that the field 
piece came from Ft. Totten, New 
York in a railroad boxcar and 
that city workmen went to the 
depot to unload it. Instead of 
a civil War cannon, it was from 
the Spanish American War, and 
Showers was a very disappointed 
man, Strong recalls.

But the cannon was moved to 
the park anyway and a concrete 
base laid for it. Because young­
sters loved to play with the art­
illery piece, it was immobilized. 
What the history of the cannon 
was before it reached Plymouth 
was never known.

M narrow as 35 feet, this house 
is a ’"refreshing departure’* from 
the monotonous appearance of 
dwellings often found on city lots, 
says American Builder magazine. 
American Builder. 79 West Mon­
roe St., Chicago 3, has selected 
the house as its Plan AB182.

Glass, stone, brick, and wood 
are used as exterior materials, 
creating a distinctive facade. 
Colorful asphalt shingles, speci­
fied by the architect, make a 
handsome, w^athertight roof. The 
rWof color is esplecially important 
because of the prominence of the 
broad roof area.

Placement of the den is an un­
usual interior feature. Separated 
froir the living room by a folding 
door, the den could serve equally 
well as a third bedroom, a study, 
or simply as an extension of the 
gerferal living area.

The house has a full basement. 
Situated between the kitchen and 
the dining room, the basement 
stair is shielded by a low wall 
and wood uprights on one side 
and a flower box on the other, 
instead of ceiling-high partitions.

Interest in The Daisy, the city,, his church, 
his m any friends and the m any civic organi­
zations to which he belonged continued al­
most torthe hour of his death. His keen and 
active mind, during the  days of his long 
confinement at home, were constantly at 
work with ideas for community improvement 
and social betterm ent. One of the  last of 
these was his installation of the chimes at 
the Presbyterian Church which provided him, 
along with the  rest of the community, short, 
hourly musical concerts as he made plans 
for fu ture benefactions.

In the past quarte r of a century when it 
was our privilege to know, laugh at and 
laugh w ith this most unselfish benefactor. 
We have seen his charities span practically 
bvery local religious organization, fraternal 
order, service club and most certainly every 
Worth-while civic undertaking. From  carpets 
for a lodge, to pews in enlarging churches, 
to youth and to all, his heart, his encourage- 
hient and his financial aid, by devious and 
mostly through unknown channels, arrived 
to help along the way-

No final tribu te  could ever be w ritten  
about unless some m ention be made
of his extraordinary  sense of hum or which 
brought cheer and w arm th to all who came 
within reach of his person. For m any years 
his stories and tall tales of early  Plym outh

zens of*'a growing comm unity than the re­
zoning of residential areas to make way for 
new commerce.

There are communities, however, th a t will 
testify there’s something else th a t can hurt 
worse. That is no growth at all—stagnation 
And retreat.

On th a t basis, the Mail fully supports the 
jlanning commission in its action ( re p o r t^  
n last week’s,new spaper) changing the zon- 
ng on the west side of S. Harvey S treet to 

herm it Michigan Bell Telephone Company to 
raise a two-story office building there, about 
halfw ay betw een Ann Arbor Trail and Maple.

We m ake only one appeal—and th a t’s to 
Michigan Bell This city is striving to estab­
lish a colonial form of exterior architecture 
on its buildings to establish a community 
“personality.” We understand that a colonial 
design was included in early plans for the 
building, but tha t there has been some re­
vision in them  and tha t perhaps a compro- 
inise will be made, or the colonial trim m ings 
left off altogether.

Plym outh would be most appreciative if 
this new, m ajor building could be a note­
w orthy exam ple of the use of the  colonial 
them e on the outside.

The building, of course, will go into an area

of private residences. A fram e dwelling 
stands on the  parcel w here the building will 
rise. P rivate  homes on Maple and Ann Arbor 
Trail will have back yards bordering on the 
phone company’s parking lot.

Some of the  neighbors complained to the 
planning commission about the en try  of com­
mercial projects there, but the protests were 
calm, and at the end of the  m eeting it ap­
peared th a t the objectors had been p e rs u a d ^  
as to the inevitability of the  move.

The planning commission did the  forward- 
looking thing. There is logic to the board 
m em bers’ argum ent that if Plym outh is to 
prosper, it m ust extend its business **core” 
outw ard to m ake room for businesses that 
wish to locate, w ith sufficient parking facili­
ties, in the “downtown” area. If they can’t 
find space here, they’ll move beyond the  city, 
and we as citizens would have to settle  for
an idea that our comm unity is fully de-

f(veloped w ith no prospects for the  fu ture 
other than w hat’s here today, less the  terrib le  
depreciation th a t age would create.

The site of the new building is on the boun­
dary of commercial land now. In a sense, 
this move is a break in the  dike at a logical 
place, and other projects in the same general 
area can be expected in the  future.

ono you swung on whon a 
child; tho pawpaws, tho an- 
ormus hickor^uts and so 
many othor things.

We have our memories, we 
who left our childhood homes 
many years ago to move to 
distant places but how cruel 
it seems to those who have 
lived generation after gen­
eration on the same farms—

THE AMISH — THAT 

STRANGE religious s e c t  
found in various sections of 
North America — practice a 
bleak austerity  in their cloth­
ing and a conspicuous disdain 
for modern conveniences such as 
automobiles. But there b  nothing 
bleak about their retirenirnl 
customs. In fact, some soi‘iolo- 
gists have suggested that Ihey re 
way ahead of the rest of us 
when it comes to finding ivtire- 
ment contentment.

When an Amish farmer and his 
wife reach 70 or thereabout it’s 
customary for them to move to a 
separate section of their home, or 
to a small house neaiby, known 
as "Grossdawdy’s Hou.se.” Then 
one of their sons and his family 
move into the main hou.se and 
take over the farming responsi­
bilities. The retired parents thus 
remain in familiar surroundings 
and have their privacy, yet they 
are close to members of their 
family. More important, there are 
still plenty of light chores around 
the farm to keep them happily 
occupied, such as lending the 
animals, k^ping the ground and 
buildings in order, and assisting 
in the care of their grandchild- 
Ven.

PERHAPS THE MOST AP­
PEALING aspect of Amish re­
tirement is the close relationship 
that is maintained with the
family group. Large families are 
the rule and chndren. who are
taught from the cradle to "hon­
or thy father and thy mother.” 
generally marry and settle down 
within a few miles of their par­
ents. The close and affectionate 
ties which the elders thus main­

tain with their families, plus 
their firm religious iaith and the 
e c o n o m i c  independence for 
which the Amish aro noted, 
breeds an enviable contentment.

It’s a lot different for the rest 
of us, particularly city dwellers. 
When we.ietiie we’re apt to live 
m a small house or apartment 
that provides few chores to keep 
us from fretting. Our chicks are 
apt to have migiatc'd far from 
the family nest and we consider . 
ourstdves Iiu'ky if we can brin^ * 
the flock together for a annual 
reunion.
