
City Assures 
New School 
Sewer Line

There were indications Monday niuht that the chronic 
headache given the board of education the past year and a 
half by the lack of a sewer for the Jam es Gallimore elemen­
tary  school is finally due for a cure.

The city commission Monday gave authority to the city 
attorney to prepare an agreem ent that will clear up the tech 
nicalities of laying a sanitary sOwer to the Canton township 
building.

Appearing at the m eeting to form ally make the request 
in behalf of the school system were Superintendent Russell 
Isbisler, board members Harold '
Fischer and Mrs. Esther Hulsing j 
and Business Manager Melvin | 
Blunk.

While it will still take some ‘ 
time to approve the agreement, 
advertis(‘ for construction bids 
and lay the sewer. City Manager i 
Albtrrl Glassford told the? school 
delegation that the city would 
“try its best” to complete the job 
by the time the school is ready 
for opening. The building, located 
three-fourths of a mile south of 
the city limits, is scheduled (or , 
completion in January. j

If rights-of-way are obtained 
for the sewer, it is expected to ! 
cost about $32,000. If it must be 
laid around certain properties, it 
will cost several thousand dollars 
more.

The scw’cr will serve only the 
school, being four inches in dia­
meter and requiring a force pump 
because of the uphiil grade to the 
city sewer.

Construction of the sewer has 
been a vital factor m the school 
board's' planning. After they had 
purchased the site, they were in-

fornH'd that a new- Wayne County 
Health department policy forbid 
septic tanics lor suen structure.’;. 
The elo.<e.'>t .sanitary sewer-sy;>- 
tem was in the city of Plymouth, 
but not until last month was the 
city’s Southend sewer started.

Whi’n the city commission wa.s 
approached two months ago about 
a sower for the school, they a.sked 
that an agreement first bi' reach­
ed to obtain allocated sewer taps 
from Canton township (where the 
school is located) and that they be 
“credited ’ to the city.

Supt'rintcndent Isbistcr said 
Monday night that he had a ver­
bal agreement irom Canton 
Township Supervisor Louis Stein 
that his township w'as willing to 
relinquish some tap.s for the 
school. Hut an official of the 
Wayne County Road commission 
has told the school that the city 
of P l y m o u t h  v.-ould not be 
“charged” any tap.s for the school 
sewer.
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Gommunity to Observe 
Fire Prevention Week

To Decide Question 
Of Additions Monday

Three voting machines will be in use next Monday to 
handle the crowds anticipated for a special election that will 
decide if any money should be used for the construction of 
additions to present elem entary school buildings.

Held in the high school, the election is open only to 
qualified, propci ty-owning voters in the Plym outh Com­
m unity School district. Polls will be open from 7 a.m. to 8 
p.m.

Interest in the election has mounted to such a degree that 
school officials feared that paper ballots might prove to be a

bottleneck during busy hours

FOCAL POINT of tho present school controversy is 
the vacant space behind the present elem entary schools- 
M onday's special election w ill decide if the school board 
should be g iven  m oney to construct additions to present

buildings if th ey  desire. Rolom for such additions is found 
at Sm ith (above). Bird and A llen elem entary schools. 
Additions could be m ade to the present three w ings.

A fire demonstration aimed at 
making homeowners more con­
scious of how fires can start in 
the home is being planned by the 
Plymouth township and city fire 
departments next week.

National f'irc Prevention Week 
opens Sunday and the community, 
led by its fire departments, will 
again join the observance with a 
program for both children and 
adults.

The fire demonstration, which 
has been an annual event in m- 
cent years, will take place next 
Thursday night on the grounds 
behind the high school, between 
Farmer and Blanche streets. It 
will last from 6:30 until 8:30 p.m.

KThile demonstrations in p>ast 
years have dealt more with fight­
ing oil and gas fires. Township 
Chief Howard Holmes and City 
Chief Robert McAllister plan 
something different this year. The 
two departments will d€*mons- 
trate the three main kinds of fires: 
Class A. wood; Class B. petrol­
eum; and Class C. electrical.

Something new will be the 
booths tel up to show house­
holders what lire hazards can 
be found in a home. The

general public is invited to 
attend the demonstration.
The city fire department will 

start Monday with a tour of all 
elemcntar>' schools in the Plym­
outh Community school district. 
Fire trucks and equipment will bo 
on display for the youngsters and 
a fire prevention talk given.

The department will also hold 
its annual Junior Fire Marshall 
program. Each youngster is given 
u form to take home and fill out 
on which is checked off possible 
bre hazards. All boys and girls 
returning'the completed form will 
oe given a Junior Fire Marshall 
badge an<F the school returning 
the highest percentage of forms 
wiU 4>e given an award.

Sparky the Fire Dog, the well- 
known symbol of (ire prevention, 
will be seen on a city fire truck 
next Thursday as well as other 
times during the week, Chief Mc­
Allister stated.

While homeowners will be the 
target of this year’s demonstra­
tion, merchants and industry are 
also bt'ing asked to bo especially 
aware of fire hazards about their 
property during Fire Prevention 
Week.

Principal, Succumbs at 53

Flags flew at half mast Monday 
over the Plymouth Community 
schools in memory of Arthur 
James Alford, principal of the 
junior high school for II years, 
who passed aw'ay last Friday 
morning al the age of 53.

HI pcTiodically since 1949 and 
in critical condition the past six 
weeks, Mr. Alford died at 1:10 
a m. SeptembtT 28 in St. Joseph’s 
Mercy hospital in Ann Arbor. He 
had suffered a heart ailment.
/ Mr. Alford came to Plymouth 
in 1945. One of his first positions 
in education after graduating 
from Western Michigan State 
college in Kalamazoo was as 
principal of a Felch. Michigan 
school from 1926 to 1932.

jAfler tw'o years in Y.M.C.A. 
work, he went to Iron Mountain 
to hc‘ad the social science de- 
oartment of the junior high from 
1934 to 1942. From that date until 
he came to Plymouth he taught at 
Eaton Rapids junior high.

Born May 3. 1903 in Vulcan. 
Michigan, he was the son of Fred 
and Emma Roberts Alford. He 
was united in marriage on March 
11. 1933. Surviving with his wife, 
Thora. arc the foiiowing:

Mr. Alford was a member of

$154,541 Bid 
On City Storm 
Sewer Approved

City commissioners approved 
Monday night a bid of $154,541.70 
for the construction of storm 
sewers for certain sections of the 
northwest part of the city.

Submitting the winning bid was 
Rocco Fenera & Company of Li­
vonia. There were 10 othi r bid­
ders, the next lowest being me 
Coolidge Excavating company 
with $184,658 Bid” I 'm ns as 
$218,700.

Ferrcra has placed a comple­
tion deadline of 120 days on the 
project.

The northwest storm sewer 
will mostly cover areas along the 
city’.s northwestern borders, in­
cluding the Western Electric 
company site. Work on the plant 
is expected to start shortly.

In other business before the 
commission. City Manager Albert 
Glassford gave a progress leptirt 
on the railroad signals for Staik- 
wealhcr and Mill streets. IT' «aid 
that a recent meeting with rail­
road and Michigan Public Ser­
vice commission officials result'd 
in the possibility of obtaining 
manually-operated g a t e s  and 
flashers at about $5,000.

But. he added, the railroad re­
ports that its board of directors 
this month is expected to approve 
a new traffic control system N“- 
twi*en Detroit and Grand Rapids 
which would make conversion of 
pres(‘nl equipment costly, li was 
recommended that the eity hold 
up any decision until it is deUr- 
mined if a new system is planne d.

Quiz Builder 
On School Site 
Preparations

A Detroit builder and his 
plans have figured prom inent­
ly into next Monday's special 
school election.

He is Fred E Greenspan, 
whose firm expects to build 
1,000 homes in the northeast 
section of Plym outh township 
within the span of several 
years. Because each of these 
homes can be counted upon 
for one or two children, the sub­
ject of schools enters in.

While tne majority of the five- 
member board of education pre­
sently favors building additions to 
the already-crowded schools, two 
members prefer to u.se the money 
for its original use—to construct 
a new school. That new school 
would pycsnmab)y be built in the 
Greenspan development area.

Thosa favoring additions 
have quastionad Or««iu;pAA*k 
plans. When wiU ha start? 
Will he sell a site to the 
school? Will water and sewe*t 
be made availabl# for the 
school, or will it be anoth*»r 
GalUmora school sewer prob* 
l«̂ m in duplicate?
The Mail asked the Greenspan 

firm some of these questions. 
Greenspan first stales that up­
ward of 280 acres of land has now 
b<‘en purchased at a cost of about 
$1,000,000 in land contracts. Some 
land south of Schoolcraft road and 
west of Wilcox has already b<’cn 
''leared for .start of the first unit 
this year. The remainder of the

The question asked on the 
ballot will be:

“Shall any portion of the 
remaining funds previously 
approved by the electors of 
the Plymouth Community 
School District al a special 
election held on March 28, 
1955, for the purpose of erect­
ing and furnishing a junior 
high school building and two 
elementary schoolhouses, ac­
quiring additional land for site 
purposes and remodeling the 
central school buildings, now 
be u.sed to build additions to 
present elementary schools in the 
discretion of the board?”

In brief, the board is asking 
permission to use the previously- 
voted bond issue for the additions 
if the board chooses. Since there 
IS about $460,CK)0 remaining of 
the $3.(KK),000 bond issue, the 
amount used wouli^not be more 
than that figure. Or, according to 
the board, it may npl be usckI 
at all if “at som** tyBi Huie the 
board found it boK r to con­
struct a new builoilg?’

While board members Austin 
Sleeker, James MltCtell and 
Warren Smith are 'advocating 
buildtnf additions at this time. 
Harold Pischef and Mrs. Esther 
Hulsing are opposed. Thinking of 
both factions is presented elsc- 
vhr*ro on thi.s page.

Tlu> question must be submit- 
led to the voters. Law .states that 
because money for the bond is­
sue is designated for a certain 
purpose, that purpose cannot be 
changed Without the consent of 
the voting public. Th(* remaining 
$460,000 wa.s de.sicnated fat 
another elementary school.

Th«‘ debate then'fore boils down 
to the question of whether a new 
school or additions to existing 
schools should be? built. It has 
been agreed that both additions 
and a full-sized school cannot be 
constructed with this money.

It is presumed that if another 
school is built, it will be located 
m the northeast corner of Plym­
outh township where the Fred E. 
Greenspan T.uilding company of 
Detroit is expected to build 1.000 
homtts within the next fc*w years. 
Start of a 188 home section is to 
begin yet this year.

Split School Board Presents Opinions on Additions

In March 1955, the tax payers 
of the Plymouth Community 
Ŝ chool District, realizing the 
badly overcrowded schdol condi­
tions, voted a $3,(X)0.000.00 bond 
issue to improve these conditions. 
This borid issue called for the 
construction of a Junior High 
School, as well as the construc­
tion of two new elementary 
schools.

To dale we have one element­
ary school and a junior high school 
under construction. It is anti­
cipated that the Junior High 
School will be completed and oc­
cupied by September 1. 1957. It 
is also anticipated the Gallimore 
Elementary school will be com­
pleted by January 1, 1957, and 
now that arrangements have been 
completed to use the city sewer 
system, it can be put intojise at 
l ^ t  time.

The Wayne County Board of 
Health bas refused permission 
for the use of septic tanks or sew­
age haulage Krvicc for any con­

struction in the future. There is 
no township sewer, consequently 
there has not been and there can 
not be anv construction action 
taken on Inc second elementary 
school at this time, as there is no 
«ite available for a new school in 
the district that possesses the 
nocessujy sewer and water facili­
ties.

In view of the above and 
recognising the need for ad­
ditional school rooms, tha 
Board of Education has un­
animously approved the call­
ing of a sp^ial election and 
the presenting of a proposal 
that would permit the en­
largement of existing ele­
mentary schools that already 
possess the needed sewers and 
water.
The undersigned members of 

the Board of Education feel that 
the following factual information 
regarding the above situation 
Uiould be brought to your at­
tention. A “No” vote in the Oc­
tober 8 special election would 
nake it mandatory that any addi­
tional facilities for elementary 
students in the district would not 
be forthcoming, regardless of the 
circumstances, except In the form 
of new school buildings. This

moans that we could not build 
any more school rooms until 
sewers and water arc available 
in the district.

On the other hand, a “Yes” 
vote in the October 8 special 
?lcclion would give the'Board of 
Education the opportunity to 
build rooms when they are need­
ed. regardless of the sewer and 
water situation.

The enrollment for the last two 
years has increased 210 students 
per year, and it is reasonable to 
assume that we can expect this 
condition to continue with normal 
growth alone, not taking into con- 
lideration major developments. 
■*he four major e l e m e n t a r y  
'.chools which have a designed 
-apacity of 1,680 students are pre- 
ently accommodating 2,088 stu- 
Icnta. This leaves a difference of 
108 students for the new Galli- 
more School with its designed 
:apactty of 420 students. Adding 
o this the normal growth as noted 
ibove, it is evident that we will 
be overcrowded at the start of the 
lext school year.

This overcrowded condition has 
existed for the last three years. 
It has not provided the most de­
sirable educatimial opportunities 
for our children. The Bird school 

I was designed for 14 teaching

stations and has been forced to 
rovide 19 teaching stations. Tho 
mith School was designed for 14 

teaching stations and has been 
forced to provide 19 teaching sta­
tions. The Allen School was de­
signed for 14 teaching stations 
and has been forced to provide 
17 teaching stations.

The B ^rd  of Education has 
consulted with the architects 
ofrthe three newest element­
ary schools. It is their opinion 
that additions to these schools 
is not only practical, but alto 
economical. Theee additions 
have been estimated at $25,- 
030 per room which includes 
desionings, building, and 
equipping. The anticipated 
compfetion cost of the GalU- 
more school is approximately 
$539,OOOJIO or $4U)00.00 per 
room.
Under present conditions it is 

'-easonable to assun>e that a new 
elementary school would cost 
equally as much. I^ e  anticipated 
'completed cost of the new Junior 
High School is approximately 
$1,655,500. It should be pointed 
'nit that the total estim ate com­
pleted cost of these two schools 
alone has exceeded the amount 
allocated for this purpose in the

We, Esther Hulsing, secretary, 
and Harold Fischer, president of 
the Board of Education, feel tiiat 
property owners should vot*j “no” 
on October 8 because there is no 
economic advantage to adding on­
to present elementary schoob, 
surety it is educationally unsound, 
and it is not necessary.

We believe that additions to 
any of thealementary schools pre­
sents no economic advantage for 
the following reasons;

1. If the proper additions were 
made to these schoob which 
would include enlarging the 
general purpose room, cafeteria 
facilities, library and health 
rooms, teachers lounge, etc, in 
proportion jo the number of add­
ed classrooms it could not be ac- 
complbhed as cheaply as build­
ing an entirely new school!

2. Even If only classrooms were 
added it still could prove to be 
a costly expansion because it 
would mean “busing” the addi­

tional children necessary to fill
the classrooms as long a.s tho
schoob are used. Today it costs 
us over $30 per child to carry 
these children to school. Last
year we received back from the 
state about $25 per child; this 
year we shall receive back about 
$20 per child transported.

Increasingly, the cost of trans­
porting the pupils by bu.s shall 
nkve to be borne by tho local 
school district. (Because of the
inequities now existent b̂ ’tween 
various tyoes of s*̂ hool districts 
and the burden that the state 
must carry, it is fairly obvioua 
that within five years the state 
of Michigan will be out of the 
transportation business and that 
the total responsibility of getting 
children to the schools will lie 
with the local school district.)

The original planning that 
went into Bird, Smith, and 
Allen schools was based on 
the presumption that eventu­
ally all children attending 
tltom would walk to school.
It b  our belief that all ele­
mentary school children have 
the rioht to live within walk­
ing distance of their grade 
school and-that forward plan­
ning lor school building

should be based on this pre­
mise.
3. If proper administration 

is to be provided for the increas­
ed number of teachers (by proper 
wc mean that the teacher load 
per principal should not be 
greater than 15. In industry it is 
u well recognized principle that 
no supervisor has more than 16 
oeople reporting to him and ihc 
higher up you go in supervisory 
o<*rsonnol the smaller the load be­
comes) an assistant principal i« 
nere.s.sary. His or her salary 
would oe about $7,500 today. 
(Present principal’s salaries-about 
$8,800) The actual cost per teacher 
of direct administration in a 13- 
rqpm school is about $600 per 
teacher. If an assistant orincipal 
is hired when there are 20 class­
room teachers in the enlarged 
school the direct administrative 
•?os( would be about $825 per 
teacher.

The overcrowded lunch rooms 
and cafeteria program would 
create an untenable situation at 
the noon hour.

In order to provide sufficient 
playground area at both the Bird 
and Smith schools expensive fill­
ing in is necessary. In the case of 
tho Smith school, placing the

Tonquish Creek (which runs 
Ihrough the school yard) under- 
■jround would cost in the lens 
if thousands of dollars.

It is a matter of simple 
third grade arithmetic that 
it additions are made a 
second elementary school is 
out of the question until 
another ^ n d  issue is passed. 
The addition of rooms to Che 

chools is admittedly unsound 
'ducation-wise.

1. It is not recommended by the 
-ounty superintendent of schools 
lor his assistant who spoke le- 
ently before the Area Coopera- 
ion Study Group.

2. It is not recommended by the 
>ffice of School Organization and 
Plant, Department of Phihlic

Mr. and Mrs. Taxpayer . . . here are some actual facts concerning our school problems 
that should be of vital interest to you.

Actually the growth problem as it effects our schools today is nowhere near as acute 
as you might have been led to believe. We were told by school authorities that Plymouth 
schools would enroll 1,000 new pupils this year and that we needed new schools in which 
to house them. ACTUALLY THE SCHOOL POPUUTION INCREASED BY ONLY 132 CHILDREN.

It is true our present elementary schools are slightly overcrowded at this time if we were 
to maintain the level of children in a room ascalled most desirable by the National Education 
Association . . . that of 30 children to a room. However, there are few schools in America to­
day which can boast this perfect accommodation.

Overcrowding in Plymouth is this; 88 students in Allen, 143 students in Bird, 105 
students in Smith and 39 in Starkweather or a total of 375.

How best then can we as taxpayers provide rooms here in Plymouth for these children 
and also provide for possible future growth?

Let's first take a look at the future growth picture for the Plymouth area. Any local 
realtor will lell you that there is no interest in land in this area tr̂ day by big subdivision opera­
tors. The big home development builders have definitely adopted a hands-off policy on land 
in this area l^cauie of the disagreements between the city and the township. One builder at 
present, whq alreĵ dy had secured land in the area, is interested in seeing a new school in his 
section so t^t he might gain water and sewer facilities, without which he is presently stymied.

Land buyers have taken the position that sewers and water are a long way off no matter 
what effort might be made to provide them. Hence the possibility of any large home build- 
ina-d v̂Rlopm n̂tR in. thfi h«rdly, a poRsjbility yrtfil ,tfiis problem i» solved
and at this time there is no equitable solution io sight.

Secondly the tightening of the money market has not only put a squeeze on subdividers 
but the sale of municipal and school bonds as well. A look at the present market will show 
that day by day school bond interest rates are being hiked to entice buyers in this unhappy 
situation. Combining these factors on the basis of good sound judgement it now seems unlikely 
that Plymouth is in for any great population increase in the near future.

Is rt possible then that proposed new buildings might be built for a ghost population which 
may never matorialize?

The Plymouth Mail pointed out editorially about a year ago that architects, builders and 
other contractors who had built our three new grade schools had been interviewed and 
stated THAT THERE WAS NO DOUBT IN ANY OF THEIR MINDS BUT WHAT FOUR, FIVE OR 
SIX ROOMS COULD BE ADDED TO OUR PRESENT SCHOOL WITHOUT ANY DIFFICULTY.

The plumbing and heating contractors who installed the facilities in Bird, Allen and 
Smith schools said there were ample heating and sewar facilities already on the grounds for 
the new rooms. The architect stated it would ba easy to add the rooms and the Department of 
Public Instruction said there was ample land in each site to accommodate the additions.

Informed sources agreed the food facilities were ample as were the gymnasiums. Actu­
ally there will be few more pupils for the principals. It only meant more rooms if the pres­
ent ratio is maintained. So armed with these facts . . . knowing additions can be built for 
probably less than half the cost of new buildings there leaves no a^ernative in the light of 
common sense or good judgement.

And, with this in mind why should the taxpayer be asked for more dollars than are 
actually necessary?

The first obligation of the Board of Education, and ours, is to the students now in our 
schools . . . not the ptobable ghost population which may never develop in this area as long 
as the city-township muddle continues. Actually the whole future of this area is stalemated 
because of this condition.

Let's look the facts in the face . . . we all want to give our children the best we can 
afford but the school administrators must give some serious thought as to how far we can 
stretch our present day dollars.

If by building these addditions we can still provide reasonably luxurious, comfortable, 
workable, sound school accommodations . . . WHY NOT DO IT? We all know some day 
we will have to build more buildings, pay our teachers more money and pull more tax dol­
lars out of our pockets . . . But since there is an opportunity to spare the hard pressed tax­
payer a few doNars, isn't it sense to do so? '

It has been the opinion of some 
board members that four or six 
classrooms added to the appro­
priate sties, would allow us to 
use our I'.ymnasiums, libraries, 
and teachers lounges for th^ pur­
pose for which they were built. It 
would also provide the school 
s y s t e m  with the necessary 
“slrclch” ne«,‘di'd during the in­
terim periods of expanding en­
rollment and the building of new 
school facilities on new sites.

Our elementary schools have 
not been able to offer, nor has 
the community in any way enjoy­
ed our hypothetical ideal educa­
tional opportunities for some 
time. This has been brought about 
not only by the unbalanced pupil- 
teacher ratio pcT classroom, but 
also by encouraging the continua­
tion of conducting classes for 
th -̂eo years in unsuitable quarters. 
Ideal educational opportunities 
should be based on what we have 
to offer each individual pupil in 
each given class room situation 
and not based on how many pu­
pils we an* allocating for each 
ten acre tract of land.

A few spare rooms might re­
duce our cla.ss load to a reasonable 
figure, and perhaps would allow 
and encourage the introduction of 
additional educational benefits 
we .so somiu'fully need such as 
remedial reading, aid to the slow 
or retarded and exceptional or 
gifted children, audio-visual aid. 
and many other opportunities not 
being offered because of present 
conditions. We have, for some rea-! 
son. been following a fixed and 
determined pattern of 13 room 1 
schools and have thrown aside I 
as unimportant all other pertinent I 
facts, information, and judge- ' 
ments. |

The caTiber of a communily is 
determined to a large extent by 
three things - the home, the 
church, and the school, and these 
three must be kept at a high 
leupl. Today the Plymouth Com­
munity has fine homes, fine 
churches and fine schools. It 
would be an unfortunate move if 
the quality of the schools was to 
be lowered and to disturb this ex­
cellent balance. A school small 
enough for the principal to ef­
fectively supervise his teachers 
and know and be a friend to each 
of his pupils is a must.

We believe that it is npt neces­
sary to make additions to the 
schools at the present time be­
cause as soon as the Callimore

tures by our engineers”.

Thu installation will ba 
paid entirely by the builder, 
Greenspan added.
What about laps for homos in

“according to a letter from the 
Wayne County Road commission, 
replying to our request for tap­
ping priveleges, it is ascertained 
that allotments will be made by 
the local Officials of Plymouth 
township.”

Greenspan reports that a well 
has been located, drilled and con­
structed which “will be sufficient 
for more homes than planned.” 
He adds that the water and sewer 
authority has agreed to take over 
• he water and sanitary sewer 
system. State and county health 
offices and the road commission 
have reviewed the sewer plans 
and a permit granted for con-

The subdivision’s sewer system 
will tap directly into the neart>y 
Wayne County Interceptor sewer.

Will the builder sell the school 
board a site? Greenspan declares 
that he had verbally agreed and 
is awaiting the final acceptance 
by the school board to sell them 
a 12-acre ground for their school 
site.”

A recipe from the Rembrandt 

hotel at Noorwiik on Sea near 
Amsterdam, Holland belongs to 
readers of The Mail this week 
through courtesy of Mrs. Roy 
Jacobus, 1396 Rim.

While on a 14-week European 
tour this spring which also in­
cluded a stopover in Egypt, the 
resident and her husband were 
served a delightful pudding in 
the hotel above, recipe for which 
the manager gave her on request. 
Mrs. Jacobus nas named the des­
sert “Rembrandt Pudding" after 
the hotel which so graciously 
gave her its menu specialty.

The recipe is given below:
Rembrandt Pudding

2 cups milk 
V4 cup sugar
1 package unflavored gelatin
vanilla to taste
'j  cup whipping cream

cup seedless raisins soaked 
overnight in V« cup rum 

Mi cup chopped maraschino 
cherries
Heat I-V4 cups milk and sugar 

to boiling. Dissolve gelatin in 
remaining V4 cup cold milk. Add 
to hot milk. Place in refrigerator 
until mixture begins to set. Stir 
in the cream (whipped), vanilla, 
cherries and raisins.

Pour into parfait or sherbert 
glasses. Dessert serves approxi­
mately six. Pudding may be top- 
p ^  with cherry sauce.

Do you cemsider laundering 
one of your most tiring jobs? 
Here are some ideas from a 
Wayne County Home Demons­
tration agent to make this job a 
lot easier.
QUESTION THE JOB

Ask yourself WHO should do 
the job? WHJEN should it be 
done? Should YOU do the job? 
Or would it be better, your bud­
get permitting, to use the ser­
vices of a commercial laundry? 
Would it be better to use the 
.self-serve laundry f a c i l i t i e s ?  
Should other members of the 
family, or paid helpers, do this 
job or give you assistance?

WHEN? Select the bi‘st day 
and the best time of day; avoid 
doing the job when you feel your 
greatest fatigue. Wash before too 
many clothes have accumulated. 
This is recommended whether 
using automatic equipment or a 
conventional washer.

WHERE? Locate your laundry 
equipment so tha t your laundry 
“center” is in the most con­
venient place for you. Avoid 
washing in the basement if pos­
sible to save climbing stairs and 
carrying loads of clothes up and 
down the stairs. Give special con­
sideration to the location of auto­
matic equipment. If you do not 
have a utility room, your wash­
ing center could be in or near the 
bathroom, in a large hall, break­
fast room, pantry, or in the 
kitchen. A utility room can be 
converted from a back porch or 
an attached garage.
HOW SHOULD THE JOB BE 
DONE?

Reduce the size of your wash­
ing by using paper products for 
-lapkins, towels, and for dusting: 
and plastic for aprons, children’s 
bibs, curtains, pillows and chair 
covers. Use wipe-off placemats

instead of tablecloths and non- 
woven “rinsc-off” towels for 
dishes. Try cellulose sponges and 
mops for wiping up and clean­
ing counters^ walls, and floor sur­
faces. Air-diy dishes to cut the 
number of dish towels needed.

Select garments and household 
articles that are easy to launder. 
Consider fabrics, weaves and 
finishes, that shed dirt and re­
quire a minimum of ironing. 
Question the purchase of articles 
marked “hand washable.” Will 
they be worth the extra work? 
Save all labels for future refer- 
eni eSvhen washing. Avoid pleats, 
tucks. Miffles, fussy trimming and 
decorations that require special 
washing and ironing attention. 
Selec’t garments that arc color- 
fast. simply designed and well 
made. ^

Equip your laundry center 
with energy-saving equipment, 
such as tables or counters for 
standing as well as sit-down 
work, a comfortable chair, and a 
cart or basket on wheels; Choose 
a washing process that will give 
acceptable results with a mini­
mum effort. Simplify the col­
lecting of clothes to be washed 
by having all family members 
place their jclothes in the hamper 
or chute.

Always sort clothes carefullv 
according to the amount of soil, 
color fastness and kind of fiber, 
fabric and construction. Prepare 
the articles for washing by bein 
sure you empty pockets, turn an 
brush out pockets and trouser 

! cuffs, close slide fasteners, unfas­
ten buttons and remove non- 
washable accessories and trim. 
Mend tears that might become 
larger during washing.
TREAT HEAVILY SOILED 
AREAS

On shirt collars and cuff folds

moisten the soiled area and 
sprinkle with the same kind of 
detergeat that you use for the 
washing. Let stand a few minu­
tes. If Bocesary, brush with a 
small hand brush before putting 
into the washing machine. Soak 
heavily soiled articles not longer 
than 15 minutes. An agitated 
soaking removes the most soil.

Experiment to find the amount 
of detergent needed, then mea­
sure each time. Avoid too much 
suds as this blocks the movement 
ot the clothes in the water and 
reditces cleaning action. Wash 
clothes by the clock, as over­
washing produces unnecessary 
wear, and may even re-deposit 
soil in the clothes.

EVERY YEAR

Better take a good look at the 
drapes in your home if a year or 
more has passed since they were 
last cleanedi Past experience has 
shown that draperies sh^ ld  be thor­
oughly cleaned at least every nine 
months to a year, otherwise they 
w ill fade and the fabric becomes 
streaked with yellowish or brownish 
stains. The streaks are caused by 
dust, steam, moisture, and furnace 
heat which permeates the fabric and 
results in stains when exposed to 
the sun.

Renumber, prooer cleanir>g w ithin 
the suggested time period w ill make 
your drapes last two to three times 
as long as if they are neglected.

Be careful of open windows in rainy 
weather. If the rain soaks your 
drapes or if they get too damp they 
are like ly to become water damaged 
and streaked. Water streaks can only 
be removed by wetcleanir>q which 
carries the possibility of shrinkage. 
And drapes which have been wet- 
cleaned never seem to har>g as well 
as they did before wetcleaning.

BULBS
You can plant hardy spring- 

flowering bulbs as they become 
available. Get narcissus, muscari, 
snowdrops, scillas, and other 
small bulbs in without delay. 
Plant such bulbs about 4 inches 
deep. Hyacinths, tulips, and 
Dutch irises are best planted late 
in the month. Tulip planting can 
be held over until November if 
necessary.

Lift gladiolus corms and dahlia 
roots now. Let them dry off for 
a day, then store where it is cool 
and fairly dry—but don’t let them 
dry out enough to shrivel.

Pot up daffodils, tulips,*and cro­
cuses for forcing iqdoors. Plant 
them in a loose, well-drained soil 
in bulb pans and set them in a 
protected coldframe sintil they 
have made strong roots. In about 
6-8 weeks they will be ready to 
bring into the house to start into 
growth.

HOUSE PLANTS
If you haven’t already done so. 

take cutting of those plants you 
want for next year’s garden.

Before the soil freezes, plan to 
bring in spil for potting and seed 
starting during the winter 
months. Investigate the use of 
chemical soil sterilants to cli 
minate soil borne diseases.

All young perennials need protec­
tion.

Take cuttings of doubtfully 
haidy perennials. Winter chry­
santhemum and other hardy cut­
tings in frame—others in green­
house or sun porch. Penstamen, 
dianthus, salvia farinaccea. and 
others root readily from cuttings 
but are often winter-killed in the 
garden.

PESTS AND DISEASES
Spray lilacs, endnymus, and 

bittersweet lor the inevitable 
scale. This will.be the last chance 
to kill the scale this year. Use 
malathion 50'. emulsion at the 
rate of 2-3 leaspoonfuls per 1 
gallon of water. A wettable 
powder at the rate of 2-4 tea­
spoonfuls per gallon may be sub­
stituted for the emulsion.

ROSES
Remove seed pods of hybrid tea 

and o^ier bedding types since the 
developing seeds compete for 
food that should bo stored to in­
crease cold resistance during 
winter. Hill up soil to about 6 
inches around hybrid teas just 
before hard freezing of the soil.

PERENNIALS
Clean up perennial beds, re­

moving and burning old stalks as 
soon as they have ripened. 'This 
prevent spread of diseases.

Plant pansies where they arc 
to flower. Giant flowers with 
good stems are hard to get from 
a spring planting. Pansies will 
come through the winter safely 
if the beds are free from flooding 
and plants are lightly covered 
with straw or Utter to protect 
them fn»m wind and sunshine 
while frozen. Cover a fte r  first 
hard frost.

mistaken lor appenaicitis. ^vn in- 
liamed gull biaaaer could easily 
be mistaken ior appenaicitis. m e 
symptoms are oiien identical. 
Kidney colic produces agonizing 
abdominal pain together wiln 
nausea, vomiting and fever.

A very dangerous condition 
that might by^n>istake»- for ap­
pendicitis is acute intestinal ob- 

^struclion which is a blocking of 
Hhe intestines, due to adhesions or 
by one p^t* o f the'intestine' slip­
ping into another.

There are many other diseai^es 
loo nuiTterous to mention in iliis 
brief article which could bo mis­
taken for appendicitis. For this 
reason, as spon as an abdominal 

j pain develops, the doctor should 
be sent for immediately. Do not 

«be surprised at the care with

which he proceeds to determine 
what is the real cause of the 
trouble.

Appendicitis is caused by eat­
ing large and indigestible meals, 
especially at night, bolting the 
food, chronic constipation, and 
the invasion of the intestines by 
bacteria.

The first symptJoms of appendi­
citis are usually colicky pains 
about the navel, and the right 
side of the abdomen. It may come 
on suddenly, or be prei'eded by 
dyspepsia, naiisea, soreness and 
tendernes.s over the lower right 
side. Tendcini*ss is usually prea- 
ent over an arep known us Mr. 
Burney’s Point.

When the doctor has diagnosed 
the ease as uppmdicitis. it is .Al­
ways a.safe prncoduic to have 
the appendix removed. Never 
delay and dose fhc patient with 
cathartics. It may mean the dif­
ference Ix'twex'n life and death 
for the patient.

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Tulsa Businessman Figures W ay to Prevent 

Women Overdrawing Checking Accounts
By Smndrft N«mMr

A businessman has found a 
way—he says—to keep women 
from overdrawing their checking 
accounts.

James O. Tilly of Tulsa. Okie* 
homa. said that his new banking 
system called V*Chek would 
makd it easier, faster and safer 
for the lady of the house to pay 
her bills. And all this with the 
family bank account in balance.

Mr. Tilly’s creation, which he 
expects will be in use early next 
year, resembles a regular check 
in appearance. But it is actually 
a letter of credit—or certifi€»d 
check—issued by a bank. V- 
Cheks come five to a folder, 
each check for the same amount, 
ranging in total value from 
to $500.

In this way, a wife can go to a 
bank with her husband's pay­
check in hand, deposit part of it 
and. say, take $50 worth in V- 
Cheks—five checks, each with 
a top value of $10.

The V-Chek can then be u.'̂ ed 
to pay a bill—up to the amount 
of $10. If the owner of a V-Chek 
wants to pay a bill for $8.50, she 

•just fills in that amount. When 
the check is returned to the bank, 
it will transfer the remaining 
$1.50 to her account.

The V-Chek system is similar 
to a regulaf checking account— 
with some important differences, 
said Mr. Tilly. He pointed out 
that not every store would cash 
a personal check. But. since the 
bank will guarantee payment on 
a V-Chek. Tilly said he hoped 
the system would become so 
universally accepted that the 
housewife could cash V-Cheks 
at any store in the United States.

There are special V-Cheks 
available for persons who buy 
them in a bank in which they 
have no account and for busines­
ses that give employees consider­
able traveling expenses.

A great advantage of V-Cheks 
to the housewife, said Mr. Tilly, 
is that she won’t have to carry 
large amounts of, cash with her 
on a shopping spree. She can pay 
the grocer, dress store or beauty 
parlor in V-Cheks. The folder 
is corppact and easy to carry. If 
V-Cheks are lost, destroyed or 
stolen, the money still is safe in 
the bank and new checks can be 
issued.

An irresponsible mpney spend­
er—such as many men claim their 
better halves to be—cannot pos­
sibly overdraw the checking ac­
count this way.<Mr. Tilly said, be- 
cau.se she can’t spend more than

And the 
O k l a h o m a n  pointed out the 
checks would be guaranteed by 
he bank—and therefore guaran­
teed not to bounce.

The housewife with a poor 
memory for figures—can’t re­
member exactly When she paid 
what to whom—can rest easy 
with V-Cheks, Mr. Tilly said. 
Each folder has its own place to 
list the checks when tney are 
cashed. And the V-Cheks are 
returned with the regular bank 
statement. Too, there ar6 no long 
sets of figures to add or subtract 
—a problem for those who spend 
hours analyzing ' their check­
books.

Mr Tilley claimed the V- 
Cheks were .designed to scare 
away counterfeiters and forgers. 
Unless some clever housewife 
finds a way to get around an­
other Tilly claim—that V-Cheks 
make it impossible to overdraw 
an account—many women will 
learn they can’t spend more than 
there is in the bank.

THE READER 
SPEAKS UP
Dear Editor:

When President Eisenhower re­
cently signed a bill making the 
punishment for the conviction of 
illegal sale of narcotics more 
severe and even making p<»sible 
the death sentence for the illegal 
sale and distribution ol heroin, 
it was universally acknowledged 
as important and worthy legisla­
tion. There is no question but that 
such drastic punishment is not 
only very necessary but the en­
actment of such legislation is 
long overdue.

Narcotic addiction, fostered and 
fathered by the illegal sale of 
narcotics by vicious and absolute­
ly unprincipled criminals who 
show complete disregard for 
human rights and life, is a very
serious and growing problem 
undermining the very basis of the 
American way of life. All too 
often the victim is a youth snared 
in the horrible mesh of hopeless 
addiction.

Because of this profound affect 
upon youth. Optimist Interna­
tional viewing its Aim and Ob­
jective to “aid and encourage the 
dcveloppient of youth throughout 
the world," in convention as­
sembled of Optimist Internation­
al at Houston, Texas, in June, 
1954; did adopt a resolution that 
urged the enactment of severe 
penalties including the death 
penalty for the illegal sale of 
narcotics. This resolution, phrased 
in the more definite and uncom-

Obviously it is with a sense of 
real pride that Optimists recog­
nize the achievement of the goal 
they worked so hard to accomp­
lish.

Social Welfare Worker 
Makes Visits Here Monthly

While changes arc rapid and 
publicity quite extensive for 
social security, much less is 
known about old age assistance 
administered by Uie Michigan 
Department of Social Welfare.

A number of Plymouth people 
receive old age assistance and 
there are undoubtedly many 
others who would like to learn 
how to qualify.

A representative from the 
Wayne County branch of the De­
partment of Social Welfare comes 
to Plymouth each second Thurs­
day of the month. She is Mis. 
Ralph Tallon, who ^ ts  up her 
“office" in the commission room 
of city hall at 1 p.m.

Old age assistance can be had 
in addition to the social security 
payments. But unlike social sec­
urity which comes to anyone who 
qualifies, regardless of need, old 
age assistance goes to thc^c who 
are in need.

The highest payment a person 
could possibly receive if they are 
not confined to a hospital or 
convalescent home is $80 a month. 
Husband and wife can both apply 
for the assistance.

Here are some of the factsf»
1. Must be at least 65 years of 

age.
2.. Must have lived in Michigan 

five of the last nine years, in­
cluding year immediately prece­
ding aatc of application.

3. Applicant must show that 
they do not have sufficient in­
come to meet living expenses ac­
cording to standards of the Stake 
Department of Social iWelfare.

4. The applicant must have no

legally n.‘sponsibler relatives or 
whose relatives are unable to 
provide only partial support. Re- 
.^ponsible relatives are husband, 
wife, children and parents.

5. The applicant must have no 
other person or organization 
legally responsible for his sup­
port.

6. Personal property such as 
automobile, bonds, and deposits 
cannot be more than $500 for 
single person, $750 for husband- 
wife. Their homes must not have 
a market value of more than $10,- 
000. Although the home is not 
turned over to the department, 
claim for reimbursement of pay­
ments will be filed after deatn of 
the property holder.

7. The applicant cannot trans­
fer property or income to be­
come eligible for assistance, or 
to prevent recovery from his 
estate.

The amount of income is de­
termined by listing the appli­
cant’s expenses and income. Mov­
ing to another state does not dis­
qualify a person from receiving 
assistance. They will continue to 
receive Michigan cheeks until 
they qualify for assistance from 
the other state’s residence re­
quirements. j

Mrs. Tallon also has informa­
tion available conccraing aid to 
dependant children and aid for 
the disabled.

Is your husbaml /getting picky 

about his food? Has lu* decided 
that he’s a •‘delicate” eater now 
that he's getting older? What 
about you—have you bĉ en sold 
the idea that just biH’ause you’re 
mature all your eating habits 
should change?

Thert* is much that you can 
and should do about mt'al plan* 
ning and preparation without 
going to the extremes of faddisna.

If you and your husband arc 
at or past middle age, iUmay be 
better for you to cat less. But un­
less there is a .special medical 
or dental problem in the family, 
eat whatever you can chew, swal­
low and digest. An older person 
is still growing, although there is 
a general physical slowdown. 
Food replaces the energy you 
bum up.

The principles of good diet for 
the elderly are the same as for 
mo.st adults. You can't substitute 
vitamin pills for vital foods. 
Vitamins do have their* place, 
but they should be used only on 
the advice of your physician.

The building blocks of the 
body, the proteins, are basic at 
all times of life. Dieticians rec­
ommend either lean meat, fish, 
poultry, eggs or cheese at every 
meal.
«^Many older p^p lc  who budget 
on restricted incomes tend to 
spend their food dollars on 
starchy, filling foods. But they do 
not get a dollar’s worth of nu­
trition from a dollar spent on 
noodles, spaghetti or rice pud­
ding. The same dollar spent on 
relatively inexpen.sive fish or 
cheaper cuts of meat can yield

a bonus in good health in the 
later years.

All America is heart-conscious 
th t^  days, and low fat diets are 
bi'ing recommended across the 
nation as heart-saving diets. A 
little probing will reveal many 
places in your family’s menu.s 
where hidden fats lurk.

Trim even that lean lamb 
chop you were planning to broil. 
If you must have mayonnaise on 
your salad, dab it on lightly. If 
you are askiKl to drive out to the 
new custard stand with the 
neighbors, order old-fashioned 
ices. They’re delicious and fat- 
free.

Set your husband an example. 
Join him in a cup of milk three 
times a day. That will kê ep both 
of yPu well supplied with miner­
als and vitamins needed all 
through life. If he insists that 
“milk is for kids,” add it to soups 
and desserts. Medical science says 
milk will provide the calcium 
needed to guard against bone 
breaks.

You should also have vege­
tables, a starch and stmie fruit or 
fruit juices at several meals each 
day. Raw fruits and salads, al­
ways favorites with dieticians, 
should be served unless one of 
you has a special problem with 
your teeth or your digestion. 
Serve a slice of wheat or enrich­
ed bread at all meals. Any pre­
pared cereal is nourishing.

The American housewife has 
made'a fetish of variety at meal 
time. It pays. Mrs. Susan T. 
Broadfoot, a home demonstration 
agent for the University of Rhode 
I.sland, has this advice for ma­
ture housewives: “Keep your fa­
vorite recipes, they remind you

EDITORIAL

No Place To Hide
Never before in Plymouth’s history, in our 

opinion, has it been more important that the 
citizens take a serious interest in govern­
ment and their elected officials.

The suburban movement from Detroit has 
attained the proportions of a full tidal wave, 
sweeping westward at awesome speed, and 
Plymouth is in its path. This is a strange 
movement, a unique thing that sociology 
textbooks of the future are sure to describe 
as a kind of ’’revolution” that wrought un­
precedented changes in the years following 
World War II.

Specifically, thousands of families are pack­
ing .their household goods into moving Vans 
and rolling out to homes on raw land, creat­
ing new "cities” The terrifying thing, and 
the heart of the problem, is the speed with 
which these ’’cities" are created. It takes a 
few months only. In that brief slip of time, 
more people can b«rsett4«d in one place, and 
more governnipnt probleThs created, then 
mature communities—such as Plymouth— 
have hadcitL-l/andle over a century.

The government problems that accompany 
such settlements are complex beyond prece­
dent. All at once, the new home-owners ex­
pect and demand schools, sewers, water, 
streets, parks, parking space—to name a few. 
The local officials sit down to figure out the 
costs and discover that any "normal” kind of 
tax can’t begin to cover the expense of pro­
viding even the mast urgent portion of the 
new requirements. The home owners have 
committed themselves to large, new mortgage 
payments—and car payments—and are in no 

V mood to accept huge real estate taxes. There 
are legal limits, anyway, as to how high the 
tax rate can go.

So. about that time, there arises such ques­
tions as how much a builder should have paid 
for a building permit, since he provides the 
original impetus for the population shift. 
And there is a decision as to the size of the 
lots on which houses shall be permitted. 
Small lots are resented by many original 
land-holders on a planning basis; but small 
lots broaden the tax base and that helps pay 
the bills of government. And somebody has 
to decide what portion of the burden of new 
schools should be borne by the original resi­
dents, since they were in good shape until the 
new folks arrived in the area uninvited, so 
to speak.

There are the merchants, who must have 
befter parking facilities if they are to handle

the new traffic Shopping centers show up 
shortly after the new residents, and tht 
established merchants suddenly have a battle 
for survival on their hands.

Then there is the matter of inter-com- 
munity cooperation. Drain pipes for instance, 
usually have no respect for technical com­
munity boundaries but flow through and 
beyond many communities. A influx of new 
homes In one community can create flood­
ing after a heavy rainfall in another com­
munity. miles away, if the drainage happens 
to tumble in that direction. The problem of 
paying for new schools can cross many city 
"limits”. One community may have the in­
dustrial tax base, but a neighbor the heaviest 
new problems.

And on and on.
The foregoing isn’t new information, of 

course, but we were moved to writing a re­
fresher on the subject after reading last 
week’s paper. In a single week, we heard of 
1,000 new homes that are on the planning 
board to rise between Five Mile and Wilcox 
roads, just over the city limits; of another 
development of "738 small lot homes" that 
has Canton Township distressed; of a builder 
who is plotting the construction of a couple 
hundred homes in the area near the new 
Junior High School site; of a giant shopping 
center that will be anchored by Montgomery 
Ward at Plymouth and Middlebelt roads; and 
a big motel pivoting around a big national- 
chain restaurant at Plymouth* and Ann Arbor 
Road. Another vital story, linked to all the 
others, was the decision confronting Plym­
outh voters as to whether to use some funds 
to add to existing school buildings or to save 
it for totally new schools in newly-settled 
areas-

The next few years here are going to lay 
great burdens on the elected officials and on 
us as citizens. The kind of men we elect, and 
the effort we all apply to government prob­
lems, w ill determine the way in which the 
problems are met.

It is near the deadline to register to vote— 
that’s one thing everyone can do to help. On 
Nov. 6 there is an election. That’s something 
else everyone must do—vote. And on a con­
tinuing, unceasing basis, every citizen must 
study and think about these new problems 
and be in a position to pass intelligent judge­
ments, from this point forward.

There is no place to hide.

S e ttin g  u p  the  
p resen t UN am oun ted  to  
say ing  th a t  th e  b iggest n a ­
tions could com m it agg res­
sion w ith  im pun ity .

Conclusions: A greeing  to  con­

No field  in  A m erica  is m ore 
open to  vocational deve lopm en t 
th an  th is.
