In 1948 when President Harry
Truman pulled a surprise upset
of Governor Tom Dewey, Plym-
outh city voters stuck with
Dewey, 1,765 to 726. Township
voters favored Dewey 561 to 272,

Naturally, the chauffeur brought alon? a
whisk-broom to ﬁlve_ us the brush-ofl. I1t’s expensive being a Holly-
wood star. It's the little things that add up. | had to buy a white
wrap-around polo coat, and Jane needed a mink to drag casually
along the ground. Then there were items like two gold pencils for
giving out autographs ghese fans NEVER have their own pencils),
a sun-lamp, a pair of Great Danes to leave in the car, a corps of
bobbysoxers (at $2 per head) to stand around and scream as we
arrived, $100 for a press agent to tell the papers about the bobby-
soxers, some dark glasses, etc. We considered arranﬂlng a nice

Fewer birds, less success, and
about the same number of hun-
ters was the picture on openin
day of Michigan's 1956 pheasan
season.

Conservation Department field
workers have thus far reported
interviewing 3658 hunters with a
total of pheasants. An esti-
mated 350.000 to 400,000 hunters
were afield for the opener.

A late wet spring was blamed
for reducing the fotal pheasant

opulation Somewhat this year.
ingneck nests were rained out or
washed away and broods that
survived were, in general, pro-
duced later in the season. Many of
these late nesters were still “im-
mature and uncolored and pro-
vided fewer targets for hunters,

Also, the weather on op<ming
day was far from helpful. Fields
were dry and fire-hazardous,
enough so that Governor Williams

roi'laimed a fire proclamation on
riday before the opener. Many
farmérs posted unharvested crops
to privent all possibility of fire.
Dogs sniffed up dust and pollen
and were . generally unable to
locate or tie down birds.

But scattered showers on_the
ogianmg afternoon made consider-
able

local differences and some P

hunters reported  satisfactor
hunting conditions at that time. Z
fog ovér muvh of southern Michi-
gan on Sunday also helped the
Situation.

~ Q—A few minutes after | fin-
ished pouring a concrete patio,
rain began to come down in
sheets and kept up all day. The
top finish coating was ruined.
How can 1resurface?

A—Remove ail loose particles
and brush on a creax”™ mixture
of cement and water. Then apply
a new wearing surface one to
two inches thick. A good mix
for this topping is one part ce-
ment, one part sand, one-and>a
half parts pea gravel and five
gallons of water per sack of ce-
ment

Q—We're thinking of install-
ing a storage wall to supplement
the closet space in our small
house. Can this be a **do>it>
yourself’ project, or must 1 hire
a carpenter?

A—Building a storage wall
isn’t too difflcuU for the average
home handyman if he makes use
of porvderosa pine kitchen cab*
inets and louvered doors. The
cabinets come in many shapes
and sizes which can be stacked
along a wall jn a variety of at-
tractive and useful arrange-
ments. The louvered doors make
installation of a full length clos-
et possible. When the j<* is fin-

Q*-Our wood floors squeak
and creak annoyingly. Is there

a simple, inexpensive way to
eliminate this?
A—Powdered soapstone has

been found effective. Spread the
powder on the floor and wipe it
into the cracks with a cloth or
brush. Then jar the boards with
a rubber hammer to settle the
dust into the tongue and groove
ioints. The powder acts as a
lubricant

Q—While | was painting the
kitchen woodwork a few spots
of paint fell on the porcelain
enameled surface of the stove
and refrigerator and dried be-
fore | noticed them. How can 1
remove the spots safely?

A—"These must be handled
with care or you can ruin the
ftnish of the appliance. Try rub-
bing the spots lightly with a soft
cloth moistened with paint re-
mover. If this doesn’t work,
scrape away most of the paint
with a razor blade, but be care-
ful not to cut into the enamel.
A detergent mixed in warm
water will remove the remain-
ing paint without damage.

Roof Inspection Time

Both tin and galvanized iron
roofs can fall victim to rust. It's
of great importance to your
pocketbook to have your roof
carefully inspected—once a year,
at least—and to have a new coat-
ing applied as soon as the need
for it appears.

A Water Softener

The need for water softening
should be anticipated at the time
a house is built, to avoid the
expense of re-routing water sup-
ply lines at a later date, the
Plumbing and Heating Industries
Bureau says

Thousands of families every
year are locating in the suburbs
and areas still farther out where
municipal water service is lack-
ing.

Such homes are dependent, as
a rule, on a well as source of
supply for the electric water sys-
tem.

Well water is hard—usually ex-
tremely hard—making a water
softener an essential home appli-
ance in these cases.

Some builders include a water
softener in the basic appliance
equipment of new homes built
beyond the water mains. Others
leave the decision on water
softening up to the buyer.

Thanks For the Auditorium

Speaking in the name of a friendly neigh-
bor community, we*d like to send the con-
gratulations of Plymouth to Detroit today on
uie opening of the magnificent new Ford
Auditorium down on the downtown river-
front.

The suggestion that this message be relayed
actually comes from one of Plymouth’ pri-
vate citizens who had the privilege of attend-
ing the opening of the new building. He was
Impressed and felt a sense of personal grati-
tude which he felt The Mail might convey in
a semi-formal way.

The point is that this handsome new audi-
torium radiates benefits that all of us may
enjoy, whether we live within the Detroit
city limits or not. It’s a landmark dedicated to

romotion of music and the arts, one of the

nest of its size and type to be found any-

where in the world. It gives the Detroit Sym-
phony Orchestra a permanent home, but more
than that, it creates a cultural face for this
whole metropolitan area that is new and quite
different from the mass-production person
ality with which our industrial area more
frequently is identified.

Plymouth perhaps is more sensitive to the
importance of the new auditorium than othei
communities, because Plymouth traditionally
has given emphasis to the importance of fine
art in a well-rounded community.

If in sending our congratulations to Detroit
and to the Fords themselves we have any mis-
giving, it is one of envy. Our local symphony
needs a building, too, and wouldn't it be nice
if a smaller replica could somehow rise local
ly?

Well, maybe someday, and in the mean-
time, Detroit, well done!

Poll Shows l|ke Gaining

The nationwide Babsonpoll, conducted by
Roger Babson's Washington Service, shows'
President Eisenhower’ vote strength gradu-
alJly improving as the campaign nears an end.

his new polling technique, which success-
fully pinpointed in advance the results of the
two national elections held since its origin in
1952, now shows lke leading with a popular
.majority of between one and two million
votes. A few weeks ago, the first Babsonpoll
report indicated a lead of almost 500,000
for Stevenson.

At the present time, Eisenhower appears to
have a "safe” lead (52% or more of the com-
bined vote for major candidates) in 23 states
having a total electoral vote of 252. Five
other states "leaning” to lke (51%-52%) have
81 elesctoral votes.

In the "safe" column for Stevenson are 14
states with 153 electoral votes. Two more
states — with 19 electoral votes — are now
"leaning” to Stevenson. In the "tossup” zone
(49%-51%) are four states, having 26 elec-
toral votes.

The combination of Eisenhower’s
and “leaning” states total 333
votes; those of Stevengon, 172.

Here’s the lineup of states in each cater
gory, according to this week’s Babsonpoll
findings:

"Safe” for Eisenhower—California, Colora-
do, Connecticut, ldaho, Indiana, lowa, Kan-
sas.

In "leaning” and "tossup" states, such vari
ables as the undecided-voter group, new vot
ers, get-out-the-vote campaigns, and Electior
Day weather could affect the outcome.

Latest Babsonpoll tabulations indicate that
President Eisenhower’ "coattails” will no®
have the pulling power in 1956 which they
had in 1952.

Babsonpoll analysts say that the numerical
division of the new House of Representative?
is unlikely to change substantially from that
which obtained in the 1954 elections.

ISMARGARET

Believe it or not. “Margaret”
and “Peggy” are different Torms

of the same name; and so are
“Marqot.” “Greta,” “Gretchen”
and “Rita.” Each of these is now

rated as an independent appella-
tion, with_a distinct character of
its own., The connection between
most of these names is_obvious,
only “Peggy” seems, entirely dif-
ferént. The explanation for *Peg-
gy” is that a nickname_was made
UR/I from “Margaret”; it sounded
“Meg,” and a rhymed form of this
was "Peg.”

Where did this widely beloved,
opular name “Margaret” come
rom in the first place? Its cradle
was Persia, and it evolved from
the Persian word for “Pearl.”
The Persians had frequent deal-
ings with the_ ancient Greeks
and so the Persian word for peari
was taken over into the Greek
language. It appeared there as
“Margarites.”

As a personal name, “Mar-
garet” 1s found first in the
third century, having been
the name of a saint and
virgin martyr, St. Margaret
of Antioch. No facts about
her life have been recorded,;
legendary biographies repre-
sent her as having vanquish-
ed a vicious dragon that at-
tacked her. Even without
factual evidence of her do-
ings. St. Margaret came to be
one of the most popular
saints in the Middle Ages.
This was mainly due to the
circumstance that with her
last word she prayed for
everyone who would, in the
future, build a church in her
name, or would write or read
about her good works.

St. Margaret was_often evoked
by women~in childbirth, and more
than one girl called Margaret
may havt? been baptized so be-
cause her mother asked for St.
Margaret’s assistance at the time
of her birth. )

Another Margaret, 8 centuries
later, enhanced “the popularity of
this name. She was Margaret of
Scotland, wife of Macolm TllI., and
lived in the 1lth century.

merican consumers are hav*
ing to meet debt payments
totalling approximately $3 billion
a month on installment purchases,
or something like $230 million more
a month than a year ago, accord*
ing to figures recently released by
the Federal Reserve Board.

This not only is adding to the
increased cost of living, but is
also preventing the average fam*
ily from taking on more install*
ment purchases at this ~e.
which is one reason why the Board
has clamped down on Installment
purchases before now. In the
meantime, the total installment
debt reached a new high of $29.*
<37 bilion at the end of August.

ttiis figure add such consumer
debts as charge accounts and
single*payment loans, and the
total consumer debt Soars to $37.*
563 billion, some $3,876 billion more
than a year ago. and also a new
high.

Another reason for the new high
cost of living is now showing up in
the nine*nK>nth bank statements
which are being filed on call from
the Federal Board. This is the in-
creased cost of interest. The
bank statements are showing that
the banks are collecting from
eight to 17% increases in net
profits on these interest rates,
and at the same time are show-
ing that bank desposits are on
the downgrade from five to 10%
As an example the nation's second
largest banl® the Chase Manhat-
tan in New York reported net
operation earnings for the nine-
month period of $35480 millions,
up from $31,563 millions for the
same period last year; total loans
of $3,554,909 billion, up from $3*
230,918 a year ago; and total de-

Meanwhile at the American Min-
ing Congress in Los Angeles re-
cently, a warning was sounded
by one of the country's leading
brokers, B. F. Pitman Jr., presi-
dent of Pitman A Co., investment
brokers of San Antonio, Texas,
that the nation’s horde of gold re-
serves at Fort Knox is In danger.
He pointed out that while the na-
tion’s stockpile of strategic metals
and materials wa$ growing fan-
tastically. our gold reserves re-
main virtually unchanged at some
$21,800 billions, while at the same
time foreigners hold more than
$17 bilions in short term claims
against it

In viewing th”~present cost of
living which reaemd a new high
recently there ia a growing move-
ment that the base of the Labor
Department Statistics upon which
the living cost index is based
should be changed to more clearly
indicate the real costs of living.
For instance, it ia cited that many
factors are not Included in these
living costs which are today going
into the average family’s budgets
—such items as notions, thread,
needles, pins, yard goods, and
much of the stocks of the nation’s
five and ten department stores;
such services as haircuts, clean-
ing X pressing, shoe half-soles
and heels, parking costa, beauty
parlor services, filling station
services, toll roads, radio and
television service, newspapers and
magazines, various forms of in-
surance. and many other items ...
