E dw ard  T. M il­
le r  by  em ployees of th e  Ohio 
S ta te  J o u rn a l"  and  rid ing  a horse 
p resen ted  h im  by  th e  C olum bus 
B oard o f T rad e  (predecessor of 
th e  C ham ber of C om m erce) M il­
le r  left to  se rv e  on th e  s ta ff  of 
M a W  G enera l J .  W arren  K ieffer, 
a  C iv il W ar v e te ran  a n d  com ­
m an d er o f th e  S ev en th  Corps in 
S an tiago , C uba. P rio r  to  jom ing  
th e  g en era l’s  s ta ff  he  w as a f irs t 
lie u te n a n t in  th e  F o u rth  CHiio 
R egim ent, U. S. V o lun teer S ignal 
C oras, E i ih th  C om pany.

M ore cand id  th a n  m any  young­

e r  ve terans. Colonel M iller a d ­
m its  h e  saw  no action  and  su ffe r­
ed  few  d iscom forts in  th e  Spanish  
A m erican  W ar. se rv in g  large ly  in 
th e  a rm y  of occupation  in H avana.

H orses w ere  th e  p rim e m overs 
in those days an d  th e  “dougherty  
w agon” w as th e  eq u iv a len t 
od Uie m odern  jeep. T he  “dougher- 
ty  w agon” w as a m ule  d raw n  four 
w hee ler sea ting  abou t six  officers.

C olonel M iller has m any  p ic­
tu res  o f h im self, h is horse  and  
his com m anding  genera l, b u t they  
a re  a ll a  l ittle  b row n  w ith  age and  
no t su itab le , he says, fo r rep ro ­
duction  in  a  new spaper.

B esides a  seven  
y ea r sCint as  e d ito r  o f  th e  O hio 
S ta te  Jo u rn a l, h e  pub lished  m ili­
ta ry  m anuals  fo r th e  a rm y  and  
served  as genera l secre ta ry  of

U nited  T ypolhetae , a  now  defunct 
o rgan ization  w hich old  new sm en 
w ill rem em ber as p reced ing  the 
p resen t P r in te r s  In s titu te  of 
A m erica. He w as a lso  p residen t 
and  genera l m anager o f  a label 
p rin tin g  com pany in  Chicago.

Born in  D unkirk , Ohio, N ovem ­
b e r 4. 1870. M iller is a  g radua te  
of O hio W esleyan U niversity , 
class of 1895. A fter h is Spanish 
service, w ith  th e  ran k  of colonel, 
he w as appo in ted  A ssistan t A d­
ju ta n t  G enera l of Ohio. He also 
served  as ch ief q u a rte rm a s te r  of 
th e  sta te , d u rin g  w hich  tim e  he 
re-equ ipped  th e  en tire  N ational 
G uard  and  also con tracted  fo r and 
laid  o u t C am p P e rry  n e a r  S an ­
dusky. O hio on L ake  Erie. Cam p 
P e iry  is still used for sm all arm s 
tra in in g  by  th e  a rm y  and  is the  
s ite  of na tiona l rifle  an d  pistol 
m eets he ld  by  th e  arm y, national 
guard , police and  th e  N ational 
R ifle and  P isto l A ssociation.

Here in Wayne County the 
money rai-'̂ ed by Christmas S«*als 
supports the entire program of 
both the Detroit Tuberculo-sis 
Sanatorium and the Tuberculosis 
and Health Society in their im­
portant tuberculosis control work.

It is the first year that the two 
organizations have combined their 
fund-raising activities completely 
and will deptmd on one Christma.s 
Seal for their 1957 activities. Pre­
viously, each organization had 
sold its own St*al.

Neither organization bene­
fits from the Torch Drive. 
Christmas Seals are a tradition­
al part of the holiday season 
and the United Foundation does 
not wish to change that tradi­
tion.
The 1956 campaign marks the 

50th year that these “Seals of 
Mercy” have been raising mom*y 
to aid in cutting down the number 
of tubt'rculosis cases and helping 
TB patients in the United States. 
When the first Sale was held in 
1907 most people believed that 
little could be done about tubcT- 
culosis. However, when the first 
issue of Seals were sold in Dela­
ware. people enthusiastically 
bought $300 worth to support an 
cxpi'rimental tuberculosis hos­
pital to keep it from closing be­
cause of financial difficulties.

Today, that first Christmas Seal 
Sale has grown until la.st year,
3.000 tuberculosis associations 
raised $26,000,000 for their anti- 
TB programs.

Modern science has changed 
people’s ideas about TB. We know’ 
now that tuberculosis can be 
cured if it is found early enough. 
Modern drugs have cut the aver­
age hospital stay to only eight 
months. With .such modem tools 
as the chest X-ray and tuber­
culin t(‘st. in addition to new 
drug.s, TB can be spotted early.

Christmas Seal funds are help­
ing to find tuberculosis early 
when it can easily treated, 
through promotion of chest X- 
ray programs. A large part of the 
funds now bt'ing used bv the 
Southeastern Michigan TB Detec­
tion Project are supplied by 
Christmas Seal funds.

school. An even 1,000 voted there. 
Precinct 1 had 777 voters; Pre­
cinct 2, 768; Precinct 4, 933; and 
Precinct 5, 407.

favor of Republican candidates. 
Eisenhower, however, came close 
to winning a 3-1 margin in the 
city, the sarse as given him four 
years ago.

Many of the young men going 
to college this Fall will go through 
the pipe-smoking phase. Most, 1 
guess, will be seeking somefhing 
that will lend them an air cu 
scholarly distinction—and make 
them attractive to co*eds.

But some won’t realize that ex­
uding an air of distinction req­
uires more than exuding clouds of 
smoke. They’ll soon give up pipes 
and try raising beards—the new­
est fad—instead.

I don’t know if any men will be 
willing to take tips on p i^ -  
smoking from a woman. Butoudg- 
ing from the pained looks I’ve 
seen on many hostesses’ faces 
when one of you hauls out your 
blackened boiler. I figure a few 
ideas from the woman’s point of 
view might be in order.

Besides, since the attitude of 
your feminine friends is highly 
important in the making or break­
ing of you as a polished, perman­
ent puffcr» I feet entitled to speak 
out.

I don’t smoke a pipe myself, 
you understand, but 1 researched 
many of my facts by observing 
my friend Bing Crosby—a man 
who handler a pipe as smoothly 
as he handles a ballad. I’ve seen 
Bing even recording a popular 
song while puffing up a storm.

Most women believe they can 
trust a man with a pipe. They 
feel instinctively that pipes are on 
the side of law and order. They 
might be right, too. Sherlock Hol­
mes, for instance, smokes a pipe 
while movie vilUans never do.

The accumulation of an air of 
distinction begins, it seems to me, 
with the filling of the pipe. Many 
of you would-be Crosbys or Gab­
les ruin your chances right there. 
I’ve seen many of you tip the 
pouch and try to pour tobacco in­
to your pipe. This tip-and-pour 
technique results in your con­
stantly having to make excuses to 
annoyed hostesses for the tobacco 
you’ve sprinkled on their«rugs.

The only really acceptable load­
ing method, I have discovered, is 
to fill your pipe inside the pouch

figured out why we need a new refrigera­
tor — I sold our old one today with a Want Ad!"

while you gaze off into the mid­
dle distance,demonstrating your 
mastery of the situation. Use your 
right forefinger to scoop tobacco 
into the bowl.

If your finger becomes caught 
in the bowl, a few twists of the 
pipe should serve to extricate it. 
In this event, your finger may be 
covered with soot. But you’ll be 
stamped as gauche if you haul 
out a handkerchief to wipe it 
clean. Keep your handkerchief in 
the same pocket with your match­
es, then when you reach for a 
light you can surreptitiously wipe 
on your finger on the hanky in­
side the pocket.

S^me smokers keep fruit skins 
or potato peelings in their pou­
ches to moisten the tobacco. But 
this practice is not recommended 
for novices. A piece of potato 
peeling unwittingly scooped in­
to the pipe bowl and set alight 
can dismay the most tolerant hos­
tess. Besides, it ruins the effect 
created by a fine filing technique 
and tends to disconcert the smok­
er, as well as his friends.

After you’ve filled your pipe 
the next step is to put it in your 
mouth. Good technique at this 
point, top smokers tell me, re­
quires that the teeth not be seen. 
And you must now be careful to 
breathe only through your nose, 
for exhaling through your mouth 
would cause a most unfortunate 
shower of flaked tobacco. There­
fore, it behooves those of you with 
adenoids not to delay lighting up.

After you’ve lit your pipe and 
have it ^rawing well,you should 
leave it in your mouth as long 
as you can, withdrawing it only 
for use in emphasizing points of 
view. It is considered bad form in 
the best smoking circles to keep 
poping it in and out.

One further detail: you must 
keep your pipe clean. Although 
the look on your face when you 
realize from the taste in your 
mouth that you haven’t cleaned 
your pipe recently is sometimes 
mistaken for a look of deep 
thought, it is not something to he 
depended on.

And never, never, never slurp.

5« At the end of the Drive (ending Nov. 17) the cartons will be picked up and the tapes 
tested in a laboratory.

6* You will receive a letter reporting the findings of your test.

Many of us may awaken in the

Mr. Jaroszewicz and Mr. Biunk were asked to Investigate the bids and quality of equipment and present their recummendution at a later meeting.

Bigger profits from lower 
prices is the new trend in 
Michigan r e s o r t i n g .  The 
“trick” is a longer tourist sea­
son which enables resort own­
ers to spread their cost of 
operation a good deal thinner.

Common complaint in the 
past is “We only work a five 
month year.” This refers to 
the period from  May to Sep­
tem ber when vacationeers 
abound. But it leaves many 
towns and areas w ith virtually  
no livelihood for the balance 
of the year.

A positive approach is now evi­
dent. In several areas of the state 
things are taking place which 
will improve the “off season” 
bugaboo. These, naturally enough, 
are encouraged, stimulated and 
tabulated with a good deal of 
satisfaction by the Michigan 
Tourist Council.

Skiing and other winter sports 
offer Michigan resort owners an 
opportunity to build business dur­
ing seasons when things used to 
be **dead.” Interest in skiing is 
picking up rapidly. In 1954-55, it 
is estimated that 65,000 people 
journeyed north to ski. In 1955-56 
the number increased to 80,000.

This winter more than 100,000 
snow enthusiasts are expected to 
visit Michigan's “winter wonder­
land,” and to spend up to |10 
million dollars.

• • •
Outstanding in its efforts to 

develop skiing as a local industry 
is Cadillac community. There a 
band of local people organized 
one of the state’s most popular ski 
attractions. It is called Caberfae 
and it brings a growing number of 
skiers into the Cadillac area each 
winter.

Caberfae enjoys fantastic 
tucceu. If favored with suit­
able weather, this year will see 
more people than ee«r before 
on its alopet. Caberfke is ex­
panding too. This winter skiers 
will find three new slopes (a 
total of 26). new tews, electri­
cally lighted play areas, a new 
lounge and w i shop. In short, 
everything is modernised and 
improved.
At least nine other ski areas are 

developing rapidly. They are 
Ward Hills, Ludington; Brule 
area. Iron River; Black Mountain 
near Cheboygan; Gay-El-Rancho 
near Gaylord; Snow Bowl at 
Houghton Lake; Lovell’s and 
Lake Valley, both in the Grayling 
area; Pioneer Hills, Roscommon; 
Holly area in Bloomfield Hills.

“Stretching the season” to in­
clude the entire year is another 
solution to winter problems. Leo 
Murray, owner of the Murray Inn 
at White Lake, in West Michigan, 
met with wide interest when he 
announced the opening of new 
balcony apartments. These he is 
offering to summer guests who 
want a place to stay while they 
return to enjoy fall, winter or 
spring seasons. Rooms are similar 
to motels but include kitchenettes.

Murray's idea received atten­
tion from the Bay City Times, 
which editorialized; “Old hands in 
resort areas have known for years 
that some of the finest vacations 
are those that come in the so-call­
ed offseason. Maybe it's cmly a 
weekend, but returning to a 
favorite haunt or exploring a new 
one can be a most pleasant ex­

perience in winter as much as any 
season.”

Resort experts think Michigan’s 
new trend will pay big dividends. 
They point to a growing tendency 
for people to take vacations in 
months other than summer. With 
more people, more spare time, 
longer vacations; with advantages 
of “off season” vacations pro­
moted and made more economical 
than previously, they predict that 
resort areas are on their way up. 
Resort operation will become 10 
or 12 month business each year 
instead of offering an income for 
only five months.• • •

What the Red Cross Has 
Done for Oiie American

(EDITOR'S NOTE: ThU k 
another in a tariot of articlM 
tolling about the agonciot ro* 
eoiving monay from the 
Plymoutb Community Fund.

the doods of the Rod C ^ s  
boceuso of its long historg, 
the following it a letter wrltL 
ten to the Red Cross by Joh 
H a i g w o o d  of Atlent 
Goorgie.)
"It is improbable that man has 

devised a greater institution for 
the relief of suffering and misery 
than the American Red Cross. It 
is also doubtful that man has ever 
heaped more unjust criticism on 
any organization than that afford­
ed the American Red Cross. ;

"To one who owes a goodly 
share of his well-being . . . 
perhaps of his life . . .  to the Rbd 
Cross, such unfounded abuse is 
rankling. It shall never pass un­
challenged.

"Rather than attempt to refute 
the many accu.sations of laxity, 
graft, and profiteering leveled 
against the Red Cross (not one of 
which have I ever seen justified). 
I shall merely point out some of 
the things this organization has 
done for me. 'The record should 
speak eloquently for itself.

"My first contact with the RIed 
Cross services occurred a few 
minutes after I was sworn into 
the Army at Ft. Bliss, Texas, on 
February 8, 1941. Each recruit was 
presented with an assortment of 
toilet articles, which came in 
very handy in the two weeks be­
fore we were allowed a partial 
pay. •

"For the next year or so, having 
no need for Red Cross aid. 1 came 
again to think of it as just another 
charitable institution. By that 
time w'e were well into World 
War II and fighting a losing battle 
against the Japanese in the Phil- 
lippines. I was then assigned to 
an antiaircraft regiment on the 
island of Corregidor. There and 
on Bataan, the food supply prob­
lem had become serious, due to 
the effectiveness of the Japanese 
naval blockade.

'A ship load of cracked wheat
shipped earlier by the Red Cross, 

idand intended as a gift from the 
American people to the starving 
people of China, was a welcome 
supplement to our slim rations.

"May 5, 1942, marked the end 
of our resistance in the Phillip- 
pines and our contact with the 
outside world. For the next three 
and one-half years that contact 
was to remain broken except for a 
trickle of mail and the delivery of 
Red Cross packages to the prison 
camps to which we were com­
mitted. Three times during thooe 
many months, the Japanese al­
lowed Red Cross inspection 
teams to enter the camps where 
I was, but we were warned not 
to address them under threat of 
severe punishment.

"TTie Japanese authorities re­
fused to allow the Philippine Red 
Ĉ ross to aid any of the prisoners, 
saying that under the care of the 
conquering army they needed no 
help. This, in spite of the fact
that American and Philippine
soldiers were dying by the thous­
ands from malnutrition and 
dl.sea.se.

“It required more than two 
years for the Red Cross to break 
down this stubborn barrier. Then, 
late in 1944, some TEN THOU­
SAND Red Cross food packages 
were delivered to our camp in 
Mukden, Manchuria. They were 
intended for distribution to ap­
proximately 1,400 prisoners. Each 
box of food weighed 11 p<weighed 11 pounds 
and contained meat, milk, eggs, 
cheese, jam, butter, sugar, candy, 
and cigarettes.

"The packages were a godsend. 
Aside from the fact that the rich 
foods were chuck full of desper­

ately needed vitamins, nothing 
could have been more stimulating 
to our jaded morale. It also 
proved to the amazed and envious 
Japanese what' we had been tell­
ing them all along .. . that Ameri­
ca took care of her own. if hu­
manly possible, no matter where 
on earth they might be.

"A couple of months later, we 
ourselves were amazed by the de­
livery of huge crates of Red 
Cross clothing. There was enough 
for each man to have several 
articles, including overcoat, shoes.

" T ^ Y M O U T H ^ I A IL
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sweater, cap, socks, underwear, 
handkerchiefs, towels, et cetera.
There were also several hundred 
badly needed, miracle-working 
sewing kits.

"The saddest day of those years 
for us was the third anniversary 
of Pearl Harbor. A large flight of 
B-29’s raided a war plant only a 
few hundred yards from our 
camp in Mukden. Though the 
temperature was 15 or 20 below 
zero, everyone .stood outside and 
cheered those Yank planes. One 
of the planes wavered out of for­
mation as though damaged. A 
few seconds later, two of the 
bombs landed in.side the prison 
compound. One was a dud. but the 
other exploded in the midst of a 
group of prisoners. Nineteen men 
were killed and as many more 
wounded.

"Here again the Red Cross ex­
tended a helping hand from half­
way ‘round the world. For, in the 
crates delivered to us earlier were 
blood plasma, pcnicillen and 
©there medical supplies, without 
which more of our buddies would 
have died.

"After the Russions had over­
run Manchuria in 1945, we were 
able to begin our long journey 
back home. Arriving by train in 
Dairen just after dark, the first 
thing wc saw was a huge white 
ship’s funnel; and on its side, a 
large, neon-lighted red cross. On 
board were good food, beds with 
white sheets, pretty nurses. And 
there, too, wore the morale-build­
ing little things like cigarettes 
and soap and shaving lotion that 
everyone else overlooks . . .and 
ever-present, ever-welcome gift 
from the Red Cross.

"Five days later in Okinawa, I 
had my first Coke in almost four 
years. . . at a Red Cross canteen. 
There were doughnuts, too, and 
candy, books, cards, chewing gum, 
and cigarettes.

"The next day, a thousand air 
miles south in Manila, we loaded 
up at another Red Cross canteen 
with peanuts, cigars, beer, 
cookies, and all the hot coffee we 
could drink.

‘Three weeks out of Manila, we 
stepped moist-eyed on the dock in 
San Francisco to the tune of ‘God 
Bless America’ and Red Cross 
coffee and doughnuts. A short bus 
ride to Letterman General Hos­
pital and a smiling Lady in Gray 
handed me my first bottle of 
fresh milk in almost four years.

"That same night I walked over 
to the central telephone exchange 
and asked for several dollars in 
change for a call to my family. I 
wa.s told the change would not be 
necessary. My first phone call 
would Ik  paid for by the Red 
Cross.

"Those are some of the things 
the American Red Cross has done 
for me. So, don’t try to tell me the 
outfit’s no good, or that they have 
refused you or anyone else the 
benefit of their many services 
when .seriously needed.

"Wait! On second thought, DO 
tell me your gripes, and your tall 
tales, and your rumors. I would 
like to repay a little of my debt 
to the Red Cross by helping run 
down those stories. Five will get 
you seven we’ll find them un­
true.”

Local Volunteers Tour Northville State Hospital
Representatives from numerous 

organizations active in its volun­
teer program, made a complete 
tour of Northville State Hospital 
last week.

The bus ride around the 
grounds and visits to newly-open­
ed buildings was arranged by 
Vivian Champion, 493 North Har­
vey, who is chairman of the 
Northville State Hospital Volun­
teer Service Council, as part of 
the “continuing orientation” for 
hospital volunteers.

The ride in the hospital’s "Hill- 
topper" bus was the first occasion 
that anyone but patients had been 
driven around on the grounds 
since its presentation to the hos­
pital, in August 1955, by the Citi­
zens’ Auxilary Committee for 
Northville State Hospital, a group 
of relatives and friends of the 
patients.

Mrs. Champion conducted tours 
of the Geriatrics buildings, newly- 
opened adult buildings, the Child­
ren’s Unit and the Service Build­
ing, where supplies aoe stored 
and a large cafeteria feeds 400 of 
the hospital's 2,000 patients. A) 
Whyte, the chief storckceptM’, 
talked to the group and explained 
some of the problems in stocking 
food, clothing and other essential 
supplies, for patient care, hospital 
maintenance gnd adminstration.

A tour of the main building was 
conducted by one of the patients 
who i.s as.signed to the social .ser­
vice department through the hos­
pital’s work therapy program. She 
is one of five patients who do 
clerical and adminstrativc work 
in the social service reception 
office and work under the direct­
ion of Selma Schnute of North-^ 
ville, who is secretary to Mrs. 
Carolyn Secfcldt, director of .soc­
ial service. Since this office co­
ordinated voluntary activities, 
these patients assist in the com­
munity program and are very a-

Hen? are some foolproof main 
dish suggestions: jiffy-quick meat 
pies made with canned beef stew, 
flaky "picture window" dinner 
dumplings to glamorize leftovers, 
and melt-in-your-mouth lamb 
curry pie. Below are the recipes:

Dinner Dumplings
1 10 ounce package prepared pie 

crust mix
IV̂  cups cooked meat, cubed 
1 can mixed vegetables, drained 

(2 cups)
*3 cup cold gravy 
Vi teaspoon mustard

Prepare mix as for a double­
crust pie. Roll pie crust into 
rectangular 12" x 18". Cut into 
6" squares. Combine meat, mixed 
vegetables, gravy and mustard; 
and place Vi cup mixtqre on each 
square. Moisten edges with water 
and bring corners up and over 
center of top. Close completely 
and prick crust to permit escape 
of steam, or fold back the points 
for attractive "picture frame" ef­
fect. Pinch sides together. Placi' 
on ungreased pan 2 inches apart. 
Bake at 400  ̂ (hot oven) about 40 
minutes. Serve with hot gravy or 
other sauce. Makes 6 large dumpl­
ings.

In one linen clos<*l, the decorator 
used quilting on the walls and 
made tiebacks of the same ma­
terial to loop around each stack of 
sheets and towels. Blankets and 
other bulky items which would 
present solid globs of color were 
hidden away behind wooden 
doors in .separate compartments 
at the lop and bottom of the 
closet.

"A pretty closc't becomes quite 
a conversation piece." Mrs. Ni­
cosia says. "When some of my 
clients meet and gel to talking, 
one of the first questions they ask 
one another is. "What did you do 
al^put your closet?’ "

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Hunters are finding plenty of 
gray and fox squirrels for targets 
this year, but next fall the story 
may be somewhat different.

Severe May frosts the last two 
springs have nipped budding oaks 
and reduced acorn oroduction 
seriously. Sizeable squirrel losses 
are expected this winter.

The southern lower peninsula 
will be less hard hit because 
hickory, walnot and butternut 
trees, farmers’ com and grErin 
fields and a somewhat better 
Bcom crop will see the bushytads 
through.

And upland game hunters in 
Michigan^ north usually concen* 
trate on grouse, woodcock and 
snowshoe hares, and pay little 
attention to squirrels.

Thus, with grouse populations 
still generally low and the 
weather not yet ripe for snowshoe

Advises Hunting 
Best Picture 
Window View

Planning to build a modern 
house with a picture window in 
the near future?

*‘Care in locating the window 
to give the best view can not be 
overstressecT,’* says Harlow O. 
Whittemore, professor of Land­
scape i Architecture in The Uni­
versity of Michigan College of 
Architecture and Design.

Professor Whittemore advises, 
“Study all the views your pro­
perty affords before making your 
choice, keeping in mind any pos- 
sihle landscaping improvements 
before planning your home.”

He explains that there are two 
major views through a picture 
window. “There is the near one, 
which is completely within your 
pruperty. and there is the land­
scape view beyond your lot.”

He continues, “Your near view 
most likely will be an informal 
landscape, or a formal pattern 
of walks, trees, hedges and flow­
er beds. Or it may be a utility 
area, such as a play yard for the 
children, a vegetable plot or an 
orchard.

“If you want to be sure of al­
most perpetual protection of your 
view, you will think long and 
carefully before selecting the site 
for your house, looking aheEuf to 
estimate what may happen to 
the view in front of the house,” 
he says. “In general, it is advis­
able -to own a rather generous 
foreground. In that case, if- a 
neighbor’s house is built within 
your view, it will still be far 
enough away to become just an 
incident in the total picture.

“A far-flung view is especially 
enjoyable if you are high enough 
above the citv to enjoy the my­
riad night lights. In this case dis­
tance definitely lends enchant­
ment,” Professor Whittemore 
says.

Here are some suggestions to 
help you choose the trees and 
shrubs which can be most he>pful 
in constructing your picture;

“Trees of the canopy type, such 
as American elm, honeyacacia 
and Buroak. will frame a large 
view and cast shade at the same 
time. T r e e s  with horizontal 
branches, such as the London 
plane. Sycamore Maple and 
Black Oak will frame a low view. 
Canopy trees such as crabapples, 
pears and cherries will frame a 
garden view nicely.

“Some trees whose branches 
will stay low and form a com­
plete wall of green are spruces 
and firs, Swiss mountain pines, 
Swissstone pine. |!uropean b ^ h  
or linden and pin oak,” he con­
tinues. “Shrubs such as lilac, 
forsythia and honeysicle can be 
used to fill in around the trees.”

Even in the middle of winter 
you can have a pleasant picture 
from your window. “Just choose 
trees which are decorative in 
shape all year. And don’t think 
only in terms of loilage masses 
and bloom when you select the 
plantings,” says Professor Whitte­
more.

Color and texture are also im­
portant. “Pin^, spruces and hem­
locks keep their green color 
throui^ the winter where large 
specimens are needed. The Jap­
anese yew and Black Pyramidal 
arborvitae can be pruned to 
scale.” the professor says.

If you want to produce the 
visual illusion of greater depth 
or distance, therms something 
you cen do about it. “Make the 
scene from your window appear 
narrower as it goes toward the 
rear by using trees that are 
smaller progressively or by us­
ing smaUer foilaged trees in the 
distance. You can also capture 
the fetfing of added distance by 
using strong color foliage near­
by and sofny blended colors or 
smoky. bUus and greys farther 
away,’*' the professor Mviset.

I Michigan is not the only mid- 
I westeiD state with a pheasant 
I problem this year. Reports from 
I Wisconsin indicate reduced rin^- 
neck populations there al.so, due 

I to unfavorable weather during the 
spring nesting season.

' Wisconsin farmers and game 
workers report fewer birds in 
most areas and a high pi*reentai*e 
of roosters that are not fully 
colored, as a result of the late 
hatch this year.

The upshot, says the Wisconsin 
Conservation Department, is that 
hunters will have somewhat lower 
success this year than in 1955. 
The Department e m p h a s i z e d ,  
however, that the number of 
roosters taken by hunters thi.s 
year will have no effect on next 
year’s breeding as long as hunteis 
do not shoot hens.

Michigan pheasant populations 
are down an estimated 15 wreent 
because* of cold, wet wi*ather lur­
ing the nesting season. The total 
pheasant bug this year may b«' as 
much as 25 percent below the 
1955 total, but Michigan hu'iters 
probably will tak<* from 900,000 to 
0,000.000 ringne^'ks—jiv<t alM>ut 
the average annual kill tor the 
1951-53 pi'riod.

Edward F. Gra.ssl, fish nutri­

tionist, is leaving the Conserva­
tion Department d^r employment 
in private indu.stry.

Grassl. a Dk'partment memb**r 
for nearly four years, was ir.siru- 
mental in preparation of the pel­
leted di*y fish foods now used in 
all state hatcheries. The pi‘Het 
diet, easy to store and high in 
protein, has saved Michigan an 
estimated $50,000 a year while 
producing bigger fish sooner.

There, game work­
ers fed and carted for the frighten­
ed animal while they tried to 
locale the owner through the 
Northvillc license the dog was 
wearing.

When notified of the dog’s 
whereabouts, the grateful owner 
claimed him at Rose Lake and 
told how the dog had been lost 
three weeks earlier during the 
opening day of the grouse season 
near St. Helen—more than 75 
miles north of the Gratiot-Sagi-
naw area where it was recovered. • • •

Conservation Department law 
enforcement officials remind hun­
ters that it is unlawful to smoke 
raccoons out of dens.

Several reports of illegal rac­
coon hunting have been received 
since the October 20 opening of 
the ‘coon season in the southern 
lower peninsula. In an attempt to 
smoke ‘coons out, some hunters 
have started fires in den trees.

Department enforcement per­
sonnel point out that this practice 
is illegal and also creates a serious 
Hre hazard.

The neck Is one of the very first

Many home-owners will pay 

unnecessarily high fuel bills this 
winter because gaps in the in­
sulation barrier protecting their 
homes will allow heat to escape 
like air from a punctured tire. A 
continuous blanket of insulation 
must be tucked in all around.

Sometimes an out-of-the-way 
place such as the floor above an 
unheated garage, the wall sepa­
rating the garage from the house 
itself, or the roof over an exposed 
porch may be overlooked when a 
house is insulated. If so. an insula­
tion contractor can blow insula­
tion into these areas without 
damaging the home.

Attics can be completely in­
sulated in the do-it-yourself tradi­
tion. Mineral wool batts or blan­
kets may be stapled between 
roof rafters and collar joists. The 
results, however, will not be com­
pletely satisfactory if knee walls, 
gable-end walls, checks or ceil­
ings of dormer windows or other 
areas are left bare of insulation.

Warm Ceilings With Wood H E R E 'S  H O W . . .

MAKE A nAYGYM
Things are looking up in many 

American homes — ceilings are 
getting special attention instead 
of being the last room surface to 
be con.sidered as a decorative 
feature.

One of the interesting new 
techniques is to cover the ceiling 
with genuine hardwood. This of­
ten takes the form of hardwood 
plywood parquet squares. These 
are available prepackaged in two 
sizes—12 or 16-inch square.

Both sizes are available prefin­
ished, which means that the finish 
is on the squares before they are 
applied to the ceiling. Thus, they 
banish the drippy and back­
breaking job of washing or paint­
ing the old ceiling.

Decorators are taking to the 
idea as a means of getting the 
warm, distinctive grain pattern of 
natural hardwood into the home 
in unique decorative fashion. Of­
ten, the wood ceiling will be 
chosen to match an accent wall 
of hardwood plywood paneling or 
flush doors of hardwood plywood 
in the home.

The 12 and 16-inch-squares can 
be had in a choice of s |^ ie s  such 
as birch, gum, mahogany, maple, 
oak and walnut.

Basements
Outmoded?

Basements often cost more than 
they are worth.

That is the opinion of a group of 
architects and builders who main­
tain that basements are a left­
over from the days of large heat­
ing plants and fuel storage bins. 
They point out that a basement is 
often badly lighted, hard to get to, 
damp, and unsuitable as 1 
quarters.

Yet. rather than spend money to 
build a recreation room there 
many architects and builders say 
that a better policy is to build a 
first-floor family room. Cost may 
run just a little higher, but the 
added utility of the room will be 
worth it.

A family room is just that—a 
room for the whole family. On 
that account, a good idea is to 
floor H with a material such as 
ceramic tile, which never needs 
special care or coverings and 
which won’t be damaged by chil­
dren’s muffles. A floor of ceramic 
tile will stand up under roller 
skating, dancing and even wrestl­
ing matches.

ing tile are carefully followed. 
These would include making sure ; 
that the surface is level and keep­
ing the lines straight.

After measuring the job to de­
termine the center line of the 
room, find out how many rows of 
squares will be m^eded to span 
the ceiling. If it is an even num­
ber, the first “tier” of squares 
should be applied with one edge 
against the center line, making 
sure that the beginning and end­
ing square at the edges of the 
ceiling arc to be of the same di­
mensions. If the numbtT is un­
even, the first row should be cen­
tered directly over the chalk- 
marked line.

If the ceiling has a flush level 
subsurface, such as plywood pan­
els, rock lath or gyp.sum board, 
the easiest method of applying 
the hardwood plywood tiles is 
with mastic. Put a blob of mastic 
on the back of each tile, press it 
to the subsurface and maneuver 
it into place.

HoweVer, if you are starting 
from scratch, it will be necessary 
to install furring strips at right 
angles to the rafters, spaced ac­
cording to the width of the tiles. 
Use 1 x 3  lumber, and use shim 
wedges wherever necessary to 
make sure that the strips present 
a truly level nailing surface.

The homerraftsman can eas­
ily build a playgym with bars, 
swings and crow's nest.

Cut the 4 by 4's to the 
lengths shown, allowing 2 feet 
below ground level. Use nat­
urally durable or treated wood. 
Notch the posts as shown in
(A) , (B), and (C). Mark the 
location of dowels, 18 inches 
apart; the top dowel is 14 
inches from the top of posts
(B) . Bore holes 1% inches long 
at each location.

The horizontal frame mem­
bers are made of 2 by 6-inch 
lumber.

Next, dig the post holes. As. 
semble the frame sections us­
ing % by 8%-inch lag screws 
at each Joint Place the sections 
in the boles and partly fill the 
holes to brace the frame. Add 
the side and interior frame 
members, and the rungs. Use 
waterproof glue and finishing 
nails at dowel Joints. Set the 
post in concrete.

Attach Uie floor, sides of the 
crow's nest and moulding.

Attach the swings; set all 
nails and round all sharp edges.

Paint or stain and varnish.

It affects Plym outh, 
Livonia, Redford Township, and surrounding 
places. The problem s of each comm unity are 
interlocked and sim ilar. The answers in most 
cases involve the  use of common facilities.

Nobody has any really complete solution to 
the  problem, w ithout spending a huge 
am ount of money. Under cu rren t laws, the 
bulk of th is cost falls heavily on burdened 
local residents. There has been, however, con­
siderable study recently of the idea th a t areas 
like ours are special and tha t state  and federal 
governm ent m ight share in the  overall bur­
dens.

W ith th a t preface, we publish here a recent 
statem ent by Congresswoman M artha G rif­
fith s ,o f this district, disclosing some of her 
ideas on drainage and describing at least one 
project th a t involves federal assistance for
the  nagging local nuisance.

A R E PO R T -FL O O D  C O N T R O L - 
RIVER ROUGE r

“Recently m any people have called or 
w ritten  to ask me w hat is being done by the 
Federal (Jovernm ent w ith regard to Flood 
Control of River Rouge. This subject is of 
vital concern to m any people of my Congres­
sional District.

RIVER ROUGE AND THIS DISTRICT
“The River Rouge hds three large branches 

in addition to the  main stem. The main stem 
runs in a m eandering course along the  south­
w esterly lim it of the City of Detroit. The 
Upper Branch of the  river flows through Red- 
ford Township. The Middle Branch flows 
through the  Cities of Northville, Plym outh 
and Livonia. The entire drainage basin of the 
River Rouge is w ithin the m etropolitan area 
of Detroit. The population of the basin ac­
cording to the 1950 census was about 570,000 
persons. This is approxim ately 30% greater 
than  in 1940.

EXISTING PROBLEMS
“River Rouge is used as an outlet for the 

sewer system draining the w esterly part of 
the m etropolitan area of Detroit. As a result 
of heavy rains, f r^ u e n t ly  more than  once a 
year, the river rises above its banks and 
floods sections of the  valley 1,000 feet or more 
wide. Due to the rise in the  river surface, the 
outlets of the num erous trunk  sewers become 
subm erged and the efficiency of these drains 
is greatly reduced.

“As a result, the sewers are no longer cap­
able of carrying away the  storm  runoff and 
w ater backs up into the basem ents of resi­
dents and business places at all low points in

the drainage system, damaging both base­
m ents and the ir contents. As a result of the 
great increase in the  num ber of residents 
throughout this area since the late 1930s, the 
damages caused by the  flooding have greatly  
increased.

“Surface flooding occurs at a num ber of 
locations in the basin. It occurs in the City of 
Plym outh due to the inadw uate  capacity of 
the covered drain  carrying Tonquish Creek, a 
tribu tary  of the Middle Branch, through the 
business section of the city. Minor flooding 
also occurs frequently  along many of the  t r i ­
butaries causing local highway flooding.

“The fu tu re  expansion of the City of De­
troit and its suburbs will greatly increase the 
am ount of damage that will result from fu­
tu re  floods. As the area develops, low-lying 
areas, now idle, will probably be utilized, and 
in addition, the  runoff rate  will be accelerat­
ed due to new construction and drainage im ­
provements.

WHAT IS BEING DONE
“There are no Federal flood control pro­

jects constructed or authorized for the River 
Rouge at the present time.

“A survey study is the first necessary step 
in order to obtain a Federal flood control 
project. The study would include such things 
as surveying and mapping, hydrology studies, 
subsurface investigations, stream  regulations, 
design and cost estim ates and economic 
studies.

“The 80th Congress in the Flood Control 
Act of 1948 authorized a survey study of 
River Rouge and its tributaries.

“Until th is year no funds had been appro- 
riated by Congress to carry  out th is study. 
Fpon investigation I discovered tha t the  total 

cost of the required study had been estim ated 
at $60,000, requiring 3 years to complete, but 
that $10,000 would be adequate to  get the  sur-

was made by the 84th Congress. In the  next 
two years it will be necessary to see that 
$50,000 more is appropriated to complete the 
study.

“All possible plans of im provem ent will be 
given consideration in the  study so that 
eventually  the  channel woujd have sufficient 
capacity to perm it the passage of a discharge 
slightly exceedingithe m axim um  of record.

‘T h ere  is a needVor an overall plan of im ­
provem ent to contrei the flooding throughout 
the basin and an authority  to construct and 
m aintain the improvement. Any plans for im- 
provem eni in the basin would be coordinated 
w ith Federal and S tate  agencies in accord­
ance with established policy.’*

"Amid tha confusing alaclion 
accusations, and in addition to 
the world crises, could you es­
sentially outline the United 
Slates foreign policy toward 
the several major nations? 
How do you rate it in compari­
son to tha previous (Democrat­
ic foreign policy?"

Wait till I mop my face. Here 
goes: Judging by facts and not 
by speeches, present U. S. foreign 
policy is essentially one of:

1) keeping sufficient military 
and economic power to deter any 
major aggressor—meaning the 
Communists;

5) working toward a situation 
where major war will re^ly be­
come impossible through (a) dis­
armament, (b) the righting of in­
ternational "injustices";* (c) the 
increasing use of the United Na­
tions in its conciliatory and arbi­
tration aspects as a substitute for 
armed forces;

6) encouraging the captive peo­
ples to remain anti-Communist 
until at some future time, the 
USSR and Co. will have evolv^ 
so far from militant Soviet com- 
munisum that it will consent, or 
be forced by internal pressures, 
to set them free, each, to choo^ 
its own form of government.

7) talking and preaching as 
loudly as possible in order to be 
reelected.

The Democrats’ policy as of 
today would be much the same 
except that (a) they would spend 
more on armament and on help­
ing backward peoples; (b) would 
lean more heavily towards Euro­
pe and less towards the Far East 
and the Middle East and (c) as 
a consequence of (b), would give 
more support to Israel against 
the Arabs.

Never in the financial history 

of America has it been more im­
portant than now for every in­
vestor critically to examine his 
economic foundation. As I often 
point out in this column, self- 
reliant financial security is indi­
vidually arrived at.

Uncfuestionably. with stock 
prices high, thousands of in­
vestors with big profits who 
have financial foundations 
built on sand should reorgan­
ise themselves. My analysis 
of Bill Barr's financial situa­
tion is merely a suggestion of 
what thousands of others 
should do.
Bill Barr is 36. In 1947 he look 

most of his World War II sav­
ings (he was a first lieutenant) 
and bought two good slocks. They 
have bwmed in price. Be tween 
1947 and 1952 he put $8,000 he 
had saved in sound equities. Now 
this five-year period has lx*en a 
go<xl one. And from 1952 to the 
present his sto<*ks have almost 
doubled in price.

His experience in the stock 

market has been glorious. It 
really has blinded him to th<‘ 
great need for a solid financial 
foundation. II will be 29 y<ars 
before he will reach a possible 
retirement age of 65. That seems 
a n ' interminable period. And 
those who urge him to build a 
firtner ba.se under himself and 
his family don’t get very far.

He says to them: "My $8,000 
Worth of slocks have increa.sed in 
value to $26,000 in less than ten

years! What is wrong with that?” 
Superficially there is nothing 

wrong. But stock prices that go 
up 300 per cent in nine years af­
ford a young man like Bill Barr, 
who has never experienced a 
bear market, a chance to re­
organize his financial affairs.

Should hv do so? Of course. 
Bill has a family of four to 
provide for. He ought to 
carry $2,000 in savings banks. 
He ought to have $25,000 of 
life insurance. What has he?
A checking account with ave­
rage daily balances of $400- 
$500. And only $2,000 of life 
insurance.
How many Bill Barrs are there 

in America? Thousands. Some of 
them arc inexperienced in stock 
market affairs, having been 
through steadily rising pric<n;.

Well, the other day the Suez 
crisis caused one of hi& good 
stocks to drop 30 points. He owns 
50 shares of it. That $1,500 paper 
loss gave him a jolt such as he 
has never had.

He realized as he thought about 
the market break that booming 
stock prices arc not a one-way 
street. They can tumble.

(A) All profit taking should 

have solid plans and motives 
behind it. As with the case of 
Bill Barr, the necessity of profit 
taking should be carefully ex- 
amin<‘d. In his case, he needed 
larger cash reserves, bigger in­
surance coverage and more de­
pendable income.
