mize the cost of homebuilding—
even for the low-volume con-
tractor who does not buy mater-
ials in massive guantities.

Whether he is a big or small
operator, the builder himself also
can cut costs through sharper
construction methods. Construct-
ion researchers recommend such
practices as: )

1. Precutting materials and
pre-assembling parts. Much delay
results from cutting and fitting
each 'piece of building material
from measurements taken as the
work progresses. This is caubed
by incomplete plans and specifi-
cations. Complete, accurate work-
ing' drawings are the first step
in reducing building costs.

2. Pre-assembling exterior
walls. By assembling sections of
the exterior wall as far as possible
lon the floor and then tipping
them up into position, costs of
wall construction can be reduced,
because materiald can be easily
aligned, spaced and held in pos-
ition for nailing. Also simplified
nailing practices are made pos-
sible by avoiding working from
ladders or scaffolding.

3. Unit ceiling and roof. In-
stead of building separately, de-
sign the structural members of

Higher Pay for Top Officers?

WHO WANTS TO BE FORE-
MAN in a shop where'workers
are paid h‘f“gher than the
supervisor? Who wants to be
boss of a business where em-
ployes earn more than the man
with most responsibility?

The answer, obviously, is,
“not many.”

Yet the ineome circumst-
ances outlined above are
exactly that our state govern-
ment provides for several im-
portant state positions. And
situation plays a big part in
the lack of enthusiastic can-
didates.

The state superintendent of

ublic  instruction is paid
512.500 per year. He is respon-
sible for the education of
Michigan’s nearly 1% million
children. But four employes of
his department, all of whom
enjoy the securities of civil
service, receive higher
salaries. The present superin-
tendent has indicated he has
not yet decided whether he
will run for reelection in
April.
- Finances must play an im-
gortant part in his decision. If

e had maintained his former
capacity as deputy superin-
tendent, he would now in all
probability be drawing more
than $15,000 per year. Super-
intendents of schools in many
localities are paid this amount.
In Detroit and several of the
larger cities salaries are as
high as $30,000.

The tremendous respon-
sibility of the state highway
system rests In the hands of
a man paid $12.500. He
handles more than $200
million per year. On the
highway staff are at least

four- people receiving

salaries higher than the
commissioner.

When the top job in a de-
partment pays less than sub-
ordinate positions, it is under-
standable that competent, pro-
fessional people would prefer
not to be “promoted.”

Perhaps less desirable than
the salary deficiency is the
political aspect. The adminis-
trator must run for office each
term. This is almost always a
physical and emotional trial
as well as an expensive one.

The “boss” is always a tar-
get for fair and even unfair
criticism from citizens or poli-
tical opponents. There are,
for instance, many who
believe that the Governor’s
blasts at Charles M. Ziegler
were much more for political
reasons than any other.

Legislators have indicated
some inclination to improve
this matter in the coming ses-
sion. If action 1s not taken, the
situation will grow less and
less practical as other salaries
increase. And it will become
more and raore difficult to
find capable men willing to
work for less than those whose
activities they direct and
whose actions they are respon-
sible for.
