1 fully realize the responsi-
bility that writing this column
entails and [ shall do all in my
power to hold partisan opinions
to a minimum. Of course, be-
ing a Democrat, my interpre-
tation of the affairs of state will
be through the eyes of a Demo-
crat. However, I shall put the
facts before the readers of this
fine newspaper and the con-

baclusions that they draw will be

their own.

I shall at all times welcome
any questions that anyone may
have and they may be address-
ed to me, John B. Swainson,
State Senator, c¢/o0 Plymouth
Mail, Plymoyth‘ M.ichigan.

.I would imagine that the big
question on the minds of the
people of the State of Michi-
gan at this time is the fact that
Michigan must seek new means
of taxation to erase the red ink
from the ledger books.

Like most people, the state
has been borrowing this year
and hoping to pay the bill out
of next year's revenue, but
each year brings its own prob-
lems, and therefore, in 1957,
we ourselves are facing a day
of reckoning. T Sales Tax,
which was enacted in 1933 as
a “stop-gap” measure has be-
come a permanent tax.

What is a Sales-Tax, and is
it fair? I'don’t think so. A per-
son earning $25,000 per year
and a person earning 35.050 a
year, pays about the same a-
mount of tax under the Sales
Tex. x

Why? Sales tax attaches to
all commodities that you pur-
chase in Michigan. Both per-

daily, must [use and purchase
much the sayne things. By this,
I mean, garNen hoses, screw-
g, food, shoes,
writing paper, Christmas cards,
ete. Taxation, in my opinion
should be judged only on the
basis, of its equity. Those with
the ability to pay should pay
more than those with a lesser
ability. This is fair taxation,
yet the incentive to earn
more money is in no way im-
.paired.

The State Legislature in
years past has not (since the
depression) faced up to its re-
sponsibilities in regard to the
re-evaluation of the Michigan
Tax Structure. Another unfair
tax was placed on the books
in 1953, the so-called ' “Gross
Business Receipts Tax,” which
was again an emergency tax,
but in my first year in the
Senate, was supposed to end,
but instead was amended and
became a permanent tax. This
tax is written "in such a way
that a business would be taxed
on its - receipts regardless
of whether it showed a net pro-
fit or not,

Is this fair for our small bus-
iness man? I don't think so, but
it should be remembered it was
conceived, written, and in fact,
explained on the floor of the
Michigan House of Rerresenta-
tives by the paid lebbyists.

Rotarians of Plymouth last week were tipped off to some
income tax things by one from the trust department of Na-
tional Bank of Detroit, a man with the good American name
of Tom P:jyjne. There’s no reason the Rotarians should have
the ideas all to themselves. Tom Payne said that:

1. Some people in the $5,000-$7,000 bracket save money
by making their charitable donations twice in one year (as
with church or Community Fund) and in that year listing all
the. various deduction items separately. Then, the following
year, when they have practically no such items, they take the
standard minimum allowed by the Treasury.

2. Injured (Fersons who remain on their employers pay-
roll can exclude up to $20 a day from their gross income
figure for the period they are absent from work. In case of
sickness, as distinguished from injury, a 7 day waiting period
is necessary, but then the same r applies.

; 3. In _giv.in‘g to charity, persons/with stocks that have
increased in market value, can givethe stock rather than the
cash. This way the capital gains tax'on the stoek is avoided.

4. The “fair market value” of dyrable goods given for
charity is a deduction—such as rugs, fdrniture, food, ete.

5. Travel qharges and other actual expenses, including
uniform for civil defense work or charity, constitute a deduc-
tion.

6. The rule now is that all medical expenses above 3 per-
cent of gross income may be deducted, instead of the 5 percent
limit previously in force. People over 65 can deduct all
medical charges.

7. Losses from casualty are deductible, such as wrecking
of an automobile, even if you're at fault. Or damage in a flood-
ed basement; or ice damage to shrubs, etc.

Lawmakers Have

Minimum Debate,
MSU Study Finds

Only one in four bills before
the Michigan Legislature receives
any debate, reports a Michigan
State University speech specialist
who studied a recent session.

Dr. Fred G. Alexander, assist-
ant professor of speech, conducted
a study of the 1953 legislative
session to determine the influence
of debate on measures passed or
defeated by Michigan lawmakers.
Some 783 bills came before the
session.

About half of the measures
passed after debate c¢ould be
classified as non-important, Dr.
Alexander commented,” and he
estimated that of measures passed
without debate, about one-fourth
might be termed important.

Lack of debate, the M.S.U. pro-
fessor said, does not mean that
the legislators necessarily were
negligent in serving the public
interest. There are numerous in-
stances, he said, in which debate
on a measure is unnecessary—as
in the case of routine business
which appears regularly every
session.

It must be remembered, he add-
ed, that discussion and debate are
not confined to the floor, but qc-
cur in hearings, in committee and
caucus meetings. Some bills, he
noted, are too technical for the
average legislator to debate, and
with more than 700 bills pro-
posed, some were bound to be
neglected.

The most influential legislators,
usually senators, were those who
debated most actively, Dr. Alex-
ander found. Influential speakers,
he said, were more likely to speak

Almost 8 Million in Michigan

Do you have more neigh-

bors now than you did 15

ago? It’s entirely pro-

able, according to statistics

released by Dr. Albert E.

Heustis, state health commis-
sioner.

Michigan’s population pas-
sed the 7% million mark in
1956, says Dr. Heustis. What's
more, the 8 million mark
should be reached in 1960.

“"More births—less deaths
are the biggest factors in the
state’s spectacular popula-
tion increases. For each re-
corded death there are now
more than - three new babies
éntering the world in Michi-

an. In 1956 the birth rate was
gp roximately 27 for every
X, residents. At the same
time deaths continued below
nime per 1,000.

The birth rate continues to
according to Dr. Heustis’
report. “In 1941,” the report
states, “births surpassed 100,-
000 for the first time.”

- Medical advances continue
to make inroads in the death
rate.

Maternity deaths decreased
90 per cent in the past 30

ears. The death rate for new-

rn infants is down 55.8 per
cent.

Among adults, heart dis-
eases and cancer continue as
the No. 1 and 2 killers:

. The ‘ups-and-downs” of
medicine’s fight against dis-
épse are recorded in the re-
port. On the “good” ’side of
the ledger the fight against
infantile paralysis makes the
most dramatic showing.

Several proposals, outlined
in Michigan Mirror several
weeks ago, now seem destined |
to be placed before the legis-|
lature early in the present
session. Basically, the Michi-i‘
gan Conservation Commission
wants to levy an admittance
fee to state parks or sell year-
long stickers to park users.

All fees would be used ex-
clusively on park expansion
and upkeep.

Opponents of the idea
charge' that a fee program
would be an unfair levy on a
few persons.

To check the attitude of the
people most affected if the|
plan becomes law-the park pa-
trons themselves-the Conserv-|
ation Department asked Mich-
igan State University | re-
sedrchers to conduct an ex-
tensive survey. The MSU
study showed that 85 per cent
of the users were willing to
pay a fee.

Yearlong stickers are find-
ing the most favor with
the Conservation Commission.
Wayland Osgood, deputy dir-
ector of the Commission
states that stickers would en-
tail less administrative costs.

Individual fees would require
that collectors be on hand at
