
Essay Contest on Area's Top Problems >Opens for Youths
The Plymoth Mail today is announcing a contest for

essays written by students on the subject of any one of
the Plymouth area's "five foremost problems."

Duplicate prizes of $25 for first and $10 for second
will be given to the best compositions submitted by (19
students in grades 10 to 12; (2) those in grades 7 to 9; (3)
students in grades 5 and 6.

The five foremost problems are announced in today's
Mail. They represent the results of a balloting of our
readers conducted during the past two weeks. They are
discussed and listed in separate stories today.

Students are urged to select any one of these prob-
lems-the one that interests them most. The next step is 
to talk it over with teachers and parents and to indulge in .
research. Local officials and teachers are eager to help '
and will answer questions. Some classrooms will make It
a project in connection with English, government or
social studies.

In studying the subject, two approaches are needed-

*

(1) Describe the problem; why is it a problem? (2) What
are some specific suggested solutions to it?

If the student, for instance, chooses sewer and water
for the whole area as his subject, he should first analyze
our present facilities and needs. Then he should discover
what is being done at the present time to provide for
the needs. Then he should make recommendations as to
a better plan, or additional planning, and suggest ways
to carry out the plan.

Every essay will be judged on the writer's knowledge
and grasp of the problem. Style and neatness will be
considered only if it is necessary to break ties. The judges
will be members of the Plymouth Area Cooperation 0
Group, composed of representatives from virtually every ,
club and organization in the city and township.

Here are the contest rules:
1. Essays will be accepted from any student enrolled :

in the Plymouth Community and parochial schools in
grades 5 through 12. There are three categories and stu-
dents will compete against only those in their category:

(1) Students in grades 10 through 12; (2) Students in
grades 7 through 9; (3) Students in grades 5 and 6.

2. In each category $25 shall be the prize for the best
essay; $10 for second.

3. A maximum of 1,250 words is the limit for grades
10-12; 1,000 words for 7-9; and 500 words for grades 5 and
6.

4. Essays should be written in ink or typewritten on
one side of white paper.

5. The writer's grasp of the problem will be the basis
for awarding prizes. Neatness and style of language will
be considered only to break ties.

- 6. Judges will be the members of the Plymouth Area
Cooperation Group. The decision of the group will be
final

8. The writer must state his name, address, age, school
and grade.

9. Essays may be on any one of the "five foremost
problems" as selected by vote of the public. The five
optional subjects are:

(a) A dull, uninterested and uninformed body of voters
in both the City and Township.
(b) The need for a combined effort by every possible
agency to provide sewer and water for the whole area.
(c) A joint, overall zoning plan that will regulate
growth in the entire area and which will include re-
creation areas in the City and Township.
(d) The need for a Community Hospital.
(e) The need for a comprehensive study centered
around taxes, showing the picture on all the alterna-
tives involving the combination of city and township:
incorporation of a separate Township City; or remain-
ing under the present boundaries.

He found him nearly passed
out, and got him out of his car
and walked him around in the
fresh air. His car with the motor
running was blowing in fumes
from the car in front of him.

There was four near.tragedies.
Maybe if some of them had died
something would of been done
about it.

I have proposed to the council
two different times and they have
pigeonholed it for some future
time. My proposal was that the
city plow a furrow about four to
six inches high around the foot
ball field at the High School and
flood it every few days, keep the
snow off and erect a turnstile
operated at a dime each. There is
lights there, and wired for a loud
speaker, so they could have
music. No one would be in danger
of getting drowned or being
poisoned by gas.

Their 10c charge should pay all
the expenses.

Today in Ameri-
ca. the most common sandwich
fillings are beef, ham, cheese and
peanut butter. By far the most
elaborate fillings are contained in
an Italian innovation known as
a "hero" sandwich. This mam-
moth concoction consists of a loaf
of crusty Italian bread sliced
down the center and filled with
salanii, ham, cheese, olives, assort-
ed pickled vegetables and pickled
peppers.

An interesting variation on the
sandwich theme is the piewich-
a new and glamorous way of
serving leftovers. Piewiches,
which make a wonderful luncheon

or supper dish, consist of leftover
meat or poultry heated in gravy
and served between tender,

delectable squares of pie crust,
pre-baked on a pastry sheet. Pie-
wich crusts are extra flaky, tender
and golden--a wonderful compli-
ment to any filling.

Leftover meat fronn roast

chicken, turkey, beef or lamb,
briefly heated in leftover gravy,
is ideal for making piewiches. If
you are long on the meat and
short on the gravy, new gravy can
be made in Jig time.

Stock plans prepared by plan
iervice agencies are sold by publi-
cations and are available from
building material dealers. Cau-
tion: although many such plans
ire drawn by qualified architects,
:ome are inferior in design and
ncomplete in specifications.

In the event changes are made
in stock plans, they must be
:leared with the contractor before
revisions can be incorporated in
the contract.

Changes also are problematical

in building a prefabricated house,
another form of stock plans. In
selecting a prefab, check on type
of construction and conformance
to building code. Easily over-
looked but quite pertinent too is
the matter of material and equip.
ment not furnished with the pre-
fab house-steps, foundation, etc.

Requirements

A new outer covering of
western red cedar or west coast
hemlork aiding will work
wonders. Inside the home. the en-
tire character can be changed by
the addition of a few paneled
walls of either fir or hemlock, and
by the installation of attractive
built-in units for bookcases and

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Jaycees Observe
38ih Birthday

Plymouth's "Young Men of Ac-
tion," members of the Junior
Chamber of Commerce, last week
celebrated the thirty-eight
anniversary of the founding of
their national organization.

The "Jaycees" date officially
back to 1918, when the St. Louis
Chamber of Commerce invited a
group of young men, the Junior
Citizens, to become affiliated as
the Junior Chamber of Com-
meree. Two years later, 24 cities
sent representatives to a caucus
in St. Louis, which resulted in
the oranization of the United
States J unior Chamber of Com-
merce.

In the succeeding years, the
Jaycee idea spread like wilfire.
Chapters were formed in every
state, and by the time of World
War II, there were 1,048 chapters
in the nation. Today there are
more than 3,200 chapters, with
more than 200,000 members. In
Michigan, there are 115 chapters,
with more than 5,000 members.

Jayereism has also spread to
nearly 90 nations. Junior Cham-
ber International is the world's
third largest international club,
with 4,000 chapters and 350,000
members.

What is this "Jaycee" idea,
which has spread around the
world in barely a generation?

To begin, a Jaycee is a young
man, between 21 and 35. After his
thirty-sixth birthday, although he
may retain his affiliation, his
days of activity are over. The ac-
cent is on youth.

In many organizations, young
men are shunted aside until they
have "matured." In the Jaycees, a
man is literally forced to mature
by a never-ending round of
activity. A few years in the
Junior Chamber can provide a
degree in leadership training and
personality development which
no college can eQual.

What do the Jaycees do? The
list is almost endless-drives to
get out the vote, promote bicycle
and traffic safety, and stress
public health, youth welfare, civic
improvement, leadership training
among high school students, in-
ternational good will, and many
others.

What do the Jaycees believe?
This is best told in the famous
Jaycee Creed:

"We Believe: That faith in

God gives meaning and purpose
to human life;

That the brotherhood of man
transcends the sovereignity of
nations;

That Economic justice can best
be won by free men through free
enterprise;

That government should be of
laws, rather than of men;

That earth's great treasure lies
jn the human personality,

And that service to humanity,
is the best work of life.

Library Has Record Year

The Plymouth branch of the
Wayne County Library last year
recorded the largest circulation
in One year since the tiorary was
started in 1923, Mrs. Agnes
Pauline, librarian, said this week.

With the branch being the
largect of the county librar].·s m
the northwestern part of Wayne
county. it loaned a greater num-
ber of books than any other

, county branch. Last year there :
i was a circulation of 136,572, or
19,177 more than the previous
year.

' This represents an average of 
11,.$81 books loaned per month.

M-s. Pauline states that the
einu}ation increase can be attri-
buted in part to the ,{rowth of thi
surrounding community. "It
would be a rare day that at least
one person did not call to inquire
about the procedure to withdraw
books, or when one new f,mily
did not visit the library lo make a
book loan," the librarian added.

Many patrons attending uni-
versities or doing further study st
local schools visit the Ply,nouth
library because of the large book
collection of 17,000 volumes. The
reference section is aiso colitinu-
ally being enlarged.

From Mn. Carrie May, Cam-
den, Michigan: I remember when
we went to Grandma's for Christ-
