Vote to Decide
OnHuntingBan
In Township

The question of whether
hunting should be allowed in
Plymouth township may be an
issue before voters in the
April 1 election.

Township board members
voted last week to have Town-
ship Attorney Earl Demel
draft a proposal that could be
placed on the ballot. It is still
not certain if time enough re-
mains to get the question on
the April 1 ballot.

Complaints about hunters
have been increasing through-
out the years, board members
agreed, and Plymouth town-
ship is one of the few town-
ships in the metropolitan De-
troit area which still allows
hunting.

Common complaints were that
hunters shot near or at homes
and endangered lives.

Whether hunting should be ban-

be changed. It was also believed

Now | would like to call your
attention to a book which has just
appeared about the American State
Department—which is really respon-
sible for these giveaway programs.
It is written by Mr. Bryton Barron,
who has spent twenty-five years in
the Department as chief of those
bureaus devoted to research and
publications.

Then
it said further: “We shall sever from
the public payrolls the hordes of
loafers, incompetents and unneces-
sary employees who clutter the ad-
ministration of our foreign affairs.”
Well, says Mr. Barron, the hordes are
still there. This Department .goes on
making agreements binding the
United States to actions all over the
world. The State Department was a
pretty big affair in nineteen
twenty-nine. Today it is fifteen times
bigger with twenty-nine thousand
employees. Thirteen thousand of
these birds are roosting all over the
world. This Department is so big,
says Mr. Barron, that no President,
no Secretary of State, no congres-
sional committee can possibly keep
frack of what is' going on there.
Now | commend this book to any
Ameriran citizen interested in know-
ing what is going on in the dark
and shadowy places of big govern-
ment — INSIDE THE STATE DEPART-
MENT by Bryton Barron.

‘Handicapped’
Class Moves
ToNew School

Handicapped children classes
were switched from the Spring
Street Baptist church to the new
James Gallimore school Monday.

Earl Gibson, principal of the
Gallimore school, took charge of
the group at the same time, re-
placing Starkweather school
Principal Miss Mildred Field, who
has supervised the classes since
their organization in June 1956
at Plymouth summer school ses-
sions.

According to Miss Field, the
children have been doing acade-
mic and handicraft work. Acade-
mic work consists of reading and
arithmetic problems to a second
grade level while handicraft con-
sists of weaving, woodwork and
sewing. Classes are held between
8:30 and 2:45 daily.

Classes for these children
began when parents who had
been taking their children to
Detroit to attend classes. for
the handicapped there, petition-
ed the school to establish local
summer sessions.

/- Classes were begun with some
apprehension by school officials,
Miss Field recalled, because of age

But so far the program “has
proven quite successful.”

There are presently two girls
and 11 boys between the ages of
6 and 17 attending classes, This
is the first school experience for
three of the group.

Miss Field recalled one six year
old girl who could barely speak
when starting the classes but who
can now ‘“‘communicate very
well.”

“Through these classes children
have learned to stick to a job and
to use tools such as hammers and
saws. Perhaps most important of
all they have learned how to get
along with others”, said Miss
Field.

The interior of this first church
consisted of a platform at one end,
with a pulpit and a organ on it.
Pews were rude wooden benches
with the owners names on them.
The men sat on the North side;
the women on the South. A wood
itove heated the room.

Other activities " of neighbor-
hood interest took place in the

Mechanics of Dryers Explained

Automatic dryers are a boon
to laundry chores, but they aren’t
human, ’¥hey need some help
from the homemaker who really
knows the fundamentals of good
laundering.

How does the dryer work? The
air-type dryer drys clothes by
pulling air from the room. It heats
the air by electricity or gas. A
fan blows or draws the heated air
over and through the -clothes as
they are tumbled about in a re-
volving drum.

The moisture-filled air from
the clothes is forced through a
lint trap and then out of the
dryer. The moist air goes either
into the room or out-of-doors
through a vent.

A vent is usually best, the
specialists tell, but if you vent, be
sure to follow the manufacturer's
directions. You should be sure
the vent pipe is of limited length,
has a limited number of elbows
and that it is directed away from
prevailing winds.

Some dryers—the vapor-type
dryers—use a continuous water
spray o condense steam and
flush lint away. This system

needs cold wa-tur connections and
a drain, To do the maost efficient
job, vapor-type dryer requires a
water pressure of at Jeast 15
pounds. The specialists suggest
that if your vapor-type dryer is
connected to a softened cold wa-
ter system, you will have less
corrosion problems. To run a
vapor-type dryer requires about
one-half gallon of cold water per
minute,

There are three major steps—
sanding, scalinﬁ the wood pores,
and applying the surface finish.

Hardwood plywood is factory-
sanded, so only a light sanding
to remove finger marks and sur-
face dirt is necessary. Use 6/0 or
7/0 paper, always sanding with
the grain. Sand lightly between
each application and make cer-
tain that the plywood is free from
wood dust.

To prevent excessive absorp-
tion and unequal penetration of
finishing materials, it is advis-
able to seal both sides (if possible)
and all edges of the har@wood
plywood. Use a thin coat of ‘gealer,
reduced one half. A mixture of
one part white shellac and two
parts shellac solvent is also com-
monly used. When the sealer is

or more coats of varnish, lacquer
or wax. Varnish provides a long-
wearing surface. It is available in
dull, semi-gloss or satin and high-
gloss finishes. Lacquers give a
tough, hard surface in a flat,
semi-gloss or gloss finish., For

A Sleasmg sheen can be ob-
tained by waxing, when a thin,
inexpensive surface is desired.

For.a natural finish, use clear
varnish, lacquer or wax. Apply
several coats of whichever one
you choose, following ~-manu-
facturer’s instructions, If you
want to introduce a new color
tone or accentuate the figure pat-
tern, you can fit a stain or toner
into your finishing schedule. Each
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You can buy clear, water-resist-
ant masonry coatings which repel
moisture but keep the masonry's
original appearance.
