From time to time in the past, I believe I have
my awe of the primitive, pioneer quality to the growth 01
new communities in the suburbs. Plymouth itself is mature,
and the same conclusions don't fit-yet-but the pattern is
visible among most of Plymouth's neighbors.

The shooting of the Mayor of Garden City is a shocking
example of what I have been thinking about. It is difficult,
here in Plymouth, to understand the passion and energy
consumed elsewhere by recently-arrived individuals strugg-
ling for priltion, polver, and profit in their new communities.

Politics is a fierce thing there. So is the battle among
builders and contractors. The "average taxpayer" is a fierce
little animal, fighting with bare teeth to keep the costs of
government down at a time when almost everything in the
city must be built all at once.

If you undentand this-th, struggle belwoon
ambitious individuals. the cont-1 for fast profits. the
dividing of the citizins into opposing campe-then the

.hootin# of the M.Yor of Garden City 1, a little misier to
comphehend. though i: do,in't make it loci terrible.

The builder who shot the Mayor is rather well known
through the area, including Plymouth. His company had a
hand in erecting the new A&P store; it put the roof on the
Hotel Mayflower; built Allison's Chevrolet building; and
others.

Almost everyone is confounded who ever knew the
assailant. He was, to all appearances, as normal as anyone
we meet everyday. AThe only answer is he just went
berserk," we have been told by half-a-dozen acquaintances.

Here was a builder who had erected a complete building
for a City, at a price of $100,000, who had paid off his labor
and acquired the materials, but who had been unable to
collect a penny of payment because of an election and a
change in administration. The frustration apparently over-
took him.

None of the foregoing is meant to defend the builder nor
the Mayor. nor anyone else. Maybe the building was over-
priced, we don't know. But this explains, somewhat, a shoot-
ing that sounds implausible and fantastic to those of us who
live here, where politics and growth are stabilized.

My personal interest in such matters is keen because
of newspapers we publish in Livonia and Redford Township.
They are new. swelling communities. too, where politicians
call each other liars, offer a fist-fight at the drop of a hat,
and such; where there is constant jockeying for business con-
tracts; where citizens' associations get into every scrap.

The community newspapers have a serious responsibility
in such areas. They could be the watchdogs; the voice
of reason; the community conscience. But the pattern, all too
often finds the papers taking prejudiced partisan posi-
tions on behalf of one political faction or another, often for
reasons that appear only selfish.

In Garden City, there are two community papers. one on
each side of the fence. A headline in one is alleged to have
been the final red flag that sent the builder into a rage-it
said something about him being a "gyp."

Our own newspapers have tried to stay fair and reason-
able, even when called "liars". or worse, and this Garden
City incident has made us more conscious of our responsibili-
ties.

MICHIGAN WILL SPEND $63,362,007 for
mental health programs during the 1957-58
fiscal year.

The field always has been a battleground
of controversy between Gov. Williams, who
claims needs are not being met, and Republi-
cans, who claim they are.

Republicans this year said the spendingh
program for mental health will be $3,57Nl:V
more than last year and places Michigan in a
leading position in the country in mental
health care.

Democrats retorted that the mental health

department would have to stop taking new
patients at Northville State Mental hospital
and make other cutbacks if more money
were not provided.

In their report, Republicans said the hos-
pital received more than it did last year; that
Hawthorn Center, at the hospital, will get
$900,000, an increase of $260,000. After con-
ferences, the plan to stop taking new patients
at Northville was dropped, without any more
money forthcoming.

The legislature provided $1,578,000 for the
Lafayette Center th Detroit, training loca-
tion for psychiatrists. This is an increase of
$278,00[).

To further their program of "brains instead
of bricks," legislators turned over $225,000 to
the neuro-psychiatric institute at Ann Arbor
for researen into the causes and treatment of
mental disorders.

In'addition, the mental health department
received $30,000 for research and was
authorized to set up an $85,000 training pro-
gram with the help of Federal funds.

Republicans said they had added 579 new
employes to the mental health system in
two years.

A start was made on construction of a new
hospital for mentally retarded children at
Plymouth with an appropriation of $1,250,000.
Total expan,i.'Will net more than 1,000 new
beds. u

Van Peursem, a legislative veteran who
has risen to its top position of leadership, has
been designated as the party's spokesman for
the House. Some party spokesmen indicate
strongly that the young lawyer from Zeeland
is a fast-rising star in partisan politics and
could be tapped for higher state office-may-
be, for governor.

It was Van Peursem's interim committee

on labor which last summer exploded the
battle over whether Gov. Williams' tax ideas

were forcing business and industry out of
Michigan.

The theory then, as now, was that busi-
ness and industry are paying their limit in
state taxes. Williams' proposed six per cent
corporation profits tax would tip the scales,
they said.

The issue boiled along through the sum-
mer and fall, until industrial leaders, in-
cluding Harlow Curtice, president of General
Motors, publicly stated his position.

He said that his corporation is considering
expansion in other states rather than in
Michigan partly because of the tax structure.

Political experts saw the resulting uproar
as the most damaging attack on Williams
since he took office in 1949.

Whether or not it was, leaders of both
parties are keeping in mind that Van Peur-
tem was one of the early leaders in the fight.

What has happened to Van Peursem since
has done nothing to dim his rising political
star.

Gasoline Tax Returns

Available for Farmers

Now is the time for farmers to
file for their gasoline tax refund.
To receive a refund for the year
ending June 30, 1957. claims must
be filed on or before September
30, 1957. This reminder is offer-
ed by Everett M. Elwood, ex-
tension specialist in agricultural
economics at Michigan State Uni-
versity.

Elwood adds that Form 2240

must be used to apply for the
refund. This form will be mailed
to all farmers who filed for a
gas tax refund in 1956. Those
who have not filed a claim be-
fore can get Form 2240 from their
county agricultural agent, or
from the local internal revenue
office.

Farmers can make claims for
a refund on all gasoline bought
and used on the farm. According
to Elwood, this includes gasoline
used by custom operators or
neighbors who helped with the
planting, cultivating, or harvest-
ing of any agricultural crop. He
warns that no refund will be
made for gasoline used off the
farm, such as for transporting
family or farm goods on the pub-
lie highway. Any owner, tenant
or operator of a farm can file for
the refund.

The highway revenue act of
1956 raised the federal tax on
gasoline from 2 to 3 cents per
gallon. For this reason, says El-
wood, claims for gasoline bought
during the past fiscal year should
be figored at the rate of 3 cents

 per gallon.
Elwood states that the com-

pleted Form 2240 should be sent
to the District Director of In-
ternal Revenue. Federal Building,
Detroit 25. Michigan. Do not send
invoices. bills or statements with
the form. but keep them. Revenue
agents may want to check records
to make sure that the correct a-
mount has been claimed.

Several years ago, at a safety
meeting for the employees, one
of the D.P.W. employees com-
plained tjiat the small five-gal-
lon paint containers, the decrepit
ash tubs and the over-heaped re-
fuse containers caused a great
deal of delay in picking up rub-
bish and garbage. He wondered
whether the city couldn't do
something about making people
get the right kind of containers

This gripe led to a complete
study of the refuse program A
new refu•e ordinance was en-
acted and by establishing a
minimum standard of recepia-
cle to be used. by combining
rubbish and garbage pick up
at the curb, by acquiring an-
other closed truck. and by es-
tablishing better routing. ihe
city w- able to reduce the
cost of once a week pickup
from $36.000 a Year to $25,000
a year. even though the popula-
lion was growing. wages were
increasing and the cost of ma-
terial spiraling.
Here again is an example of

how bottom up communication,
if encouraged, can be a big help
in saving money and at the same
time give better service.

...

The merchant downtown pays
15 cents per minute pick-up
time for his refuse in additoin
to the taxes he pays. This is
because we must give service be-
yond the jordinary extended to
the householder without cost. Foi
instance, we require the howAe-
holder to have a covered recep-
taele for his wrapped, garbage
mixed refuse. The receptacle
must be of a minimum size of
16 gallons and not more than
30 gallons. Filled, it should not
weigh more than 70 pounds.

In the neighborhoods, we op-
erate on a production basis: one
man serves each side of the street.
By holding the size of the re-
ceptacles in residential areas to
30 gallons with the average
generally about 20, one man can
lift the can, empty it, return it
to the curb side and move a-
long to the next reeeptacle. For
the same reason, it is more ef-
ficient and economical not to
permit five gallon paint con-
tainers or similar small recepta-
cles to be used because time is
wasted and spillage occurs.

For the aged. however. or
people who are ill and not able
to carry cans. and cannot afford
to give the job to the neigh-
bor boy, we attach a "box-car"
seal to the handle or bail of
the recepiacle to indicate that
th, D.P.W. Superintendent. Joe
Bida. has granted special per-
mission to use a smaller con-
tainer. Incidentally, Joe asks
that you call him immediately
if you observe any of his men
misusing a receptacle in order
thai he may discipline the em-
ployee

...

We would also appreciate, if
you would call the police depart-
ment when you observe scaveng-
ers in the alleys picking up
metal. No one has a permit to
scavenge in the neighborhoods.
There are two authorized per-
sons to pick up paper and metal
from stores in the downtown area.
Of course, our good friends, the
Volunteers of America and the
Christian Enterprise do a very
good job of helping householders
dispose of usable articles and
have been granted permission to
go from door to door.

For Japanese
Beelle Hatching

Nearly 9,000 traps have been
set in southern Michigan, especi-
ally in areas bordering Indiana
and Ohio which have a high
beetle population, in an attempt
by the Michigan Department of
Agriculture's plant industry divi-
sion to stamp out Japanese beetle
infestation. There have been 136
placed in Plymouth this year.

In Michigan the beetles emerge
in July from the ground where
as grubs they have remained for
10 months feeding on the roots
of plants. The beetles feed on
250 or more types of plants. In
heavily infested Atlantic coast
areas as many as 1,000 Japanese
beetles have been counted on a

single hybrid tea rose plant, and
in fruit regions as many as 40
on a single peach.

Because of its control and

eradication program Michigan
has never been quarantined for
Japanese beetle, but Department
of Agriculture officials point out
that only by constant work can
they be assured there will be no
spread of infestation.

The Japanese beetle is slightly
larger than a fly. It has a metallic
appearing b?bnze body and a
metallic green head. Under its
wing coveringB it has three white
dots on each side of its body.

While Japanese beetles become
imprisoned in the yellow traps
placed in many areas in southern
Michigan, the control program
does not depend on this means of
destroying them. The purpose of
the traps is to determine the
presence of the insect. Then ad-
jacent areas are soil treated with
chemicals which destroy the
grubs which do so much damage
to plant roots below the ground.

Since Japanese beettes are
known to be great hitch-hikers
and travel from place to place in
vehicles of ali kinds, the Michi-
gan Department's plant industry
men also check produce at rail-
road and truck terminals, air-
ports and public markets.

Back of the white refrigerated
display racks, with their crisp
and garden-fresh produce, is one
of the most intricately-linked
organizations of .A & Fs entire
food procurement setup.

The produce purchasing setup
is tied together by, a modern tele-
type system which carries a
never-ending stream of messages
and reports on weather, crop
condition and other factors in-
vol ved in meeting the demand
and supply picture on produce.

But basically, the job is done
by streamlining opentions wher-
ever possible. Commodities are
bought in the field and shipped in
carloads direct to A & P's strate-

gically-spotted warehouses. Pro-
duce is moved direct from ware-

house to nearby company stores.

One of A & P's least known en-

terprises is the Nakat Packing
Corporation, which pa,·ks in frn„
Alaskan canneries the pink and
red salmon the chain disti ibutes

through its stor,·S.
Nakat's salmon operation re-

quires about 100 lenders, tugs,
purse-seine boats, gill-net fishing
boats and scows.

The official salmon canning
season runs from June 25 to July
25.

In 30 days of gruelling effort,

salmon fishermen earn as ;nuch
as they would in many mon(hs at
other work. They work 18 hours
a day in the world's worst

weather, sailing to the fishing
ground 30 or 40 miles out to sea

under the constant threat of the

dreaded squalls of the north
country, the willi waw.

veteran's GI-purchased home be- i
cause of a better job in a dif- 1
ferent city may entille him to 1
new GI loan Cligibility, even
though the job change was
voluntary

-Better job" was defined by the
VA as beinK one that would in-
crease the veteran's Income or

provide him with greater op-
portunity for:irlvancement.
Restoration of GI loan eligibility
formerly was made only if the job
change or transfer to another
c:ty was involuntary or beyond
the veteran's control. The new

ruling. the VA said. also applies
to veterang moving to a different
city following ti·tircm'ent. How-
ever, no GI loan entitlement can
be restored unless the VA is re-
lieved of liability on the old loan. -
This generally is accomplished
by payment of the loan in full,
either by the veteran or the new
purchaber.

Other circumstances under
which a veteran may be entitled
to a new G I loan eligibility are
when the property: 1- was taken
by a governmental agency for
public use; 2. was destroyed by a
natural hazard; or 3- was dis-
posed of for compelling reasons
of health or other reasons beyond
control of the veteran.
