The proposal cails for the mill-
age set aside for bond retirement
to be cut 2.5 mills (or $2.50 per
31 000 of valuation.) In actual

legal wording. the proposal on
the ballot asks if the tax rate
should be raised 2.5 mills. But in.

reality. the rate will remain the
same, with the 2.5 mills being
used to set up the new building
and site fund.

With the bunding and site fund,
the board of education hopes 10
put the construction of schools
and the buying of sites on a
'*pay-as-you-go" basis. The 2.5
mills would yield $187,500 yearly
for the fund, based on present
assessed valuations. It is assumrd
that valuations will increase each
year. yielding more for the fund.

The $187,500. will build a third
of an elementary school. If lhe
money is raised in advance. the
school board points out, there
will be no need for selling bond
issues, thus avoiding costly in-
terest pavments. This is consider-
ed the ideal way of financing, but
only a few fohools districts in the
state are in a position to do it
now.

The board is able to reduce

the bond retirement fund by
2.5 mills due to several rea-
sons. Increased valuations and
a new state equalization factor
this year will substantially
hike revenue. There are three
outstanding bond issues and
all are being me! ahead of
schedule (some bonds, however,
cannot be paid ahead of sche-
dule).

An explanation of the proposal
has been given to Parent-Teacher
associations during the paet
month by members of the school
board and Superintendent Isbis-
ter.

Avoid Dangers

0/ Chemicals
The increased use of house-

hold chemicals for cleaning call
make simple household chores a
rather dangerous pastime.

This is true when you don't
read labels and realize the
strength of the chemicals you
are using to clean your floors.
sinks and clothes.

Six hundred to 1,000 deaths
from accidental poisoning occur
annually, mostly to children.
The total number harmed or in-
jured is 1,000 10 2,000 and the
effects exceed those of any of
the childhood diseases.

Homemakers are often un-

aware of the dangerous chemi-
cals they are using· because of
insufficient informatithn on the
labels or because they don't
read the labels. It is- stressed
that you should look and insist
upon informative labels.

For example Household
bleach, found in almost every
home, is a water solution of so-
dium hypochlorie. Any acid or
acid-producing substance will
react with chlorine bleach and
liberate deadly chlorine gas.

In New York a homemaker
used a toilet bowl cleaner con-
taining sodium acid sulfate and
to intensify the cleaning action
she added a bleach. From the
chlorine that was liberated, she
died in a few minutes.

Several bills are in Congress
with provisions to regulate dis-
tribution and sale of hazardous
articles.
