This week the Mail endorses both- propositions
which the City Commission intends to place before
the voters in November.

The first is on the matter of choosing a County
Supervisor for the City of Plymouth. At the present
time, this is done by ballot at a general election. The
Commission recommends that the selection be made
by the commissioners themselves.

One argument which has been used is that Ply-
mouth is the only community in the County which
still .elects its Supervisor. :That's true, and it's a
significant argument if one understands why the jot
has become appointive elsewhere.

The sole pupose of the city Supervisor is ftc
give the City a voice and a listening post at the
County Board of Supervisors’ meetings. If Ply-
mouth’'s city government wants to say something
there (and there are more and more issues involving
County |participation these days) then the Supervisor
s the individua] who will utter the message. II
something comes%)ff the floor which should be re-
ported back to the city government, then the local
Supervisor will carry back the message.

Local governments, then, prefer to have the
delegate be a man who is intimate with their own

“policy and attitudes. They argue that no one can

possibly know the picture as well as an individual
who gerves in the city government on a day to day
basis.

In Plymouth’s case, the Supervisor may be, or
may not, (depending on the mood of the city election)
an individual who is close to the city commission.

Supervisor George Witkowski, however, argues
strenuously for preserving the present system. He
would insure that the delegate be close to the City
Commission by making him an ‘“ex-officio’”” member
of the Commission. He contends that an appoeintive
Supetvisor would be ‘‘subject to pressure.”

But there is no gain in having an ‘“‘extra’ com-
missioner, without vote, sitting around the table
simply to accomplish the same thing which could
be achieved by the simpler method of an appointed
Supervisor. As for ‘‘pressure’”, that is a symbol
word with sound but not meaning. The Supervisor
is supposed to be under “‘pressure’’, in the sense
that he represents the exact position of the .city
government and does not function independently
herefrom.

The second proposition on the ballot will ask a
pay raise for the city commissioners. They now
earn $10 a month. The new figure sought, while not
definitely agreed upon yet, probably will be $40 a
month.

If a substantial amount 6f money were involved,
this might be a controversial matter, but even at
the increased figures the Commissioners would be
working as ‘“‘cheaply’” as any government officials
in Wayne County.

No Strain to
Stain Removal

After
removing the stain, wash the
fabric.

Let's Do Something About 'Nuis

= BY DAVID M. WOOD

For a number of years the muni-
cipalities of this country have been
plagued with what has come to be
called the “nuisance suit.” I define a
nuisance suit to be a suit brought to
attack the validity of an issue of State
and municipal bonds with no expecta-
tion of winning the suit but merely for
the purpose of preventing the sale of
the bonds, or a suit in which the de-
fendant in his answer attacks the
validity of a bond issue for similar
reasons. :

It is well known that investment
bankers are reluctant to take delivery
of State and municipal bonds when
litigation is pending involving either
the validity of the bonds or the meuns
provided for their payment. Persons
who have ulterior motives take ad-
vantage of this situation by filing a
suit; often onthe mostfrivolous
grounds.

These suits are filed very often to
force the municipality to locate the
proposed improvement at some site
other than that which has been se-
lected; to force an advantageous set-
tlement of some claim against the
municipality, or merely in an effort to
thwart the will of a majority of the
voters of the community.

Sometimes a frivolous attack is
made upsn a bond issue by the de-
fendant in a suit brought by the mu-
nicipality. If the municipality has a

" bond sale pending the defendant in

his answer raises some question
which he believes will alarm the bond
dealers and so embarrass the muni-
cipality in its efforts to sell the bonds.

He expects to exploit this situa-
tion to compel the municipality te
dismiss the suit or to make a settle-
ment on terms favorable to him.
These tactics-have been resorted to
recently by defendants in condemna-
tion proceedings.

One of the more serious types of
nuisance suits is that which is filed to
accomplish a political purpose., In

-these cases what is sought is to dis-

credit in the eyes of the voters the of-
ficers of the municipality then in of-
fice. s

An organized, wellfinanced
group has been known to keep litiga-
tion of this sort pending for a long
period of time.

It has always amazed me that the
public, the legisl es, and evgn the
courts themselves, r.l to he quite
tolerant of this use of the judicial pro-
cess for the purpose of blackmail. If
the filing of a nuisance suit were a
rare occurrence I could understand
this apathy,

But the filing of such suits is by
no means-a rare oecurrence. Many
municipalities, in recent years, have
been thwarted er delayed in their ef-
forts to finance some badly needed
public improvement by litigation of
this character. This has been true
even when the validity of the bond is-
sue had previously been sustained not
only by the higher court of the State,
but even by the Supreme Court of the
United States. :

When one suit is disposed of an-
other is filed in the name of some oth-
er plaintiff. As a rule, there is no dif-
ficulty in getting a court order dis-
missing these suits, but it usually
takes anywhere from one mbnth to
six months to get the motion to dis-
miss on the calendar and ruled upon
by the court, and just as soon as the
order of dismissal is signed by the
judge a new suit is filed.

Many attempts have been made
in the past to cope with this situation.
Some States have passed statutes re-
quiring any action centesting the
validity of the bonds to be brought
within a short period after the bond
issue has been authorized. Other
States have enacted laws providing
for the approval of the validity of the
bonds by the Attormey General, or
other State officials, which laws de-
¢lare that such approvals shall be
concsl:sive.

me States have provided for
the institution of proenggu inthe
courts to obtain a judicial decree as

to the validity of the bonds, and
some have required the pesting of a
bond before a suit attacking the
validity of a bond issue may be insti-
tuted. None of these expedients has
proven to be effective.

Nuisance suits are filed despite
them. The facts that the existence of
such statutory procedures may make
it inevitable that the suit is going to
be dismissed as soon as the motion to
dismiss can be heard by the court,
does not disturb, at all, the person
bringing the suit.

The suit gets on the calehdar and
until it. is dismissed and .an appeal
from the order of dismissal is also
dismissed or decided, or.the time to
appeal has expired, there is litigation
pending which will deter a purchaser
of the %onds from taking delivery of
them. The trouble with allof these
expedients is that they do not pro-
vicfe any penalty for the filing of the
nuisance suit.

I believe that unless penalties are
imposed upon the persans whe file
nuisance suits, we can expect them to
be filed. In attempts to impose penal-
ties upon persons who file suits, how-
ever, we are confronted with the fact
that not every suit brought to attack
the validity of an issue of bonds, or
the means pravided for its payment,
is a nuisance suit.

Where a citizen believes that he
has a legitimate ground on which to
attack the validity of a public bond is-
sue he should be able to go into court
and have his suit adjudicated, and he
should not be confronted with unrea-
sonable restrictions wupon instituting
such legitimate litigation. That is the
weakness inherent in the idea to re-
quire a litigaift to post a bond before
he may bring a suit attacking a pub-
lic bond issue.

To be effective the bond must be
substantial in amount, If the size of
the bond is sufficient to prevent th e
filing of nuisance suits, will it not also
prevent the filing of legitimate suits?
The great problem, therefore, is how
do you separate the sheep from the
goats?

Of course there are cases which
present no doubt. If the suit simply
attempts to re-litigate matters which
have already been adjudicated it is
obviously a nuisance suit. Many
times, however, it is not so apparent
that, the suit is not brought in good
faith. Certainly the court cannot know
whether it is a frivolous suit untd it
has had an opportunity to examine
the pleadings and hear the plaintiff.

‘Consequently, the suit must be
placed on the calendar to be heard in
due course, When it finally gets be-
fore the court and it is decided ad-
versely to the plaintiff, the same
problem arises with respect to a new
suit.

An astute lawyer will |see to it
that the new suit is brought in the
name of a new plaintiff who raises a
new question which could have been
perhaps, with malice aforethought
was not. The courts, quite correetly,
are most reluctant to assume that a
suit filed, with it is not brought by a
citizen who“believes that he has a
legitimate cause of action.

Accordingly, any procedure de-
vised to check the filing of nuisance
suits clearly must not close the door
of the courts to any citizen who has,
or believes he has, a legitiphate cause
of action.

I believe that it is practicable to
devise a procedure which would give
every citizen an opportunity to voice,
in a court of competent jurisdiction,
any legitimate claim which he might
assert against the validity of an issue
of public securities or the means pro-
vided for their payment, and at the
same time check the filing of nui-
sance suits,

Suppose that the law of any State
should permit any municipality to in-
stitute a suit in a court of competent
Jurisdiction to obtain an adjudication
of the validity of a proposed bond is-
sue and of the means provided for, its
payment, and which would make pro-
vision for all taxpayers and other in-

have power to consolidate any such
suits with the validation proceeding,
if they were pending at the time the

validation proceeding was instituted,
and the court would also have to have
the power, as a first step in the vali-
dation proceeding, to enjoin the filing
of any other suits involving the bonds
or the means provided for their pay-
ment.

Under such circumstances th e
court, in a single proceeding, could
render a judicial determination of all
questions involving the bond issue.
