Some experts believe this will
belthe future trend of supermarkets, but I can
prbmise the change won't come without compli-
ca: loris.

Site Sinking Fund that last
June carried $148,850. This
fund is part of the "pay-as-
you-go" theory of the board.
In 1957 the school electorate
approved a proposal to estab-
lish the Sinking Fund, setting
aside two and a half mills
through the year 1961.

The vote on this proposal
was a close one. 317 to 315.
Nevertheless. it carried and
thr fund received its first re-
cripts last January when
$181,816 was deposited.

By June 30, $32,965 was
paid out of this fund - $20,-
000 of it going for a 10 acre
school site on Warren Rd.,
$965 . for detailed planning
maps, and $12,000 for the D

Galin & Son warehouse pro-
perty beside the Junior }ligh.
This building is now used for
a school bus repair garage.

Since June 30, another $20,-
000 has been paid out for a
IO-acre school site on Ridge
Road, bought from Robert
Willoughby.

There appears to be two
areas of thought concerning
the Building and Site Fund.
Those for it believe that it is
the most business-like meth-
od of financing. If it can keep
up with building needs
(which it probably can do un-
til the need for a high school
arises), supporters can point
out that costly interest of an-
other bond sale has been sav-
ed.

Those against il believe
t ha l present·day property
owner• ar• paying for
schools and sites thai ire not
7.1 needed - hence. are pay-
ing advance laxes for the
hundreds of citizens who

may move h•re later.
Canton Township Supervis-

or Louis Stein and many

By Reading This Book:
NEW YORK (UPI) - The latest life insurance

policy for children comes in book form. You pay
only one premium: $3.95, the price of "First Aid for
Your Infant and Child"·by Eric Northrup.

Properly used, the book could do much to stop
the deaths of 10,000 American children who are kill-
ed every year in needless accidents.

The work published by Henry Holt, is an instant
reference guide which shows parents how to provide
safe and effective first aid in both major and minor
emergencies.

For example: what to do when a two.year old
pops a marble into his mouth, when an eight-year
old slips in the bath-tub, when a 12-year old col-
lapses after a day in the sun.

Northrup preaches "prevention" as the first
rule. In a chapter on prevention, he included an
eight-page test for parents.

Answer "Yes" or "Nu" to the statements, a few
of which follow.

-I seal all unused electrical outlets with tape or
plastic covers and keep lamp sockets filled with
bulbs.

-I keep electric cords lacked to walls or block-
ed by hravy furniture, and check them periodically
for fraying.

-I never give my baby empty powder cans for
play. I know that inhaling even a small amount of
powder can cause choking, suffocation, or pneumo-
nia.

The book also provides general information and
lists special equipment that parents need to handle
common emergencies if and when they do happen.
