This year
the three mills provided the
system with $257,718 towards
the total operating budget of
$1,871,895.

Zoners Decide Tonight
On Subdivision Plat

A large crowd is expected
to be on hand when the city
planning commission meets
tonight to decide upon the fi-
nal plat for ‘ Symar Subdivi-
sion, the 104-home develop-
ment planned for the Junior
High School area.

Planners gave their tenta-
tive approval to the subdivi-
sion two months ago but since
then residents of nearby ex-
isting. homes have protested
that there are not enough di-
rect entrances to the subdivi-
sion.

Tonight’s meeting, starting
at 7:30 at city hall, is expect-
ed to draw many residents of
the Maplecroft Subdivision
area who believe that lack of
additional entrances to the
new subdivision will make
Hartsough street a busy thor-
oughfare.

Hartsough now runs from
Main street to the Junior
High property. At the time
the street was bridged over
Tonquish Creek to the school
grounds, residents protested
that the route would become

so busy that it would endan-
ger the lives of their chil-
dren. City commissioners
agreed but added that addi-
tional streets would someday
be cut through to the Junior
High area.

According to the plat for
Symar Subdivision, located
north and west of the Junior
High, other streets will be
continued in the subdivision,
but they are jogged along
other streets before they
make their continuation. For
this reason, Maplecroft citi-
zens still believe that traffic
will still use Hartsough,
which is the only *“straight

But there
are so many interesting
things in the world to do and
all are a challenge to this
young man who is interested
in anthropology, archaeology
and even geology, that even
one lifetime is hardly enough.

Look no
further. Several enterprising Plymouth families
have started a wonderful idea. A Cooperative Baby
Sitting Service. This has a tri-fold purpose.

1. It offers aware care.

2. It costs no money.

3. There is a fellowship in solving each other’s
problems and doing your fellowman a faver. |

The membership in this group is limited to 20
couples. This one is not yet full. When it is, others
could be started.

This group has just organized and they have a
Chairman, Ida Medlyn, Co-Chairman, Eleanor Jones
and Secretary Martha Pope.

They have organized to the extent of having a
printed sheet stating the policy and procedure of the
Baby Sitting Cooperative. It all works on a credit
plan. When you join you automatically fulfill two
positions. You are a sitter and a gadder, which I am
sure is self-explanatory. Gadders and sitters work
through the secretary - she keeps the cumulative
record, plus or minus credit hours for each member.

“Upon request the Secretary will try to get a sit-
ter who has children approximately the age of those
with whom you will be sitting, especially during the
day. In the evening men may fill the bill as a sitter
too.

An extra half hour is granted to the sitter (for
her own gadding) at lunch time, and an extra hour
credit is granted at dinmer time when feeding or
dressing is involved.

Friday, Saturday and Sunday evening sitters

shall receive a bonus of one hour. A bonus of . hour

is given for every hour sitting after midnight.
Gadder pays time and a half hours to daytime
sitters who come to her home on Saturday and Sun-

day. it

A night gadder must furnish transportation fo r
the sitter when requested. Gadder takes child to sit-
ter’'s home for daytime sitting.

No one who is 15 or more hours in debt may have
a sitter under any circumstances until she has re-
duced her account to less than 15.

Each group may pass any additional rules, by a
majority vote of those present at a called meeting.

No housework is required of the sitter.

Same rate of credit pay regardless of number of
children in the family. ,

These are but a few of the well worked otit cri-
terion. Doesn’t it sound interesting - Mrs. Medlyn
was surprised I had never heard of it - she says it
works out very succ@ssfully in many college towns,
and that the children benefit by it as well as the par-
ents.

Twenty - five
percent of all students going
to college these days are at-
tending junior college.

Why would anyone want a
junior college education in-
stead of a regular one? Ma-
ny reasons, say the editors.

COST. More than half the
two-vear colleges are tuition-
free for locals. And ev-
en where tuition is charged,
it's often quite low.

CONVENIENCE. Most stu-
dents attend junior colleges
that are near home and ma-
ny save money during their
two years to pay for the
yvears of advanced study.
CURRICULUM. Junior col-
leges often give preprofes-
sional and voecational courses
that aren’t available in four-
year institutions.

ADJUSTMENT. For many
a student, the switch to col
{lege from high school is too
The two-year
|college provides an excellent
transition during which the
student matures and has time
to decide whether to go on.

How do junijior colleges
rate? About a guarter of the
freshmen at junior colleges|!
rank above the average
freshmen at a four-vear col-
lege and students who trans-
fer from junior colleges usu-
ally do about as well as those
who start at four-year
schools.

Most four-vear colleges do
accept students from two-
vear schools. In fact, more
and more are planning to re
|serve spaces in the u pper
classes for them.

Of course

this doesn’t

'mean that any student would

be wise to go to a junior col-
lege. A college should be cho-
sen in terms of a ycungster’s
needs and interests. If he's
planning on four years or
more and knows where he'd
like to go he ought to head
there—if he can.

What Do You Want

“To be or not to be ...,
be what is the question of
every student nearing gradu-
ation from high school. What-
ever he wishes to be will de-
cide whether or not he needs
additional training. The stu-
dent set on becoming a doec-
tor knows, of course, that
college and medical school
are necessary. A girl knows
_that before she can teach she
must, as a minimum require-
ment, complete four years of
college training.

To those students who know
what they want to do in life,
the vears following high
school are pretty well chart-
ed out for them. A great
many of the young people of
our secondary schools have
no idea of what they want to
do after graduation. Unfor:
tunately, many of those who
have chosen a vocation do
not possess the aptitude to
fulfill the requirements for
the practice of that vocation.

M any natural attributes
must be taken into account
before deciding which field
of endeavor ene will follow.
Temperament, native intelli-
gence and motivation will
have to be evaluated before
the individual can decide fin-
ally on the course or the pro-
fession to which he will as-

* pire. Let us take these three
components of - success in
adult life and weigh the im-
partance of each.

A person would make a
poor doctcr or teacher if he
did not possess the patience
and tact required to deal
with people as intensely as
-these professions require. A
certain degree of intelligence
is reauired to solve some of

..the complex problems con-

frenting the “engineer or the
lawyer. No one can be suc-
‘cessful in any of these pro-
fessions, or for that matter
any profession, unless he has
the drive and desire for ac-
complishment in that field.

The Counscling and Guid-
ance Department is constant-
1y trying to help the young
people in solving the univer-
sal preblem, *‘“What shall 1
do after graduation?’’ Let us
be realisticc. We are all in-
fluenced to a great degree
hy others in the course of our
lives. Each parent wishes
certain things for his child,
alld sometimes the desires of
the parents are not in accord
with the capabilities of the

child. “I want my child to
have the things I did not
have,”” or “I wish I could

have had the opportunities as
a chiléd that the children of
today have.”” Some parents
are very disappointed when
their children do not follow
‘the course that was expected
of them.

+dn a sense, all parents
relive their lives through
their children, and the awak-
ening to realily comes wheén
the parents realize that their
sons and daughters are indi-
viduals who, at a certain
point in life, follow their own
course. In any case, the par-
ents are concerned for the
happiness of their children
«and will go to great lengths
to assist in the attainment of
this happiness.

In our middle class society
the. college diploma is too
many times set up as the
vardstick for success. It' is
now known that on a national
figure only 25 percent of our
high school graduates who
passess the capabilities for
college work actually go to
college. What then, do the 75
percent of the other capable
graduates do? Mest of them
enter occupations of their
choosing and go on to be-
come happy and well-adjust-

ed citizens. Where now do
we apply the yardstick of
success? We simply conclude
that  most of our graduates
search and find the occupa-
tion or profession that best
suits their capabilities.

But let us not assume that
the pieces fall into place
quite this easily. During the
course of the school year the
Counseling and Guidance De-
partment is constantly ad-
ministering t he tests which
will indicate t he direction
which students might go In
their search for a future that
will best fit their capabilities
and interests.

After the administration of
these interests and aptitude
tests the counselors interpret
the results to the students
and, desirably, th e parents
also. It is with mixed emo-
tions that some parents and
students listen to the results
of these-tests. Some parents
have wished that their sons
would become dentists or
doctors only to find out that
the child does not possess
the aptitude for that profes-
sion. It is better to find out
these facts now than to face
the bitter disillusionment of
the son's inability to survive
the first year of college.
Another parent may find that
their child shows great prom-
ise in the scientific fields,
but their financial situation
would prohibit the extensive
training necessary. In this
case the counselor might be
able to suggest a scholarship
which would assist in the
training.

Many high school students
have their sights set on an
occupation, and have little or
no idea of the training re-
quired. If he is to be realistic
in the pursuit of his vocation
he must thoroughly investi-
gate the requirements of his
field of interest. His counsel-
or might suggest a six
month course in drafting to
enable the youth to enter a
certain field, or perhaps to a
girl aspiring té a secretarial
job a two year secretarial
course at a specialized insti-
tution.

With these facts in mind,
the importance of prepara-
tion while in school should be
remembered. The school en-
courages the parents to keep
a watchful eye on the begin-
ning signs of the wvocational
interests of their children for
it is vitally important that
the child take the courses in
high school that will enable
him to more easily pursue
the further training that is
necessary.

Robert Smith, Assistant
Principal in charge of Coun-
seling and Guidance, stresses
the importance of a realistic
appraisal by all parties con-
cerned in the guidance of our
young people’s futures. By
taking into account the tem-
perament, native intelligence
and motivation of the individ-
ual the counseling and guid-
ance department is endeav-
oring to help our high school
graduates choose the occupa-
Lﬁ‘m in life which fit them

est.

To gain a better umder-
standing of what the high
school is doing to prepare
its students for future em-
ployment, read next week's
column as it discusses the
business and vocational
training departments.

Americans Waste Millions

On 'Short-Cuts' to Health

WASHINGTON (UPI)
Americans; are wasting $500,-
000,000 a year on vitamin
pills, mineral products and
other so-called ‘‘food supple-
ments”” which they don’f need
and which they wrongly re-
gard as short-cuts to health.

This estimate comes from
the American Medical Asso-
ciation. It is termed ‘“‘conser-
vative’’ by a spokesman for
the U.S. Food & Drug Ad-
ministration.

The two organizations have

joined with the National Bet-
ter Business Bureau in a
concerted campaign to warn
the publi¢ against what the
“*a racket that is
spreading with alarming
speed.”
" Their efforts are strongly
endorsed by Arthur S. Flem-
ming, Secretary of Health,
Education and Welfare, who
says that ‘unscrupulous pro-
motion of food fads ‘‘has be-
come the most widespread
and expensive form of medi-
cal quackery in the country
today.”

It should be emphasized
that special vitamin and min-
eral products MAY serve a
useful purpose if, for some
special reason, yvour diet re-
quires this kind of suopple-
ment. Physicians may
recommend them, for exam-
ple, for some children, for

.pregnant women, nursing
mothers, alcoholics and

oth-
ers with unusual dietary

problems.

But Ioudir‘ nutrition au-|

thorities sayv that the wvast
majority of Americans can
get all of the vitamins and
minerals they need from an

ordinary balanced diet, and
do not have to gulp pills, cep-
sules, powders, compounds
or tonics.

The AMA estimates about
10,000,000 persons in the na-
tion today are regularly dos-
ing themselves with costly
"““food supplements’”” which
they don‘tneed. It is these
people — not the relatively
few for whom vitamins a n'd
minerals are medically indi-
cated — who are wasting
their A

The stuff they buy (with a
few exceptions) is not harm-
ful in itself. It usually con-
tains the specific vitamin and
mineral concentrates adver-
tised on the labe], plus as-
sorted fillers such- as alfalfa,
seaweed and ground egg-
shells.

The danger — say the gov-
ernment and the AMA — lies
in the fact that many of these
products are being peddled to
the public by high-pressure
salesmen who falsely repre-
sent them as cure-alls for
virtually every kn o'wn ail-
men from dandruff to can-
cer.

‘“The results can be trag-
ic,”” Flemming says.

‘““People who have serious
medical problems are misled
by these false claims to rely
on products which do not ac-
tually help them, and thus
fail to get proper medical at-
tention until it is too late.”

Fad food racketeers have
two primary methods of
making their pitch.

One is the so-called “‘health
lecture’” gt which a glib
pseudo-scientist dispenses a
persuasive blend of supersti-

to improper diet and remedi-
ed by his particular “‘wonder
food.”

The other is door-to-door
selling, carried on by an
army of perhaps 50,000 m e n
and women.,K Some of them
are legitimate salesmen who
simply offer vitamin pro-
ducts as part of their line
without making any extrava-
gant claims. But many are
doorstep-diagnosticians who
do not hesitate to prescribe
their high-priced nostrums as
a cure for any ache, pain or
disease symptom that the
prospective customer may
mention.

Both types rely heavily on
myths about food that have
been repeated so often mil-
lions of Americans believe
them.

One myth is that most di-
sease is caused by faulty nu-
trition. The fact is that rela-
tively few diseases — pella-
gra, scruvy and rickets are
the principal ones — are ac-
tually associated with dietary
deficiencies.. A nd these di-
seases are so rare in the
United States that medical
schools have a hard time
finding cases for clinical
study.

A second myth is that the
ordinary foods yvou buy in the
grocery store are likely to be
woefully short in ‘‘essential
nutrients.”’

This is true of a few food
products, but not of any diet
that is anywhere nearly bal-
anced. The fact is that
America’'s food supply is so
high in nutritional value, a
person would almost have to
go out of his way to avoid
being well-nourished.

Agricultur'e Depart-
ment tests have repeatedly de-
tests have repeatedly de-
bunked the notion that
chemical fertilizers *“‘poison”
the land and the crops grown
on it.

The AMA believes the food
fad racket would dwindle fast
if every consumer would
bear these facts in mind:

*“The best and most econo-
mical source of all the nutri-
tious foods your body needs
is your own garden, grocery
and meat counter.

#*If you make sure your
daily diet consists of meatt,
fish, fowl and eggs: dairy
products, bread and cereals;
and fruits and vegetables,
yvour body will,be at its peak

strength when and if illness
does strike.”

As an ordinary citizen, I
would like to’ present a few
observations for general con-
sideration.

I may take poetic license
with an occasional percent-
age illustration but I guaran-
tee that the estimates will be
as accurate for their purpose
as some of the percentages
that were quoted to sell the
Urban Renewal Plan and the
Shopping Mall Plan.’

Examples: The cost of the
Urban Renewal Plan was
justified on the grounds that
it would eliminate the sluimns,
provide the city with taxable
manufacturing firms that
would in turn offer employ-
ment to local residents w ho
would in turn have more
money to spend with local
merchants who would in turn
pay more taxes to lighten the
tax load that has been neces-
sary to provide. the federal
Government with the money
they are willing to give back
to us practically for free!;

The theory is that everyone
is ““against slums’ and that
everyone wants to ‘“‘take the
federal government.”

The facts are that the
slums constitute only a small
fraction of the area involved
and that when we get people
in Plymouth who have the
ability to *“‘take the federal
government”’ they will be in
Washington taking all of the
49 states. Add to that the
fact that it is only a theory
that manufacturers will feel
that the location is as desir-
able to them as it has been
pictured to us.

Another example: Along
with the charts and pictures
cf the Shopping Mall (which
included one picture of an
impressive multi-storied de-
partment store) we 'were told
that “Business and industry
account for more than 48 per
cent of our city, tax dollars
collected and that residential
property made up the re-
maining 51 plus per cent.”

The facts are that the 48
per cent figure quoted includ-
ed ALL OF THE BUSINESS
AND INDUSTRY IN THE
CITY. A casual observation
will show that, by combining
business and industry, MOST
OF THE 48 PER CENT
COMES FROM OUTSIDE
THE PROPOSED MAGIC
CIRCLE.

Another interesting theory
presented was that if anyone
didn't approve of paying
more taxes so that taxes
could be lowered then he was
old-fashioned and a thorn in
the side of progress and the
Good Lord knows that we
can’'t have that!

Now then, assuming that a
multi-million dollar mouse
trap will make the world beat
a path to the collective doors
within the proposed mall,
many of the ‘‘second and
third class’™ merchants w.ill
be contributing heavily to a
lend-lease program that is
frankly designed by their
competitors to get a lion's
share of their business.

Conversely, let us assume

Opened Last
Year in State

Uncle Sam moved into 63
brand new, completely mod-
ern post office buildings in
Michigan during 1958. Total
cost of the structures, "erect-
ed by private capital to Post
Office Department specifica-
tions and rented on a long
term lease basis, is approxi-
mately $3,500,000.

Postal Directar Robert R.
Justus, Chicago, head of mail
operations in Michigan and
Illinois, stated that there
were more post office “mov-
ing days’’ during 1958 than in
any other year in history. He
cited this as additional proof
rthat Postmaster General Ar-
thur E. Summerfield’s p r o
gram to furnish the nation’s
post offices with more re-
spectable, adequately sized
buildings, is bearing fruit.

New starts in MicHigan for
1959 already number 48, Jus-
tus said, including four of
the largest postal installa-
tions in the state. Construc-
tion is under way on the $2.-
100,000 structure at Flint;
things are well along. on the
$£890,000 building at Ann Ar-
bor; and Kalamazoo postal
employees look forward to
moving into their $1,800,000
building late this spring. Bids
are now being accepted in
Detroit on the first portion of
the $20,000,000 post office at
Detroit.-

Northwest Social Security of-
fice. Theideaflet was pub-
lished jointly by the Internal
Revenue Service and the So-
cial Security Administration.

It contains a clip-out regis-
tration card for emplovers of
household workers to mail
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Needed for Help

to Internal Revenue Service
for tax reporting ferms.

“Employers paying their
maids, cooks, chauffeurs, and
other domestic help more
than $50 in a calendar quar-
ter of the vear must make
quarterly reports to Internal
Revenue,” Baltuck said.
““The report must be accom-
panied by the payment of 5
percent sbeial security tax
on wages paid. This tax is
shared equally by employee
and emplover.”

Well another week. has
passed. We do have some
news and, of course, a little
more history on our FTown-

ship.

'lPhe first Town Hall was lo-
cated on the Southwest quar-
ter of section 15, the cost
about $700.00 and seated 400
persons and was used for the
first itme in 1874.

The report for the school
yvear ending September 3,
1888, showed an enrollment
of 392 scholars in the Town-
ship, with an average daily
attendance of 274. There was
in the Township three frame
school hcouses, seating 150,
valued at $1,040 and six brick
school houses seating 296,
and valued at $8,900. There
were four male teachers and
13 female teachers employed.

The first public cemetery
was opened about 1834, and
was known as_the ‘“Ridge
Cemetery’”’ In 1835 a ceme-
tery was established on the
{Northwest quarter of section
36, this was known as the
“0Old Sheldon” Cemetéry, in
1840 a cemetery known as
“Kinyon'’, in 1868 the Ne w
Sheldon Cemetery was locat-
ed on the Southwest quarter
of section 27

The population of the town-
ship in 1850 was 1,333; in
1860 1,554, in 1870 1,392, in 1880
1350. The decrease between
1860 and 1870 is evidently due
to the loss of those who were
engaged in the War with the
South. The history book went
on to state that the Township
is watered by what is known
as the lower Rouge, by Ton-
quish Creek, and by other
smaller streams. It has a
rich soil much of which has
been reclaimed by a very ex-
tensive system of drainage.
Canton was known formerly
as Sheldon's Corners. It was
named thus after Timothy F.
Sheldon who boug ht lands
here in 1842. A Presbyterian
Church was organized on
August 31, 1848 and a church
was built in 1850 at a cost of
$1,000. It seated 175 personms.
The history went on to state
there was a Methodist Epis-
opal Church, and the society
worshipped in a building
which was erected in 185 8.
The lot was donated by T.F.
Sheldon. The building cost
$1,800 and seated 225 per-
sons. However, the item did
not give the location of the
two churches, perhaps one of
vou would know this informa-
tion.

Well I think perhaps that
is enough of a formal history
lesson for this weesk, so on
with news of the present day
residents of Canton.

Included in the function of
maintaining the peace, health
and safety of a municipality
is the necessity of removing
and disposing of trash, gar-
bage and other kinds of de-
bris. dn Plymouth, the De-
partment of Public Works
picks up and disposes of
373.75 tons of refuse each
week. Refuse disposal costs
nearly $25,000 each year.

The municipal refuse ordin-
ance goes into some detail to
define and classify domestic
garbage, rubbish and con-
struction wastes. It also cov-
ers sections on receptacles,
collection and charges,
transportation, litter and pen-
alties. Out of the 35 sections
in the ordinance, only a few
are of direct interest to the
homeowner. Many sections of
the ordinance refer to com-
mercial refuse, which is han-
dled differently from domes-
tic refuse.

In the first place, the or-

dinance says that domestic
refuse shall be collected by
the Department of Public
Works once a week, and that
normal collection service
shall be provided without
charge. If domestic refuse is
collected more than once a
week, a service charge must
be paid by the homeowner.
This service charge is based
upon the cost to the city for
providing the extra pick - up
service.
Garbage and rubbish may
be placed in separate contain-
ers for each. Any container
holding .garbage must have a
tight fitting cover. All gar
bage must be drained and
wrapped in several thicknes-
ses of paper. Bulk rubbish,
such as cardboard contain-
ers, wooden crates, and the
like, must be flattened and
placed in bundles or packed
in containers that may be
handled by one man.

The refuse is taken to the
city-owned sanitary land fill
on Chubb Road. A sanitary
land fill is.a method of dis-
posing of all types of refuse
by burying it in the ground.
Under this system, the refuse
is compacted and then cov-
ered with earth. This layer of
earth creates a more attrac-
tive appearance than is usu-
ally seen at a city dump, and
more important, it seals the
compacted refuse from the
air, thus eliminating unpleas
ant odors, flies, fires, rats
and other burrowing rodents
from being attracted to the
site.

Through the operation of
the municipal refuse ordin-
ance, the City's collection
and disposal procedure, and
through citizen cooperation,
Plymouth has been pointed
out by health authorities as
having a model refuse dispos-
al system.

Another. this year sponsor
ed a bill that has been de-
feated every time it appear-
ed since he first introduced it
.29 years ago. Someone sug-
gested starting a ‘‘Quarter-
Century Club.” -
. Statisticians curious enough
to do the job once figured it
costs $2,000 to sponsor a bill
in the legisiature.

The bill starts as an idea in
the mind of someone who
sees the .need for .more con-
trols, fewer controls, better
law enforcement, or less,
more state services or, may-
be, for no reason.

There is always a number
of bills legislators sponsor
because a voter back in their
districts asked them to, and
most of them die without fan-
fare or excessive sorrow.

It is theén possible for the
legislator to return home and
soothe the.voter who had the
idea, thusly

*/Gee, I tried on your bill. I
infroduced it and fought like
a tiger, but those other fel-
lows just wouldn’t go along.”

Proposals come to the
legislature as ideas and are
E‘ut into bill form by experts

nown as bill-drafters. It is a
rare occasion when a legisla-
tor drafts his own bill.

Each bill must be read
three times, though the first
two times are within seconds
of each other. This is imme-
diately before i is referred
to a committee for study
The third reading is just be-
fore a final vate.

Usually, a bill is never
completely read aloud.

Committees work on a bill,
listen to the pres and cons.
The committee vote is often
the most important. Many
bills never get out of com-
mittee to bé considered on
the floor.

When they do, they are

Third reading brings the
final vote and, if it passes,
the bill goes to the opposite
house where the process is
duplicated before it is sent to
the governor's office for his
signature.

Two Fire Schools
Established in L. P.

LANSING, Feb. — In its
newest approach to forest
fire contirol, the Conservation
Department held two fire be-
havior schools this week" for
assistant district supervisors
and fire officers of the lower
peninsula.

Instruction was aimed at
increasing fire-fighter safety
and curbing forest fire dam-
age through an understand-
ing of weather conditions,
fire characteristics and their
interactions.

Such factors as humidity,
wind and fire combustion
rates were explained and
demonstrated by a three-man
instructer team of Depart-
ment personnel.

The course was condensed
from a program of the U.S.
Forest Service.

Ed Ritter, U. S. Forest Ser-
vice inspector from the Mil-
waulkee office, observed th e
program’s debut in Michi-
gan.

Information gained from
the schocls will be integrated
at district levels by assistant
district supervisors.

In June, the school will be
held in the upper peninsula
for emplovees responsible for
fire suppression above the
Straits.

Credit Union in Western
Wayne County to do so.

All credit unions are
chartered by The State
Banking Department or
the Federal Government
and protection for the
funds of the members is
assured by the bonding of
the officials and the office
staff for $1,000,000. The
books are audited at

in-
tervals by The State
Banking Depgartment and
also by independent Cer-

tified Public Accountants.

Credit Unions are also
Democratic in govern-
ment. All officers and
board members are elect-
ed by the membership
and all members can
have their say in the af-
fairs of the organization
at the Annual Meeting.

The credit .union movement
has spread all .over the
world. The idea was “originat-
ed in Germany and Fried-
rich Raiffelsen, M ayor of
Flammersfeld, developed the
idea which we know today as
credit unions. The movement
came to Canada in 1900
through Alphonse Des-
jardins. Desjardins, who was
seeking to find a way to help
the poor parishioners in his
church in Levis, Quebec,
learned about the credit un-
ion idea and applied it very
successfully to his Province.

CHEDIT UNIONS IN
AMERICA

The credit wunion idea
which proved so fruitful
among the French speaking
Canadians of Quebec, was to
be equally practical in the
Desjard-
ins was instrumental also in
helping to organize the first
United States credit union in
St. Mary's Parish, Manchest-
er, NNH. in 1909. Shortly
thereafter, Edward A. Fi-
lene, famous Boston mer-
chant and philanthropist,
learned about credit unions.
He liked the idea so much
that he spent a million dol-
lars of his own money to pro-
mote credit unions. The or-
ganization of the Credit Un-
ion National Association in
1934 was the fulfillment of
Filene's dream of an inde-
pendent organization for the
advancement of cre-
dit unions.

CREDIT UNION LAWS

The year 1934 marked the
passage of the Federal Cre-
dit Union Act which made
possible the organization of
credit unions under federal
law. By 1934 all but a hand-
ful of states had authorized
the oganization of credit un-
ions under their laws.

GROWTH THROUGH

Through the great depres-

sion of the thirties and the
difficult days of World War

II, the credit union move-
ment continued a steady
growth and accumulated val-
uable experience. With the
end of the great war, credit
unions proved especially val-
uable in helping their mem-
bers obtain the better things
of life which became avail-
able. The higher earnings of
the late forties and early
fifties made it possible for
people to save and their cre-
dit unions helped them by
making saving easier and
more convenient. The credit
union proved an excellent
method through which mem-
b ers could use their credit
for the immediate enjoyment
of household goods, autos,
and other useful articles
which became available for
consumer enjoyment during
this period.

The credit union movement
never lost its perspective of
service during this growing
pericd. The needs of lgss for-
tunate people in other areas
of the world became the next
target. The credit union idea
has been spread to the West
Indies, South America, Afri-
ca, and as far away as India
and Australia, assisted by
contributions of money and
staff by the credit unioh
movement. Today, there are
over 24,000 credit unions in
the world serving approxi-
mately 12,000,000 people. In-
ternational headquarters of
the credit union movement is
in Madison, Wisconsin. It is
the home of the Credit Union
National Association. In each
of the states of the United
States and in each Province
in Canada, a credit union
league, formed of the credit
unions in these areas, has
been organized. It is through
these leagues that the credit
unions join together in their
common efforts to build their
movement.  These leagues to-
gether form the Credit Union
National Association. In
