Annexation by the city of Plymouth of nearly 90
acres of city-owned land in Plymouth Township for
the purpose of developing additional industrial pro-
perty was approved in a resolution by the qity com-
mission Monday night.’ '

The property includes Riverside Cemetery and
Riverside Park property owned many years by the
city. Being considered for industrial development is
the 38 acres of land located between the cemetery
and Plymouth Rd. It is now'a vacant field.
Annexation of the city’s own property is a rela-
tively simple process. It requires only a resolution
by the city commission, which was accomplished
Monday, and filing of the notice with the county
clerk and secretary of state.

Once the land is annexed, the city of Plymouth’s
eastern boundary will extend as far east as Hag-
gerty Rd., between Plymouth Rd. and Edward
Hines Parkway. e

After annexation, the city planning commission
and city commission will act to zone the 38 acre par-
cel for industrial use. 2 '

The move to utilize the land for industry was
spurred by a request from a Detroit firm for an in-
dustrial site wanting to locate here. This is differ-
ent from the Continental Can Co. announcement of
last week. Continental wants to build on Sheldon
Rd., north of the railroad in Plymouth Township.
They have been offered city sewer, water and other
facilities and services if they are willing to pay city
taxes, minus their township taxes.

The second firm interested in building here does
not need rail facilities. Instead, it wants a location
as free from smoke and dirt as possible.

Also, those
homes where meter readers
repeatedly are unable to
make a reading will have out-
side meters installed.

But a firm has now
come out with a device t h at
can be attached to the pres-
ent meter. This device sends
electric pulsations along a
were to -a meter ‘‘head’ lo-
cated somewhere outside the
building.

According to the proposed
ordinance, which received its
first reading Monday, all
new buildings must be
equipped with an outside me-
ter reading device at the
owners’ expense.

In addition, any premises
where the water department
has been unable to make a
meter reading for more than
two billing periods, will have
an outside meter reading de-
vice installed.

The city was completely re-
assessed a year and a half
ago but the new assessments
were not put on the books un-
til this year.

Theoretically, if all as-
sessments are at the proper
level, there should be no
equalization.

Michigan Week is coming up May 17-23 and the
State has set the theme for 1959 to be Products of
Michigan Week—not a minute too soon either—I'm
not against made-in-Japan items, but it would be a
thrill to me to pick up something in a dimestore
that said it was made in Michigan or for that matter
even made inthe US.A. ...... :
Anyway we, as cooks, are asked to observe this
week by cooking all Michigan meals; for example a
typical Michigan Breakfast might be apple juice,
Battle Creek Cereal, bacon and eggs, pancakes with{
maple syrup or honey, toast, milk and other bev-
erages.

Many important foods come from Michigan—ap-
ples, asparagus (we are second in the entire indus-
try), beans (we are even ahead of Boston), beef,
beets, butter, cabbage, carrots, celery, cherries (we
are the largest producers of red tart cherries),
chickens, sweet corn (fifth in this product), cucum-
bers, eggs (we sold 44 million dollars worth), frank-

these items are grown and processed in Michigan—
so in order to honor Michigan during the designated
week it is not necessary, you may tell your room-
mate, to purchase a car—just have Bean Soup.
Michigan Bean Soup is always served in the
House restaurant at our nation's Capitol. The rea-
son for this, as the story goes, is because the soup
was a favorite with Speaker of the House Joe Can-
non of Illinois who served in Congress more than
40 years. One day in 1904 he entered the House res-
taurant and bean soup was not on the menu. Rep.
Cannon was known for his explosive temper which
was then manifested. ‘““Thunderation,’”’ he shouted.
And he raced upstairs to the House floor where he
delivered a fiery oration on the delicate charms of
Michigan Navy Bean soup, and railroaded through a
resolution which requires that it be served every
day.

Relief Offering

An unusual offering will be
taken in the Plymouth Sev-
enth-day Adventist Church,
Saturday, May 9. Ushers will
collect little red self-denial
banks, which members have
been contributing to in their
homes since early in March.
These banks in Plymouth Ad-
ventist homes have been con-
stant reminders of Satur-
day’s offering, which is to go
to the Disaster and Famine
Relief Fund.

“We are expecting a gen-
erous response to this offer-
ing,” said Pastor Clarence
Long, 30937 Beechnut,
Wayne, in announcing the
special church event. “T he
funds given will help hund-
reds of thousands of people
when the need is greatest—
‘mymediately following a dis-
( ter or during famine con-
itions.”

Pastor Long said 100,000
of the little red ‘“‘self-denial”
banks have been distributed
to Adventist churches
throughout the United States
and Canada, and church of-
ficials expect an offering of
more than $300,000.

The funds received, Pastor
Long said, are sent to Adven-
tist world headquarters in
Washington, D.C., where they
are put into a trust and dis-
patched on a moment’s no-
tice in the event of disaster
conditions in any part of the
world. :

Pastor Long said such
funds have recently been
sent to relieve disaster con-
ditions resulting from a vol-
canic eruption in the Azores
Islands, a cr o p-destroying
flood in Pakistan, an earth-
quake which wiped out entire
villages in Greece, a typhoon
which smashed through the
Philippine coast, and a hurri-
cane which leveled a city in
the Caribbean. “Of course,”
he said, ‘‘similar conditions
in the United States and Can-
ada receive these funds
also.”

“This emergency fund is
important because of its con-
stant availability within min-
utes or hours after a disas-
ter strikes,”” Pastor Long
pointed out.

Communication Skills

Reading, listening, speak-
ing and writing are the basic
skills involved in the English
program—grouped as Com-
munication Skills. All of these
are practical skills which ev-
ery individual must use in
his every day life regardless
of the career he pursues or
his social status.

And how can a student
make progress in any field of
study wunless he can read
what has already been writ-
ten, unless he has learned to
listen, and unless he has
learned to communicate eith-
er orally er in writing what
he has discovered. All of
these skills require the use
of language in somé more or
less standardized form.
the purely

In addition to
practical use for language
one must also consider. the
part that creative thinking
and writing plays in shaping
our .ideals, our philosophies,
our culture, and preserving
these' for future generations.
Such is the importance of
language in every field of
learning that three years of
English are required for
graduation and a fourth year
is strongly recommended.

To help supply this need in
preparing the student for col-
lege, for business, or for ef-
fective communication in
{whatever situation he may
live‘is the work of the teach-
lers of English.
| The common expression
{that ‘anyone can teach Eng-
li:h' is completely erroneous.
|As much knowledge and skill
is needed for its effective
the teaching of mathematics,
science, foreign language. or
the social studies.

Michigan Mirror

Business Tempo Is Rising, —
But What of Automation?

RECOVERY FROM ECONOMIC ills of
the past year is being demonstrated by
gradual increases in personal income. And
Michigan looks good.

Individual income increased 7.6 per
cent during February, the last figures
available, compared to the national aver-
age increase of seven per cent.

Thousands are still unemployed,
though the number is being reduced every
month.

All states showed a spurt toward re-
covery except Arkansas.

Michigan's total personal incame for
the month was $1,410,600,000.

Nevada had the largest increase in the
nation, 14.96 per cent. This was attributed
to the rise in non-manufacturing business,
mainly desert.resorts and tourism.

Increases in industrial states, includ-
ing Michigan, were related to higher
wages, rather than more jobs.

1958.

MORE THAN 1,000 school lunch coeks
and managers convened in Lansing last
week for a look at some of the latest equip-

ment and a ‘session complete with semi-
nars in the field.

It was all designed to better equip
schools and their employees to provide bet-
ter hot luriches for Michigan’s school chil-

dren.

NATIONAL REPORTS indicate that
Michigar'’s financial plight has damaged
Gov. Williams’ chances of moving onto
the country’s political stage in 1960.

They report that, while icans
are suffering from the situation in Michi-
gan, the guns are being trained en Wil
liams nationally as the governor of a state
that faced bankruptcy.

For that and other reasons, Williams
has stepped up his speaking schedule
around the country. One observer found a
bit of irony in the two-sided coin.

Williams told a California audience
that Michigan is going through a period of
temporary hard luck and will pull out of its
fancied dilemma shortly.

Back in-Michigan, Williams repeated
that the state is facing bankruptcy, its uni-
versitjes are suffering from lack of cash
and the situation is the fault of Republi-
cans.

‘“He's preaching Michigan's prosperity
to the country and, back here, he's saying
it isn’'t so,”” said one.lawmaker. 2

Demeocrats waiting -to-enter the race to
become Williams' successor have been
warned te keep their ambitions fo them-
selves until after the 1959 legislature ad-
journs. : )

Williams has not said he will not run
again, but Democrats in the: Tunning will
be disappointed if he does. To get into the
race before the legislature quits for the
year would compromise Wiliams' pesition
in bargaining for his income tax and other
programs.

Secretary of State James M. Hare is
seen as the meost-likely heir to -Williams'
role in the Democratic party in Miehigan.

Every month in the year there are things to do both
inside and out to keep your flower garden beautiful, your
lawns, treées and shrubbery in top shape and for the pro-
duction of a bountiful vegetable garden.

Winter is when you plan vour garden—while the gar-
den sleeps, the gardener should be wide awake, planning
for spring.

Spring is all action.

Summer and autumn are busy with harvest of fruits,
flowers and vegetables,

Most of the aches and pains of gardening can be avoid-
.ed by a little planning. It isn’t necessary to do all the work
at one time in the spring. In the flower garden, clean up
and fertilize the bulbs first, then the perennials — after
these, get the soil ready for the annuals. The vegetable gar-
den should be prepared as needed. If it is plowed, rake it
just before you plant, otherwise a crop of weeds will spring
up. If the garden is spaded, dig only enough for the crops
you are planting. There are nearly two months between pea
planting ‘and tomato setting. Don’t do it all at once.

The proper planting time for the plants in your garden|.

is determined by the ancestry of the plants. You are grow-
ing plants from far northern climates and from the tropics.
It takes ingenuity and correct timing to take advantage of
our changing seasons to give these plants the weather con-
ditions they need. Ll

At the end of the year it's a good idea to rejoice in the
victories and learn from the defeats. At the same time, in-
dulge in.some garden arithmetic. Figure costs and make
an approximate estimate of the returns of your vegetable
garden. The latter can never be figured accurately, for it
1s very difficult to put a money value on really fresh vegeta-
bles!

Prepare beds and sow
seeds of hardy annuals early
in the month.

10 Things Every
Family Should Have

Being a good provider means more than just bringing

Not every family, of course, has the same goals in
life. The Browns may have their hearts set on a trip

The Joneses may
be saving for a car while the Petersons are counting their
pennies for a hi-fi set. Whichever makes you happiest is
right—for you.

But experts agree that, no matter how different per-
sonal tastes may be, there are certain things—and people—
every family should have at their disposal. To be precise,
there are ten such ‘““musts.”

with the medical histories of each individual in your family
can literally be a life saver in an '‘emergency. Because he

knows all the medical facts about you gnd vours, he needn’t
devote much time asking questions about background and
habits when attending you. If possible, choose a doctor
who lives mearby and have the whole family checked
annually.

2. A clergyman. Young or old, there are times in ev-
eryone's life when he needs spiritual guidance and comfort.
It is often enough just to know that there is someone to
whom you can turn to in confidence in order to weather a
storm. Much misunderstanding—between husband and
wife, parents and children—could be avoided if those con-
cerned had a third party, a real friend to consult. Whether
your clergyman is a priest, minister or rabbi, he will be
gladto talk to you—or just listen—whenever you're troub-
led.

3. A household inventory. Most families are richer than
they think! But they are so close to what they possess,
that few have an itemized, added-up idea of what they
own. What’s the difference? Plenty! To have a household
inventory ‘on record is to have: a, a comforting measure
of the worldly goods your labors have earned; b, quick
evidence in event of loss or theft; ¢, a definite, rather than
a guessed, estimate of how much fire and casualty insur-
ance you should have; d, a check-list against which your
insurance agent can work to give you really adequate
protection; e, the basis for an important part of your will.

Don't guess at values. Put down the replacement cost,
estimate the life of the article and deduct a percentage
indicated by the remaining use—value of the item. This
is the basis on which loss adjustments are made.

4. A checking account.’ There are several excellent rea-
sons for this: canceled checks are proof positive of pay-
ments. They provide records of expenditures that are worth
their weight in diamonds around income tax time. They
permit you to keep track of exactly where your money
is going. And they are fdr safer to send through the mails
than cash. '

5. A petty cash fund. Mom has to pay the newsboy ...
Dad needs change for bus fare ... Junior has to pick up
some clothes at the cleaner's. A hundred situations may
arise whHen a few dimes, quarters or dollars can rescue a
family from inconvenience—or embarrassment. Idea: have
four or five dollars in small change in t.he family sugar
bowl, use the Honor system for replacement.

6. A safety deposit Box. It costs pennies weéekly, can
save many dollars by protecting important papers: stocks,
bonds, marriage and birth certificates, property deeds, in-
surance policies. Valuables like jewelry that are seldom
used belong there, too.

7. A reference library. Because personal growth .is es-
sential to family happiness, no home should be without
certain books: a good dictionary, an up-to-date atlas, a
reliable almanac, a book of quotations, a comprehensive
encyclopedia. They needn’t take up a lot of room or be
prohibitively expensive, either. One new encyclopedia, for
example, comes in just 12 compact, easy-to-read volumes,
sells exclusively through bookstores for $60, complete.

8. A will. It may not be pleasant to contemplate, but
it's an undeniable necessity. Bécause laws vary from state
to state, you can save your heirs additional heartache by
providing for thém as you wish them to be provided for.
When there is no will and there is property at stake, legal
fees and papers can eat up much of the inheritance before

060.

The value is $30 million less than
1958. Albert E. Champney; director of
the county bureau of taxation, said
the drop was caused by a decrease in
personal property inventories in sev-

eral communities.

The mayor’s recommendation was
prompted by objections raised by Wil-
lis H. Hall, secretary-manager of the
Greater Detroit Board of Commerce
and a member of the Board of Su-

pervisors.

Do
you remember the traveling
grocery store we had in our
Township? This mobile groe-
ery which always fascinated
your writer when she was a
bit younger, was owned and
operated by Mr. Colburn
Dernis Sr. T used to buy my
lollipops from this store, not
to mention the staples pur-
chased by my family in this
manner. I called Mr. Dennis
to get the exact date of op-
eration, and he stated that he
started his mobile grocery in
1934 and operated it for
about three years. Mr. Den-
nis said this was not a new
thing, for his father had op-
erated such a grocery some
40 years ago in Detroit, with
a horse drawn wagon, but to
the Township it was a thing
of curiosity. Mr. Dennis said
it took time to accustom
the people to his mobile gro-
cery, but each year it built
up more popularity. Mr. Den-
nis operated; in one half of
the Township, Cherry Hill to
Joy Rd. to Haggerty, then
réturned to his store on Can-
ton Center to replenish his
stock and out again for more
door to door deliveries. Mr.
Dennis carried quite a com-
plete line of groceries, in-
cluding fresh meat. He also
'stated that money wasn’'t the
most plentiful item at tha't
time and that quite often he
tock merchandise of the cus-
tomer  in trade for his arti-
cles. These included home
made butter, eggs, dressed
poultry and occasionally
some salt pork, which Hhe
could then resell in his store.

Although this was a new
venture for our Township, the
grocery business was not
new to Mr. Dennis. Before
coming to our Township, Mr.
Dennis owned and operated a
grocery business in Detroit.
In 1921 he opened a grocery
store on ‘Canton Center and
Cherry Hill Rd., and recalls
one of his customers, which
was approximately &3 years
old -at that time, telling him
abaut a groccry store lotated
in that location (across from
the township . hall) built of
logs when she was a girl.
Mr. Dennis said she told
him the store was operated
by her father, although' Mr.

Dennis could not recall the
name, perhaps one of our
readers will remember the
log cabin store through stor-
ies of our old timers. Eight
years later, Mr. Dennis mov-
ed his business.to its present
location on Canton Center
Rd., about a mile and some
North of its previous location.
In 1921 when Mr. Dennis es-
tablished his grocery store,
he said he believed there
were only two other such
stores in the Township at that
time. Mr. Frank Windsor
at Sheldon, Mr. Wm.
West at Cherry Hill, and his
store. While on his mobile
grocery store, Mr. Dennis re-
calls how his customers re-
membered him on his run
with coffee and sandwiches
noon and evening. He said if
the customer could not find
the items they wanted, he
would be sure to have them
for them the next day on his
delivery. Mr. Dennis recalls
the get-together card parties
held by neighbors and
friends, and the popular card
game of those days “Pedro.”
The Dennis family came to
the Township in 1916 and Mr.
Dennis built their home on
Hanford and Beck Rd.., now
owned by the Korporal fam-
ily. The home was on s 50
acre plot of ground. Mr. Den-
nis now resides with his son
Colburn Dennis Jr., wire and
children. He noted that his
son now exclusively operated
the grocery store on Canton
Center. The writer remem-
bers when Colburn Dennis
Jr. helped his dad on the mo-
bile grocery, so experience in
this line started a while back
with him.
