Additions Cost More Than Original Building

H i g h  S c h o o l  o f  P a s t  U n c o v e r e d

As a bulldozer s ta rted  excavating  recently  for 
a $177,000 addition being built onto P lym outh High 
School, the ground suddenly gave way and it plunged 
into a hole so big th a t it w as unable to ge t out by 
itself.

The hole, it was later dis-

covered, wa.s the remnant of 
the original high .<K:hool that 
had been leveled by flame? 
on March 30, 1916.

In the fall of 1917. the pres­
ent-'high school opened i t s  
doors. During a public form­
al opening of the new build­
ing. the sc'hool board presi­
dent admitted that the school 
“ had cost a lot of money,” 
but he pointed out that build­
ing material “is costing more 
than ever” .

How much did the original 
h i g h  school cost 42 years 
ago?

Exactly $111.8n-a>r 60 par- 
cant lass than tha fiaa class­
rooms and stair anclosura 
now baing constructad.

The bit of history is espec­
ially interesting in light of 
present discussions of wheth­
er to spend several millibn 
dollars for a new high school

or a still unestirnated amount 
to enlarge the present one.

Steel work is now ip place 
for the^iddition being erected 
l>ctwcrn the main building 
and the annex (former Jun­
ior High). This a d d i t i o n  
wasn’t exactly the idea of 
the school board. The state 
fire marshal’s office, after 
.several inspections of t h e  
building, asked for the In­
stallation of a fireproof stair 
tower between the two build­
ings and elimination of nar­
row stairways in the present 
buildings.

While planning for the stair 
enclosure, the board felt that 
by s q u a r i n g  off the new 
s t r u c t u re, badly needed 
classrooms could be added. 
As a result, the machine shop 
on the main level will be en- 
l a r g e d  and there will be 
space enough on the u p p e r

two floors for two classrofjms 
on each level.

When* the hulldrizer plufig- 
ed i n t o  the hole, workers 
found many indications of the 
old school. They pulled o u t  
truckloads of concrete, o I d 
woocj flooring and even a 
large bone that probably be­
longed to a horse.

If I.s iK'lieved that w h e n  
work on the new school was 
started in August 1916, debris 
from the fire was shoved into 
the hole and loads of c o n- 
crolG poured over it.

Not since the fixe of 1893 
w-h e n downtown Plymouth 
burned had the community 
seen such a blase as w a s

F ire  L ev e led  Old H igh School

discovered in the high school 
at 4 a.m. on T h u r s d a y ,  
March 30. 1916. The buildinq 
was destroyed along w i t h  
the M e t h o d i s t  Episcopel 
Church next door.

Roofs of several homes in 
the area caught fire but (lie 
sparks that jumped into (he 
steeple of the neat, w h i l e  
Mothodi.st Church were n o t 
easily checked. Lack of wa 
tor pressure finally m a d e 
the fire-fighling job h a p e -  
Icss.

The fire, di.sa.strous as it 
was, actually cost little when 
figured in modern-day d o 1- 
lars. Los.ses of the two build­
ings was estimated at $6f>. 
000. Both wore pMitialJy eov- 
ered by Insurance,

Origin of the fire remameff 
a rn y 8 t e r y, although ina 
ny believed it was the work 
of an a r s o n i s t .  Otliers 
thought it started in. Ui e 
chemistry laboratory caused 
by some type of chemical 
combination.

For the remainder of that 
school year and during t h e  
entire 1916-1917 school year,

Little Room Left in High School, 
Principals Tell School Board

suggested 
f the new

A look at Plymouth High 
school curriculum and .some 
costly news about the h i g h  
school’s electrical s y s t e m  
were two of the time-con­
suming items on M o n d a y  
night’s board of education 
agenda.

Following a request from 
the lx)ard last week^ H i g h  
School Principal Carvel Bent­
ley and Ihe assistant pririci- 
pal in charge of counseling, 
Ftoberl Sjmith, appeared to 
g i v e  detail.s of how class­
rooms will be used in t h e  
s c h o o l  and how b a d l y  
crowded the building really 
is.

The ri'Qiiest was 
last weejc by two of 
board members, H a r o l d  
Niemi and Peter Zylstra. The 
study is part of the board's 
consideration of the question 
of building a new high school 
ver.sus enlarging the present 
one.

Bentley and S m i t h  pre­
sented a chart .showing the 
.square footage of each class­
room and how many pupils 
are in Ihe room at e a c h  
hour.

The chart s h o w e d  that 
there will be few hours in 
w h i c }i classrooms will be 
without students. The princi­
pal reported that during the 
past year there were t h r e e  
teachers without rf>oms of 
t h e i r  own. They ‘'floated" 
throughout the building u.sing 
empty clu.ssrooms.

“This is not good,’| Bent 
ley commented, “because pu­
pils do not know where to 
find the teacher for consulta­
tion, the teacher has to carry 
all her or his materials from 
one room to another, and it 
is difficult lo hire tea^^hers 
wlio learn that they will not 
have a classroom.”

“This year,” the principal 
added, ‘There will not be this 
situation because four n e w  
classrooms are being added 
to the sehocl. Tliis y e a r'S 
ovenTowding situation is al­
so being helped be<!auS4* 150 
nu‘mbers of llie freshman 
class will he })ut in the Junior 
High."

Attempting, lo delej*mine 
what the curriculum of th e  
high.schooT will bi‘ in the fu­
ture is difficult to determine, 
the board decided. Bentley, 
said that Dearborn sent 30 
teachers to the University of 
Chicago lo study cuiTieulum 
b e f o r e  F^dsel Ford High 
sc’hool was built. Since then 
changes liave been made.

Board Treasurer Charles 
Zoet pointed out that curticu- 
1 u m is an ever - changing 
thing and holding up expan­

sion of high school facilities 
would be a needless delay.

Oiurses o n c e  offered at 
Plymouth High but-now de­
leted were agriculture, or- 
•  h e 8 1 r a, auto mechanics, 
dramatics, aovanced speech 
and genera] music. The prin­
cipal said that a course in 
g a s o l i n e  engine (power 
mechanics) should be again 
offered and that orchestra is 
expected to .someday return.

The report of the principal 
and assistant also ask that a 
classroom be provided f o r 
special education (mentally 
retarded), special teachers 
for the 10 percent who have 
u low mental capacity, addi­
tional s p a c e  for guidance 
w o r k ,  develop a science 
course for the average or be- 
lo w  average student, and 
perhaps offer German.

T h e  report also offered 
suggestion to delete several 
courses.

The board will continue its 
study at the next meeting. i

In other business. B y r o n  
Becker, architect of the ex­
pansion project at the Senior 
High, reported that an inves- 
L i g a t i o n  of the electrical 
switchbox arrangement o f 
the building showed that it 
will be in violation of code 
unless a new 400 amp .switch-

box is provided.
Actually, one whole section 

of the electrical equipment is 
in poor shape, the architect 
reported, and would c o s t  
some $4,000 to replace. T h e  
board, faced with the deci­
sion of replacing the entire 
thing or ju.st one box, post­
poned the decision for anoth­
er week until investigation 
lakes place.

were dead tired, but they 
kept their eyes open. T h e  
train passed through Dussel- 
dorf, Cologne, Bonn. Heidel­
berg . . .  some of these and 
o t h e r  cities still showed 
traces of the war. The for­
eigners were fascinated by 
the quaint, colored-shuttered 
houses set upon the h i l l s  
along the Rhine.

Students sat tfi six-seatcr 
compartments . . .  in  m y  
compartment we were lucky 
enough to be Joined by a 
seventeen . year - old Dutch 
girl. She was blond, tall and 
slender, wore no lipstick but 
was garbed in a dress she 
had seen featured in “Seven­
teen.” (The American injlu- 
enceJ She was very friendly, 
s e e ( m c d  anxious to make 
f r ie n d  with these y o u n g  
Americans.

The five Americans and 
the one Dutch talked about 
the difference in the school 
systems of their respective 
countries. "Els” a t t e n d s  
school from 6 a.m. to 4 on 
weekdays, with some time 
for lunch, also goes to school 
until 2 on Saturday. She stud­
ies SIX foreign languages: 
Dutch, French, G e r m a n ,  
Greek. Latin and English, 
which she spoke very well. 
(WHY don’t A m e r i c a n  
schools take the hint and of­
fer more in'the all-important 
held of foreign languages?) 
Els studies from three to five 
hours each evening.

Indicative of the difference 
in economic status el the two 
countries was Els* remark 
ih ^  "you would not f i n d  
m a n y  Dutch students in 
America.**

Later, our American dol­
lars. worth four times as 
much as German ^currency, 
were exchanged for marcs 
and pfenigs on the train.

When Uie tram made a 
short s t a t i o n  slop, we 
grabbed the opportunity to 
get some Coca-Cola. The girl 
in front of me asked t h e  
price . . forty pfenig w a s  
the vendor's reply. It w a s  
apparent that he suddenly 
realized we were Americans 
ignorant of the value of Ger­
man money, and he quickly 
upped the price to 45 pfenig. 
I was the last to get a drink

.. the train was about to 
leave, so the t^an.saction had 
to be made quickly. I thrust 
a marc (.25) into the ven­
dor's hand, he gave me some 
c h a n g e  and I hurried to 
board the train. Back'm my 
seat, I counted the m o n e y  
he had given n^c. I had paid 
55 pfenig!

After a scenic da*' l o n g  
trip, we reached Stuttgart 
Several students had left the 
train along the way: others 
boarded trains at Stuttgart 
w h i c h  would take them to 
Tubingen. Four of us c o n- 
tcmplated an hour and a half 
journey to towns where we 
w o u l d ,  for the first time, 
meet our “families.”

AU very tired, we w e r e  
also exciied and a * l i t t l e  
scared. It was like a dream 

we still could not grasp 
the fact that we<were in Eur­
ope and that the moment for 
which we had been waiting

for several months was soon 
to bacome a reality.

We curried on a livcli dis­
cussion with a young Engli.sh 
pastor. Most interesting to 
me was his corhment t^hat 
our standard of living V’ a s 
fantastic, but “one n ci v e r 
knows how long it is ^oing 
to last.” .\Ve talked of poli­
tics .. he asked abou\ the 
chances for a Catholic Ken­
nedy victory in '60, or a tic­
ket headed by Adlai Steven­
son, who, he said, is v e r y  
popular in England and could 
easily claim an electoral vic­
tory there.

The lime, for me, w a s  
drawing near the butter­
flies in my stomach hopped 
about furiously. Two s t u- 
dents had already left t h e  
train for their homes. I ner­
vously gathered up my lug­
gage and ten pound * purse 
and waited for the train to 
make' its scheduled stop at 
Oberndorf. It finally came to 
a halt, and I descended un­
easily. 1 walked toward the 
building at the .station, only 
nodded when someone spoke 
to me in this .strange foreign 
tongue. I fell very alone.

I looked anxiously around 
the semi-dark room in t h e  
station for a friendly, a l s o  
searching face. I b e c a m e  
alarmed. This family of five 
children, the country pastor 
and his wife . . .  where were 
they?

Cut the large, woolly gray 
leaves from the tall mullein 
plant along the road, fasten 
them in a rosette to a pin- 
holder in a shallow bowl and 
accent with one thistle re­
moved with a knife from its 
prickly plant. It's a simple 
yet stunning arrangement of 
wild flowers suitable for the 
most -formal room. And most 
people will ask what t li 
the flowers are.

Not every wild tflower 
worth cutting for a bouquet. 
It certainly isn’t worth pick­
ing f l o w e r s  protectfMl by 
State Conservation laws and 
thus making yourself liable 
to a fine, if caught. In .sum­
mer. conservation laws pro­
tect sucn wild flowers as

fringed gentian and cardinal 
f l o w e r ,  checkerberry and 
bunchberry and the flower­
ing orchis.

Ncr is It worth gathering 
the most plentiful wild flow­
ers if there’s still a l o n g  
auto ride before they can be 
put in water. By that time, 
they won’t be worth making 
a bouquet of. Other w i l d  
flowers such as the blue chi- 

ry along the roadsides and 
wTid roses will too quickly 
under the best of conditions 
to be worth picking.

Brown-eyed Susans, h o w- 
ever, dot roadsides, mead­
ows and the edges of proper­
ties all H u m m e r  from Colorado 
eastward. Cut them a n d  
place in a croi'k or jug or

stonF<tare pitcher and t h e  
flowers stay fresh looking for 
more than a week. Q u e e n  
Anne's Lace is a weed to the 
farmer but it not only lasts 
well when cut but combines 
attractively with pink flori- 
bunda roses such as B e t t y  
Prior. I

The first goldenrods start 
to open in July.'They’ve been 
falsely accused of causing 
hay fever but for most pe<mle 
this flower Isn’t the cul^it. 
Whether it’s a spikey variety 
or a plumey one. goldenrod 
makes an excellent flower 
fur bouquets. a matter of 
fact, the English have taken 
this native Anierican flower 
and grow, it in their gardens.

Milkweed, as common as

goldenrods, may not lest as 
well. That’s because of i t s  
milky iuice and, like poppies 
fix.m the garden, the end of 
the severed stem must be 
seared in a flame to sea! the 
juice if the flower is to lost 
in water.

Actually, there’s np end to 
the wild flowers thafc can be 
cut for satisfactory ibouauets 
in combination with o t h e r  
Wild flowers or ^ume garden 
flowers. They aren’t confined 
to lakes or mountaihs but 
will be found along roadsides 
and even empty lots n e a r  
home. i

As w i t h  garden flowers, 
it's always be.st to cut rather 
than to just break off t h e  
s t e m s  of wild flowers. A

knife or ^mall pruning sheprs 
is a good tool to use. This 
means you can cut stems of 
different lengths. It a l s o  
means that tne plant won’t 
be pulled up and destroyed, 
thereby reducing the w i l d  
flower population.

Place wild flowers in water 
us soon as possible a f t e r  
they’ve b e e n  cut. Letting 
them stand in a pail of wa­
ter for several hours contri­
butes to their longevity b u t  
this, isn't as necessary f o r  
goldenrod, daisies and most 
of the wild flowers that a re^  
worth cutting as it is fo i^  
garden flow’ers. Do.'^owever, 
remove leaves fromythe part 
of the stem that wi))(̂ be under 
water when they are being 
placed in containers.

Science reasons that t h e  
p e r s o n s  who stay thin, 
though enormous of appetite, 
must have some kind of m ar­
velous internal regulator in 
their brains. It automatically 
balances food intake and en­
ergy output.

In “fats” and “thins,” the 
eating urge is in response to

some kind of message flash­
ing t h r o u g h  the brain’s 
switchboard.

Everybody gets (he same 
messagp. Bu t .  it is inter­
preted differently. And some 
get it more frequently than 
others. •

When a certain part of the 
hypothalamus of one mouse 
was injured, the animal ate 
incessantly and grew enor­
mously fat.

A different part of the “old 
brain” was injured in anoth­
er mouse. The animal re- 
fu.sed to eat—even when food 
was placed in its mouth. •

During the experiments,- it 
is believed the appetite-con­
trol center of the brain was 
manipulated. The center is 
called the “appestat” to em­
phasize its resemblance to a 
thermostat used to turn a 
furnace on and off.

But how does the appestat 
turn appetite on and off?

One theory holds that we 
eat for calories'and then stop 
when e n o u g h  energy has 
been taken in.

A thermostatic theory pr<i- 
poses that we eat to k e e p  
warm and feel satiated when 
food assimilation brings a 
rise in total body heal pro­
duction.

The mo.st widely accepted 
theory is the glu<*ostutic the­
ory of Dr. Jean Mayer and 
associates at Harvard U n i- 
versity. It holds that appe­
tite signals in the brain are 
turned on and off by fluctu­
ating levels of sugar (glu­
cose) in the blood.

L o w  blood sugar, accord­
ing" to this theory, b r i n g s  
hunger; high blood s u g a r  
raised by food intake, brings 
satiation.

T h e  nature of mes.sages 
fed into the appestat m a y 
cause it to produce a wrong 
an.swer. Wrong messages are 
beleved to be at the root of 
compulsive eating.

To r e t r e a t  from  your position 
now, the “ sm a r t”  political thinking 
h a s  it, would be to suffer a  te rrib le  
public blow.

This kind of thinking overlooks 
the intelligence of M ichigan citizens 
who despera te ly  w ant to see  an end 
to the bickering which, w arran ted  or 
not, has m ade our s ta te  an a lte rn a te  
front page Item  with Ixiuisiana.

In addition, a “ negative benefit”

H istorically , how­
ever, yields on s t o c k s  
hav^ generally  exceeded 
bond yields. This is only 
n a tu ra l s i n c e  equity  in­
vesto rs should be com ­
pensated  for the  r i s k s  
they assum e.

They do not have t h e  
sam e security  a s  to in­
com e and principal which 
bondholders enjoy. F o r  
e x a m p l e ,  bondholders 
have a p rior claim  on a 
com pany 's profj^ts a t a 
fixed ra te  of in te res t on 
t h e i r  investm ent, and 
they a re  entitled to re ­
ceive the principal value 
of the bonds bought by

them  a t som e specified 
da te  in the future^

O ur studies show th a t, 
in c e rta in  periods of our 
h istory , m onetary  a n d  
econom ic conditions have 
upset the  relationship  be­
tween bond and s t o c k  
yields.

This system of gradual re­
tirement ha.s many plus val­
ues.

The plan also p<*nnils n e w  
employees to b(‘ trained and 
gradually ( leyated to t h e  
jobs vacated by men who re­
tire.

The plan is particularly od- 
vantagemis to employees be- 
cau.se it gives them a cham't 
to adjust to the Idea of re­
tirement. Instead of plunging 
into the briny depths of leis­
ure time it permits them to 
become gradually acclimat­
ed to the uncertain and some­
times treacherous waters of 
retirement.

To the Editor:
It is not the desire of this 

writer to detract honor from 
places where honor belongs, 
but in the Plymouth Mail's 
r e c e n t  obituary of Mrs. 
Grace E. Voorhies, <of De­
troit. there would seem to 
have occurred an error. In 
the a c c o u n t  it was stated 
that Mr^. Voorhics was Ply­
mouth’s fir.st telephone oper­
ator. If this be true, the as­
sertion is not in accord with 
what had been the long time 
understanding of Karl Stark­
weather.

The s t o r y ,  however, did 
stir up a tram of memories. 
Actually, Plymouth’s f i r s t  
telcphqpc “Central” If t h e  
recollection has not g o n e  
amiss—was located at the 
rear of the stationery, book 
and novelty store of Mr. and 
Mrs. Frank Bell. Frank Bell, 
his wife Seme (pronounced 
S c a m )  and their daughter 
Laura were the operators. 
'Their store was located in 
the same frame building now 
occupied in part by the Ply­
mouth Cab company, or at 
what is now known as 786 
Penniman avenue. In those 
days, however, there were 
no street numbers and t h e  
present Penniman a v e n u e  
was then known as S u 11 o n 
street.

The b e g i n n i n g  of Ply­
mouth's local telephone ser­
vice. it is believed, d a t e s  
from the year 1900. At that 
lime Mrs. Voorhics c o u l d  
have been only a school girl 
of 15 summers. It could be 
possible, of course, that Mrs. 
Voorhies — t h e n  known as 
Grace Nowland — c o u l d  
have filled in on occasion, but 
as to that this writer has no 
recollection. Grace Nowland, 
incidentally, wa^-thc daugh­
ter of Eli Nowlshd, long time 
driver of Harry Robinson's 
horse drawn omnibus l i n e  
w h i c h  met all the trains. 
And believe it or not. but at 
one time 21 passenger trains 
arrived and departed from 
Plymouth e a c h  day. Mr. 

cU's regular job, by t h e  
ay. was that of stone cutter 

for the William H. Hoyt Mon­
ument Works of that period.

The s i t e  of Plymouth's 
first telephone switchboard, 
as it is remembered, seemed 
not m u c h  l a r g e r  than 
an oversised checkerboard. 
Your correspondent can see 
it now—right there in t h e  
teck end of the' store—with 
Mrs. Bell or Laura scurrying 
to answer a call. And that 
first complete list of 1 o c a 
telephone sx&bscribers w a s  
less than half the number 
now found under the “A' 
l i s t i n g  alone. In 1900, e 
course, the village had only 
1,474 inhabitants. Even after 
another ten years the town 
had gained only a couple of 
hundred more people.

Thai first list of sub.scrib- 
ers was printed on a long 
2 colunin card. This c a r d  
hung on the wall alongside 
the then hand-cranked tele­
phone. Or s o m e t i m e s  it 
might be wrapped around 
the box-like housing which 
held the dry cells. The late 
E.C. Hough had 'phone No. 
1. Dad’s number was 48 and 
grandfather’s, it is bclicVcd. 
was 78. Soon more subscrib­
ers came hi. however, a n d  
the list had to be revised. 
Thi.s revision b r o u g h t  out 
card No. 2. And then’ in due 
course card No. 3 became 
distributed. And No. 3. as is 
re<'allcd. was the last of the 
cards. After that all names 
and numbers were published 
in folder or booklet form.

The Beil family had their 
living quarters in connection 
with the store itself. And the 
Bells composed the entire 
operating force for the whole 
of the 24-hour day. Should a 
late night cal! copre in some­
one would have to roll out of 
bed to answer it. Also, should 
.subscribers sometimes wish 
to make several successive 
calks they were admonished, 
to so inform the operator at 
the beginning of the first

call. You see, it would be 
quite disquieting for either 
Mr. or Mrs. Bell to have to 
repeatedly jump up f r o m  
the dinner table, or be con­
tinuously interrupted f r o m  
other ^activities, to answer 
severat successive calks from 
the same person. And imag­
ine the night time! Besides, 

patron would rather have 
the operator asleep at t h e  
switch than asleep in t h e  
eathers.

Plymouth’s first local tele­
phone svstem, it* seems, was 

strictly local enterprise. If 
memory is correct its name 
was the H o m e  Telephone 
Company. But before L o n g  
there was competition. T h e  
field looking good, the Bel) 
people came along to set up 
a rival system. Let it be 

uickly said, however, t h a t  
e name ”BcH” in this in­

stance had nothing to do with 
the Plymouth Bell family. A 
few of the local merchants, 
wishing to be strictly up-to- 
date, subscribed to both sys­
tems. They could therefore 
use the words “both phones” 
in their advertising. And, if 
they could, they would pro- 
c u r  c the same telephone 
number for each of the two 
'phones.

Bui the dual system didn't 
make for too happy a situa 
lion. It resulted in too much
coiUusion and inconvemence. 
Bendas, and even though the 
rate was only a dollar p e r  
m o n t h  per householder (a 
business place had to pay a 
half dollar more), not many 
would acknowledge that they 
could afford to install b o t h  
'phones. As might be ex­
pected. a merger was in the 
offing and in due process this 
became a reality. After that, 
everyone was satisfied.

As has already been said, 
dad was among the first sub­
scribers. It was 48 2-Rings 
for the store—48 3-rings for 
the house. The store could 
call the house or the house 
the store without c u l l i n g  
“Central” . Dud’s g e n e r a l  
store, by the way. was lo­
cated in the ea.st half of the 
two-store brick building now 
known as 200-204 S. M a i n  
street. This cast half, t h e n 
o w n e d  by mother, is pres­
ently occupied by a beauty 
salon and barber shop.

At the turn of the century 
the west half was occupied 
by groccrynian L.E. (T o o l )  
Cable. Mr. Cable had l o n g  
been an active member of 
the Pjymouth Cornet Band. 
What hud once been the Ca­
ble store . IS currently known 
as the Plymouth J u n i o r 
Achievement Center. I re­
member the time when Bill 
Hoops, the butcher, come to 
dad and offered $i,.500 ca.sh 
for the* east half of the build- 
in.

Dad had signed up for a 
telephone—yc*s—but not to o  
eagerly. The lolephortes in 
those days, as e v e r y o nr« 
knows, were fixed to t h e  
walls. The mouthpiece n ro -  
jected from it and was sttffly 
movable to suit the conjven- 
ience of the user. To d;^ it 
somewhat reminded him of a 
clothes hook. I was in t h b 
store when the telephone ’was 
installed and made ready to 
go. The first thing dad d i d 
after that was to hang h i s 
hat and coat on it—covering 
the nwuthpiecc—at the sbme 
time saying that that would 
likely be all the use he would 
ever get out of it. But time 
passed and he soon placcki it 
in the cctegory of necessity.

And yci, before inaugura­
tion of Plymouth’s first reg­
ular local 'phone service, the 
town was not entirely, devoid 
of outside telephone commu­
nication. A special telephone 
service for outside contacts 
had already been hooked  ̂ up 
at Gene Lombard's compin- 
ation ojmrcss and insurance 
office. 'This was located in 
the Same 2-story f r a Yn c  
building rmw known as 284 S. 
Main street. This is the build­
ing which for several rdccnl 

a r s was occupied b

shoe repair shop but which 
at the moment is tenated by 
a small coin shop.

Any local merenant or res­
ident, wishing to make a 
quick 2-way coiflact w i t h  
some outside firm already 
enjoying the service, could 
go to the express office, pay 
the required fee. and use the 
' p h o n e .  It is remembered 
when dad once did so. The 
o c c a s i o n  was when he 
wanted to bawl out s o m e  
wholesaler who had done the 
store some sloppy service.

After the vitiiolics w e s e 
over and dad had paid the 
fee Mr. Lombard remarked 
to dad—“Well, Lou, by jiow 
I suppose you feci ten cents 
belter” . There were no pri­
vate booths during that early 
period. Lombard had heard 
everything t h a t  dad had 
d ish ^  out. There was also a 
telephone in the railroad tic­
ket office, it is believed, and 
perhaps also one in the then 
young Daisy plant and may­
be one at Markham’s.

But what is believed to 
have been the very first tele­
phone system ever to be in­
stalled in Plymouth, how­
ever, was a strictly private 
a f f a i r .  Early in the Gay 
Nineties a pioneer Plymouth 
woman Mrs. Mary D a v i s  
(born in 1809—same year as 
A b r a h a m  Lincoln) had 
caused to be set up a two- 
party line between the Davis 
and the Starkweather homes. 
Poles had been set and wires 
strung. Because the tw o  
homes at that time were only 
four blocks separated, how­
ever, it would seem that the 
entire project had been car­
ried out principally for pur­
poses of noveHy. But the con­
trivance worked.

As a wee toddler y o u r .s 
truly remembers h a v i n g  
been held high to a quaint 
holc-in-a-box mouth p i e c e  
at grandfather Starkweath­
er’s and calling out—“Hello 
Dai-de” . “Dai-de”, d u r i n g  
great - grandmother’s l i f e?  
lime, had been the only cog­
nomen by which J  knew her. 
In fact, that was near as 1 
could then gel to pronounc­
ing the word “Davis". Mrs. 
Davis, by the way, hod never 
wanted any of her people to 
address her as “Grandma”— 
much less “Great - grand­
mother” . She only wanted to 
be called “Mother D a v i.s“ . 
“Dai-de", howevch was - al­
ways all right for wee lot5 
brother Max and I.

It has now been 64 year? 
since great-gra/idmothcr Da­
vis passed away. Her por 
trait, however, has peace­
fully reposed again.<A the up­
stairs hall wall for m o r e  
y e a r s  than that. And, be- 
c a u s e  the memory of her 
continues so tenderly green, 
each day—or night—as ye 
rhronirler pa5U;es by th#» h*-- 
nign features of her n o b l e  
countenance, lie still seems 
to say—though perhaps not 
out loud—“Hello, Dai-de”. or 
“Good night, Dai-de”. In the 
performance of these daily 
greetings, however, no tele­
phone is necessary.

Getting Along 
W ith Those 
Nipping Dogs

Scienti.sts have sent m a i l  
by but they can’t  get
off the ground in their ef­
forts to solyc an age-old post­
al problem ~  how to g e t  
Fido to relax his grip on the 
seat of the postman’s pants.

P o stm en ,.a lo n g ^ ^ h  dales­
men, delivery b o ^ , casual 
callers and other miscellane­
ous human victims are suf­
fering at least 300 nips a day 
across the nation.

That is the number of dog 
bites that are reported. Au­
thorities fear there are many 
more that aren’t.

More than 100,000 dog bites 
were reported in the United 
States last year. Opportuni­
ties for oven more assaults 
are greater, this year for the 
simple reason that there are 
more dogs — 25 million of 
them all told.

Most dogs are regarded as 
w e 1 I-mannered and well- 
trained by Tex Fawcett, vet­
eran dog trainer, lending ex­
pert on m an’s best friend and 
an official of the Purina Dog 
Qare Center at St. Louis, Mo.

But the few trouble mak­
ers often spoil things for all 
the docile dogs. Fawcett of­
fered United Press Interna­
tional a list of' helpful t i p s  
for kt'eping peace with t h e  
pet world. Here is what he 
advised:

—Never force your atten­
tions on a strange dog. You 
may not be afraid of him, 
but HE is likely to be afraid 
of you. Let him make t h e  
firM effort to break the ice.

—Don’t run, even if a bark­
ing dog is charging straight 
at you with teeth bared. Your 
flight will make him think 
you h&ve had bad intentions 
and should be bitten. J u s t  
stand still and talk to him in 
a Feassuring voice, holding 
vour hands well our of his 
reach, until he has c a lm ^  
d o w n .  Then slowly walk 
away.

—Avoid sudden, j e r k y  
movements. If a dog seems 
friendly, slowly extend t h e  
back of a doubled-up fist — 
your left one, if you are right 
handed — and let the d o g  
sniff it.

—N e v e r  lean over a 
.strange dog. S t o o p  to his 
level. A standing p e . r s o n  
looks like a giant to a little 
dog.
, —Don’t back a dogsinto a 

corner. If he feels trapped, 
he may try to fight his way 
ou t
