We a rc  tired  of 
w a r .”

So spoke nny G erm an  “ V ali”  (F a th e r) , a  coun­
try  pasto r, severa l d a y s ,a fte r  m y a rr iv a l in Southern 
G erm any . R everend K urt Seils, with two of his five 
w onderful ch ildren  m et m e a t  the sta tion  in Obern- 
do rf to begin m y two m onth s tay  with the fam ily  in 
B etzw eiler.

The ride to Betzweiler 
the fam ily’s new Opel

in 
w a s

entrancing . . .  the country 
here is indescribably beauti­
ful. There are  rolling h i l l s  
covered with soft green grass 
and the wooden houses a r e  
nestled in the hills. One sees 
no sim ilarity between t h e  
m o d e r n  housing develop­
m ents of the states and those 
In this village in the middle 
of the Black Forest. Homes 
arc  of wood, m any t h c e e 
s t o r i e s  high. They are 
s q u a r e ,  with roofs which 
slant upward to form a point 
on either side.

Vati, Ruth. 12, W erner, 13 
and I reached home a n d  
m arched up the stone walk, 
bordered by a garden. J u r ­
gen, 19, bounded jout of the 
house and shook my hand, 
as  did Mutti and Dorthea, 
16. (This is a G erm an cus­
tom . . .  when they arc  leav­
ing a party, for exam ple, the 
G erm ans make a point of 
shaking everyonc’si hand and 
bidding them goodbye.)

I awbkc early  the n e x t  
morning. From  my window, 
I could sec the tower of the 
sm all church built in 1400. On 
either side of the home were
f;iant pine trees. My eye fol- 
owed the steep hill ahead up 

to the tall pines and d o w n  
again to the homes clustered 
on the hill. It was a b reath­
taking sight.

After breakfast (we have 
b read  with cheese, m eat or 
honey, tomatoes and a bev­
erage . . .  coffee, tea or milk) 
Vati had to m eet with three 
other ministers. I went with 
him , and m et ihe " frau "  of 
one of the m inisters. Like 
m ost Germ ans, she had a 
rosy future ahead. Her home 
w as spick and span. (I have 
iwticed that here everything 
is so clean.) She spoke with 
bright - eyed enthusiasm  of 
the new home which she and 
h^r young Intsl^pojl^worc re 
modeling.

On another i day. I went 
with Vati to t h e  "Schulc" 
w here he teaches religion for 
12 and 13 year olds. T h e  
h a p p y  G erm an youngsters 
w ere very Intrigued by this 
young ’arnenkancr.” (I find 
th is  true wherever I go when 
j>eople know 1 am from the 
s ta te s . Everyone s t a r e s ! )  
The children sang hymns, 
then listened intently to the 
w ords of their teacher, whose 
m ethod of in.struction w a s  
m uch  like that in our univer- 
*8ities . . a lecture was heard 
l)y the students.

The sc’hool building was 
new, very modern. T h e r e  
w ere shiny linoleum floors, 
new tables and chairs a n d  
accordion d o o r s  separating 
the  rooms.

W h e n  it cam e time to 
leave, each of the children 
cam e up. shook my hand, 
sm iled, said "Auf Wiederse- 
hcn.”

This is only one of t he 
m any adventures I have had 
since arriving in Betzweiler 
. . I have taken walks with 
m y G erm an brothers a n d  
sisters through this village of 
7H) a n d  the surrounding 
woods, alt of which look like 
B Hollywood .set . . watched 
V ati and the boys work with 
the bees . . .  the f a m i l y  
m akes their own honey . . .  1 
climbed up the church tow-

Stair Issue 
Divides . 
Board Vote

A question of whether to 
cncIo.se stairw ays in the Ply­
mouth High School to c o n- 
form with r e q u e s t  of the 
state  fire m arshal was de- 
l|Btcd and then rejected by 
a vote of the board of edu­
cation Monday night.

The fire m arshal’s report 
of early this yoar asked that 
doors 1̂  put a t the stairw ays 
on each floor. This would in­
clude two stairw ays in t h e  
main building and one in the 
annex.

Two stairw ays in the build­
ings are  already being elim ­
inated by construction of a 
sta ir tower between the two 
buildings.

According to tho invtstiga- 
tors, an opon stairw ay tbraa 
s t o r i e s  high works lika a 
chimney should there be a 
fire. The fire m arsh a rs  rec­
ommendation would m e a n  
placing an enclosed doorway 
at each floor.

IjOCuI fire authorities were 
not in agreem ent with t h e  
recommendation when it was 
offered. They claim tha t ad­
ding doors that would extend 
into the hall would only slow 
down emptying the building. 
It can now be emptied with­
in a few minutes.

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Changes 
Underway 
At Airport

M ette ta l A irport is in 
the m idst of a  face-lifting 
operation , one t h a t  is 
costing betw een $60,000 
and $70,000.

Included in th e  opera- 
t i o n a re  two new run ­
w ays, both over the  2,000 
foot m ark , an opera tions 
office and new T-hang- 
e rs . All in all, th e  chang­
es and  additions m ean  
sm oother operation  a n d  
b e t t e r  handling of the 
large  num ber of people 
doing flying. The new fa ­
c ilities a re  expected to be 
in full operation  in t w o  
m onths.

*Bob and Marvin M ettetal 
a re  together m a k i n g  the 
changes in the existing facil­
ities. In the past few months 
they have gained possession 
of the land from their father. 
The elder M ettetal owned the 
land for some 30 years.

Tho airport, which started  
in tho oarly lS40’s. has hand­
led more a i r p l a n e s  each 
year. At present there a r e  
close to 100.

One hard surface and one 
sod runway have replaced 
the four old sod strips. These 
two runways, the hard sur­
face one running north a n d  
south and the sod strip  run­
ning northeast and s o u t h -  
west, were laid in those di- 
rection.s to keep a i r c r a f t  
away from housing dcvelop- 
m e n t s. Green Meadows is 
the only subdivision tha t the 
planes will come near, 800 
feet in the air, the airport 
owners said.

So 
when no one spoke up dur­
ing the call for "citizens’ 
suggestion.s", Sincock him­
self said that he had one.

T h o  commi.ssioner p r o- 
tc.stcd the alleged ignoring of 
the c ity’s t r u »  route ordin­
ance by truck drivers. He 
c a l l e d  it "nothing but a 
farce".

"E ithor wo should hovo an 
erdinonco or wo shouldn’t, as 
far as I’m concornod, 
cock doclarod. Ho notod that 
ho had rocoivod numorous 
complaints a te u t trucks us­
ing F arm or St. and Ponni- 
man. both of which aro not 
included in tho truck route.

Commissioner W i l l i a m  
H artm ann agreed that he 
has seen m any trucks u s e  
Pennim an which he doubted 
were making deliveries on 
that street.

The trouble apparently is

in the lack of signs which, 
according to law, should be 
posted throughout the c i t y  
informing d r i v e r s  which 
streets cannot be used.

South Bend and 
a  few o ther cities a re  .world-known for auto m anu­
fac tu rin g  today, t |^ n »  w as a  lim e  when m any  P ly­
m outh residen ts bplicved th a t the ir v illage m ight 
becom e a m ajo r cen te r for c a r  m aking.

Only the elder citizens will

recall the few years in t h e 
earlie r part of the centur 
when cars  actually camb o 
a  production l i n e  in Ply­
mouth. There are probably a 
few people alive who actually 
worked in the sm all plant — 
and perhaps some who in­
vested money in the venture, 
and lost it.

It was a few weeks after 
Henry Ford astounded t h e  
Industrial world in^ January  
1914 that he was gomg to pay 

•his workers $5 a day for a ^  
hour week tha t some Detroit­
e rs  approached Plymouth 
civic leaders about locating 
an  auto plant here.

the car. Making the trip the 
next day, they reported back 
that the car was "all tha t it 
had been represented to be” 
and they suggested tha t an 
effort be m ade to sell stock.

The village president do­
nated some of his own land 
for free use by the company 
along F arm er St., b e s i d e  
the then P e r e M arquette 
Ralroad, with t h e under­
standing that he ’would give 
the firm  free title to the land 
if the venture turned to suc­
cess.

Many local people bought 
stock and work was started  
immediately on a f a c t o r y  
building, 'fhe first building 
was 40 by 200 feet and later 
a 96 by 280 foot structure 
went up.

public apparently liked t h e  
car.

But in January  1917, three 
years after the firm  w a s  
started  and over 1,000 cars 
turned out, the Alter Motor 
Car Co. folded up and went 
into receivership.

The dream s of riches by 
many of the investors were 
snufled out and the car was 
never heard of again.

rfeported that the c a r’s de­
signer, Clarence A l t e r  of 
Manitowoc. Wis., la ter went 
to work for Packard.

A check with the H e n r y .  
Ford Museum this week re ­
vealed tha t they had ho Alter 
ca r among their big display 
of antique vehicles. A n d  a 
Greenfield V i l l a g e  spokes­
m an said that he failed to re ­
call an Alter among the hun­
dreds of models entered in 
the antique eat* conventions 
a t the vniage.

Dealerships lor the c a r  
w ere limited to the Midwest 
because production could not 
keep up with the orders.

Tne car, which sold f o r  
$850, was considered "hand­
some, and classy" for its day 
and the workmanship w a s  
tops.

Soon after production s ta r t­
ed, a Plymouth Mail report­
e r toured the plant and was 
im pressed with the assembly 
line methods. He described 
the system  of construction 
w hich'began with the wooden 
fram e work. It was t h e n  
passed on to other workmen 
where the p a in te d  steel was 
applied. After doors were a t­
tached and the c a r  r o u g h

The w a ter system , when s ta rted , 
will be the first actually  built by P ly­
m outh Township. T here is a  w a t e r  
system  in Lake Pointe Village bu ilt 
by the developer and la te r tu rned  
over to the tow nship for operation. -

This w a ter system  has its source 
from two wells. The proposed system  
will require  two m ore wells and a w a­
te r purification plant. It would essen­
tially  cover the sam e a re a  a s  now is 
being covered by the  township san i­
ta ry  sew er under construction.

Lindsay d e c l a r e d  that 
there is still much red tape 
to go through, including ap­
proval of the bond sale by 
the State Finance CommiiV 
sion. A bonding firm. Miller. 
Canfield. Paddock and Stone, 
a r e  now working out the 
term s of agreem ent between 
the c o u n t y  and township. 
This final agreem ent w i l l  
again need approval by the 
county supervisors, but no 
opposition is expected.

The arrangem ent is sim i­
lar to that made prior to the 
construction of the sar>itary 
.sewer. Instead of the public 
voting on the bond i s s 'u e ,  
the c o u n t y  is willing to 
pledge its credit for any 
bond buyer. Re-payment of 
the bonds comes from sale 
of water.

Construction of a w a t e r  
system also goes hand-in- 
hand with the sewer system 
now being lai4- Normally, us- 
er.s of sew ers pay for t h e  
sewer by m eans of a r a t e  
based on the amount of wa­
ter u.scd during a b i l l i n g  
period. Without m etered wa­
ter sy.stcm, a flat ra te  wilt 
need to be used.

Tha suparviser said that it 
i t  posaibia that work on tha 
watar systam  will s ta rt this 
coming w intar. It will sarva 
tha artB-Azaund Laka Polnta 
Vitlkga, will run southward 
to Joy Rd., aast as far as 
Ecklas and as far wast as 
Sheldon.

But while the township eon- 
tem plates a w ater system of 
its own. there is now a strong 
po.ssibility tha t the township 
will get Detroit w ater within 
tho next year or two.

Negotiations arc now uh- 
derway between the city 
Detroit and Wayne County 
officials to settle a 1 o n g- 
standing dispute about w h o  
should run an out-county w a­
te r system. Detroit believes 
it is in the be.st position to 
do the job and it appears 
that the county m ay give in.

At present, communitie.s 
.such as Livonia buy Ibrlr 
w ater from tbc counly which 
in turn gets it from Detroit.

Supervisor Lindsay is a 
m em ber of the w ater a n d  
s e w e r  committee of t h e  
Board of Supervisors which 
is in on the negotiations. 
Lindsay believes that P 1 y- 
mouth Township is in a bet­
te r position to obtain outside 
w ater quicker from a Detroit 
.system than from the county 
proposed sysleni.

If Detroit takes over, a  SO 
or SO inch pipalina would bo 
axtandad through Livonia.

"We will not wait for grass 
to grow under our feet w ait­
ing for D e t r o i t  water, 
though.” Lindsay declared. 
He said tha t despite negoti­
ations, Plymouth Township 
will move ahead with its own 
supply. When and if Detroit 
w ater does reach the border 
line a t Livonia, the connec­
tion will be made and t h e  
township's w ater source twill 
be m aintained for stand-by 
use.

Detroit would not a l l o w  
partial use of its w ater with 
a local supply, the supervisor 
pointed out.

painted, it was pulled across 
a r  a m p from the sm aller 
building to the bigger build­
ing where • the body w a s  
rubbed and color varnished.

An elevator took it to t h e  
second floor where upholster­
ing and top.s were a d d o d .  
While on roller tracks, t h e  
body passed down to t h e  
electrical system  installers 
and fender men.

With the body ready, t h e  
chassis was prepared else* 
where by mounting of t h e  
springs, axles, wheels, mo­
tor. steering gear and trans­
mission. Finally, the b o d y  
was mounted to the chassis.

Up to 25 c a r t a  weak rolled 
off the assem bly line. E m ­
ployment started  with 50 men 
and the Alter Motor Car Co. 
em erged as a big economic 
boom to the community.

One Bucyrusi. O. d e a l e r  
had a display at a Columbus 
auto show and took orders 
for 60 cars!

The 1914 ca r was a f i v e  
passenger touring ca r but in 
1915 Alter introduced a road­
ster. Company president Guy 
Hamilton predicted t h e  out­
look for the new y e a r  as 
bright. By June 1915 another 
60 by 100 foot addition w a s  
erected and 100 m en w e r e  
now employed.

The Plymouth M a i l  com- 
m ented: “Wo sincerely hope 
that the day will come when 
the Alter car m ade in P ly­
mouth. Michigan. U S A., will 
be sold around the w o r l d .  
The air gun has made Ply­
mouth a household w o r d ,  
why not the motor c a r?"

In June 1915 a fire broke 
out in the upholstering de­
partm ent and gave the entire 
town a scare. T h e  fire de­
partm ent got it out but a t a 
village council m eeting that 
very night it was voted to 
lay a w ater pipe from F a rm ­
er St to the factory so that 
there would be better f i r e  
protccton.

At the annual m e e t i n g  
held in July 1915, the treasu r­
e r ’s report showed the com­
pany in a v e r y  “ healthy" 
condition. Nearly all officers 
arvd directors of the f i r m  
w e r e  out-of-town residents 
with the exception of W. W. 
M urray, A. J . Lapham a n d  
Robert S. Todd.

In July 1915. the 1916 Allei

was introduced. It was big­
ger and more flashy. It was 
reported th a t there were or 
ders for 600 of them  when it 
was introduced and it ap 
beared that the plant would 
have to 1m  enlarged further

While details of the finan 
cial life of the auto f i r m  
have been lost in history, the 
company officers w e n t  to 
Chicago and Detroit to seek 
m ore financial backing f o r  
expansion. Apparently t h e  
trips were fruitless.

Laic in 1916, the A l t e r  
Company received an offer 
from New Haven. Mich, with 
investors there ready to build 
a bigger plant. But on Jan . 5 
1917, it was announced that 
the New Haven deal “ f e l l  
through" and that the Alter 
Co. would rem ain in Ply 
mouth.

It wa also announced that 
the company president, Guy 
Hamilton, had resigned. At 
this 'tim e the company w a 
readying two new models, 
six and a four ̂ cylinder car.

Village President Hillmer 
had prem aturely  turned over 
title to his property to t h 
company because he thought 
the plant w as bound to sue 
cced. For his generous dccc 
he was giv%n a new car ~  
his first and last.* He l a t e  
sold it to the late Mr. a n c 
Mrs. Fred Reiman.

The death knell sounded 
for the firm  on the night of 
Jan . 5. 1917. when the direc 
tors decided to dissolve t h 
company. Circuit C o u r t  
J u d g e  Alfred Murphy ap 
pointed a tem porary receiv 
er. The assets were listed as 
$40,000 and the liabilities a t 
$20,000.

“Sufficient working capita 
cannot be obtained to avoid 
the risk of loss to the stock 
holders a n d  creditors," an 
announcement .said.

Several present-day rcsi 
dents who recall the A 11 c 
Co. feel that its failure w a 
due to “ bad m anagem ent."

For many years the once 
m odern plant was used by 
the Service Steel Division of 
VanPelt Corp. for a w are­
house. It was Commonly call­
ed the ‘tube works."

Recently Service S t e e l  
moved out and the old wood­
en building now stands em p­
ty — giving no indication that 
here once was an automobile 
factory that turned out 1.000 
vehicles and raised the hopes 
of m any that P l y m o u t h  
would someday b e c o m e  a 
ma j o r cor m anufacturing 
community.

Mint Man Spikes 
Rumor About New 
Penny's Worth

WASHINGTON (U PI) — 
Saving new pennies because 
you heard they are  going to 
be recalled by the govern­
ment? Think you’re  going to 
make a lot of money in ra re  
coins?

You have been misled. 
When the issue of new U.S. 

pcnqics cam e out in Febru­
ary, a rum or was s p r e a d  
about that the government 
was going to recall the cop­
per coins because somebody 
goofed and put a sm all “o” 
in "United States of Ameri­
c a ” on the coin’s tail-side.

Actually, m int artis t F rank  
Ga.sparo of Philadelphia de­
liberately used the sm all **o 
to break up the uniformity of 
the lettering.

T h e  Assistant d irector o 
the m i n t .  Leland Howard, 
s a i d  rum ors s ta r t “ every 
time we put out a new coin.” 

‘‘People look at it closely, 
find something they n e v e r  
noticed before and hope it’ll 
turn into something ra re .” 

Howard said G a s p a r  o 
w o r k e d  for weeks on an 
eight^inch clay-model of t  h e 
coin, which, for a change has 
the Lincoln Memorial etched 
on its back instead of j u s t  
“ONE CENT.”

He said that it was ra ther 
illogical that one of the 41 let­
ters. which appear on t h e  
penny, would escape Gas- 
paro 's notice on a model that 
large.

An exam ination of the coin 
shows that the small ”o” is 
the only letter of the 41 that 
is not capitalized. This fact 
m akes the little le tter m o r e  
noticeable.

But Howard said, *‘it*s no 
m istake and we’re not goin^ 
to recall the coin.”

The .small ” o” in the “ oT” 
on the new penny dof^n’l 
stand alone among the '*of’s” 
which appear on U.Ji, coins. 
Small ” o*s” appear on t h e  
1921 “ Peace D ollar.” t h e  
1916 half-dollar and the cur­
rent Franklin h a l f - d o l l a r ,  
Howard pointed out.

Section 8. The rates to be charged for sewer service 
furnished by the System until July 1, 1956, shall'be those 
in effect in the City on the effective date of this Ordinance; 
and commencing July 1, 1956, and until otherwise provided, 
shall be at the rates and shall be collected as follows:

A . RESIDENTIAL CONNECTION CHARGES

herein es an outlet, the sum of $200.00 shall be paid as a 
connection charge or rate. Such charge shall be paid in full 
at the time permit is requested for a connection to the 
System.

All connections to the System shall be made by and at 
the eMpente of the property owner or user so connecting, 
subject to any rules or regulations therefor now or hereafter 
cttsblUhed by the City, and subject to inspection and ap­
proval prior to use. Permit for su^ connection shall be ob­
tained in advance from the City, and the property owner or 
user making such connection shall pay all inspection charges 
now or hereaher established by the City prior to the use 
thereof.

BILLING

Bills for the connection’ rates and charges (where pay 
able in installments), debt service charge and consumption 
charge, shall be made as separate items on the water bills 
for those premises serveef by the System who have connet ■ 
tions to the water system of the City of Plymouth, end 
separate bills for such rates and charges, or those applical)le, 
shall be prepared for premises haviog no connection to tin* 
water system For those premises no) having a water metm 
to measure the quantity of water usea, a special debt service 
rate and consumption charge may be established by the 
City. Said bills shall be rendered bi-monthly (each two 
months) during each operating or fiscal year and shall repre 
sent charges for the bi-monthly (each two nrionths) period 
immediately preceding the date of rendering the bill. Said 
bills shall become due and payable within fifteen (15) days 
from the date thereof, and for all bills not paid when due. a 
penalty of ten (10) per cent of thd amount of such bill shall 
be added thereto.

III.
MDNICIfAL CHARGE

For the benefit deriveiJ by the CIty-at larqe, the City  ̂
shall pay a charge of $14,000.00 per year, which charge* 
shall be payable In quarterly installments, in advance from 
the current funds of the City, or from the proceeds of taxes 
which the City, within constitutional and statutory limits, is 
hereby authorized and required to levy in an amount suffic­
ient for that purpose. ^

IV.
SRECUl RATES

For mlscellar>eou5 services for which a special rate shall 
be established, such rales shall be fixed by the City Com­
mission. Where a user uses a large anK>un1 of water whkh 
is not discharged Into the sanitary sewer system, a sperial 
rate for sewer service of such user may be established.

ENFORCEMENT

The charges for sewer ’services which are under th« 
provisions of Section 21, Act 94, Public Acts of Michigan, 
1933, as amended, made a lien on all premises served 
thereby, unless notice is given that a tenant is responsible, 
are hereby recognized to constitute siKh lien and whenever 
any such charge against any piece of property shall be de­
linquent for six (6) months, the City official or officials in 
charge of the collection thereof shall certify annually, on 
April 1st of each year, to the tax-assessing officer of the 
City, the fact of s i^  delinquency, whereupon such charge 
shall be by him entered upon the next tax roll as e charge 
against such premises and shall be collected ar>d the lien 
there^ enforced in the same manr>er -as general City taxes 
against such premises are| oollected, end the lien thereof 
enforced provided, however, where notice is given that a 
tenant is responsible for %uch charges and service as pro­
vided by said Section 21,<r>o further service shall be rend­
ered such premises until a cash deposit of not less than Ten 
($10.00) Dollars shall heve been made as security for pay­
ment of such charges and service.

In addition to other remedies provided, the City shall 
have the right to shut off aryj discontinue the supply of 
water to any premises for 'the non-payment of sewer rates 
when due. If such charges are not paid within thirty (30) 
days after the due date thereof, then water services to such 
premises shall be discontinued. Water services so discon­
tinued shall not be restored until all sums then due and 
owing shall be paid, plus •  turn-on charge of One ($1.00) 
Dollar.

Section 2. This ordinance is declared to be an emer­
gency ordinerKe and shall be intmediately effective.

Section 3. This ordinance shall beconne operative and 
effective on the 21st day of July A.D., 1959.

Both losses involved de- 
p a r t m e n t  heads. Conse­
quently, we hav^ had to fill 
these vacancies quiekly. We 
feel we have dene so in the 
best interests of the c i t y  
and to everyone’s satisfac­
tion.

We have already seen how 
the Chief of Police was given 
the added duties and respon­
sibilities of Fire Chief. We 
have also noted the adminis­
trative changes that w e r e  
thus made necessary in both 
the Police Department a n d  
the Fire Department. How­
ever. the loss of our C i t y  
Treasurer last May caused 
many more adminitraiive 
changes a n d  readjustments 
for our personnel.

The f i r s t  adm inistrative 
p r o b l e m  ttiat had to be 
solved was that of appoialiag 
a new treasuror. The m a n  
selected for the Job was our 
Clerk • Asseseor, Mr. K e n  
neth C. Way. TMs. however, 
•did net solve all our p r  o b- 
lem s, because with his ap­
pointment as  traasu rer, we 
f o u n d  ourselves without a 
City Clerk.

Our charter, while it does 
permit the combining of sev­
eral jobs into one position, 
does not permit combining 
the job of Ciw Clerk w i t h  
the job of C5ity Treasurer. 
Therefore, we had to name 
someone else for the job of 
City Clerk. We appointed our 
a c c o u n t a n t .  M r. Joseph 
Near, to this job. As our ad­
ministrative structure stands 
now, Mr. Way is our Treas­
urer-Assessor and Mr. Near 
is our City Clerk-Assountant. 
These two appointments be­
came effective on June 1 of 
this year.

While these two appoint­
ments are permanent assign­
ments, there are some ad­
ministrative re - alignments 
that are temporary in na­
ture. Nevertheless, they are 
equally important at the mo­
ment. These changes are the 
seasonal changes b r o u g h t  
a b o u t  because of the vaca­
tion period which now is upon 
us.

Thus, when one of the de­
partment hsads goes on va 
cation, one of the other em­
ployees must assume his du­
ties and responsibilities. This 
means our x>^rsonnel must be 
flexible enough to take on 
new taks, and to learn in a 
short p e r i o d  of time the 
shortcuts to jobs that were 
more or less routine to the 
person who normally d o e s  
that work.

Health Service 
Now Recommends 
Polio Booster

F or the first time the Unit­
ed States Public Health Ser­
vice officially recommends a 
fourth or booster inoculation 
of Salk polio vaccine. Dr. 
Joseph G. Molner, City Coun­
ty H e a l t h  Commissioner, 
says that thin fourth S a l k  
inoculation has been advised 
in Detroit for some lime.

Because babies, young chil­
dren and teenagers arc  the 
groups particularly su.«:cepti- 
blc to pojio it is mo.st urgent 
that these groups and young 
adults have the booster. He 
says now that the tim e of 
year is approaching w h e n  
polio reaches its peak, y o u  
should sec that all m em bers 
of y o u r  family including 
yourself have maximum pro­
tection against it by having 
the recommended number of 
four inoculations.

Persons who have bad the 
three initial 5«lk polio vac­
cine injections should go to 
their doctor for the booster. 
In most instances, approxi 
m ately a year’s interval l>e- 
tween the third and booster 
inoculation is s u g g e s t e d ,  
however, if the third was giv­
en eight or nine months ago 
It is wiser to have the boost­
er now than at the end of the 
polio .seaon.

Provision has been made 
to take care of those ex­
trem e cases where a family 
is not able to provide t h i s  
service for Its mem bers. You 
can learn more about this by 
calling {*ny of the health cen­
te rs  of the Detroit D epart­
ment of Health.

Pregnant'w om en especially 
should have a booster prior 
to the polio season because 
the Salk vaccine provides 
added protection for t h e m  
and in addition p r o v i d e s  
short-term  proteclon for Inc 
unborn baby. This immunity 
which the Salk v a c c i n e  
causes to be built up in the 
blood of the mother-to-be pro­
tects the baby for only a 
month or two after his birth.

This new recommendation 
of the United States Public

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These m en w ere all elected 
to their posts by the men of 
the fire departm ent a n d  
their selection passed by the 
board. We have two very fine 
and modern fire trucks. 40 
feet of aiuminumi extension 
ladder, roof ladder, and 25 
feet of extension ladder on 
the pum per and a resuscita- 
tor. The men of the fire de­
partm ent are given instruc­
tion from tim e tp time from 
qualified instructors a n d  
have on occasion gone to spe­
cial classes.

The men serving as volun­
teer firem en are divided into 
two groups, day and n i g 'h t 
shifts. The one point the chief 
did strongly bring out is the 
fact that the men tha t serve 
as firemen are  required to 
report each tim e they w i l l  
not be available by telephone 
to report to a fire. The rule 
was put into effect to save 
the departm ent lim e in call­
ing the men not available for 
duty. The firemen are asked 
to call the fire hall, report 
themselves unavailable, t h e  
length of tim e or if they arc 
not sure, to report when they 
return. The men attend one 
meeting a m o n t h ,  where 
problems, techniques, etc. 
are discussed.

A special meeting was call­
ed this week of the men, to 
put into practice a n e w  
foamite attachm ent for t h e  
pum per truck. T h e  foamite 
attachm ent is particularly 
useful in industrial fires, etc. 
The men went to the Town­
ship dump to practice w i t h  
the atlacnm ent to determ ine 
the amount of pressure and 
hose necessary to get t h e  
best results. G rass fires have 
been the biggest problem for 
the fire departm ent of late. 
Funds to operate our fire de­
partm ent come from the lax 
dollars.

When a fire is reported to 
our fire hall, a qualified per­
son then calls all available 
firemen, giving them direr 
tional instructions and sees 
to it that anot/ier man is 
available to operate the fire 
truck left a t the hall. Chief 
Korte stated that constant 
plans arc beirig made to in 
crease the effi<iiency of o u r 
fire departm ent.

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Plant Lilies In Your Garden Frorh August Until Novem ber
By Dorothy H. Jonkins

White, orange and p i n k  
lilies reach their peak of 
h I o o m in gardens n e x t  
month. August also is t h e  
tim e to s ta rt planting 1 il y 
bulbs fur bloom next year. 
Planting continues through 
Novemb<*r. I t’s always better 
done in fall, for then bulbs 
have been fre.shly dug h n d 
can m a k e  root growth in 
their new location to support

top growth in the roring.
Bulbs of the Madonna lUy 

(Lilium candidum ) are  t h e  
first to appear on the mar* 
ket in August. Dainty white 
lilies open in a cluster a t the 
top of the stem in June or 
whenever delphiniums bloom 
in your garden. P lant in a 
sunny place.

Madonna lilies are  neither 
the first nor the last lily to 
hower outdoors. No m atter 
where you live, it's  possible

to have some kind o! l i l y  
flowering f r o m  mid*sp**ing 
until early  fall. The first one 
always is the small red Coral 
lily with flowers not m o r e  
than 2 inches wide. It opers 
in May in the Northca.st and 
Midwest.

After the Madonna lilies 
bloom you may have y o u r  
c h o i c e  of easy-to-grow or 
tem peram ental lilies and of 
those that mu.st have sun nr 
those that open in a partly

Hybridists 
working from Vermont to 
Oregon and in Canada have 
produced m any new varie­
ties of lilies during the last 
thirty years. Some of t h e m  
a r e  more resistant to di.s- 
eases that used to afflict IIN 
ies, others offer delightful 
new form s and colors of flow­
ers.

Starting to flower before 
Madonna lilies fade are the 
Mid-Century Hybrids. These 
are  hardy, vigorous l i l i e s  
that produce more flowers 
per stalk every year a n d  
whose bulbs tend to multiply. 
Enchantnaent, which flowers

in July in Connecticut, h a s  
glistening nasturtium  r o d  
flowers. Valencia is m o r e  

olden and flecked with- tiny 
rown spots.
In a shaded place I’d plant 

the sm all waxen yellow Han- 
soni lilies for June bloom, 
and the larger golden orange 
Henryi for August bloom.

In sun, the huge and fra ­
grant white Regal lilies are 
the queen of July. Newest of 
the Regals is called R o y a l  
Gold and its trum pets i r e  
a soft golden tone. Centifol- 
ium, the other large white 
lily for m id-sum m er bloom,

now come.s with pink flowers 
known as Pink SHection.

Unusual colors are found 
in the Pre.ston Hybrids. One 
of the finest is Brenda A'aits 
w i t h  brown-spotted, grena­
dine red flowers. Coronation 
is pure yellow, and Lillian 
Cummings is another * :i I 1, 
grenadine red lily.

Tiger lilies, of course, are 
so easy to grow that in some 
p a r t s  of the country they 
have e.stabiished themselves 
almo.st as wild flowers. On 
t h e  other hand, the spotted 
pink L. .specioshm isn’t al­
ways ea.sy to estubiisn. Be­

fore planting Speciosum and 
Aratum lilies, try  some of ti>e 
kinds that a rc  more certain  
to grow and flower.

W hatever kind of lily you 
decide to p l a n t ,  purchase 
bulbs that are guaranteed to 
be clean and disease free. 
Then select a place in y a » / r  
garden where sun or shape 
is to its liking. Make certain 
that drainage is good *here 
and that w ater will nef.'er 
collect around the bulb, 
plant each bulb three ti 
as deep as the height of 
bulb it.sidf.

Once planted, lilies should 
bloom forever.

This second method is need­
ed after stains from alcohol, 
tea, coffee a n d  soft drinks 
have been treated by t h e  
first method. A combination 
f the first treatm ent followed 

the second one is effective 
for liquid glue.

Fresh fruit stains on table­
cloths can be stubborn and 
fresh peach, pear, cherry  and 
plum worst 01 all. Stains from 
these four fruits should be 
sponged with cool water. Work 
a little- glycerine or soapless 
shampoo into the stain and 
let it standifor several hours. 
Then apply a f e w drops of 
white vinegar a n d  after a 
mmute or two, rinse thorough­
ly with water.

To remove stains of other 
fruits, boiling w ater is t h e 
specific. Pour it over a n d  
through the stain from a 
height of about three feet.

Never use soap or ammonia 
on any spot since these two 
household cleaners only help 
to set stains.

Great American 
Sport-Horseshoes

The clang of a horseshoe 
against a m etal stake ir\ city 
park or vacant corner lot a t­
trac ts  onlookers and would- 
be players like magic. Since 
y o u n g  and old, spectator 
sports and athletes e n j o y  
horseshoes, horseshoe pitch 
or pitch—whichever you call 
it—It’s a good gam e to set 
up on the home property.

No m atter what the age or 
skill of the players, this is a 
gam e tha t requires com par­
atively little space, no spec­
ial surface, and equipment 
that is easy to come by.

An area 10 feet wide and 
40 feet long is adequate. A 
section of the lawn is a good 
location. It needn't be fine 
l a w n ,  although horseshoe 
pitch will cause little dam ­
age. The coarse wild grass 
that covers the vacant lot or 
the weed-infested rear lawn 
do e q u a l l y  well for this 
game.

If mei\ a re  going to do most 
of the playing, stakes should 
be anchored 40 feet apart. A 
distance of 30 feet is perm is­
sible for women players.

A half dozen real horse- 
.shocs begged or bought from 
the riding stable and t w o  
strong wooden stakes from 
the lum beryard or two 3-foot 
lengths of galvanized i r o n  
pipe from the plum ber are 
all the equipment a famliy 
needs. A set of four horse­
shoes and two stakes m ay be 
store-bought.

The pipes or wooden stakes 
must be anchored at t h e  
proper distance apart so that 
o n l y  10 inches is above 
ground level as a target.

Pitching boxes around the 
S t a k e s  m ean little or no 
dam age to the grass even if 
someone pitches a few every 
evening week after week. 
Without the boxes, grass will 
be worn down or earth  hol­
lowed out around the stakes.

Outline each pitching bo 
with strips of hard wood, 
inches wide and at least IVz 
inches thick. A 4-foot pitch­
ing box is am ple, 2 feet may 
do. For the two boxes strips 
of lum ber are  cut to length 
and nailed together. T h e y  
are sunk 2 inches in t h e  
ground.

Clay ra ther than ordinary 
soil is recommended to f i l l  
the boxes. Clay bakes hard 
in the sun, packs down when 
wot.

A good thick turf m a i n- 
t a i n e d between the t w o  
pitching boxes will o f f set 
dam age to the lawn. F ertil­
izing helps to thicken grass. 
Few property owners bother 
to fertilize their lawn in early 
sum m er, but a feeding now 
at about half the ra te  of the 
spring application is advan­
tageous for game-playing a r­
eas. Reseeding thin spots in 
fall and spring also is gene- 
ficial.

Everyone thinks he knows 
how to play. There are no 
rules; for example, a person 
stands a t the side of the box 
to pitch. And rules for scor­
ing. If a rule book doesn't 
c o m e  with the equipment, 
talk  with some of the o 1 d- 
sters, check local recreation 
centers and work out your 
own enjoyable famliy version 
for this traditional game.

Community College Needed
A recen t survey  of high school 

s tu d en ts  in Livonia, P lym outh , Red- 
fo rd , South R edford, R edford Union. 
C larencev ille  and G arden  City shows 
an  overw helm ing d esire  for a  c o m- 
m un ity  college.
. We advocate  the  construction  of 
such a  college and suggest th a t its 
em p h asis  be on e lectron ics, because 
such an em phasis  would help a ttra c t 
a  new . boom ing industry  which will • 
g iv e  us ^an econom ic hedge against 
the  violent ups and downs ttf the  auto 
industry .

P rospec tive  businesses judge a 
com m unity  in m an y  w ays, and one 
im p o rtan t c rite rion  is 'th e  educational 
fac ilities ava ilab le  to provide capable

help in an increasing ly  com plex in­
d u stria l situation.

A com m unity  college, of course, 
can  be of g rea t benefit to the  indi­
vidual studen t and young p aren ts  
who a re  concerned a l^ u t  the fu ture  
high cost of education a t colleges fa r  
aw ay  from  hom e.

T here  is also the in tang ib le , but 
im portan t benefit to a com m unity  
which acc ru es ju s t from  having  a col­
lege around. A com m unity  college, as 
good lib ra rie s  do, adds s ta tu re  to a 
com m unity .

The d esire  revealed  in the  survey 
of stu d en ts  ought to be quickly sup­
ported  by adu lts  in our a re a . It m akes 
good sense.

Parents Abandon Leadership
In the  rush  to the  suburbs m any 

people ju stify  the  m ove a s  a search  
for a decent p lace to live. Som etim es 
they  think they  a re  escap ing  “c i t y  
p ro b lem s”  such as  s tre e t prowling 
juven ile  gangs.

A gang fight in R edford las t week 
focuses our a tten tion  again  on t h e 
fac t th a t a  m ove to sub u rb s is no 
g u a ran teed  annual escape  |from  hu­
m an  problem s.

I t 's  easy  to th ink th a t such prob­
lem s as  juvenile  delinquency a re  sole­
ly prob lem s of u rban  a re a s , but oc­
cu rren ces  like the Redford knifing 
las t week have a way of sh a tte rin g  
adu lt com placency.

The belief th a t a  m ove to the sub­
u rb s  solves all social problem s f o r  
the  individual is false. It is born of 
the  hum an tendency  to th ink  you can  
escape  hum an  problem s by leaving 
them  to  som eone e lse, in th is case  a 
city .

Sooner or la te r  we m ust face  up 
to the  gang  w ar down the s tree t and

qu it running aw ay  from  tough prob­
lem s. At best, a  new life in the sub­
u rb s offers a chance to dig into com ­
m unity  p roblem s in the e a rly  s tages 
before they  get too large .

But in Livonia c itizens recen tly  
had a chance  to expand support of 
the  p a rk s  and recrea tion  p rog ram  by 
voting-an increase  in tax . They didn’t 
do it.

We a re  su re  th a t m ore p a rk s  a re  
not th e  to ta l answ er. M any of o u r  
la rg e r  c ities have plenty of them .

W hat is it then th a t we don’t 
have?  I t’s a fa ilu re  of p a ren ta l con­
ce rn  a t leas t, and probably  of pa­
ren ta l discipline. I t ’s a th ing  called  
re«4>onsible leadersh ip  in the  fam ily 
group.

A dults who find th e ir success only 
in m ore m a te r ia l possessions a n d  
sensa tions of the  m om ent can  hard ly  
expect th e ir  kids to  be en thusiastic , 
responsib le  self-disciplined y o u n g  
adults.

- * reader who did not sign
his name.
There is an inscription on a 

tom bstone in Oak G r o v e s  
C em etery, a t V i n eya r  d 
Haven. Ma.ssachusetts t h a t  
says. ^

,**John and Lydia that lov#- 
ly pair

A whale killed him . h e r  
body lies here .

T h i s  inscription, com* 
m em orating a young woman 
who died in childbirth, a n d  
h er husband, dates from 1770.

Som ewhere else in M assa­
chusetts one Lydia Burnett 
lies buried. She died, a g e d  
91. in 1816. All this proves 
th a t the nam e Lydia has long 
been in use in our country.

Where did we get it from? 
It is a Greek nam e, and sim ­
ply m eans "a  woman f r o m  
L ydia." The one Lydia f o r  
whom this appellation spread 
w as an early  Christian con­

vert from Lydia, an ancient 
kingdom in Western A s i a  
Minor.

Lydia M mentioned in t h e 
Acts ofAhe Apostles, and all 
we know about her i.s t h a t  
she h a i \d  from the city of 
Thyatira in Lydia, settled a t 
Philippi in Macedonia, a n d  
was converted there by St. 
Paul. As fa r as is known, she 
was the first Christian con­
vert St. Paul made in Eu­
rope.

We a re  inclined to believe 
that women did, nothing b u t  
housework or spinning a n d  
weaving in bygone t i m e s .  
Many records show this was 
not so. L i^ ia . for inslanco. 
was a  business w o m a n ,  " a  
seller of purpU.*'

The city Thyatira, h e r  
home town, was fam ed f o r  
purple dyes. Purple, a color 
of a shade varying between 
crim son and violet, formerly 
said ‘'crim son” ond in Latin 
“pu rpura” was so n a m e d

purpura 
ir
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from the shellfish 
which was the m aterial from 
which the famous dye was 
m anufactured.

It was in antiquity a highly 
valued substance, a n d  ex­
trem ely costly. T hat’s w h y  
robes dyed with it could be 
afforded only by the well to 
d o ; they were worn as a 
m ark of imperial or r o y a l  
rank.

Lydia seem s to have been 
a successful business woman. 
After she was baptized, to­
gether with m em bers of h e r 
household, she invited t h e  
Apostle and his com panions 
to come and live in her house.

A n o t e d  character in 
comedy is “ Lydia Languish.” 
She is the ^ u n g  dierolne in 
R ichard Brinsley S ^ r id a n 's  
play*” The Rivals.”  Lydia is 
the niece and ward of t h e  
even more widely rem em  
bered Mrs. M alaprop whose 
nam e becam e a synonym for 
one who mis-applies words.

H er appellation, by t h e  
way, is m ade up from  t h e  
French words ‘̂ mal a pro- 
pos,” m e a n i n g  “out of 
p lace,” “ inappropriately.”

One “Lyddy Russel” h o d  
t h e  misfortune to be con­
sidered a witch. It is s a i d  
she followed a schooner o u t  
to sea. and raised a hauling 
storm , for which the captain 
of the schooner, one E z r a  
Coffin, shot Lyddy dead with 
a silver bullet.

This was, it seem s, the ac­
cepted procedure a g a i n s t  
witches.^' Lyddy’s b o d y  
w as washed ashore, a silver 
bullet in her breast.

J a g u a rs  with a  spear.

“ E v er s i n c e  1 w as a 
boy I ’ve craved  adven­
tu re ,”  said  S iem el when 
I caught up with him  in 
New York the o ther day. 
“ I ran  aw ay from  hom e 
in L atv ia  when 1 w as Hi, 
w orked m y way by ship 
to  B razil, and em barked  
on a  youthful r e e r 
p rospecting  for-.gold and 
d iam onds.

“ I loved the  wild, rug ­
ged jung les and envied 
na tives who had  the  cour­
age to  face  a  m an-killing 
ja g u a r  with nothing but a 
s p e a r .  J a g u a r s ,  of 
course, a re  the  m ost vic­
ious an im als  on th is  con­
tinen t and a tta in  w eights 
as high as 350 pounds. 
T hey’ll c h a rg e  anyth ing  
w hen angry  or concerned, 
and th e ir ch arg e  h as all 
the  th ru s t and in tensity  
of canned lightning.

“ I began studying t h e  
techniques of na tive  hunt­
e rs  and  a fte r  s e v e r -  
al  y e a r s  of observa­
tion and experim entation  
learned  to hunt ja g u a rs  
with a spear.

“T h i s  led to  w orking 
for ran c h ers  whose herd s 
w ere  being depleted by 
ja g u a rs , and to com m is- 
s i o n s from  zoos to cap* 
t u r  e ja g u a rs  a live for 
th e ir  collections.

“ At 40 1 em barked  on 
a new c a re e r  a s  a p rofes­
sional guide for big gam e 
h un ters  who cam e to B ra ­
zil f r o m  all over the 
w o r l d  to hunt the big 
ca ts . 1 also began photo­
g raph ing  hunting sa fa ris  
and jungle life.

“ But life rea lly  began 
for m e ten  y ears  la te r . I 
had reached  the  half-cen- 
t  u r  y m ilestone w hen I

happened to. lead a hun t­
ing p a r t y  which in ­
cluded a beautiful young 
w om an from  P ennsy lvan­
ia. I considered m yself a 
confirm ed bachelor b u t  
rom ance flow ered j u s t  
like in the m ovies a n d  
soon we w ere m arried . 
Today we have four chil­
d ren  ranging  from  5 to 
18.

“ Wc divide o u r  tim e  
bt'lw een Brazil and t h e  
U.S. D uring our s tay  in 
th c '^ ta le s  1 lec tu re , show 
m y m ovies of hunting ex­
peditions, and w rite  f o r  
sp o rts  publications. Then 
we head back to the  jun- 
j’le w here I resum e m y 
w ork as  a hun ter a n d  
gu ide.”

S i e m e l ,  it .should be 
noted, is an unusual phy* 
sical specim aii and en­
joys perfect health . “ 1 a t­
tribu te  my health  a n d  
v i g o r  to reg u la r ex e r­
c ise ,” he told m e firm ly. 
“ In B razil 1 get all t h e  
exerc ise  1 n  e c d' 1n my 
w ork, but '^ h e n  I’m  in 
the S ta tes 1 follow a ser^ 
i e s  of bending, s tre tc h ­
ing, and lifting exorcises 
every  day.

“ I ’m convinced,” h e 
concluded, “ th a t m o s t  
hea lth  problem s am ong 
o lder people today stem  
from  the lack of regu la r 
physical exercise. Anoth­
e r fac to r m ay  be m an ’s 
boredom  with seden tary  
occupations. I’m  lucky to 
be in a  line of w ork which 
is b o t h  physically  de­
m anding  a n d  m entally  
exciting ,”  he concluded, 
“ and I only w ish I could 
sh a re  it with everyone.”

The settlor.s of Plymouth 
were mostly New Englanders 
or of New England descent, 
who had enjoyed the advan­
tages of and fully appreciat­
ed common .schools educa­
tion. As soon as the f i r s t  
rude w ants of life were pro­
vided for—a school was es­
tablished.

The school was a rough log 
cabin, the sam e as the set­
tlers’ dwellings. Seats were 
lewn slabs with pegs for logs 

and without backs.
The first school in P I  y- 

mouth was located on t h e  
Shattuck hill opposite the en­
trance to Riverside C e m c- 
tery. In the early days, there 
was a log school on what is 
cnown as the M arcus Miller 
farm —corner of North Terri- 
10 r  i a 1 road and Moreland 
Avenue, and one on the J.C. 
^cterhans farm ; also one on 

Golden Road on the J o h n  
Van Inm agcn farm  now own­
ed by F rank P alm er; t h i s  
last was known as the Rutt- 
ner District.

One known as the Bradner 
school was located on land 
adjoining the 'Charles B rad­
ner farm . Among the teach­
ers of the B radner school 
were: L.L., G.M., and Sarah 
Shattuck. Nancy Dean, Chris­
tiana Miller, and Zerah Burr. 
While among the pupils are 
found the nam es Lcdyard. 
Bradner. Chaffee, Safford. 
C ram er, Burr and Terry.

Some of the early tcacher.s 
of the BuUner School w e r e  
Mary and Lorena Fairm an. 
Kate and Anna Clayton, and 
Caroline Sackett. Among the 
pupils were Van Inm agcn, 
Westfall, Jam es, Adams, Me

Nulty, Moreland and Clayton 
families.

The school on the J.C. Pc(- 
erhans farm  was known as 
the Red school house. Some 
of the teachers were Darius 
Boughton, O.D. Power. L.K. 
Hough. Orrin Hough, J o h n  
Eliot, John Ramsdell. M a r- 
garet Clayton. J u l i e t t e  
Winans, Henrietta H a r to, 
Clementina S t e e l e .  Sarah 
S h a t t u c k ,  and Cordeail 
Brealery. Among the pupils 
were the nam es Shattuck, 
VV h i p p 1 e, B arker, B e n ­
n e t t .  W aterm an, Cranford, 
Newman. Jackson, Williams, 
Snell, Sly and Hudson.

The first fram e s c h o o l  
)u>use was built in 1830, just 
west of Dr. K im ble's resi­
dence on Pennim an Avenue. 
This was school d istrict No. 
S, until consolidated w i t h  
the other schools into Dis­
trict No. 1 in 1853.

The land on which t h i s  
school stood w as bought in 
1863 by Mr. E .J . Penniman. 
L ater a large school building 
was erected on Ann Arbor 
Street just below the Pelham 
h o u s e .  One of the early 
teachens in this school w a s  
George A. Starkweather.

The May, Roe and Shafci 
fam ilies attended this school, 
also Mary Fralick. (Mrs. C. 
W. Valentine), Em m a Pack­
a r d  (Mrs. O scar Kra.scr), 
and M argaret C ram er (Mrs. 
H.O. Hanford.) .

In 1836, William S t a r k -  
w cathcr erected a r o u g h  
fram e school near the pres­
ent corner of Main S t r e e t  
a n d  Starkw eather Avenue 
Here a select school w a s  
Carried on for a long time. 
Among the instructors were 
Lyon, Cliandlcr, and Millet, 
the la tter being u specialist 
in G reek and Latin.

the King Rifle factory.

Among the early  teachers 
of tins .school were S a r a h  
Jonj?.s, Ursula Holbrook, Sar­
ah S h a t t u c k  and Rufon 
Brown. Among the p u p i l s  
were the Mason, McCarn. 
Booth. Chilson and Bentley 
families. Nelson and Monroe 
Stevens, George and J.C. Pc- 
terhans.

In about 1840, a s e l e c t  
school, known as the Semin­
ary, was erected on Church 
Street by E .J . Pennim an, in 
memory of his first w i f e .

Department Seeks 
Mineral Rights Too

LANSING — Conservation 
D epartm ent officials h a v e  
proposed an exchange w i t h  
the f ed e r  a 1 government 
which would give the State 
ownership to m ineral rights 
on lands in the Swan Creek 
wildlife experim ent station.

Sought by the Departm ent 
are m ineral rights to lands 
on which the State presently 
holds the surface rights. In 
exchange, (he State w o u l d  
trade its m ineral rights on 
national forest lands in Mich­
igan where the federal gov­
ernm ent owns the surface 
rights.

The am ount of a c r e a g e  
which would be involved has 
not yet been determ ined.

As p r o p o s e d ,  the State 
would acquire m ir^ra l rights 
to lands in Swan C r e e k .  
O ttawa Marsh, Miner Lake 
and Crooked Lake a r e a s .  
'These areas either a rc . or 
wilt be, m ajor concentration 
sites for waterfowl.

Acauisition of these rights 
would avert a reoccurrence 
of the controversial incident 
which arose early  this year 
when the federal government 
perm itted drilling for oil and 
gas within this popular goose 
shooting area.

Drilling was conducted on 
state-owned lands where the 
government held the mineral 
rights. I t proved fruitless as 
had twelve other attem pts.

Federal officials have n o t 
acted upon the D epartm ent's 
pmposaL

Post Office Fight Against Obscenity Gains Momentum
A four-fold program  of ac­

tion by the U n i t^  S t a t e s  
Post O f f i c e  D epartm ent, 
aimed a t stam ping out the 
giant m ail order obscenity 
racket, was reported h e r e  
today by Postm aster Timp- 
ona.

Under the leadership of 
Postm aster General A rthur 
E. Summcrficld, he .said, lo­
cal postal officials through­
out the country arc cooperat­
ing in carrying out a highly 
intensified drive against the 
" v i c i o u s  misuse of t h e  
m ails."

T h e  Post Office program  
is:

1. To draw maxim um  pub­
lic attention lo the m enace 
of this racket.

2. To urge parents to help

apprehend t h e  m ailers of 
filth to their children.

3. To help mobilize c o m- 
m unity support behind ade­
quate law enforcem ent of lo­
cal ordinance or state  laws 
when these purveyors a r c  
apprehended and brought to 
court.

4. To rally public opinion 
behind new and stiffer legis­
lation on obscenity.

Coupled with th is ,p rogram  
for gaining public and legis­
lative cooperation, the Post 
Office is greatly enlarging 
its efforts lo apprehend mail- 
er.s of obscene m ateria ls and. 
wherever possible, to b a r  
their use of the m ails or 
b r i n g  about their prosecu­
tion.

Postm aster Timpona r  e-

ported that highly encourag­
ing progress has been made 
in bringing public attention 
to the growing m enace of the 
obscenity racket. Postm aster 
General Summerfield has ex­
pressed d e ^  gratification for 
the interest tha t newspaper 
publishers and editors, and 
leaders of national organiza­
tions and civic groups, have 
shown in advising parents 
and the public generally of 
the growing mail order ob­

scenity m enace and telling 
them how they can help elim ­
inate it.

T h i s  cooperation by p a r­
ents. he em phasized, is es­
sential. ‘‘Since the Post Of­
fice itself never opens f i r s t  
class mail, wc m ust depend 
upon the citizens into whose 
homes pornographic m a te r­
ial is sent to provide the in­
formation that will enable us 
lo apprehend the senders."
