I t ’ u a U ,p a / t  of the p ro b le m  of nw aiii}; a  |I«K
township have up-to-date dog n o w a d a y s , 
ordinances. It is, however, a 
big task  trying to enforce 
them. '

It is relatively easy to en­
force the portion requiring 
all dogs to have a license 
and to obtain their rabies 
shot each year.

But both ordinances specif­
ically state  th a t all d o g s  
must be confined to the own­
ers ' property and when on 
public property, tney must 
be kept on a  leash. If all dog 
owners obeyed this p a rt ''of 
the ordinance, trouble would 
be negligible.

Many dog owners argue 
that “ it isn’t righ t” to con­
fine a dog to a small yard 
or keep it on a leash, ^ m c  
ignore the law and allow the 
dog to run.

Others arc part-tim e offen­
ders. They confine the dogs 
during the day but let the 
dog out for an evening run.

And, of course, there arc 
many dog owners w'ho obey 
the law to the letter and con- 
.scientiously try  to keep their 
dogs confined, although they 
may escape at times.

Plymouth Township Clerk 
Fred L. Miller points out that 
many complaints come from 
the owners who confine their 
dogs. “ T h e y  call and com­
plain that they have their 
dogs confined but that dogs 
belonging to some neighbor 
is rimning loose. They won­
der why t h a t  law should 
apply to them and not their 
neighbors." the clerk added.

The township has a part- 
time dog warden whose sal­
ary is paid from dog license 
fees. He is sent out following 
a c o m p l a i n t  and tries to 
round up the dogs.

In the city, the police de­
partm ent is responsible for 
dog ordinance enforcement.
Since dogs can run several 
tim es faster than humans, it 
i.s not uncommon for the 
stray  dogs to be blocks or

several farm s away before 
the warden or police arrive

•‘Usually upon first c o m - r e t u r n e d .
plaint, we warn the dog own­
e rs ,” Miller, asserted. ••!( 
t h e r e 's  another complaint, 
the dog is picked up and 
held for four or five days un­
til the owner claim s it. The 
owners m usr^pay $4 for the 
dog's release.'

If the dog isn’t claim ed, it 
may be destroyed. Attempts 
are  made, however, to* find 
a home for the v a l u a b l e  
dogs.

In P  1 r  ni o u t .h Townsmp 
thero ar* WS liconsod -dogi-- 
ono for about tv e ry  third 
household. The city of P ly­
mouth has 6$6 dogs Uponsed. 
one for every lour homes.

Miller explained that many 
township p e - o p l e  formerly 
lived in a city where they 
postponed having a d<^ until 
thev had more space. So they 
move into the t o w n s h i p  
w h e r e  they have bigger 
yards—but the ordinance is 
iust as strict as in a city. 

The township clerk alsji 
that there are  m any

dogs brought into the Middle 
Rouge pa r k by picnicking 
families. Some of these dogs

And one of the most com­
mon inhumane acts is t h e 
dumping of unwanted d o gs 
from cars  along roadsides.

M a n y  complaints* come 
frem homeowners who ob­
ject to dogs that leave their 
lawns, instead oT the dog 
ow ner's lawn, in an unsani­
tary condition. Householders 
who .spend a lot of tim e and 
money on their lawns .and 
Hbrubs will not hesitate to 
call the authorities when a 
dog can destroy their prop­
erty.

Strange dogs that wander 
into a yard and scare  chil­
dren are  also a source of 
complaint. According to the

ordinances, dogs cannot even 
annoy parses passing by.

Undoubtedly the P p 1 •  
most fam iliar with tha dog 
population are th* posimen. 
Postm aster George Timpona 
reported, this week' that tha 
y o  a r  has bean unusually 
good for postman and the 
dogs they laca. “ We've had 
only one man* bitten t h i s  
year and it w asn 't anything 
serious.“

The post office reserves 
the right lo; discontinue de­
livery if a djog threatens the 
postm an, too hnuch. Timpona 
reports that this has b e e n  
done in Plymouth.

Chief F isher, a dog owner 
himself, said that when there 
is a dog bite^ doctors are  re­
quired to notify police author­
ities. If the dog IS vaccinated, 
it is not impounded; but the 
owners are  requested to let

police know if there  are any 
unusual actions of the dog. 
Police later chet'k the dog 
themselves.

If the dog' is not licensed 
(rab ies shots are  required to 
obtain a license), the dog is 
impounded for observation.

“When the dog that bites 
person is not known and can­
not located, vA are  in 
trouble.” the c h i^  added 
This m eans that the victim 
m ust s tart the painful series 
cf anti-rabies shots^

W het's the answer to elimi 
nafing the problem? L o c a l  
authorities b e l i e v e  tha t i: 
owners m erely obeyed the 
ordinances and kept tha  ani 
m als confined, the problem 
would be* alm ost licked.

At first I hesitated until 
she said I-m ight write about the library, and this 
I was happy to do becau.se library work brings a 
variety of interests.

But first of all if I m ay personalize a little, all 
of us at some lime in our lives are  indebted to 
others and I am indebted to so many. To mention 
but a few—The Wayne County Library System that 
made it possible for me to spend many happy years 
in the library field. The City of Plymouth and the 
city fathers for their understanding of the needs of 
our community and allowing the funds to provide 
the outstanding book collection the library offers. 
The Plymouth Mail for the fine publicity they give 
us to make the library an important part of the 
community. The privilege of knowing Mr. Hough. 
The years I worked with Mrs. M urray, who headed 
the library for so long and whose warm personality 
gave the llbreu^ a friendly home-like atmosphere.
1 hope we never grow so large we lose the personal 
contact with our patrons.

The Library field is uncrowded and the work 
presents a challenge, but offers great satisfactions. 
From my own experience there is no greater priv­
ilege than working with people. Young people pre­
paring to go on to college and thinking of the future 
might as well investigate the possibilities. There are 
public libraries, school and college libraries as well 
as special libraries for industry etc., and many 
branches of overseas work. There is a demand for 
trained personnel. If you make a comparison of sal­
aries and fringe benehts you will find they compare 
favorably with those of other professions. Several of 
our young people that used the public library and 
others that have worked with us have gone on to 
library school—Joan Bennett, Virginia Larkin, Lois 
Hoenecke, Betty Schumacher Gazvoda, now special 
librarian for Jam  Handy Film Producers and Nancy 
Brannon Moran, head of Children's Work for Wayne 
County Library.

This past year we participated in several pro­
gram s. One of the most outstanding was Michigan 
Week. We were responsible for Heritage Day and 
asked to have tools, clothing, pictures and memen­
toes of early Plymouth brought to the .library for 
exhibit. Everyone cooperated so generously. K a r l  
Starkweather cam e in with quite a few pictures 
among them several he hoped might be identified. 
Mr. Stevens, as many of you know, is 93 years young 
and when Karl showed him one of the pictures, he 
studied for a moment, then calling the youngs wom­
an by nam e said, “ I haven’t seen a picture of her in 
75 years," and he was serious. I think we all bene­
fited by "Our Heritage Day" and it was great fun.

They are  both jobs for an 
expert, says Silvia, a 45-ycar. 
old professor of physical edu­
cation and a form er president 
of the National Swimming 
Coaches ^ so c ia tio n .

It 's  his 'opinion that intel­
lect plays 0 m ajor role in 
swimming instruction an d 
that “ t h e  intellect cannot 
play this role unless the in­
structor is qualified and able 
to provide ine .student w i t h  
the proper basic knowledge.” 

Silvia just doesn't t h i n k  
that p a r e n t s  cun provide 
their children with s u c h  
knowledge. He points out that 
many subscribe to the theory 
that the best way to t e a c h  
swimming is to duck t h e  
child under w ater right at 
the .start.

Th« result, says Silvia, is 
tha t *̂ aU too frequently, t h e  
student's progress a n d  ad­
justm ent to the aquatic en­
vironm ent is seriously re ­
tarded.'*

His own approach, he said, 
“ is to p ro v i^  each beginning 
sw im m er with basic under­
standing" of the subject.

“All non-.swimmers can be 
taught to swim m ore quickly 
and more completely w h e n  
the instructor provides t h e 
student with the WHY of cer­
tain m ovem ents,” says .Sil 
via.

“The results of instruction 
that have stimulated the stu­
dent’s mind are  much more 
gratifying to the student as 
w e l l  as to the instructor, 
when the intellect p l a y s  a 
m ajor role.”

Silvia, who directs a swim­
ming school for children here 
during the sum m er, advo­
cates the use of artificial sup­
ports in the water “ to reduce 
apprehension and enable the 
student to practice conscious 
control of the hands and feet 
while in the w ater."

It is the practice at h i s 
school to introduce teaching 
aids such as waterwin^s. the 
kickboard and swimfins in 
the first lesson. He says that

i with these,, “ t h «  emotional 
involvement on the part of 
the student is rt»duc^. and

■
SiJva advises fathers that 

the chances of making Olym­
pic swim m ers oat of t h e i r  
sons and daughters are  p re t­
ty slim  if they'rp not taught 
by a profes.sioaa), (explain­
ing:

“Unless a parent is com­
pletely fam iliar with the pro­
per execution of stroke tech­
niques. he can establish in 
the mind of his child the in­
correct techniques. Later, a 
professional swirnming in­
structor will not be able to 
chRnge the student."

Silvia sum s it up this way; 
“ No parent can be all things 
to a child."

Not every m odern h o m e  

has a picture window a n d  
so m e of them have only 
sm all windows placed high on 
the wall. When the contem ­
porary house is built of brick 
or native stone, its appebr- 
ancQ is no more cheerful than 
the county jail of our grand­
fathers ' day.

The long expan.se of blank 
wall is an excellent starting 
point for a terrace, patio or 
various outdoor living areas 
when it's  on the family side 
of the property. The equally 
long expanse that faces t h e 
s treet calls for soipe trea t­
m ent other than painting or 
the cld-fashioned foundation 
planting of €.*vergrees.

T h r e e  trea tm en ts have 
been used successfully by de­
signer J . O. Lam bert, J r ., of 
Dallas, Texas, to relieve t h e 
blank monotony of these long, 
harsh  walls. He hfis u s e d  
these trea tm en ts individuaJly 
and in some cases combined 
two of them . Whichever solu­

tion he deckles on. the m a­
terials are  used sparingly so 
that even ten years  nence, 
the house won't look sm oth­
ered or draped.

T w o  of Mr. L am bert's  
m eans of m aking a w a l l  
more interesting are  the es- 
paliering of shrubs Or trees 
o r the planting of vines. Mr. 
Lam bert hit on these tw o 
rd  e a 9 because he believes 
that the resulting greenness 
softens the reflection of t h e 
brilliant sunlight in the South, 
west. On the o t h e r  hand, 
sim ilar planting in colder cli* 
m utes would be a pleasant 
note during the w i n t e r  
months.

Magnolia grondiflora, t h e  
tree  with the oval, g l o s s  
evergreen leaves, and the 
very leaved eleagnus a r e  
two 01 "this designer's favor­
ites as espaliers. Vines such 
as ivy and Carolina jessa­
mine (Gelsemium semper- 
Virens) arc  two of the b e st

vines for the Southi^est. Al­
low at least a 20-foot length 
of wall for each plant.

In colder regions one of the 
little-leaved* hollies s u c h  as 
Ilex crenata , evergreen bar­
berry  (Berberis julianae) and 
winter, creeper (euonymus) 
would be good selections. Be­
cause they have the protec­
tion of the house wall, it often 
will be possible to g r o w  
plants farther north than usu. 
al. For example, pyracantha 
in Connecticut gj’ows almo.si 
as luxuriantly as in M ary­
land. /

An espaliered tree or shrub 
(.is one that is p r  u n ed and 
trained to grow horizontally 
only. It is not difficult to train  
a young (3 or 4-year-old) tree 
or shruD to grow In this rnan- 
ner: A severe pruning will be 
needed every year plus an oc­
casional trim m ing or pinch­
ing out of unwanted growth 
during sum m er and fall.

V i n e s ,  according to Mr. 
L am bert’s plan, a re  grown in 

. much the sam e manner. That 
is, their growth is trained up­
w ard from one point, then al­
lowed to s p r e a d  sideways 
along wires attached to t h e 
wall. Even though they w i l l  
grow everywhere, h o n e y -  
suckle and w isteria are too 
ram pant for this purpose.

Mr. L am bert's  t h i r d  sug­
gestion for blank house walls 
is a p i e c e of sculpture, 
preferably of the classic, tra ­
ditional sort. One reason f o r  
recommending the classic is 
th a t there is a wider choice.

Only one piece of sculpture, 
no m atter how long the wajl 
is. Secure it on a bracket of 
concrete and accent it with a 
fram e of the sam e m aterial. 
A, clipped hedge of a dwarf 
evergreen, suitable for th e 
clim ate, planted the length of 
the wall completes the set­
ting.

People In Picture 
Can Be InvisiUe!

The 19th Century Produced 
IPresent-Day Iced Coffee

By William H. SchlaUnar
Sometimes a photographer 

has an idea that a certain 
scene or building would make 
a good picture if t a k e n a t 
dusk. If this is a t a vacation 
spot or in a city, ydu'll likely 
have the sam e pr o b 1 e m 
a professional photographer 
has when he m u s t  photo- 
graph a public building or 
shopping center a t night.

T h e  problem, more often 
than not, is other people who 
will walk right into the cam ­
era unless y o u  practically 
push them  out of the w a y .  
About a month ago w h en  I 
was photographing a shop­
ping center a t dusk. I thought 
up a new idea on the spur of 
the moment. It worked.

This new idea was placing 
a red filter on the cam era 
lens and closing the s t o p  
opening to F 32, the sm allest 
opening on my lens, and then 
begining the exposure. T h e  
red filter requires six tim es 
as long an exposure with pan­
chrom atic fikn as would be 
needed without this filter. As 
a result, the picture is being 
taken insPoor light* and the 
figures hurraing to and f r o  
are  not still long enough to 
be seen in the picture. A 
huddle of passers-by in t h e 
distance will give a slightly 
foggy appearance.

Under s i m i l a r  circum ­
stances again, I pian to use a 
blue filter. This will require 
twelve tim es longef COTosure! 
than the film would without a 
filter. With either the red or 
blue filter it is essential that 
the cam era not be m o v e d  
during exposure. Therefore, a 
tripod m ust be used.

'To take ^ e n e s  or buildings 
a t night with color film, the 
sam e thing can be deme b u t  
the slowest type of color film 
m ust be purchased. If y o u  
want to stop down m ore thgn 
the diaphragm  allows, go to 
a cam era repair m an and 
have him cut one out for you 
according to the stop requir­
ed. This then can be placed 
over the lens to provide t h e 
sm aller opening.

For either black-and-white 
or color film, a tripod is in­
dispensable. I t’s impossible 
to hold still for m ore th a n 
1-50 of a second a t best and 
that isn 't good enough f o r  
long exposure. Without a tti- 
pod, p ictures will be blurred.

Also, if your c a m e r a  is 
equipped with a lens t h a t  
can only be Opened and clos­
ed once on bulb, o b ta i n a 
piece of b l a c k  cardboard-- 
This can be placed in fron^ of 
the lens when you a re  mak- 
iQg your exposure and f i n d  
tha t someone is walking right 
into the cam era.

Do you really know h o w  
long frozen foods will s  t  a f  
safe and keep th e ir  quality in 
your frozen food s t o r a g e  
com partm ent or f r e e z e r ?  
Have you attem pted to freeze 
some foods without m u c h  
success - or wondered j u s t  
w h a t  your freczer-.storage 
com partm ent w i l l  do satis­
factorily? Mrs. M a r j o r i e  
Gibbs, the D etroit Consumer 
M arketing Inform ation Agent 
says that it depends, on t h e 
tem perature your s t o r i n g  
unit m aintains, plus the hu­
midity and the amount of air 
that can get to the food.

Do you have a refrigerator 
frozen-food storage com part­
m ent, an ice cube section, a 
freezer - storage com part­
m ent, o r  a freezer? T h e s e  
may .sbund alike, but there 
a r e  definite differences in 
storage tem peratures. F i r s t  
check the l ^ k l e t  or instruc­
tions of the appliance dealer. 
This will give you inform a­
tion on the tem perature your 
frozen food storage u n i t  
should maintain.

The coo] storage or regu­
la r refrigerator will hold un­
frozen foods in a cool state 
with tem peratures f r o m  40 
degrees to 50 degrees F . An 
ice cube section ranges from 
20 degrees to 30 degrees F. 
Many refrigerators h a  ve a 
one to two cu^ic foot frozen- 
food storage com partm ent. It 
m ay be one of two t> ^ s ,  one 
has a tem perature of around 
15 degrees F ; the other has a 
tem perature of around 0 de­
grees F. In this la tter d u a l  
punO se unit, t^e cool storage 
and n-ozen storage com part­
m ents are ^ y s ic a lly  sepa­
rated  by an insuLatea p a rti 
tlon and have s e p a r a t e  
therm ostat controls and sepa­

ra te  coils and refrigeration  
Systems.

Frozen food.s held a t 15 de­
grees F. m ore than 2 to 4 
weeks will show signs of loss 
of quality.

Frozen foods held in the 0 
degree to 5 degree F. frozen- 
foed storage com partm ents 
can be held somewhat longer.

Frozen foods held in t h e  
freezer a t 0 degrees F. a n d 
below, depending upon t-h e 
food, can be held from 3 to 9 
months.

Some other checks, beside 
your instruction booklet or 
dealer, m ight be:

. . .A  therm om eter should 
register 0 degrees F. in any 
long-time freezer storage.

. . .  A therm om eter should 
not go above 10 degrees F. 
when the c oo 1 storage re­
frigerato r com partm ent is 
defrosting, as (his should not 
affect th e freezer com part­
ment.

. . .  Foods should not freeze 
in the regular refrigerator 
com partm ent in o r d e r  to 
keep the frozen  food section 
at its proper tem perature.

Some refrigerato r - freezer 
combinations, in an attem pt 
to satisfy two needs do neith­
e r  properly. O thers a re  very 
satisfactory as frozen-f o o d 
storage .  for already frozen 
foods - but will not freeze an 
quantity of food. An overall 
note m ight be • as fo r t h e  
freezing of fodds, any m ajor
?;uantity should be done in a 
reezer holdiM  tem peratures 

of 0 degrees F . to 10 degrees 
F .

J u s t  because 
the background color is dark 
doesn’t m ean that they won’t 
need pressing and probably 
laundering as frequently as 
light-colored clothes. D ark 
cottons can be laundered, but 
they will need a little special 
care  to stay sm art looking.

Many of the dark  cottons 
are  drip dry  and so_are wash­
ed, dried on a hanger a n d  
pressed as are  the pastels 
und white clothes. However, 
m any of them also have spe­
cial finishes and as a rr.suU 
stains, especially g r e a s e  
stains, show up clearly.

Remove stains before laun­
dering. G rease .spots should

be sponged with a solvent 
.such as carbon tetrachloride. 
Perspiration* stains are  acid, 
so first wash the stain in 
warm  w ater rubbing in soap 
or detergent. If there is any 
disccloration. s p v o n g e  the 
slain with a solution of water 
and a little ammonia before 
washing.

Dark cottons sh o ul d be 
washed separately to prevent 
their lint from clinging to 
other garm ents. Rinse .sever­
al tim es to get rid of all soap 
(residue would dull the fab­
ric).
‘ Starching m ay be as desir­

able for dark as for l i g h t  
clothe.s. Modern starches will 
not leave white streaks or 
film on the dark m aterials.

At least a light starching is 
needed unless the m aterial 
h a s  a perm anent sturchless 
finish. F cr s h ee r cotlops, 

um arabic or gelatin m ight 
0 used instead of regular 

starch.
Di.ssolve 4 tablespoons of 

either gum arabic or gelatin 
in 2 cups of hoi water. Dilute 
with hot w ater using from  ,5 
to 15 parts of w ater to 1 of 
t h e  solution, according tt> 
stiffness desired.

Even drip dry or wash-and- 
wear cottons will need sonu* 
pressing. Alw'ays turn a dark 
cotton inside out and apply 
the iron to the wrong side.

W h a i^ e i you call it*
il 's  a  refreshing sum m er 
with coffee ice cubes.

beverage tha t's  easily made

More than a hundred years 
ago, some weary French col­
onial soldiers doscovered a 
refreshing, c o l d  beverage 
while m arching across t h e  
Algerian desert: It was ac­
tually the first form of iced 
coffee ever made.

The soldiers happened to 
mix sweetened coffee syrup 
with cold w ater . . .  and the 
results were delicious. They 
nam ed their new concoction 
M asagran after a n e a r b y  
fortress reserved to France 
in 1837. Because the bever­
age b e c a m e  so popular 
among the troops, word of it 
spread to P aris  where Caf# 
M a s a g r a n  was elegantly 
served in tall, ice-f i I 1 e d 
glasses a t alm ost every .side­
walk cafe.

While this version of cof­
fee is still called M asagran 
in parts  of Europe, it is gen­
erally  known as iced coffee, 
a bracing cooler during t h e 
hot sum m er months. Hap­
pily, it’s easily made, espec­
ially since we always h a v e  
the ingredients on hand in 
the kitchen.

One of the very best ways 
to m ake iced coffee is also 
one of the quickest. It simply 
involves brewing some extra 
breakfast coffee in the m orn­
ing, cooling it and freezing 
it into coffee ice cubes in the 
refrigerator. Then, when you 
w ant to relax with a  t a l l  
glass of iced coffee, b r e w  
some fresh, hot coffee a n d  
pour it into a glass f i l l e d  
with some coffee ice cubes. 
N aturally, this method pre­
vents ^dilution from melting 
ice cubes and .ensures a  full- 
flavored beverage.

Another successful way of 
making full-bodied iced cof­
fee only require.*? pouring hoi 
c o f f e e  over regular i c e 
cubes. But, in this case, it's  
a good idea to make y o u r

ceffee ex tra  - s t r e n g t  h— 
again, to avoid a w atery 
brew. To make four servings, 
use the following ratio  of cof­
fee to w ater in any type of 
coffee m aker: six standard 
colfsa m sasuras (or 12 lavol 
m easuring tablespoons) of 
coffee to three measuring 
cups of w ater. Pour the hot 
coffee into tall, ice-f i 11 e d 
glasses and serve with sug 
a r s y r u p ,  or sugar, and 
cream . You can be s u r e  
that with this method — or 
by using coffee ice cubes — 
you will produce a bever­
age every bit as  satisfying 
as the M asagran of a cen­
tury  past

But as you can 
see, there is much to do in 
many other areas to make 
Plymouth a better place to

Good citizenship activities 
might include pclitica) edu­
cation, congressional action, 
state  legislation, local gov­
ernm ent a c li 0 n. taxation, 
economic discussion and bus­
iness clim ate program .

The retiree who goes 
fishing or to the m o v i e s  
whenever he wishes soon gets 
sick of these pursuits. But if 
he tells himself that he m ust 
earn  the right to go. by first 
spading the gatden, ^ e n d  
ing a civic meeting, or caJl 
ing on a  sick neighbor, he'll 
probably find m ore pleasure 
in his diversions.

And couldn’t p a ren ts  m ake 
g rea ter use of this t r i c k  in 
rearing their kids? Instead of 
letting the sm ail fry  gape a t 
television w i t h ^ i l  abandon^ 
couldn’t they K^sign certain 
chores and lessons, stipulat­
ing that only when these are 
completed havd they earned 
the right to watch a western?

W riters, of course, use this 
device all the tim e and goad 
them selves inlp p u t  f i ng 
words to paper by giromising 
them selves various insignifi­
cant rew ards, such as a  c\^> 
of coffee a t ten or a  walk in 
the woods a t four.

Too often t h o s e  who 
r e t i r e  disassociate them ­
selves fr om all purposeful 
tasks on the grounds th a t 
they want to be free to do as 
they please. But in the pro­
cess t h e y  sacrifice the es­
sence of pleasure, simply be­
cause pleasures m u s t  be 
earned if they are  to be truly 
rewarding.

“M atild" a n d '  “ Ma ud“ ..-or 
“M aude,” as it is sometimes 
.spelled, is from the Old G er­
manic. It^was, in that ancient 
language, “ M athildis,” a n d  
the two words which Wcnl 
into it were "m ahti.” a ml 
this m eans “ m ight.” a n d  
“hlldi,” which is “ battle .”

The nam e “M atild" w a s  
brought to the British Isles 
by the Normans, and s o p n 
became a favorite. B u t  its 
good fortune did not last: it 
became ra re  in the 16th and 
17th centuries.

“M aud” and “ Maude” de­
veloped in France. T h e b c, 
.loo, were heard among the 
E n g l i s h .  The manv la.sl 
nam es made up from b o t h  
Matild and M aud prove Ihal 
it used to be very popular*. 
Madison, for instance, is on • 
of these Iasi names. Tilly Sh 
another; there was a faniouH 
general, b o r n  in BelgiiinV. 
who played a great part in 
the Thirty Yiears* War in the 
16th and 17th c'enturje.s, Jd- 
,hann Tersklacs Count of Til­
ly. ■.

This nam e v ^ s  made from 
a petnam e of Mbtild, “ Till.” 
Incidentally, I know a g i r l  
whose first nam e is Till; it is 
very rare'.

Today Matild and M a u d  
are independent names. In 
12th century an Engli.sli Prip- 
cess, was alternately calbni 
Matilda and Maud. She w a s 
the daughter of Ht nry I pf 
England, and is mostly spok­
en of as Empres.s Matilda or 
Em press Maud, because slu 
was m arried to the Em peror 
Henry V. After tlie em peror’s 
death she became the wife of 
Geoffrey Plantagenel, a n d 
her sen Henry was the found­
er of the hou.se of Plantagon- 

that gave England kings 
from 1154 until 1399.

Em press M atilda y/ a s a 
shrewd p o litic ia n ,^ n d  sh e 
knew how to keep vassals 
tied to her apron strings. She 
would hold out splendid re ­
wards for them  if t h e y  
prom ised to comply with her 
wishes. But before they could 
lay their hands on these she 
vrpuld withdraw what s h e  
had dangled in front of their 
eyes. This favorite technique 
of hers becam e known as the 
“ hungry falcon" politics.

There is one Matilda, a G er­
man Q ue c n, among tin- 
saints. That nobU* woma n 
who lived in the 10th century 
was always ready to help the 
poor to such an extent that 
her sons accused her of din- 
sipaling the crown’.s po.sses- 
sions.

(As a p a rt of reporting  w ha t’s 
happening in R ogers, today we re ­
prin t an ed ito ria l iTom the new spaper 
there , (he R ogers Daily News.)

Well, it’s a ll over for a while.

The people of R ogers can relax  
once again  and the  troubled  feeling of 
tension brought about by high-handed 
union p ressu re  ta c tic s  will now sub­
side.

The In terna tional A ssociation of 
M achinists ha^' w ithdraw n f r  o m  a 
second union election a t the  D a i s y  
M aiuifacturinj^ Com pany.

The MiU‘h in ists pulled out of t h e 
election even though it w as the union 
itself which had dem anded a second 
vote a fte r  Daisy, em ployees re jec ted  
the union by a  three-to-one m arg in  in 
the firs t election las t Ja n u a ry .

y e s te rd a y  w as to have be^n t h e  
day  for the second election, but it is 
ap p aren t that the union w as a fra id  to 
face  w'hal seem ed to be a lm ost c e r­
ta in  defeat.

A fter its  firs t defea t the  union de­
m anded th a t the  N ational L abor R e la ­
tions Board g ran t it a second chance. 
It claim ed th a t “ com m unity  p ressu re  
and o ther ad v erse  conditions brought 
to b ear on the em ployees . . .  deprived  
Uienr of the priv ilege  of selecting  a 
bargain ing  agen t of th e ir own t r e e  
choice.”

Then, la.st w eek, the  union asked 
that the  second election be cancelled  
l)erause the sam e conditions p reva il­
ed.

Now we th ink  th is  is a  lot of hog- 
w'ash. The fir.st election w as held with 
secie t })allot and each em ployee w as 
free to vole for or ag a in st the  union 

’withojjt anybody knowing how he vot­
ed.

The second election would h a v e  
been hold the  sam e w ay—in secre t. 
Thus, the union would have had ex- 
.'u tly the sam e chance  a s  the com ­
pany. ’

It is quite obvious then  th a t t h e  
union woke up to the  fac t th a t it 
couldn't com e in and tell D aisy w ork­
ers w'hat to think and how to vote.

We believe the  D aisy w o r k e r s  
tu rned  the ir backs on the  union f o r  
sev t'ra l reasons. The m ain  reason  is 
tha t Working conditions a t  D aisy  a r e  
not only sa1isfactor.y but ac tua lly  bet­
te r  than  average .

And, w e’re  certa in  th a t D aisy ’s 
w orkers w anted no p a rt of the  vio­
lence, tension and p re ssu re  tac tic s  
th a t accom panied the  union’s o rgan i­
zational d rive  in Rogers.

M any w eeks ago, before the  union 
drive shifted into high g e a r, D a i s y  
P residen t Cass S. Hough cautioned 
his em ployees th a t they  w o u l d  be 
hearing  a  lot of “ bunk” from  t h e  
union. He w as never m ore right.

Not only did the  union hand out a 
lot of “ hunk” hut som e of its  advo­
ca tes  even went so fa r  a s  to launch a

viciqps personal a ttack  on H o u g h  
him self and his s tan d ard  of living—as 
if  th a t’s anybody’s business but h i s 
own.

The union also criticized the p ress  
and told w orkers th a t they  couldn’t 
believe w hat they read  in the  papers. 
Y et the Daily News published sev er­
a l accounts of union m eetings and not 
once did any union official or p t h e r 
person attending  com plain th a t they  
w ere inaccu ra te  or unfair. As a m a t­
te r  of fact, we even offered pro-union , 
w orkers a t Daisy free space in o u r  
news colum ns to p resen t th e ir side of 
the issue.

At one m eeting union leaders told 
D aisy w orkers th a t the union w ouldn't 
tell them  w hat to ask  for a t D aisy, but 
would m erely  try  and obtain w hat the  
w orkers them selves decided t h e y  
w anted . T hat seem ed logical.

But then, last week, the union in 
annoqncing its w ithdraw al f r o m  tl^e 
election, said that Daisy w o r k e r s  
should not be satisfied  with less than 
a  25-cent an  hour w age i n c r e a s e .  
“ This and m ore the union could have 
gotten  fo r you,” said a union le tter.

Well, th a l’.s a lot of “ bunk” too. 
Not even t h e  jn ig h ty  United Steel­
w orkers Union has asked a 25-cent 
w age increase.

D aisy, of c o u r s e  has had its 
hands tied  from  the tim e of the  last 
election until now insofar a s  giving 
any  additional benefits to its em ­
ployees.

Had it raised  w ages betw een elec­
tions the union would haye com plain­
ed th a t th is w as an a ttem p t to influ-  ̂
ence the w o r k e r s .  This w as the 
union’s com plain t about the  Chri.st- 
m as bonuses given last year.

But with the union off its hack for 
a  w hile, D aisy yesterday  g a v e  its 
w orkers an across-thc-hoard five-ceiit 
hourly w age hike.

This will cost the  com pany be­
tw een $75,000 and $80,000 annually  in 
additional payroll expense—q u i t o a 
chunk for the  com pany to d i s h out 
voluntarily . But it did so w ithout any 
union ju s t a s  it has m ade good on its 
o ther p rom ises w ithout being beaten 
over the  head by a union.

Now, wo have never opposed (he 
righ t of w orkers anyw here  to o r­
ganize a union. But w’c did oppose the 
unionization at D aisy because we h a t­
ed to see the  violence and strife  that 
accom panies m ost union m ovem ents 
com e to R ogers. And, even m ore im ­
po rtan t, we felt th a t unionization of 
D aisy at th is tim e would seriously 
jeopardize the industria l developm ent 
of R ogers; in fac t, m ight m ean t h e 
loss of thousands of potential jobs to 
w orkers in th is a rea .

I

Of course, the chances a re  t h a t  
the M achinists will be back to h a ra ss  
D aisy  and its em ployees again—m ay­
be within six  m onths. A fter all, i t ’s no 
secre t th a t the  unions have been o u t  
to “g e t” D aisy in re ta lia tion  for t h e  
com pany leaving highly industrializ­
ed M ichigan.

But we hope the  union has n o w  
learned  w hat it should have known all 
along—th a t the people of N orthw est 
A rkansas a re  p r e t t y  independent; 
they don’t like to have a bunch of out­
siders pushing them  around and tell­
ing them  w hat to do.
