One of A m erica’s fastest-grow ing crim es—hank 
robbery—is giving concern to law  enforcem ent 
au tho rities acro ss the nation, but record books show 
th a t P lym outh has never been an easy  m ark  for the 
hold-up m en.

Bank robbery, . always an 
interesting chapter in the 
h i s t o r y  of a community, 
hasn’t had any new chapters 
w ritten in Plymouth for 22 
years. Thi.s fact m akes local 
police happy, but it hasn’t 
lowered the precautions they 
and th^ banks themselves 
take.

There are  five bank hold­
ups in Plym outh's history.
The first was in 1926, the last 
in 1937.

Ol the 13 men and women 
taking part in the hold-ups. 
nine were captured and sen­
tenced, one was shot end 
klUed and three were never 
found.

This is the scorecard:
—July 9, 1926, F irst Na­

tional Bank, four bandits es­
caped with $5,500. Three C3p- 
t u r e d and convicted, one 
killed.

—February  18. 1927. a man 
and w'oman bandit kidnapped 
the m anager of the Plymouth 
United Savings Bank branch 
on Liberty St., escaped with 
$3,500. Never apprehended.

—February  8. 1929, t w o  
Northville hold-up men foiled 
in their hold-up attem pt at 
the branch bank. Both a r­
rested.

—September 5, 19.‘W), t w o

Detroit thugs escaped with 
$2,000 from the branch bank. 
Both caught Iqlcr and c o n- 
viclt*d.

—May 5, 1937, three men 
took $6,G58 aV F irst National 
Bank. Two apprehended and 
convicted, one was n e v e r  
found.

Many still recall the hold­
ups and some are  still alive 
who were the victims.

T h e r e  were two m ain 
banks and one branch office 
in Plymouth during t h o s e  
years. The Plymouth United 
Saving* Bank was located in 
the present National Bank of 
Detroit office. lU  branch waa 
on L il^ rty  Bt. a t S tarkw eath­
er. now Dickerson** M arket.

F irst National Bank was 
on Pennim an Ave.. where the 
Instaloan Office is now lo­
cated. Both these banks were 
later m erged with the Na­
tional Bank of Detroit.

Floyd Kehrl, now vice- 
president of the National 
Bank of Detroit, was involved 
in both the 1926 and 1937 rob-

hories of the F irst National 
Bank. So was Jack  Taylor, 
form er resident who is now 
wi,th the National Bunk of 
D etroit a t Rochester.

Frank J. Pierce, who died 
in 1931, was h e a d  of t h e  
Plymouth United S a v in g s 
bank when it was r  ob be d 
twice. He was kidnapped 
once and touched off a tear 
gas bomb during another to 
scare off the thugs.

Probably the most spectac- 
ulair of the five hold-ups was 
the very first.

One of the bandits and a 
Detroit po 1 i c e m a n were 
killed and a local farm er 
was shot as a result of the 
1926 incident. Three gunmen 
entered the bank at 2:45 p.m. 
while a fourth sat in a ear 
parked on Pennim an Ave.

Bank President John Hu­
bert was in his office ta lk­
ing with Mrr and Mrs, Rich­
ard Benjamin. Kehrl w a s  
cashier and Taylor was as­
sistant cashier. The three en­
tered with pistols drawn and

ordered them into the back 
room where Mr. H ubert’s 
hands were lied with tape.

The bandits scooped up 
money from' the te llers’ cag­
es, and w ith.$5,506 in lo o t  
rolled up in H ubert's coal, 
the trio fled. At the door they 
met Mr. and M rs. Eli Boli- 
can, a farm  couple living 
near Plymouth. Bolican was 
or d e r cd to (hrow up his 
hands but instead he started  
to run. The gunmen opened 
fire and shots struck Bolican 
in the head and back. (He 
survived the wounds but has 
since passed aw ay.l

M r s .  Bolican’s scream s 
brought people running from 
the stores a.s the bandits 
headed back to their green 
roadster with a rumble scat. 
Along the way they dropped 
some of the money.

Em anuel F a itaas. a Pal- 
a c t  of Sweats employee, was 
coming from a  grocery (Wolf 
store) when he saw two of 
the bandits pass and drop a

Naming his store the 
Plymouth Men's Wear, it 
was located on Penniman 
until last January  when the 
owner moved to the new and 
modern quarlcfs on Ann Ar­
bor Trail.

Mr. Verona. 59, was born in 
Poland to Hyman and P2va 
Verona. He is survived by his 
wife Ida, wliom he m arried 
39 years ago; four children, 
Mrs. Sandra Klein of De­
tro it; Robert Verona. De­
troit; Don Verona, Detroit; 
and Irwin Verona of Garden 
City. There are  also s e v e n 
grandchildren, t w o  sisler.s 
and three brothers surviving.

The first case prosecut­
ed under the n«*w law was of 
a man and his wife on t h e  
West Coast, who were m ail­
ing o b s e e n e literature to 
youngsters in Boise. Idaho.

Here is further 
eccnomic justification for lo­
cal taxpayers to s u p p o r t  
Plym outh's industrial devel­
opment. The facts are  part 
of a nationwide survey con­
ducted by the United States 
Cham ber of C o m m e r c e  
titled, “ What Industrial Jobs 
Mean To A Community^"

One hundred new factory 
workers mean 296 more peo­
ple. 112 more households. 51 
more school children, $500.- 
000 more personal income 
per year, $270,000 more bank 
deposits, 107 more cars reg­
istered. 174 more workers 
employed, 4 more retail es­
tablishm ents a n d  $360,000 
more retail sales per year.

The report concludes. “ In­
dustrialization induces e x- 
pansion of many facets of 
community life not directly 
related thereto. This s t u d y  
pictures some of those rela­
tionships. It does not. of 
course, reflect any v a l u e  
judgments. Noise, s t r e a m  
pollution, traffic jam s, a n d  
other modern ills are also re­
lated to industrialization."'

“ But the data here pre­
sented do shed light on some 
of the more im portant eco­
nomic effects of industriali- 
z a t i o n. Informed, imagin­
ative, and active community 
leadership can maximize the 
good results of growth and 
minimize the bad “

Through the window tin.* 
driver poked a pistol and 
commanded the banH m an­
ager to enter the . car. A 
woman wa.s .sitting in the 
rear seat.

Thara wara two 
cuslom ars in tha bank and 
tha bandits waitad until thay 
laft iMfora they approachad 
tha cashU r’s caga with ra 
▼olvars (uawn. In tha bank 
wHh P ^ c a  was his daugh- 
tar, Clifford Tail, who
workad ok a d a rk .

One of them ' commaiuled 
Pierce to .step  back from the 
c o u n t e r  and not m ake a 
move. Instead,/flic p 1 u ck y 
m anager icleaxed a tear gas 
bom b with a kick*of tho foot. 
He dropped to the floor ami 
at the sam e tim e pressed the 
button that sounded the bu rg ­
la r alarm .

The gunmem, thinking that 
someone had fired a gun. 
fltd  from the hank. Chief of 
Police George Springer, liv­
ing u block aw ay ,' was no­
tified by phone of the hold­
up and he dashed to t h e  
bank. Learning of the bold- 
up. he went outside and took 
up the trail of one of the ban­
dits by following fresh tracks 
in *lhe f*now.

Commandeering a ca r driv­
en by W alter Livrance, they 
overtook a m an w a l k i n g  
along Northville Rd. n e a r  
Phoenix Lake. He was John 
S t r a n g ,  25. of Nortlivillc. 
Strang had tossed his gun in­
to a snowbank before his 
C4ipture. but it was found.

Strang, in ja il, adm itted 
hi.s p a rtner's  n im c. He was 
Ben Borgman, 43, also of 
Northville. B o r  g m a n had 
diiven back to Northville and 
wa.s arrested  in his renterl 
garage. One was behind bars 
^  m inutes after the hold-up, 
the other 45(.4ninutes. They 
pleaded guilty and were sen­
tenced 15 to 30 years.

F ridays team ed to be bed 
days for the local banks. All 
three previous hold-ups had 
occurred on a Friday and it 
was Friday . Sept. 5. 1930 that 
the branch bank was again 
hit. This tim e M a n a g e r  
F rank P ierce was on his va­
cation. Charles O. Ball was 
in charge and M rf. Tait was 
again the clerk.

WhiJc one bandit held Ball 
and Mrs. Tait under cover, 
the other climbed over a Sev­
ern foot p a r t i t i o n .  While 
climbing the enclosure, his 
gun accidentally discharged, 
but no one was hit. Ball was 
forced to open the safe. They 
grabbed $2,000.

Mrs. John Kcnter entered 
the bank during the hold-up 
and she wa.s ordered to stay 
quiet in a corner. The ban- 
<lit.s sped off on Northville 
Rd.

R u t  through descriptioos 
obtained by lo<*al police and 
relaying information to De­
troit. one of the bandit.s, 
H a r r y  Taubeiivsee was a r­
rested in Detroit over two 
rnuntln^ later.

In April 1931. Taubensce's 
partner was arrested  in De­
troit. He was Ned MeSherry, 
who along with Tauben.ser 
were c o n v i c t e d  and .sen­
tenced to prison.

F irst National Bank on 
Pannim an, scane of tha first 
bank robbary, was also tha 
last. This ona was on a j/Yad- 
nasday morning. May 5. 1937. 
Thara wara thraa bandits in- 
volvad, although only two 
wara actually saan. Tha oth- 
ar waitad outside in a car.

At around 5 a.m .. lhe,y 
sm ashed out a ventilating 
fan and shoved one of the 
sm all bandits through the 
hole to let the others into the 
building. Waiting inside, they 
tied up the employees us 
they entered the building.

Cashier Jack  Taylor was 
the first to arrive. Two well- 
dre.H.sed men .stepped from 
the lK>ard of d irector's room 
with their guns leveled. They 
politely ordered him to the 
back room where they ex-

tion. He was ordered to open 
the safe.

Nervousness prevented him 
from opening it the first two 
times. They asked him tc. 
hurry. Taylor replied,by ask­
ing them if they had ever 
tried to open a safe with a 
gun in their ribs.

But finally the safe opened. 
At the sam e tim e, bank Pres­
ident Floyd Kehrl entered 
and he and Taylor were tak 
cn to the basem ent. T h c i » 
legs were taped and t h c ii 
heads bound \vith ropes. Ir 
the m eantim e Mi.ss M argar 
ct Dunning and Mrs. R u t h  
Ham burger, both, clerks, en . 
lered. Thc^ were ajso es­
corted to the basem ent a n d  
tied up.

W h e n  Mrs. Ham burger 
complained that they were 
mes.sing up her clean dres.s^ 
one bandit handed her $2 of 
his own money and told jici 
to have it cTeuned on Mm 
Paul Last, a custom er, had 
also optcred the bank and 
was lied.

During lha 20 m inutat with 
tha employees, the bandits 
talked freely and one t o l d  
Miss Dunning to get a good 
look a t him b e c a u s e  she 
might have the opportunity 
some day of identifying them 
on the witness stand.

They escaped in a car 
w a i t i n g  in the alley and 
drove it out Ann Arbor Tpiiil 
to Middlebclt where t h e y  
stole a car. »

A week later, Kehrl went 
to St. Lbuis, Mo., to identify 
a form er cpnvicl as one of 
the hold-up men. The FBI 
picked up another a week 
later.

The third never was caught 
—but his e.scape was the ex­
ception ra ther than 'the rule 
in Plymouth where bank rob­
bery has paid Off exception­
ally bad. ;

This church  stands upon the  sam e ground 
occupied by th a t building w hich w as destroyed  by 
fire  in f tl6 . The ch a ir appointed com m ittees a n d  
am ong the  m em bers , M rs. Jenn ie  Voorhies, M rs. E. 
L. Beals* M rs. C lara  F risb ie ."

In the  evening of the  1929 jubilee celebration* 
th ree  m em bers  of the  D istric t of 50 y e a rs  ago, M rs. 
Phoebe P a tte rso n , M isses C ora and N ellie  P e lham  
w ere p resen t and introduced to the assem bjy .

P au l W. Voorhies w as in troduced and delighted 
the audience with his g lim pses back into the past 
P lym outh  w here he spent his childhood. He had 
vivid recollection of his m other, an ea rn es t tem p er­
ance w orker, sending him  out to d istribu te  bills for 
the W.C.T.U. shows because the  o ther boys, would 
hide the  hand-bills under the  wooden sidew alks, then 
a pride of P lym outh. He told how his m o ther tra ined  
h im  to rec ite  a tem p eran ce  poem  entitled  "T eeto ta l 
B oots" m aking him  a p resen t of a p a ir of boots with 
bright red  tops and b ra ss  to es  as a  rew ard  for his 
rec ita tion . Those boots furnished m uch spo rt for 
o ther sm all boys who w ere possibly a trifle  envious 
and they  nick-nam ed the ow ner "T ee to ta l."  L a te r 
th is  w as shortened to "T o ta l"  and even tually  it be­
cam e ju s t "T o te ,"  a n ick-nam e which stuck  by P au l.

In P lym outh , Ju d g e  P a tte rso n  se(%ed as  reco rd ­
ing se c re ta ry  for 25 years , succeeded by h e r daugh­
te r , M rs. Todd. In the  evening of tjte 1929 jubilee 
celebra tion , M rs. Todd gave the  following w elcom e 
speech to the  m em bers .

" In  behalf of the  P lym outh  W .C.T.U., it is in­
deed a g re a t p riv ilege a s  well a s  a p leasu re  to ex­
tend to th is Fi|*st D istric t delegation g ree tings on 
such a  m om entous occasion.

"P lym outh  is ve ry  p roud  of the  fac t th a t t h e  
organ ization  of the  d is tr ic t took place h ere  and th a t 
F ra n c e s  W illard w as p resen t and assisted  in i ts  o r­
ganization.

“ I delight in tan ta liz ing  them  by telling  t h e m  
th a t they  need not feel so puffed up because  t h e y  
have been m em b ers  for 50 y e a rs  because  I h  a  v  e 
been a m em b er 40 y e a rs  m yself. I know the  m a­
jo rity  of people h e re  tonight know th a t I am  one of 
a p a ir  of tw ins, if m y b ro th er had not decided on our 
la s t b ir th d ay  th a t we had  finally  had  b irthdays 
enough to su it h im  (I h ave  tried  to convince h i m  
th a t it w as tim e  to stop sev era l y e a rs  ago) and I 
have  also told Wm th a t since he is six fee t ta ll and 
h a s  h a ir  a s  w hite as h is m o ther’s, I have  decided 
th a t I  have  been his tw in s is te r  long enough. I would 
not rev e a l th is  deep d a rk  secre t. But tw ins in the  
Union w ere  a g rea t event and the m em b ers  im m e­
d ia te ly  voted to m ake  us honorary  life m em b ers  of 
the  P lym outh  W.C.T.U. M rs. V oorhies w as P re s i­
dent a t the  tim e and we prize dearly  the  sm all silk 
flag  and tiny  package of f irec ra c k e rs  tied  together 
w ith a  bow of w hite ribbon she brought to us on the 
fourth  of Ju ly  w hen we w ere  only a few days old 
and ordained  as the  T em perance  tw ins.

As soon as  I  w as old enough, the  M iss P e lh am s 
proceeded to a ssis t m y rho ther in bringing  m e  up in 
the  w ay I should go and if it wouldn’t be telling  ta le s  
out of school, I could tell you m any funny th ings 
th a t happened during  th is  period of m y  tra in ing .

*Tt is nev er quite a s  easy  to  tak e  a  boy from  his 
p lay  a s  it is  a  g irl and since I happened to be the 
g irl, I  often thought they  w ere  all m ak ing  m e  do 
double du ty  and often reg re tted  th a t I w asn ’t  th e  boy.

"N evertheless I have  long since ceased  m y  re ­
g re ts  because  I have grown to enjoy w orking under 
th e ir  supervision and am  enjoying w orking w i t h  
them  very  m uch.

" I t  becom es m y p leasan t duty in behalf of the 
P ly m o u ^  W.C.T.U. to rem ind  you th a t we a re  not 
forgetfu l of our m any  obligations for your splendid 
help and faithful cooperation throughout these  m any 
y ea rs . T hese y e a rs  have not been a ll sunshine and 
ease. The fu tu re  m ay  be even m ore s te rn  because 
we a re  n e a re r  the  end of the  conflict but the  world 
shall see the  tru th  and v ictory  shall com e.

The new Na- 
t i o n a 1 P ark  Service boat, 
Ranger III, took them to Isle 
R o y a l ,  where they hiked 
through the tra ils  near their 
cam p grounds and the Daisy 
F arm , one of the Island’s 
few level spots.

July 3 The only tim e I get

There are eight of us n o w. 
the grandm other is visiting 
but Christie is away on h c r 
Siuuor trip. S h e  graduated 
With horrors and this is won 
derful bccau.se everybody ir 
their school has to take 13 
subjects a y e a r ,  including 
eight years of English, Latin, 
philosophy, advanced m ath, 
etc.

I helped my “m other” pick 
the last of the straw berries, 
and also raspberries and cur­
rants. They grow all t h - e i r  
own fruit a n d  vegetables. 
The food is delicious and I’m 
uoing to write dowm a lot ol 
recipes. We have either milk 
or coffee ( coffee and *4 
milk) in the morning, watci 
a t dinner (the main m e a L 
and tea (which I b r o u g h t  
w'ilh ine) for supper. T h ey 
don't drink beer and w* in c 
like I thought they w'ould so 1 
won't become an alcoholic!

Yesterday went to a castle 
where an em peror once liv­
ed. We only saw the outside 
but it was huge and w i t h  
many flowers. We then went 
to a sweet shop and then tc 
the American House, where 
anybody can read b o o k s  
about America, m agasinas, 
records, etc.

July 9—Last S u n d a y  wc 
drove to a town a b o u t  20 
miles away where there is a 
warm sulphur spring a n d a 
sw'imming pool. It felt j u s t  
like swimming in a w a r m  
bath and was just wonderful. 
Then we drove through t h e  
countryside until we were al- 
mosk at the G erm an border. 
We drove back on a r o a d  
along the Danube and it look­
ed just like the movie we 
saw. with castles and all. . . .  
The day before, on S&turday, 
we drove to, a lovely o l d  
medieval town built in t h e  
1500s called ;Steyr. F ro m  
there we drovb to St. Florian, 
which is a f a m o u s  |}uge 
church a n d| m onastery . 
When I entered the church 
the beauty of it m ade me 
stop for a moment because 
the organ (it has about 1,500 
pipes) was playing and it was 
so quiet and beautiful.

The boys and their father 
are  Catholic and Christ! a n d  
her m other are  Lutheran. 
Austria is 96 per cent Catho­
lic and 4 per cent Lutheran. 
Haven’t gone to church be­
cause I couldn't understand 
it anyway, it would be in Ger- 

iman.
July 15—In m y last le tter I 

asked you for perm ission to 
go with ChristI to V i e n n a  
(Christ! went as a delegate to 
the Prote.stanK youth gather­
ing held at the sam e tim e as 
the Communist World Youth 
Festival), but ChristI receiv­
ed a letter saying that I was 
under age for it. I was real 
disappointed but was quickly 
reassured th ^  I could still go 
to Vienna. •

As you can see from t h e  
envelope we a r e  now at 
Strannersdorf, the f a m i !y 
castle. It's  not only a castle 
but a huge farm  as wqH a n d  
my family owns a 1-3 share 
in it with the other 2-3 be­
longing to o t h e r  relatives. 
Right now one of the ether 
two familie.s is living h e r e  
too, but we have plenty of 
room because the place is so 
huge! They have started  h a r­
vesting the wheat, barley, 
rye, etc. and I’ve been out to 
the fields watching a couple 
of times.

—We left Leonding July 11 
and started for Mank, which 
is 70 miles distant, toward 
Vienna. Instead of g o i n g  
straight to Mank, we climbed 
a mountain on top of which is 
located a fortress overlooking 
the D a n u b e .  I sure don't 
know why people e n j oy 
mountain climbing so much; 
you just puff and puff and get 
hot!

—and then the r e w' a r d 
cam e for all (hat hard w'ork- 
wc went for a swim in t h e 
beautiful brown Danube. It 
w'as very refreshing and a ) 1 
you have to do fs lay on your 
back and the current carries 
you along. 5

—after the swim wc piled 
back into the car and started 
for Mank again. When we a r­
rived at the castle wc w e r e  
told there was a f e s t i v a l  
starting that night in Mank. 
A fter supper we went to town 
and watched some gymnastic 
dcm ohstralions. listened to 
the village band and t h e i r  
joined everybody else in' pa­
rading to the M ccer f i e l d  
where fireworks were held.

—the husband and w’ifc of 
the other family .staying in 
the castle asked Chri.stl and I 
if we would like to go. to an 
outdoor concert (on Sunday) 
and of course w*c said yes. It 
was held in the afternoon on 
the grounds of a beautiful 
ca.stic situated on a cliff over­
looking the Danube. 'T h e  
scenery and the music were 
mugnificcmtl They p l a y e d  
mostly Viennese waltzes and 
I felt like waltzing all o v e r  
the place. It was just like a 
dream !

—have discovered quite a 
bit alrearly — there is quite a 
m arked difference between

7 ^ y m o u t
classes of people in Austria, 
the children have more re ­
spect for the parents a n d  
therefore a closer family life, 
and the kids act their age 
(for the most p a rt) and don’t 
try to grow up so fast. Also 
have learned a lot a b o u t  
World War II, the occupation, 
and the destructiveness of the 
Russians after the war. Am 
learning much European his­
tory too, although m y G er­
man lessons have stopped, 
’cause I’m so lazy. After all, 
it’s my vacation and am  hav­
ing a wonderful one.

July 24—This U tter will be 
mostly about my two days in 
Vienna - you can 't imagine 
how I loved it. Arrived back 
in Strannersdorf yesterday 
with only six hours sleep, so 
went to bed at 8 p.m . l a s t  
night and slept till 11:30 a.m .

“ChristI, Brigitte a n d  I 
went to Vienna by tra in  and 
arrived safe and sound about 
10:00 p.m. Went right to the 
apartm ent building w h e r e  
Brigitte’s family lives a n d  
where ChristI and I stayed in 
her grandm other’s rooms.

—got up the next morning 
and started  out with Brigitte 
sightseeing. The w eather was 
perfect, sunny but not t o o  
hot, and I saw m any wonder­
ful things, including St. Ste­
phen's Cathedral and t h e  
Hapsburgs palace.

After dinner Brigitte t o o k  
ChristI and me for a ride in 
the family jeep (they own an­
other car too) and we drove 
to the Danube, got out a n d  
walked for a few minutes. 
The Jeep ride wa.s lots of fun 
and Brigitte said that a lot of 
people had bought these o 1 d 
U S. Army jeeps after t h e  
World War II and used them 
for second cars.

—That evening the three of 
us went dancing with three 
young men and another cou­
ple who hud been to Stran- 
ner.sdorf last Sunday to spend 
the day. One of them is a dis­
tant relative of the family.

We w'cnl to a huge outdoor 
garden dance place right in 
the middle of the city. It was 
wonderful - there were little 
tables and chairs all around, 
lights In the trees, and a very 
good band. Had a wonderful 
time and danced every dance 
and not with the sam e per­
son. which is much m ore fun.

Got to bed at 1:00 o'clock 
and up at 7:30 the next m orn­
ing. Went for more shopping 
and sight seeing and t h e n  
Brigitte 's father drove us to a 
h u g e  castle-plus-monastery 
on thd outskirts of Vienna. 
Went for more sightseeing in 
the afternoon, saw t h e  Aus­
trian 's em peror's jewels and 
beautiful robes. ,

That evening we had th^e 
most fun! ChristI has an aunt 
who is unm arried but is fa ­
mous with the Vienna youth 
bccau.se .she is so much fun. 
Her nam e is Tantc Lilly. She 
arranged that we three girls, 
the three boys and the other 
couple and herself would go 
to the famous Vienna “ Heuri- 
gen,” pronounced Hoy-ri-gen. 
Ask Kurt Thurn about it and 
he will tell .you it is a district 
in Vienna where there , a r je  
rnany, m any Wineries - where 
you can bring your supper 
and cat outside. They u s e d  
to be old farm  houses b u t  
now you can tell they a r e  
Heurigns by the bunch of fir 
branches they hang outside. 
We went inside a t one place, 
where they had an accordian 
and guitar player. N e x t  
morning we went b a c k  to 
Strannersdorf.

G utters along the eaves 
ami d<iwn spouts need clean- 
ing out in spring. In fall, you 
m ay wish to place wire mesh 
over them to prc*vent leaves 
and d e b r i s  from clogging 
them ami to prevent squir- 
rel.s from using them a.s run­
ways.

The exterior of the brick, 
stucco or cinder block house 
should be inspected as care­
fully as the wooden one. 
L o o s e  m ortar should be 
cleaned out and the spaces 
f i l l e d  with fresh. Cracks 
should be repaired.

The final question for the 
exterior is the condition of 
the paint. Should the trim  be 
gone over or does the entire 
house need painting? F o u r  
or a t the most five years 
should be the longest tim e 
between paint jobs. Trim , 
particularly  shutters, m a y  
need to be done in less tim e. 
Fall is the best season of the 
year for outside painting.

with a view to fram e with a 
picture window.

For those homeowners who 
hove acquired neighborhood 
togetherness instead of a 
restful view with their pic­
ture  window, Chandler D. 
Fairbank, OSLA, o f f e r s  a 
solution.

The p r o b l e m  won't be 
s o l v e d ,  according to the 
prom inent landscape archi­
tect, by ma.sking the window 
with blinds or draperies. But 
with a little clever I u n d- 
scalping, the fam ily’s privacy 
can be r e g ai n c d and a 
“view” created for the win­
dow.

The trick lies in devising 
a courtyard, much like a Ro­
m an atrium , outside the of­
fending window.

In one case Fairbank hand­
led recently, the w i n d o w  
faced the driveway to the 
side of the house and looked 
directly into a neighboring 
home. Obviously, the solu­
tion was to erect a high 
fence, one side running p a r­
allel to the driveway and one 
side connecting to the house. 
This formed a three-sided 
enclosure, with the fourth

height of 
touch was 

needed in its design, a n d  
Architect Fairbank chose a 
board - on • board pattern  
which gave the desired pri­
vacy, while jDermitting free 
circulation of air. Vines have 
been t r a i n e d  through the 
spaces between the offset 
boards to contribute delicacy 
to 'th e  structure.

In de.signing a structure 
like this, the accent should 
fall on naturalness, accord­
ing to Fairbank. The atrium  
.should be as much a p a rt of 
the house and site as po.s- 
sible. In this case, the fence 
was constructed of r o u g h -  
.saw’n w e s t e r n  red cedar 
boards which have been al­
lowed to weather to a lovely 
silver, both to m atch the^ce- 
dar house siding which was 
stained driftwood grey and 
to form a handsome back- 
drop for the plantings within 
the atrium .

Architect Fairbank t h e . n  
pointed out that, depending 
upon the location of the front 
door, an atrium  can be de 
veioped into either an en- 
traoec to the home or an out­
door living area. In either 
case, appropriate s h r u b -  
bery, ground cover, decks, 
and possibly even a reflec­
tion pool or impluvtum will 
make it a lovely sight from 
the picture window.

Never Need Mow 
With Groundcover

A groundcover is an ex­
trem ely useful plant t h a t  
either because of its height 
or its m anner of growth does 
just w hat its nam e says it 
will. P rim arily  they’re used 
to cover areas where il would 
be difficult to establish a n d  
m aintain g rass and to m o w 
it.

Once in a great while, you 
see a lawn that never has to 
be mowed because it’s a 1 1 
been planted with a ground- 
cover. The entire front yard 
of one house on a street in a 
New England city is notable 
because it has been paved 
with large pieces of flagstone 
and the crevices planted with 
thyme.

»In S o u t h e r n  California 
geranium  “ lawns” don’t have 
to be mowed either. I v y  
geranium  which creeps or 
hangs depending on w h e r e  
it’s ]planted is used as t h e
Sroundcover of glossy green 

otted with flowers. Some­
tim es the lawn areas a r c  
edged with dusty gray leaved 
Centaurea or English ivy.

Few fam ilies want to give 
up their lawn of fine grass. 
On the other hand, there are 
few properties where at least 
one small a rea  isn’t m o r e  
sensibly p l a n t e d  with a 
groundcover. This may be an 
em bankm ent which would be 
difficult to mow with e ither a 
hand or power m o w e r .  It 
m ay be a shaded area under 
a group of trees.

Some of the bfest ground- 
covers are  evergreen. Some 
form or variety cf Ekiglish 
ivy is certain to be h a r d y  
wherever you live. The l e a f  
isn’t so coarse and the vines 
are  sufficiently ground hug­
ging for ivy to be used at the 
edges or under trees in t h e  
center of a good lawn.

Ivy will grow in sun or 
shade. Vinca minor, called 
m yrtle or periwinkle, d o e s  
best in sun but can s t a n d  
some shade and will even 
flower in part shade. T h i s  
vinca has .small, g l o s s y  
leaves that rem ain a true 
green all winter long.

Bearberry (Arctostaphylcs 
uva-ursi) is fine for $ a n d y  
places or where soil is not 
rich. The trailing stem s have 
tiny leaves and tiny w h i l e  
blossoms followed by r e d  
fruits.

A tem porary groundcover, 
for one .summer and f a l l ,  
could be grown from s e e d .  
Portulaca is fine for a sunny 
spot. So would be ice plant or 
mesembryanthemuVn. I t ’ s 
foolish, however, to set o u t  
perennial plants as thickly as 
one would sow seeds. S e t  
plants or creeping vines I to 
3 feet a p a r t  according to 
their length or size at m a­
turity. It will take two or 
three years for them  to grow 
this big; meanwhile a mulch 
will do away with the need 
for weeding, except possibly 
p u l l i n g  out an occasional 
weed. ,

Supporters oi the m anag­
er-council system  m aintain 
that a rhayor generally gets 
the job because ol his vote- 
getting ability with the ad­
m inistrative talents a secon­
dary factor, while the c i t y  
m anager is an expert hired 
strictly for his ability as ad­
m inistrator and his knowl­
edge of government.

Ihc idea of an appointed 
executive was originally dc- 
V I o p d by the National 
S h o r t  Uailol Orgunuation, 
Hum lieaded by Woodrow 
Wilson. Mild was first adopted 
in MM2 by Sumter. S.C. Wil­
son’-. organi/alion sought to 
make; Government more re- 
.-ponsible by cutting the num­
ber of elective offices.

The p r o g r a m  was ‘ ap­
proved in l!>ir> by the Na- 
tii iial Municipal League, the 
oid('.-t civic reform organiza- 
tirm in the United States, 
and tin* Short Ballot Organ- 
i.'.atinn later merged with the 
League to present a united 
freni III supp(*rt of the plan.

The eoum il-rnanager plan 
..fien is promoted in cities by 
such groups as the lo<.*al 
League of Women V o t e r s  
ai.d the Junior Cham ber of 
Cem merce. and the National 
NT u n i c i p a I League takes 
prid * in what it calls “ the 
iM.stilily of old-iinc bosses" to 
the City M anager plan. The 
m anager i.s expected to steer 
ch a r of local politics, and 
the League Indieves the City 
Cl ur.cil which appoints him 
il.so .should be non-partisan.

“ National party labels in u 
l<»eal election arc  silly since 
there is no parallel l^tw ccn 
municipu) and national is­

sues,” the League kays. “The 
question before the voters is 
not tho fate of China but, 
say, the future of the sewer 
system .”

Ciiy managers have no se­
curity but tlMlr own ability. 
Proposals to give them pro­
tection of contract appoint­
ments have been rejected 
overwhelmingly by the man­
agers themselves when the 
question has been submitted 
to a vote at annual confer­
ences of the City Managers' 
Association.

According to the men who 
make a living at it. a city 
m anager needs the tact of a 
diplomat, the thoroughness 
of an efficiency expert and 
the patience of Job.

Many have prepared them ­
selves specifically for such 
posts, but there are excep­
tions, one of the most not­
able being Elgin Crull, city 
-manager of Dallas, the larg­
est city in the country oper­
ating under this form of gov­
ernm ent.

Crull covered City Hall for 
10 years as a reporter for the 
oid Dallas Dispatch-Journal. 
He grew so interested in mu­
nicipal government that in 
1939 he quit the newspaper 
business and became an as­
sistant to the man who was 
city m anager a t that time. In 
1952, he was promoted to the

top spot, a job he still en­
joys iHiCause “ it is never bor­
ing."

Carltlon F. Sharpe, c i t y  
manager of Hartford, Conn., 
since 1947, does have a back­
ground of specific training 
for the job. including a mas­
ters degree in citizenship and

Kan., and t h e n  University 
City. Mo., before accepting 
his present job as city m an­
ager of Des Moines, about a 
year ago. Like most men in 
the field, he enjoys the work.

“You never know what 
will happen next.” he said. 
‘T h e re 's  something different

public affairs and a succes- every day in meeting differ-
slon of govornmontal jobs.

The most gratifying thing 
abcut his field, Sharpe said, 
is that “you cstn actually see 
the results of your work— 
if," he added thoughtfully, 
“you are lucky.”

Eighty per cent of the 
m anagers appointed in re ­
cent vears have been re- 
cruiloq from outside the cit­
ies they serve, usually mov­
ing from a sm aller to a la rg ­
er community, and the Na­
tional Municipal League says 
that is a good idea.

“An experienced outsider 
with a fresh viewpoint, di­
rected by a council that 
knows local conditions, can 
do a belter job than a local 
m an h a m m e r e d  by localb y 1C
lies," the League said. “The 
adm inistrative problems ol 
all cities are  sim ilar. I t 's  nn 
advantage to have un outsid­
er who has already proved 
his ability."

Munugers. according to the 
City M anagers Association, 
a re  paid an average of $6,340 
a year in towns with popula­
tions under 5,000, up to an 
average of $22.34g in cities of 
more than 250.000, and a top 
of $35,000.
