In our city, four such 
hoards and corTimissiuns are 
created in the charier and 
four were created by local 
ordinance. Those belonging 
to the first group xire the 
Personnel Service A p p e a l  
Board, the Board of Review, 
the Election Commi.ssion and 
the Cernetery Board.

In the second group are  the 
City Planning Commission, 
the Board of Zoning Appeal.s, 
the Board of Heating E xam ­
iners and the Board of Elec­
trical Exam iners. In the next 
five weeks we will talk about 
the boards and commi.s.sion.s 
which help guide our city ’s 
affair.s.

Stan Besse, some tim e ago,, 
developed a brief history of 
Plymouth'.^ Planning Com­
mission from which the fol­
lowing infermation is taken.

We had a City Planning 
Commission since 1937 and a 
zoning ordinance since No­
vem ber 1939. The Planning 
Commission hod i t s ’ f i r s t  
m eeting Novomb<T 8, 1937, at 
which tim e Prof. H.O. Whit 
lenm ore cf the U of M dis­
cussed planning in general.

Members of the first com- 
mis.sioii felt a zoning ordin­
ance 'w as needed if they were 
to be effective in their work. 
Accordingly, T. Glenn Phil­
lips, a planning consultant, 
was employed to help draft 
the first zoning ordinance. 
After several public h e a r- 
ings. Ordinance No. 108, the 
oning O r d i n a n c e ,  was 
adopted by the City Commis­
sion November 6, 1939.

During 19.'S2 the City Com- 
mi.ssion and the Planning 
Ccmmi.ssion decided their ex-

.sickness as a  ''hypersensi­
tivity of centers controlling 
c u r . ^ u ilib r iu m .” When a 
sensitive person experiences 
rapid or continued m o v e- 
ment» the result can be gid­
diness and nausea.

The drugs help overcome 
this, but also lower the sen­
sitivity and alertness of your 
whole body.

DeJong said travelers sulv 
ject to motion s l c k d e s s  
should consult their physio  
ians before risking the drugs, 
especially if you wilt be in 
the d river’s seat.

Financial, help for t h e s e  
workshops comes from t h e  
National Science Foundation 
and provides for an emphasis 
on individuals’ work, w i t h  
plenty of opportunity for re­
search. Dr. John J . K apara. 
professor of blucliemistry at 
U. of D.. is the.workshop di­
rector. In n speech recently 
given for Paren ts ' N i g h t ,  
m arking the closing of t h e  
sum m er session, ne s a id .  
•*T h e prim ary purpose (of 
the workshop) is not to t r y 
and make scientists of y o u r  
children; it is a desire to give 
them a set of values which 
will bi' upplicuhlc . . .  in any 
area of study they may un­
dertake.”

Although t h e  program  is 
spe-nstored by U. of D. a n d 
students have all the facili­
ties of the University at their 
disposal, the daily meetings 
are  held a t Heurord U n i o n  
High School.

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Gather Neighbors-Start Car Pool, Save Time, Money
Buses convey s m a l l  chil­

dren lo elem entary schools 
but m a n y  communities do 
not supply transportation to 
high school. So teenagers liv­
ing in the suburbs or outlying 
sections of a town find car 
pools advantageous.

Car pools became popular 
during World War II w h e n  
gasoline and tines were so 
scarce. Six persons riding to 
work each day of the w t^k in 
a different car m eant a great 
saving for all of them. Since 
six can ride as cheaply as

one, each car pool member^ 
used his car only o n c e a 
week.

This sam e pooling of cars 
and drivers now is widely 
used by men and w o m e n  
commuting f r o m a railroad 
station morning and evening 
and by high school students. 
C ar pools don’t just happen. 
It takes some planning to or­
ganize a snvx>rh-running one 
and to m aintain it with satis­
faction for nine m o n t h s of 
school.

Car p o o l s  are  generally

made up of boys and g i r l s  
living in the sam e neighbor­
hood or block. To avoid using 
a family car or asking moth­
er to act as chauffeur, make 
a list of students who have 
d river’s hcen5ies and o w n  
their own cars of whatever 
vintage. Strike off the l i s t  
aiw sm art-alecks or show- 
offs and if necessary use the 
bus until they can p r o v e  
them selves responsible, alert 
drivers. /

A schedule should be made

up before school .starts. List 
the nam es of the car owners 
and assign other students in­
cluding some drivers to cars. 
Not too manv passengers per 
car, preferably not m o r e  
than six persons for a sedan.

The schedule also should 
designate which driver will 
take over for each day of the 
week and the tim e and place 
of pick-up for all passengers. 
Then see tha t each m em ber 
of each car pool has a copy.

Schedules should be ad­

hered to strictly. T h e  only 
excuse for not driving t h e  
car, on the day it’s your turn 
is illness or something equal­
ly unavoidable. In s u c h  
cases, an alternate should be 
obtained in advance. N o n- 
driving m em bers of a c  a r  
pool also should let the chauf- 
teu r know ahead of tim e for 
any days he or she won’t

If a boxiike seat (hat opens 
a t thje top is chosen for t h e  
sewing machine, t h i s  is a 
good place to store patterns. 
A sewing cabinet or a chest 
c«n b(‘ adapted to house sow­
ing accessorie-s. fabrics a n d  
such. Or s h a l l o w  cabinets 
might be built along one wall 
of the sewing corner Sliding 
doors for the cabinets w i i 1 
take up less space but on the 
inside of swing-out d o o r s ,  
pegs or nail.s can b<' driven 
at an angle to accommodut 
spools of thread.

A large flat s u r f a c e  is 
needed for m easuring a n d  
cutting. If a table isn’t handy, 
then obtain a wooden board 
or sheet of plywood to place 
on the floor, bed or oining 
table, if  the board is hinged, 
it can be folded to store un­
der a bed or in a closet.

Good light is essential. In 
the daytim e b o t h  machine 
and worktable should be near 
a window and placed so t h e 
sew er's back is to the light. 
For evening sewing, an over­
head light should iW supple­
mented with a lamp of good 
wattage.

W herever you live, fall .is  
considered by experts to oe 
the best season of the year 
for sowing lawns. If you sow 
to m ake a new lawn or re ­
pair an old one between this 
week and Nov. 1, it will 
sprout this fall. If too many 
football gam es or other fall 
activities delay the sowing, 
iKen do it anytime between 
November and February  so 
that the seed will be in place 
ready to sprout with the first 
mild spell in late winter or 
spring.

G o o d  growing weather, 
which fall p r o v i d e s  over 
most of the country, is only 
one ijkcXor in creating a lawn 
of thick turf grasses. T h e  
other two factors are p repar­
ation of the soil and the kind 
of seed sown.

The best lawn around a 
home—and the easiest one 
to m aintain—consist.s of .a 
m ixture of fine bladed g ras­
ses. Lawn seed, as opposed 
to g rass seed, is a blend of 
three to five kinds of 'g ra s ­
ses. These blends are* pre-
fiared according to t e s t e d  
orm ulas by lawn seed firms.

Different blends or formu­
las are  recommended for dif­
ferent purpo.ses. For exam ­
ple. alm ost every seed firm 
has one blend which is rec­
ommended for the average 
lawn to grow in sun or part 
shade without special pam ­
pering. Still another blend 
will be for the lawn that gets 
hard use with youngsters, 
playing on it day after day 
ar>d considerable traffic by 
adults too.

The average lawn seed 
m ixture will include a very 
small percentage of an an­
nual grass which s p r o u t s  
quickly to give a green cover 
and act us a “ nurse” grass 
for the long-lived perennial 
grasses which a(e slower to 
spout. Most blends of form ­
ulas include peceotages o 
some kind of bluegrass and 
one or ' irtore kinds of t h e  
sturdy fescue grasses. There

also is likely to be a per­
centage of one of the b e n t  
grasses, the kind depending 
on the part (J the country.

The lawn seed sold in New 
England is not the sam e mix­
ture as the one that can be 
bought in Texas or New Mex­
ico or even in the Gulf 
States. The firm  and brand 
nam es may be the sam e, but 
the specific grasses in the 
m ixture are  bound to be dif­
ferent. T hat’s because t h e  
clim ate and .soil vary from 
one p a rt of the country to 
another and so different va­
rieties of grasses must be 
blended to suit regional con­
ditions. However, no l a w n  
f o r m u l a  need ever be 
blended for one town, county 
or state.

The lawn qf only one kind 
of grass such as a hent or 
bluegrass d e m a n d s  more 
care than the one of mixed 
grasses. Furtherm ore, b e n t  
grass is fine for p u t t i n g  
greens, but neither it nor 
bluegrass grows well alone 
for a home lawn in s o m e  
sections of the country.

Clover is no longer in­
cluded in lawn grass formu- 
Jas. Homeowners who 1 i k g 
some e4qyer in their l a w n  
must bUy this separately. 
Sow c l o v e r  preferably in 
spring. Clover is a g o o d  
companion for g rass  since it 
stays green when grasses 
around it turn brown and en­
riches the soil in which it 
grows.

To fill in bare patches or 
worn places in ao established 
lawn, remove weeds a n d  
crabgrass, aerate , fertilize 
and then loosen soil with a 
rake before sowing seed.

To make a new lawn, the 
soil must be turned over and 
graded, organic m atter, com- 
p 1 e i e fertilizer and super­
phosphate incorporated and 

fjthen several rakings done to 
make a fine seed bed. Sow 
seed a t the ra te  of f i v e  
pounds per 1,00 square feet.

Gloves take time and care

Fabric  and many leather 
gloves are made to w a s h .  
However, don’t a t t e m p t  
washing unless the gloves ^rc 
so stam ped inside. And never 
wash gloves if they h a v e  
ever been dry cleaned.

Fabric  and washable leath­
er gloves are  best laundered 
on the hands. Make a sudsy 
lukewarm to ceol w ater and 
after testing its tem perature, 
put on the gloves. Wash them 
as though you were washing 
your hands. Gentle rubbing 
should be sufficient to re­
move soot and stubborn dirt 
m arks. Never rub a. cake of 
soap directly on the m ateria! 
of the gloves.

When gloves are clean af­
te r one or two sudsy baths, 
rinse them in clear lukewarm 
water. I like to keep t h e  
gloves on my hands and to 
let w ater from the faucet run 
down into the glove front and 
back in addition lo dunking 
them in and out of the water.

Hardening and stiffening of 
glove fabric can be blamed 
on hasty or im proper wash­
ing and are caused chiefly by 
wrong use of soap or wrong 
water tem perature. It is stiff 
gloves that tear or rip when 
they are worn.

Mend any seam rips before 
clean gloves are pul away 
When tears come, particu­
larly inose between t h e  fin­
gers, i n s e r t  underneath 
sm all p a t c h  from an old 
glove and buttonhole stitch it 
in place. Washing does n o t  
wear out gloves. On the con­
tra ry , clean gloves however 
often they are  washed g i v e  
Icnger wear than tho.se gritty 
with soil.

She suggests using cheese­
cloth. Place a sm all amount 
of pa.ste wax on several lay­
e rs  of eheesedoih and gath­
e r  the corners together so tlw* 
wax is enclosed.

Apply a thin, even film of 
wax lo the furniture. F i r s t  
use a circular motion, t h e n  
follow the grain of the wood. 
Friction causes the wax lo 
m elt and come through t h e 
cloth. A thin film of wax is 
all you need. A thick layer of 
wax — or blotches here a n d  
there — are difficult to pol­
ish.

Allow thc‘ wax to stand, ac­
cording to dii^ections. T h e n  
polish with a woolen cloth un­
til a hard film is formed.

You may test the job by 
rubbing your finger over the 
surface. If you can trace a 
path in the wax, rub s om e 
more. There shCAild be no .soft 
wax on the surface when the 
job is done.

A sm all electrical buffer is 
excellent for polishing wax. 
This gives a much harder 
finish than you can get by 
hand rubbing.

Tips On Jersey
Jersey always is a popular 

woolen fabric for fall. Al­
though it is finely knit, it 
needn’t any more diffipult 
to sew than a woven wool. 
When cutting out the pat­
tern, be certain  the j e r s e y  
lies smooth and flat. Pin the 
pieces of the pattern to the 
fabric and avoid stretching 
it while cutting.

^  curved or bias edges of 
j  e^r s e y should be stay- 
stitched. This will help to 
prevent stretching. Baste the 
garm ent together by hand 
lo r fitting so that machine 
m arks won’t show in case of 
a slight error. When it's  safe 
to do the perm anent stitch- 
ioffi adjust the sewing m a­
chine for twelve stitches |>cr 
inch and medium tension. 
Hold fabric firmly and guide 
under the p r e s s e r  foot, 
otreiching it  slightly but not 
puUlng it. Again, this w i l l  
help to prevent seam s from 
splitting.

Alexander, and its counter­

parts  for girls, Alexandra, 
Alexandria and Sandra, be­
gan their career in ancient 
Greece.

Tho m e a n i n g  of these 
names is "defender of men". 
First it was a surname of 
the goddoss Hera. Paris of 
Troy, too. was occasionaUy 
so called. But most widely 
"Alexander" sp r e^  for the 
king sumamed 
Alexander of Ma 
the 4th century 

Iq his honor the population 
of one of his p r o v i n c e s  
nam ed every baby boy born 
during his Indian cam paign 
for him, instead of erecting a 
monument. The nam e proved 
more d u r a b l e  than any 
.statue could have been.

Like many of our f i r s t  
names, Alexander and its rel­
atives made their way from 
Ea.stern Europe toward the 
W e s t .  Alexander was iin*

>r«iio xor m a 
The Great. 

Ii^donia. in

ported to Scotland by Queen 
M argaret of Scotland in the 
11th century, from Hungary 
to which country il had trav ­
eled already from Greece. 
In Scotland it becam e firmly 
entrenched, and under t h e  
three kings named Alexander 
Scotland had  its most pro.s- 
perous days.

When the last of these 
Alexanders died, a b i t t e r  
feud between the Southern 
and the Northern Scottish 
kingdoms began.

“Alaxandra" remained 
few more centuries at home 
in the East and North of Eur­
ope, especially in Germany 
and Russia. To our country

it was brought by immi­
grants. but it is not very fre­
quent. although more so in 
its short form "Sandra": this 
is from the Italian "Alessan- 
dra". To England it w a s  
brought when the D a n i s h  
princess Alexandra became 
the bride of the then prince 
of Wales. Albert Edward, la­
ter King Edward VII. S h e  
was a charming and beauti­
ful girl, and soon became 
very p o p u l a r ,  and so. of 
coLiTse. the name could not 
fail to b e c o m e  somewhat 
popular, too. True, occasion­
ally it had been used before: 
its ancient form Alisaundre 
was, so legends say, the 
name of the mother of St. 
Thomas. Archbishop of Can 
terbury.

Queen Alexandra, the wife 
of Edward VII, lived to a 
ripe old age in her adopted 
country. Le.ss fortunate was 
Alexandra Feydorovna, Con- 
.sorl of Tsar Nicholas II of 
Russia, a granddaughter of

Queen Victoria. She m arried 
the tsar in 1894, and during 
the Russian R e v o l u t i o n  
shared the fate of her fam ­
ily, being put to  death by the 
Bolshevists.

Speaking of Alexander and 
its derivatives, there is a 
very popular Russian pet 
form for Alexander, “ Sa­
cha", and this is often u.sed 
also outside of Russia.
