Small, But

School Tax Rate Drops

Unlike the popular trend to raise
taxes, the Plymouth Community
School District tax rate will drop a
fraction this year—cru)ugh to give the
avcrai»e homeowner four or five dol-
lars worth of relief.

The Board of Education Tnet Mon-
day night in a special meeting to
perform the annual task of setting the
tax rate. It has been at 21.95 mills
for the past seven years, but it will
drop to 21.07 mills when tax bills are
sent out this December.

This drop, amounting to 88 cents
per $1,000 of valuation will be more
noticeable to industrial and business
taxpayers than the average properly
owner who has probably only $4,000
or $5,000 valuation.

But nevertheless, it is a drop and
will be welcomed by many as a hope-
ful sign.

Of the 21.07 mills being levied, 14.40
mills will go into the general operating
fund, 2.50 mills into the building and
site sinking fund, 1.15 mills®into the
1952 debt retirement fund and 3.02

mills for the 1955 debt retirement
fund.

A committee headed by Wesley
Kaiser and composed of Harold
Niemi, Harold Fischer and Charles
Zoct submitted the recommended
millage in a lengthy report that en-
compassed finances ana enrollment.

Kaiser declared that while the cut
is small, it represents the amount that
is not needed for the coming year.
“l believe we should not take aijy-
more than we need,” Kaiser stated.

Dollar-wise, the .88 mill cut will
mean a reduction in revenue to the
school district of about $82,000. The
asessed valuation Uiis school year is
$92,865,000. A budget has been adopted
calling for a need of $2,066,195.59.

While a lax reduction—no matter
how slight— may be music to one’s
ears, there is one sour note. Wayne
County, hard up for money, is ab-
sorbing .05 mills of the reduction this
year. T h,is was decided several
months ago by the Tax Allocation
Board.
