Treasurer George Lawton 
says that they are shooting 
for 4 percent in 1953 and add.s 
that the Credit Union matches 
savings with life insurance to 
$2 ,000.

A credit union is an associ­
ation of m*rsons united by 
some common t>ond or com­
munity of interest to join to­
gether in a cooperative en­
deavor to provide a .safe, con­
venient place in which to save 
and to provide its members 
with u source of credit at 
reasonable cost.

Credit unions developed out 
of the efforts of ptniple to end 
u.<iury and high i n t e r e s t  
charges. The cr<‘dit u n i o n  
idea, as we know it^oday. 
was started in Germany in 
1848 by the mayor of the little 
town of Flammcrsfeld. He 
sought to be of assistance to 
the fartii people of his com­
munity ^  period of de­
pression and drought. Raif- 
fei.sen’.s idea was picked up 
and adapted in various ways 
in France. Italy and Kng- 
land. Alphon.se Desjarkins or- 
gani/.(*d the first credit union 
in North America at Levis. 
Queli^C in IfHK). He was also 
responsible for organi/ing tlie 
first credit union in the Unit­
ed States in St. Marie Parish, 
Manchester. New Hampshire 
in 1909.

From these humble begin- 
ning.s the credit uujen move 
ment to all
parts of tne world. Thev exist 
in the United States. Canada. 
Mexico. Central American re­
publics. S<7tith .American and 
nave established routes into 
Africa and Au.slralia.

The credit union peonle of 
the Unit**d States are playing 
an important part in the “x 
tension of the credit union 
idea bv pr< viding fund.s and 
trained personnel for the less
developed areas.

In the 50 vear.s since the
estabhshmen! of the first cre­
dit union in the United States 
at Manchesl«T. N e w Uan‘p- 
shire, 11 million people have 
become members of 20.000 
credit unions. These credit 
unions now hold nearly 4'^ 
billions of dollar’̂ of mem 
bers’ saving.s. This growth 
was ba.'icd on the fact that 
as an organization of member 
credit unions were operated 
* nol for p r o f i t ,  not for 
charity, but for s e r vice’* 
Kvery credit union is guided 
l>y a board of directors whose 
members with only ene ex­
ception serve without pay.

In the early days of the 
credit union movement, a

member who had borrowed 
from u credit union was ac­
cidentally killed. The officers 
of the credit union, conscious 
of the difficulty of his family 
and of his need to protect the 
investments of otOer mem­
bers,..sought an effective solu- 
tioh. The result was the de­
velopment of an insurance 
plan under which the life of 
the borrower was insured in 
the amount of his outstanding 
debt to the credit union up to 
$10,000. The cost of this i»̂ - 
surance is paid by the credit 
union at no extra charge to 
the member. In later years 
similar insurance has been 
provided on the lives of mem­
bers in tile amount o/ their 
savings up to $2,000.

Two men are given credit 
for building the credit union 
movement around 1920 Ed­
ward A. Filene, prominent 
Boston merchant and’the first 
oresident of the United States 
Chamber of Commerce, be­
came -interested in the credit 
union, idea. He supported the 
gr<;wth of the movement and 
-employed Roy-F«-Bergengren 
to work in the development 
and organization of credit 
unions.

As a result of their efforts 
the United States government 
in 1934 enacted a law under 
which credit unions are regu­
lated. A r o u n d  1920 credit 
union laws were enacted in 
the various states. Today all 
but two states ht^ve credit 
u n i o n  acts. Bor:*'iiigren, 
w o r k i n g  with citizens of 
Michigan, helped to g u i d e  
through the Michigan legisla­
ture in 1925 a law permifing 
the organization of regulating 
credit unions in Michigan.

There are 800.000 people in 
Michigan who are credit un­
ion members. In our state 
there are 1.150 credit unions 
w i t h  assets e x c e e d i n g  
$4Cio.OOO.OOO. Credit unions ire  
organized among the employ­
ees of practically every large 
emplover in the state, includ­
ing General Motors. Ford. 
Chrysler; thp great chemical 
plants of Dow, Wyandotte and 
Monsanto; the great cereal 
companies of Kellogg and 
Pest; at Whirlpool in St. 
Joseph; and at the American 
Seeding Company in Grand 
Rapids and the Defoe Ship 
Building Yards in Bay City.

Credit unions are organize 
among the members of more 
than 200 Catholic and Prot­
estant churches, the employ­
ees of the municipals of the 
state, great and small, in 
most of the school systems, 
the utilities, and the commun­
ication companies.

erection of Food Fair h a s  
provided an excuse to n o w  
remove the remaining park­
ing on the east side.

Dr. Ashton also expressed 
belief that providing f o u r  
lanes would be an incentive 
to go faster and that re­
quiring off-street parking of 
all the small establishments 
along South Main has creat­
ed a hazard for pedestrians. 
He noted that cars w h i c h  
must back out onto the street 
from these off • street t o t s  
cause a greater hazard than 
tliose paiked on the street.’

He called the total prohibi­
tion of narking ’’fantastic." ' 

A residential properly own- 
er« Warren Smith, suggested 
that parking be prohibited 
during certain rush nours. Tic 
noted that if parking on t h e  
street is entirely eliminated, 
it would be impossible f o r  
him to have a g r oup of 
friends and meetings at hi s 
hou$c. Though it is z on e d 
commercial, the area is pri­
marily a residential a r e a ,  
Smith stated.

Al.so against the signs was 
Duncan Hursicy, proprietor 
of the Early American Shop, 
621 South Main. He declared 
that any town that prohibits 
an excessive amount of park­
ing is tagged by visiters as 
an unfriendly town.

M a y o r  Harold GueiUher 
a n d  commUsionort offered 
some defense to the parking 
prohibitions, although t h e y  
weren't specifically talking 
about the South Main St. is­
sue.

The mayor said that what 
was said by the citizens "is 
an cxprcs.sion of the common 
problem that we're expand­
ing." He noted that areas 
such as these where there is 
a mixture of homes and busi­
ness are in the betwixt a n d  
between period. "When a 
busines.sman depends u pon 
the street for his parking to­
day. he's looking down t h e  
wn.ng road,” the mayor de­
clared.

Commissioner Shear, whom 
Dr. Ashton charged with pro­
moting the no parking f o r  
personal reasons (Shear livc^ 
across from Dr. Ashton's of­
fice). said that he has ex­
pressed his feelings m a n y  
times before the commission 
that parking be banned only 
during certain hours.

The di.scussion was remi 
niscent of several years a g o  
when the same p r o b 1 em 
came up about North Ma i n 
St. After the street was wid­
ened to four lanes, there were 
a number of protests fr o m 
businessmen who complained 
about the lack of parking. 
Parking is now prohibited.

While Soviet ci t i z e n s 
crow ded around to poke, feel 
and ask  questions, M rs. J a ­
cobs tried  to live l i k e  an 
A m erican  housewife in an 
open-w alled five-room a p a rt­
m ent a t the A m erican Exhibi­
tion held recently  in Mos- 
cow ’s Sokolniki P ark .

Soviet new spapers claim ed 
the  show w as disappointing 
because the R ussians w anted 
to see only m achinery . B u t 
th is  official line d idn 't j i b 'c  
with the v isitors who d a i l y  
w atched the  A lexandria, Va., 
housew ife scram ble  eggs and 
vacuum  rugs as if she w ere a 
sensational new ballerina at 
the Bolshoi Ballet.

Mr. Jacobs, an a ttrac tiv e  
b ru n e tte  with a w arm ^ homey 
personality , began her " p e r ­
fo rm ance" each  day a t 11 
u.m . by dusting^the l i v i n g  
room  furn itu re . Since ta s te s  
a re  d ifferen t in th is land of 
fringed lampshade.s, (he us- 
sians w ere quite c ritica l of 
th a t room. A m ericans m ight 
have recognized the fu rn itu re  
as one of the m ost expensive 
m odern m akes. B u t to Ru- 
s ian s  it looked cheap — t o o  
sim ple and no shiny varnishy 
finish.

Jacobs brought K ate, 
6 m onths; Lucia, 2; Nell, 3, 
and  John , J r . ,  5, to Moscow 
with her, plus husband John, 
one of the Exhibition office 
executives. The children liv­
ed in the ir hotel room w ith  a 
R ussian  nurse and b abysit­
ter.

She m ade the  beds w i t h  
colored sheets and an  elec­
tric  b lanket which n e a r l y  
brought down the house. As 
an  encore, she let curious 
Rus.sians feel the foam  rub­
b e r pillows.

C arry ing  h er sm all m icro­
phone around, the housewife 
opened d raw ers  to s h o w off 
w om en’s nylon 1 i n g e r ic. 
Young g irls  lined up to fe e 1 
the stiff crinoline petticoats 
w hich a re  a novelty to I h e 
Soviet Union.

"dangerous for the child

"People w anted to k n o w  
how 1 live, and how I learned 

on top and no a ir  for the onefRu.ssian. I told them  I w a .s
toin the low er," they said firm ­

ly.
The tub in the bathroom  

was too sm all to m any on­
lookers. They w ere "shock 
ed ,"  M rs. Jacobs concluded 
afte r several conversations 
with her fans, because t h e  
t o i l e t  was not a separate  
room as  in the Soviet Union.

But the kitchen w as a m a r­
vel. One w om an thought t h e  
wall oven w as a television 
set.

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There s Plenty Of Time For You To Plant This Fall
F all is the best season of 

the y ea r for planting, e v e n  
though pe<^le a re  m uch m ore 
en thusiastic  about doing it in 
s p r i n g .  E very th ing  from  
seeds to tree s  can be planted 
bt'tw een Septem ber and mid- 
D ecem ber. E ven  in s u c h  
no rthern  s ta te s  a s  New E ng­
land and' M innesota, th e re 's  
a t least four n%ore w eeks to 
get bulbs and seed  into t h e 
ground before it freezes.

Spring-flow ering bulbs have 
to be planted in fall if t  h e y 
a re  to (low er betw een M arch 
and June next year. P l a n t  
the little and early  ones such 
as snowdrop, w inter aconite, 
sacilla and grape hyacinth 
th is  m onth, w herever y o u  
Jive. D affodils and hyacinths

should be scheduled for Octo­
b er and tu lips for early  No­
vem ber o r ju s t before t h e  
ground freezes.

G ardens in even the m o s t  
southerly  s ta te s  can have a 
di.splay from  spring-flowering 
bulbs. In F lo r id ,  c o a s t a l  
G eorgia, Louisiana and o ther 
Gulf Coast s ta tes , planting is 
la te r than  it is in the north, 
and to assu re  bloom, bulbs 
should be given a special cold 
sto rage trea tm e n t b e f o r e  
th e y 're  placed in the ground.

Lilies, which can be chosen 
for a succession of b l o o m  
from  late spring until frost, 
also a re  best p lanted in fall. 
The white Madonna l i l i e s  
should go in the ground t h i s  
m onth. O ther lilies m ay not

be deliver^jrl until N ovem ber. 
If your garden m ight freeze 
by then, dig and p rep are  the 
a rea s  for lilies early  and cov­
e r  with burlap  or a mulch so 
the  ground will be frost free 
when hulb.s arrive .

The m ost im portant .seed­
ing during full is for the lawn. 
It can be done anytim e with 
the confidence that t h e r e  
will be fresh green g rass  next 
spring. W hether it’s  m aking a 
whole new lawn o r seeding 
thin spots in an old one, the 
sowing of a good quality  lawn 
seed m ixture ean be d e n e  
w henever Ihe g r o u nd has 
been propej ly prepared .

If the seed <*an be planted 
within the next six weeks, it 
will sprout th is fall; if t h e

soil isn ’t  ready  by N ovem ber 
1st,, then sow w henever it is, 
knowing tha t the seed w i l l  
sprout w ith the first m i I j  
days in la te w inter.

S e e d  of vegetab les and 
som e annual flowers is sown 
in gardens of the Southeast 
and Southw est in the f a l l .  
N orth of Wa.shington, D.C., 
sow only such seeds a s  laven­
d e r and butterfly  weed tha t 
need to freeze before t h e y  
sprout.

Shrub planting s t a r t s  in 
Septem ber with evergreens, 
then in O ctober a fte r t h e  
leaves fall deciduous kinds 
go in. The everg reens require 
early  p lanting so tha t their 
roots can  grow before t h e  
ground freezes. U nless t h e

roots can m ake Jail growth, 
evergreens w i l l  lose too 
m uch m oisture through t h e  
leaves on sunny w inter days.

Vines, fru it bushes a n d  
tree s  also m ay be planted in 
fall. And experts  say  that in 
m ost p a rts  of the  country 
th is is an excellent season for 
planting ros(‘bushes. These 
p lan ts a re n ’t shipped by n u r­
series until it is lim e to  plant 
them  in any region.

S h a d e  trees  a re  planted 
any tim e afte r the ir leaves 
have fallen and the nursery  
is willing to deliver them . If 
th is m i g h t  be afte r the 
ground has frozen, then p re ­
p a re  the soil a s  is done t o r  
lily bulbs tha t won’t arrive 
until N ovem ber. Thin-barked

trees  such a s  birch, dogwood, 
m agnolia and som e o! t h e  
crabaoples a re  be.st planted 
in .spring.

Perennials, t h o s e  green 
and soft stem m ed p lan ts that 
for tlie most p a it d ir  down to 
the ground in late fall, a l s o  
can be planted, trunsplunted. 
divided or moved That is, all 
except those tha t flower in 
full. The kinds that flower 
eilrliel in spring should be 
planted this month, i a t t> r 
flowering kinds m i g ht go 
over into O ctober. In a l l  
cases, mulch the p lan ts .so 
that they won’t be heaved out 
of the ground and their roots 
broken by a lte rn a te  fr<‘ezing 
and thawing of the g r o u n d  

Ithis winter.

Freezing, Try- - -

I t’s  easy  to freeze f r e s h  
vcjgetables — bu t don’t over­
sim plify the process. — Take 
tim e (o blanch tho.se vegeta­
bles.

To blanch foods, you sim ­
ply scald them  in boiling w a­
te r. then cool them  quickly 
before freezing. Scalding des­
troys enzym es presen t in the 
vegetab les — enzym es t h a t  
c a u s e  off-flavbrs ar>d un­
n atu ra l colors. Sc'alding llm H g er job is getting  the ex terio r 
v aries  with the d i f f e r e n f  ready  to paint, 
vegetables. This is generally  
because of the d ifferent sizt 
pieces.

O n e  research  laboratory  
f o u n d  tha t grt»en beans 
changed in flavor within two 
w eeks a fte r freezing if t h e y 
w ere not blanched, M iss Her- 
shey adds.

T h e  vegetab le  should be 
cooled in  the sam e  am ount of 
tim e it tak es  to scald it. F or 
instance, if g reen  beans re­
qu ire  th ree  m inutes to scald, 
they should be cooled in th ree  
m inutes. To test, bite i n t o  a 
p i e c e  of the vegetable . It 
should be cool to the center.

Inform ation and directions 
for freezing foods is found in 
B ulletin 216, “ F reezing Foods 
for M ichigan H om es.”  It is 
availab le  a t your county Co­
operative Extension office.
C o p i e s  a re  also availab le  
from  the Bulletin Offiye, Ag­
ricu ltu ra l Hall, M i c h i g a n 
S tate U niversity , F as t Lan­
sing.

Professional pa in te rs  keep 
busy, inside o r  out, all year 
around. H owever, t h e  best 
season for painting the ex- 
t ^ io r  of a house is fall.

F all is a m ore equable sea­
son as fa r as w eather g o e s  
over m ost of the country  and 
this m eans th a t there  will be 
m ore p leasan t days for pa in t­
ing and d ry e r wood on which 
to apply the paint. Both fac­
to rs contribu te to a b e t t e r  
looking and longer w earing 
paint job.

Many a hom eow ner < h a 8 
j o i n e d  the legion of do-it- 
vour.selfers by painting h i s 
own house in recen t years. I 
did the whole ex terio r of our 
r a t h e r  old-fashioned two- 
story house' once, ten  years  
or m ore ago. Since then. I ’ve 
only painted  o r touched up 
trim  and the  porch betw een 
professional pain t jJbs.

T here’s m ore to painting a 
house than dipping a  w i d e
Cain t bru.sh in and out of a 

uckel of paint. An even big-

i  .
It will take  m ore than one 

weekend to inspect and do all 
the caulking th a t’s necessary . 
If the^e is loose o r peeling 
pain t, th is will have to be re­
moved. Then these s p o t s  
need sanding and prim ing. If 
it’s a new house, you really  
should look for k n o t s  or 
p laces w here resin  m ay have 
seeped out of the wood a n d  
streak ed  it. A reas s u c h  as 
these  also should be sanded 
sm ooth and then prim ed with 
alum inum  pain t o r shellac.

The hom eow ner w h o  is 
going to pa in t the house h im ­
self will need exactly  t h e  
righ t w eather over fall w eek­
ends. D on’t  even dip t h e  
brush  in the pain t b e  fo r e 
th e re ’s been a  week of d r y ,  
sunny weatheA to r e m o v e 
m oistu re  from  the s i d i n g .  
And. if th e re 's  a series  of 
r a i n y  weekends, you ca n ’t 
pa in t then. '

I ’m living proof and so is 
m y house th a t a  duffer c a n  
pa in t it if he tries. So all of 
th is  p repara tion  and the tim e 
it takes to do a paint j o b 
righ t a re  m entioned .so th a t 
no one can  possibly s a 
N o v e m b e r ,  “ Why 
som eone tell m e it took this 
long?”

W hether you pain t o r h ire  a 
professional to do it, never 
skim p on the quality of t h e 
paint. However, th e re ’s no 
reason to buy m ore p a i n t  
than  will be needed.

To e s t i m a t e  how m uch 
pain t, figure the total .square 
footage of the a rea  to be cov­
ered. This is done by m ulti­
plying the h e i g h t  by the 
length of each  side of the 
house; if th e re 's  a  gable or 
do rm er, m ultiply t h  e length 
by the height and divide by 
two.

A gallon of house pain t will 
cover 500 to  600 square f e e t  
of sidin|f. A gallon of under­
co a t will cover 400 to 500 
square  feet. Two coats of fi­
nish pain t a re  adequate if all 
bad  spots have been fixed up 
firs t.

S ta rt painting on the  shad­
ed side of th ^  house and work 
around following the s u n .  
S ta r t a t the highest p o i nt, 
work from  right to left an d 
then down. Above all, allow 
plenty  of tim e between coats 
of pain t — a m inim um  of ten 
d ays and b e t t e r  yet. two 
weeks.

T ^e im age on a  slide or 

p rin t taken  w ith a  35 m m  
c am era  can  be so tiny th a t it 
defies seeing without the aid 
of a m agnifying g lass or a 
descrip tion from  tne person 
who took it. In o rder to have 
a p ic tu re  of any size on a 35 
m m  slide, a 90 m m  lens m ust 
bi' used.

A lens of th is size b rings 
the sub ject up close to  t h e  
cam era . On m any  35 m m  
ca m e ra s  it is possible to use 
a 300 m m  lens. This can tru ly  
be classified a s  a telephoto 
lens, for it will bring t h e  
m ost rem ete  object close to 
th e  c am era  and m ake it look 
c lea r and sharp .

A telephoto lens Is a  com ­
pound lens th a t gives a la rge  
im age of a d is tan t object in 
a cam era  of short l o c a l  
length. A powerful lens such 
as th is can be used only on a 
c am era  equipped for in ter­
changeable lenses. Take the 
cam era  along if you plan to 
buy one in o rd er to get a te le­
photo lens th a t fits.

Telephoto lenses a re  used 
for m any types of p ic tu res 
th a t m ust, for one reason or 
another, be taken  from  a d is­
tance . N ew spaper photogra­
phers w h o  a re  assigned to

o the r sports events m ak  e 
good u£e of them .

They can be just as helpful 
to am a teu r photographers. A 
telephoto lens is id e a 1 for 
anyeme in terested  in taking 
p ic tu res of birds a n d  ani­
m als, for they can be photo­
graphed from  long di.stances 
in th e ir n a tu ra l hab ita ts  w ith­
out being disturbed. A tele­
photo lens also is handy f o r  
taking p ic tu res  of scenic or 
o ther in teresting  spots which 
a person  c a n ’t get too close to 
while traveling .

When taking a color photo­
graph  of som ething a good 
d istance aw ay, it is a g o o d  
idea to use a  haze filter. This 
will clarify  the color. If t  h e 

icUtre is b e i n g  taken  in 
lack and w hite, a yellow fil­

te r  is helpful. When filters 
a re  used, the  resulting pic­
tu res  a re  m uch c learer.

When a la rge  lens is a t­
tached  to a 35 m m  cam era , I 
strongly recom m end th a t a 
tripod be used. Without a tr i­
pod, the heavy lens on t h e  
front of the cam era  will lend 
to throw  it out of balance.

Ju s t as .surely a s  Monday 
follows Sunday, ironing m ust 
be done a fte r w ashing. Many 
and odd have been the  f la t­
irons and the m e t h o d s  of 
lieating them  used during the 
last 200 y ears . I t ’s a fasc ina t­
ing j o u r  1} e y from  the 
“ sm oothing iron” of Colonial 
days to the  electric  iron of 
the  Tw entieth century .

The fla tiron  in the accom ­
panying p ic tu re  w as u s e d  
once a  week a s  recen tly  as 
the la te N ineteenth and early  
Tw entieth centuries.

T h e  flatiron p ictured is 
typical of the style m ade 75 
to 100 y ea rs  ago with t h e  
iron and handle oast in o n e  
piece. On top is the num eral 
6 enclosed in a diam ond. This 
ind icates the weight of the 
iron.

F la tiro n s  such us t h e s e  
w ere m ade in d i f f\erent 
w eights for b e tte r  pressing  of 
d ifferent n ia t e r i a 1 s. The 
housewife usually kept about 
a half dozen heating on t h e 
stove, and it w as quite a feat 
to  have irons at the various 
needed tem p era tu res.

Heavy, cast flatirons, some 
m u c h  higher than the one 
pictured and w i t h  slightly 
d ifferen t s h a p e d  handles, 
w ere known a s  sadirons. Still 
o ther cast irons w ere hollow 
so th a t they could be heated 
by filling with hot coals. Late 
in the N ineteenth c e n t u r y  
special irons w ere m a d e  to 
flute or ruffle starched , w e t 
m ateria ls .

Old fla tirons s e e m  to be 
snapped up quickly a t church 
fa irs  and country auctions.

M ichigan 's 1959 duck hunt- 
ig season has been slashed 
om 70 to 40 days as a result 

of the severe drought whic^ 
hit the m ajo r duck producing 
provinces of C anada earlier 
th is year.

An O ctober 7-November IS 
d u c k  sea.son w as adopted 
this week by the C onserva­
tion Com m ission which s e 1 
the s ta te ’s waterfowl sea ­
sons and lim its w i t h i n  a 
fram ew ork of federal regu la­
tions.

Although bag lim its will it- 
main unchanged for ducks in 
general at four per day a n d  
eight in possession, there will 
be noted changes in k i l l  
quotas of species.

H unters m ay have o n l y  
one canvasback , o r one red ­
head . o r one ruddy duck in 
the bag or in possession. L ast 
V e a r. two canvasbacks or 
two redheads, or one of each, 
w ere allowed in the d a i l y  
bag w h i l e  the possession 
lim it w as four canvasbacks 
and redheads, singly o r com ­
bined.

Are You Too Easily Satisfied?
On the o ther hand, there  a re  som e peo­

ple who a re  very  easily  satisfic'd and are  
ncH concerned about S crip tu ral baptism . 
These pi'oplc will .say, "W ell I ’m satisfied 
with m yself. You need not be concerned 
about m e and my religion. I ’m satisfied 
w ith my bap tism  rcgardlcsiT of w hat t h e  
Bible says, o r I don’t think bap tism  is 
n e rrs sa ry ."

Many tim es have* unthinking pc’ople 
m ade the above, o r s im ilar rem ark s. Such 
s ta tem en ts  indicate that the people w h o  
m ake them  have m issed the en tire  tenor 
of the LiOrd’s teaching. C hrist’s religion is 
iH)t designed to satisfy  m an. but God. Je su s  
said. "I do alw ays the things tha t a rc  
p leasing to Him.." Sinful m an  docs things 
to p lease him self. The Bible m akes o n i- 
thing c lea r enough for a ll; "C hris t pleased 
not h im self."

Who Is To Be Pleased?
Consider the people who thiiUc t h a t  

every  pcr.son ought to " jo in  the church of 
his choice." GexTs choice is never con­
sidered. It is a "you go your way and I ’ll 
go m ine" proposition with too m any. But if 
wo a re  saved. God mu.st l>e pleasexi. You 
c’aii he perfectly  pleased and 4*ompletely 
lost' at the .same tim e.

Al th is point, m any of you who read  
th is will say. "I am  satisfied  with my b ap ­
tism ."  But is God sati.sfied with it? T hat is 
the point in baptism . It w as never designed 
to p lease  o r satisfy  m ankind.
i

Baptism Must Be Preceded 
By The Proper Things

Tlie.only baptism  Gcxl has indicated as 
accvptable to Him now is conditional trpon 
a num ber of things. It m ust be preceded by 
the proper things. It m ust be done from 
the proper m otive, and m ust be the proper 
ac t. Ol it is of no avail.

Baptism Must Be Preceded 
By Faith

Hapti.'-im m ust be preceded by faith. 
fc*r H ebrew s, chap ter 11 and ver.se (» .says, 
"B u t w ithout faith  it is impoaaible to please 
H im : for he tha t com elh to God m ust be­
lieve th a t he is, and th a t he is a rew ard cr 
of them  th a t diligently seek H im ." 'The 
Bible also requ ires th a t each  individual be­
lieve tha t Je su s  Christ is the Son of Gcxl 
and th a t God hath  raised  Him from  t h e  
df'ad according to R om ans, ch ap te r 10 and 
verses 9 and 10. Infan ts a re  not old enough 
to believe lhe.se facts, therefore an infant 
never p leases God in being b a p tis 'd .

Baptism Must Be Preceded 
By Repentance

R epentance is alw ays-nccc.ssary bcf(»re 
baptism . In A d s , ch ap te r 2 and verse  311 
repen tance is reciuired before b a p t i s m .  
"'Then P e te r said unto them , Repent, and 
be baptized every one of you in the nam e 
of Je su s  C hrist io r the remi.ssion of sins, 
and ye shall receive the gift of the Holy 
G host.” Since repen tance is necessary  be­
fore bapti.sm, and infants cannot repent, 
therefore, infants a rc  not subjects of bap- 
ti.srn. This al.so rules out any po.ssihility of 
in fan t baptism  being accep tab le  to God.

Baptism Must Be Preceded 
By Confessing Christ

B aptism  m ust also be preceded by con­
fession of faith. E very  pen iten t believer in 
CTirist must confess tha t "Je.sus C hrist is 
the Son of G od." He m ust also believe th a t 
G( d raised  C hrist from  the dead  accord ­
ing to Rom ans, chap ter 10 and v erses 9 
and 10 - "T hat if thou shall confc.ss with 
thy mouth the Lord Jesus, and shait be­
lieve in thine h e a rt th a t God hath  raised  
him from  the dead, thou shall be saved. 
F or with the heart m an  belicvelh u n t o  
righ tccusncss; and w*ith the m outh confes­
sion is m ade unto salvation. ” We have one 
exam ple in Acts, ch ap te r 8 and verse  37 of 
a Scrip tu ra l confession. T h e  Ethiopian

cuniich asked Philin to baptize him . P h il­
ip. who w as guicl(*d by the Holy Spirit, said . 
" If  Ihou believest with all Ihine h ea rt, thou 
m ayest. And he answ ered and said, I be­
lieve th a t Jesus  Christ is the Son of G od." 
T hat th is was the righ t confession is shown 
by the fact th a t il w as sa tisfac to ry  to 
Philip, who proceeded a t once to baptize 
the E thiopian eunuch. And th a t th is confes­
sion should be m ade a fte r one believes is 
shown by the fact th a t it w as dem anded as 
a condition of .salvation before baptism . We 
have learned  from  the Bible th a t one m ust 
confess the fact tha t. " Je su s  C hrist is the 
Son of G od," and th a t the tim e to  m ake 
th is confession is a fte r  one believes in 
C hrist and before he is baptized. One does 
not confess how he feels, nor w hat he feels, 
nor th a t he is a lready  saved and w ants to 
be baptized because of it, but w ith t h e  
m outh confession is m ade of faith in C hrist 
and unto salvation.

Baptism Is For The Remission 
Of Sins

The proper m otive of bapti.sm is desire 
for rem ission of sins, according to A c t s, 
chap ter 2 and verse 38. "T hen P e te r said 
unto them . Repent, and be baptized every  
one of vou in the nam e of Je su s  C hrist FOR 
THE REMISSION O F SINS, and yc shall 
receive the gift of the Holy G host."  No one 
w as ever told to be baptized for any other 
purpose in the Bible. No one in the Bible 
w as ever said  to have been baptized for 
any o ther purpose. To obtain  the rem ission 
of sins through doing God’s good p leasure 
is the one divinity specified m otive for 
Ilibic baptism .

Sprinkling Is Not Bible Baptism
B aptism  to be aceep lab lc  mu.st be the 

p n  per act. Ail w ant to be sure about this 
m a ile r, because none of us w ant to be de­
ceived and lost. Wc all w ant the t r u t h .  
Since this is true , let us ask  the question. 
"W hat is Bible bap tism " W hat do wc 
m ean by baptism ? 1 read  a story  about a 
m issionary th a t w ent into an Indian te rr i­
tory of th is country. He taugh t the  Indians 
to read . A fter they had learned  to read , he 
gave the Indian Chief a New T estam ent.

The Indian Chief took tha t New T estam en t 
hom e and read  il very carefully . Several 
m onllis la te r, he cam e  back with his New 
'Teslam cnl and said , "I w ant to be bap­
tized."

The m issionary  s jid . "a ll rig h t."  a n d  
then  went out into another room. Soon he 
cam e back with a gla.ss of w ater and set it 
upon the m antel. The Indian Chief looked 
a t the g lass of w ater. He w ondered w hat 
the m issionary  was going to do with it. He 
finally asked, "w h a t a rc  you going to do 
with th a t g lass of w a te r? "

"I am  going to baptize you with t h e 
gla.ss of w a te r,"  the mi.ssionary said.

Tho Indian Chief backed off and looked 
a t the g lass of w a te r ,a  m inute o r two. He 
llien said, "wai'Ly m inute! You have given 
m e the wrong book."

The Indian CTiicf knew th a t the m is­
sionary could not bury him in the g lass of 
w ater.

B aptism  is a burial in w a t e r. The 
CH’Ock word for our verb  BAPTIZE is 
"B ap tize ." "BA PTIZO " alw ays m eans to 
dip, subm erge, imm'erj»e or overw helm , ac­
cording to all au thorities  of the G r e e k  
language. In most cases  the G reek word is 
never Iran.slated into the English language. 
These who tran sla ted  the  New T estam ent 
from  the G reek language into the English, 
m ade the G reek word into an English 
w'ord, or Anglicized it. Wc find five d iffer­
ent G reek form s, all coining from  the root 
word, which is "B A PT O ." T hree of these 
G reek w ords .arc never tran sla ted . These 
three words a re  AngJieized. The G r e e k  
word "B A i'T IZO " is slightly a lte red  to pro­
duce our verb  BAPTIZE. The tran sla to rs  
dropped the final " a "  from  "BAPTIZM A" 
to m ake baptism . The " e s"  w as dropped 
from  the G reek word "B A PT IST ES" tnus 
producing the word baptist. "B A PT O ," the 
root word, is t r a n s l a t e d  "D IP "  or 
"D IP P E D " the th ree  tim es it appears, 
once in each, Luke 16;24; John  1 3 ;^ ;  and 
Revelation 10:13 iK .J .)  'The G reek word 
"BAPTISM OS” in M ark, ch ap te r 7 a n d 
verse 4 is transla ted  "w ash ings"  and in 
Hebrews*, chap ter 9 and verse  10 "w ash­
ings." Any honest G reek scho lar will tell 
you th a t the word m eans to im m erse. It 
never m eans to pour or to sprinkle. T h e  
G reek word for sprinkle i.s "RAN TIZO." 
'The word never m eans to i m m e r s e  or 
pour. The G reek word for pour is "CH EO ."

Robinson, a H istorian .said, "N ative 
G reeks m ust understand their own lan­
guage b e tte r than foreigners and they have 
alw ays understood (he word bapti.sm to 
signify dipping."

M artin  L uther said. "The te rm  bap­
tism  is a G reek word: it m ay be rendered 
into Latin by m ercio; when wc im m erse 
anything in w ater, that m ay be <*iUirely 
covered with w 'aler."

T haver, New T estam ent Lexicon, savs. 
"nAPTfSM O S, fbapti s rn ) a word peculiar 
lo the New T estam ent and ecclesiastical 
w rite rs ; im m ersion; subnuTsion."

Robinson's Ix'xicon of the N<*w Testn- 
m ent says. "B ap tism a, bap tism ; im m e rj 
.sion.”

G reek D ictionary. W cscol amt H o r t 
says. "B ap tism a, im m ersion ."

God defines baptism  as a burial Wc flo 
nol have to question the prop<*sition. In 
Rom ans, chap ter 6, and verst's  3 and 4, the 
Lord says, "knt>w ve not. that so m any of 
us as w ere huntiztKi into Jesu s  Christ w ere 
baptized into his death? Therefore we a re  
buried with him by baptism  into H(*atli: 
th a t like as C hrist was rai.sed up from  the 
dead by the glory of the F a th e r. cvtMi so 
wc also should walk in new ness of life."

Now suppose wo tran s la te  the G r e e k  
word in the two vcr.scs.

Therefore we aM* 
buried with him  by IMMERSION i n t o  
death ; th a t like as C hrist was raised up 
from  the dead by the glory of the F ather, 
even so we also should walk in new ness of 
life." .

I believe th a t transla ting  these Gret'kV 
w ords m akes this passage much eas ie r to 
understand . W ithout the w ords b e i n g  
tran sla ted  there  m ay be a doubt in w>me- 
onc 's  m ind a s  to exactly  what thev m ean. 
When the G reek w ords a re  transla ted  a s  
they should be, th is p a s s iv e  of Sci*ipturc is 
m uch pla iner. All New 'Testam ent C hris­
tians w ere b u ried  by im m ersion in w ater.

If there was not a n y  
other, source of knowledge as to how t h e  
A postles baptized, th is passage would se t­
tle the m a tte r  beyond all doubt. T here is 
not any burial in pouring w ater on the 
head of an individual or in sprinkling w ater 
on him , but there is a burial in im m ersion 
in w ater.

B aptism , is not a m a tte r  of your sa tis­
faction. or of the church’s will or satisfac v 
tion. If it does not satisfy  God, it is use­
less, any  way you take it.

Gasoline and Good Grades
The teen ag er hot rmJ en thusiast or 

ja lopy  jockey is becom ing recognized 
a s  a specia l problem  in m any high 
schools.

He often p resen ts a  hazard  to  life 
and lim b in the scho<»l a re a . H e.often 
u ses  the  autom obile to  escape from  
e x tra c u rric u la r  ac tiv ities which would 
be helpful to him . ,4^^  
quently  his autom libile is responsible 
fo r poor g rades. Som etim es it is re­
sponsible for h is dropping out of 
school b«*fore gradttation , according  to 
an a rtic le  in the  NKA Jo u rn a l, pub­
lished by the N ational E ducation  As­
sociation.

F o r one exam ple, the issue cam e 
to the fore about a y ea r ago when a 
high school principal a t R exburg, 
Idaho, found that in his senior class 
no s tra ig h t A student drove an auto­
m obile to school, but XJ percen t of 
the fa ilu res did. In betw een, 15 per­
cent of the K studtMits drove, 41 per­
cen t of (be C  s tuden ts , and 71 percent 
of (be I) students

i
O ther p r i n c i p a l s  then found n 

s im ila r co rre la tion  betw een g rades 
achieved and student d riv ing  cu.stoms. 
In som e instances, liow ever, th is w as 
not true.

It a p p e a rs 'th a t am ong the econfimi- 
caliy  privileged studen ts , for whom 
the ow nership  and operation  (*f an 
autoin«)bile presents, no financial prfib- 
lern, a c a r  is no p a rticu la r handicap. 
It is a defin ite handicap , how ever, for 
the  student who has to s tra in  to find 
m oney for gas, oil, rep a irs  and in­
sta llm en t paym ents.

T hese studen ts a re  ap t to spend 
m uch tim e fussing over th e ir  'Auto­
m obiles, to save  m oney on rep a ir  bills.

and they  often d rop  out of school for 
sev e ra l days a t a tim e  to get the  
m oney for paym ents or for operating  
expenses. Some even drop out of 
school en tirely  to earn  the  m oney tr» 
supp4»rt th e ir yutom obiles.

When (he financial problem  is not 
p resen t, o ther d ifficulties often arise . 
Joy riding during the huicb hour, hot- 
roddiiig a fte r  school, and beer-drink­
ing in the ca rs  a re  som e of the 
discip linary  problem s m entioned b y 
various principals.

In com batting  these, sf>me schools 
requ ire  reg is tra tinn  a t school of stu­
dent d riv ers , G i l le n  requests  from

T hat w as by no 
m eans the end of her fight

dice as a w om an doctor; she 
had to strugg le  agaiiist it to 
the very  end of her eightyr 
nine y ea rs  of life.

Editor:

So th is guy W eidm an is 
leaving the suburbs!

He can afford it—dnd all 
the m ore pow er to him .

In the first place, he’s w rit­
ing about a certa in  c lass of 
people—m aybe not rich—but 
com fortable, com fortable. But 
w hat about our class, the 
c lass who all th e ir lives s tru g ­
gle for an ex istence th a t spells 
Just A Little B it B elte r Liv­
ing, who constantly  a re  at 
;dds with landlords who fix 
pipes in the basem en ts  by 

olding them  up w ith twine 
or tw isted w ire—coal furnaces 
tha t a re  “ too expensive” to 
convert while charg ing  enor­
m ous ren t because you’re 
helpless, and you have a slew 
of kids th a t a re  not accep t­
ed ” in the “b e t te r” neighbor- 
hfK)ds?

What about these people 
who fight lor decent sink fix- 
lures and don't get them, 
windows that can't be raised 
up or down to clean, and 
thousands of other little ag­
gravations you have to battle 
a landlord for? I'm not writ­
ing about a shanty^these con­
ditions exist in a fairly decent 
neighborhood, a goodly begin­
ning of a slum , and in our 
desperation, we s c r a p e d ,  
scrimped, starved and pasted 
together what m o n i e s  we 
could io^make a happily low 
down payment for a house in 
the suburbs.

If we could have slapped a 
like D .P. on a house in the 
city in a neighborhood w here 
we felt the  kids would have 
“ ad v an tag es” , we would have 
done .so. Why? Not because 
we di.slike it here, (we have 
never slept so wonderfully 
well in our lives, in spite of 
our m o r t g a g e  and loan 
sh a rk s), because—and th is is 
(he only thing I ag ree  on with 
Mr. W eidm an—it is cheaper.

But 1 would scrape , scrim p, 
s ta rv e  and paste  together 
m onies to r e m a i n  in this 
quiet, wonderful suburb to 
call m y soul my own, without 
battling  landlords who a re  
con.stantly cry ing : ‘‘High tux ­
es! We c a n ’t fix everything. 
Do it you rse lf!’ At least, here 
in m y own house, if anything 
goes wrong, I know I ’ll have 
to fix it, and not be paying 
t'xorb itan t ren ts  and be ex­
pected to fix things on top of 
it.

My haart was wrung dry 
trying lo rear five children 
in an apartment. By the lim e 
the fixth arrived, we were

>
"lucky" to acquire this "pal­
ace." In desperation, to give 
the kids ourselves a
"break", our oldest son and 
ourselves ieopordised every­
thing for the right to live like 
decent human beings. If the 
city rejected or denied us this 
right, then we cam e where 
we would all get at least a 
fair chance.

As for the kids? Too m uch 
attention is given to th is “ to­
ge therness” bit. If they w ant 
to see a rea l ball gam e, they 'll 
m anage  somehow, because 
they’re  en terprising , to get in­
to the city to see it. Shows? 
P lays? So we won’t go so 
often. So it will be once in a 
while. But we won’t be living 
like pigs. I ’ll be caring  for 
and scrubbing m y b r i g h t  
hom e, watching m y kids turn  
a nice brown and being able 
to sleep without the constant 
drip-drip  from  a faucet tha t 
should hove been throw n out 
y ea rs  before we moved in. 
and without the c o n s t a n t  
th rea t of fire in the basem ent.

Expensive? D arn righ t i t ’s 
expensive. E verything is bud­
geted so closely th a t so far 
we haven’t, as adults, really 
begun to enjoy our new found 
privileges. We haven’t  a lawn 
yet.*There a re  ju.st two o thers 
on our block without lawns, 
but these houses a re  not occu­
pied. The kids a re  b itter. We 
a re  the  last ones to have a 
lawn. vWc tell them  last is 
best. We a re n ’t afraid  of tra u ­
m as. o r anything affecting 
the ir psyches because of a 
lawn. Our h earts  give a p leas­
an t lurch when we gel these 
rum blings. I t  s h o w s  they 
know w hat's  righ t and goixl 
to live decently. But the m ain 
thing is th a t w e’re  here, and 
w e’ve got a fair chance for 
a decent existence. We feel 
we a rc  a t the beginning of an 
accom plishm ent.

Weidman's story m akes a- 
musing reading. I c a n n o t  
write or express m yself as 
well as this well-known au­
thor. But he is not writing 
for all peoples—and probably 
doesn't give a darn, and I 
don't blame him. because it 
really only concerns him and 
his feelings about suburbia. 
The picture of his fam ily and 
him self looking Af (he brook 
as if they expected a dead 
body to be dredged up, gets 
me here. The picture of Mr. 
Weidman e m p t y i n g  trash 
tears me to pieces. What in 
the world is the matter with 
those strapping youngsters?

Again I say, it’s a te rrific  
struggle , money-wise, but I'll 
take  th<‘ suburbs any tim e as 
against the ‘behefits”  of the 
city.
