have a com bined population of 16.300, 
it w as estim ated  in a report issued 
by the D etroit M etropolitan Arc-a jftc- 
f^ional P lanning  Com m ission. /

According lo their calc-ulalyms 
there  a re  8,900 people in the city of 
P lym outh and 7.400 in the township.

When the federal census w as tak ­
en in 1950. there  w ere 6,637 peopU' in 
the city and 4,94.5 in the township.

This gives the township a growth 
of 49.G percent in the nine-year per­
iod and the city 34.1 percent.

The tow nship’s fas te r growth ra t(‘ 
over the city is expectcfl to widen 
each year. T here is very  little vacant 
land rem ain ing  within tlu? city lim its. 
'The last large  plot, located in I h c 
southw est co rner near Sheldon a n d 
Ann Arbor Kd., is expected to be de­
veloped next year. The City I^l.-inniny, 
Commis-sion has a public hearing, on 
this subdivision plat next T liursday.

The en tire  D etroit region has had 
a population growth of 29 percent d u r­
ing the sam e period.

Also included in the report is an 
e stim ate  of the num ber of occupied 
dwelling units. The city now has 2,7(M) 
units, or 688 m ore than 1950; the town­
ship has 1,900. or 810 m ore.

Canton township has had a popu­
lation grow th of 38.3 percent during 
the n i n e  y e a r s. They had 3,7GI

couiitcd in the federal eriisiis. Today 
there is an estim ated  5,200 people.

Nafe, J r . ) ,  a surgeon (Dr. Joseph McNamara) and 
two chiropodists (Dr. Harry Oknaian and Dr. S. Cy­
ril Leib) have leased quarters. With Demel himself 
moving his personal operations into the building, it’s 
almost fully occupied, even before officially open in 
the new role.

The encouraging point is that here is an investor 
with faith in the future of Plymouth who risked his 
money and produced some new commercial acti­
vity for the community.

And then we’d like to take note of the demolish- 
ment of the small frame building which has stood 
across the street from our own office, between 
Schrader’s Funeral Home and Fisher Shoes.

There was a lot of history and nostalgia in that 
old dwelling, but it had become an eyesore on Main 
street and a fire menace. Its removal this week is 
another positive step ahead.

It is now clear that Plymouth’s school board has 
decided it is necessary to go to the voters next 
month to ask for millage.

The m ath em a tica l de ta ils  of the  case  becom e 
hopelessly com plicated  (as they usually  do), but the 
essen tia l inform ation  is th a t the schools would wind 
up with one m ore tax  m ill to spend than  they now 
have—if the  vo ters say  “ yes.”

The money will be used to provide new space for 
ballooning enrollment. Ten years from now, t h e  
number of children in the Plymouth system will be 
almost exactly double the number now receiving in­
struction!

Plymouth school district, of course, includes 
Plymouth Township, portions of Canton Township, 
portions of Northville Township, and the C i t y  of 
Plymouth. Future growth will occur almost entirely 
in the outer Township regions.

This writer has made a hasty study of t h e  
Board's newest documents and suggests two pre­
liminary conclusions:

1. The fac ts , th is tim e, a re  being  laid  out c le a r­
ly, in p la in  E ng lish , w ith no sleight-of-hand, w here 
any cltixen who tak es the trouble  can  exam ine  them  
tGnd u n d ers tan d  w hat’s happening.

2. T he reasonab le  answ er to the u ltim ate  m ill- 
age req u est, if it s ta y s  inside the c u rre n t lim its , is 
“ y es .”

As most readers well know, in the past t h e
Board o( Education played seriously with the idea 
of raising ^  big new high school on the outskirts of 
the City of Plymouth.

The present high school was to have been turned 
into a junior high.

The Mail opposed this on a host of grounds, and 
so did a hornet’s nest of interested citizens.

I t is a  p leasu re , then , to be able now to report 
th a t the B oard ap p ea rs  to have tu rned  a r o u n d  
sharp ly  on th a t e a rlie r  idea.

Our present high school would remain in action 
as the heart of the system. A total of $412,000 would 
be spent there between 1961 and 1965 to make larger 
classrooms, modernize others, add shop and science 
f^ilities, add to the library.

By the ned of 1961 ail ninth graders would be 
taken out of the high school, leaving, only grades 
10-12. '

At the sam e tim e, i m m e d i a t e  construction 
would begin on a  m a jo r building which w o u l d  be 
som ew here in the  ou ter a re a s . It is labeled a “ com ­
bination secondary”  school.

In real terms, it is a building which in its early 
years would be used for 6th and 7th grades,-later for 
7th and 8th, and so on, until by 1970 or thereabouts 
it would have become the “second high school,” 
housing 10, 11, and 12th graders.

This new planning is based on charts showing 
that the crest of the enrollment problem, at t h e  
moment, is at fifth and sixth grade level. If space 
can be found for those youngsters during the next six 
years, the high school- expansion can be handled 
later. V..

In 1964 and 1965, for example, both the present 
junior high and this proposed “secondary combina­
tion” school would be n e e d e d to accommodate 
grades 7 through 9.

The B oard would spend $1,750,000 for the “ sec­
ondary  com bination”  school a lm ost im m edia te ly , 
c ra sh in g  to get it open by Sep tem ber, 1961 for sixth 
and seventh  g rad e rs . In 1966 ano ther $1,250,000 
would be requ ired  to com plete the building as  a full­
blown new high school.

The pattern for this newest idea has been used 
in other districts, notably Birmingham, and o u r  
Board approved of the way it was working there.

‘ t----------
One other element of the newest Board pro­

posal is particularly attractive to The Mail.
Within the plans is provision for a 650 seat audi- 

tdrium to be raised near the present high school.
O ur rea d e rs  realize  th is new spaper’s continu­

ing plea for p rog ress tow ard  a “ h e a r t”  or “ c e n te r” 
for our whole com m unity , th is to be bu ik  around 
Che im portan t public buildings which we a lread y  
ow n-^the new lib ra ry  and the high school.

This prompted some of the resistance toward 
any move which might take the high school out of 
the “heart” to a distant location.*

The new auditorium, situated possibly in t h e  
general area of the present veteran’s b u i l d i n g ,  
would be a substantial new addition to the ultimate 
campus.

And, not incidentally, it would provide a home 
for our prideful symphony orchestra, our theater 
guild, and other community functions which lend to 
Plymouth’s unique cultural personality. The Board 
has plans for the building to include meeting rooms 
for women^s groups, and all the others who h a v e  
outgrown their ability to any longer gather in some­
one’s living room.

Citizens groups, the Township Boards, the City 
Commission and others have been given copies of 
the plans. They’re going over them with a critical 
eye at this moment.

As s ta ted , the req u est a t the  ballot in N ovem ber 
would a d d  one m ill to the  tax  load now being c a r ­
ried  by business and residen ts. I t would provide for 
th is “ com bination secondary” school, the rehab ili­
ta tion  and addition to^the p resen t high school, t h e  
aud ito rium , and a ls o ; \ ( l )  $38,000 to com plete  add i­
tions to S tarkw eather; (2) $1,100,000 for two e lem en­
ta ry  schools to be opened in 1962 and 1964; and (3) 
$56,090 to g rab  fu tu re  school sites before the l a n d  
p rice  goes higher.

We believe the general program is something 
the people will understand and approve.

Although the City Plan 
ning Commission does many 
things to guide the growtr 
and development of our *rom 
munity; perhaps its most im 
portant function is* oversee 
ing o u r  zoning ordinance 
When we talked abcut t h e  
history of the Planning Com­
mission, we showed that one 
of the first things the neu 
commission did was to p re­
pare a zoning ordinance.

Zoning, in short, is an at 
tem pt to prevent deteriora 
tion of a neighborhood or an 
entire city by eliminating 
haphazard growth. Zoning \> 
done by perm itting only cer­
tain types of buildings and 
enterprises in spociallv dos 
ignated areas of the city. By 
doing this, a community will 
avoid the unsightly situatior 
that m ay arise where factor­
ies are built next to fine sin 
gle family homes and where, 
in a very short tim e, the 
home sites deteriorate a n d  
slum conditicTis develop.

Although this is an ex­
trem e exam ple, sim ilar situ­
ations m ay arise where gas­
oline stations or dry cleaning 
establishm ents or r e p a i r  
shops are  perm itted in a reas

that are prim arily  residen­
tial.

The Planning Commission 
is the body which decides in­
itially hew the various sec­
tions of the city will be 
toned. The recommendations 
of this body axe based upon 
studies, public hearings and 
the best interests of the city. 
Once, the Planning Commis­
sion has made its decision, 
t h e  recommendations are 
sent to the City Commission 
w h e r e  additional hearings 
are h e l d ,  and finally the 
sones are established by the 
•nactment of a zoning oî din- 
ance.

Included in this proces.s is 
the im portant function o f tc- 
zoning. F cr example, a land­
owner may want his prop­
erty  changed from an R-2 
z o n i n g  classification to a 
PR - 1 zoning classification. 
This m eans ho w ants the zon­
ing of his land changed from 
that perm itting two-family 
housing to that perm itting a 
house to accom m odate a doc­
tor’s o f f i c e ,  barber shop, 
m ortuary or other “ .service 
shop.”

The City» Planning Com- 
m i s s i o n  will hear his pe­

tition,- hold public hearings 
on the question, and make 
its recom m endation to t h e  
city commission for final de­
term ination. If the decision 
is in favor of re-zoning, it 
w i l l  be accomplished by 
amending the zoning ordin­
ance. However, great c a r e  
must be taken so that re-zon­
ing will not result in t h e  
very thing zoning is designed 
to prevent.

Another question of t h e  
C i t y  Planning Commission, 
w h i c h  diroctly affects the 
growth and development of 
our community, is the appro­
val of proposed subdivision 
of land within the city. In a 
case like this, the subdivider 
will present a proposed plat 
of the area to the Planning 
Commission. It will be stud­
ied. public hearings will be 
held and approval or disap­
proval will be given.

The plat, if approved, will 
be sent to the City Commis­
sion for its acceptance. Sub­
dividers must provide s e w- 
ers, water mains, sidewalk 
a n d  pavement, or deposit 
cash or a performance bond 
to guarantee installation, be­
fore the plat is finally ap­

proved.

The Conservation Commis­
sion went on record last week 
as favoring legislation in Con­
gress which w'ould provide 
for the acquisition and devel­
opment of three national 
shoreline recreation areas in 
Michigan.

As outlined in three House 
bills and Senate Bill 2460, 
n a t i o n a l  recreation sites 
would be established covering 
approxim ately 100,000 acres 
in the Huron Mnuntain.s area, 
90,000 acres in the Pictured 
Rocks-Grand M a r a i s  area 
and 26,000 acres in the Sleep­
ing Bear Dunes locale.

These bills call for a vearlv 
appropriation of $50,600,000 
for acquisition and develop­
m ent of these areas and eight 
other national sites selected 
on the Atlantic, Pacific and 
Gulf c o a s t s .  A n o t h e r  
$10,000,000 would be u.sed an­
nually to assist states, on a 
matching doll^-for-dollar ba­
sis, in establishing state-ad­
m inistered shoreline recrea­
tion areas.

A team  of experts from the 
National Park  Service i s 
currently m a k i n g  detailed 
studies of the three areas in, 
Michigan. These a reas  were 
chosen following a helicc^ter

Herbs are  exactly the right 

plants to have on a kitchen

window sill. If the window 
faces east, west or south so 
that they receive a few houri) 
of sun every day it shines, 
the 'leaves will scent y o u r  
hands every tim e you touch 
them . Furtherm ore, culinary 
herbs can be snipped for fla­
voring and s;easoning all win­
ter.

If you are  growing r  o s e- 
m ary, tarragon and s w e e t  
m arjo ram .in  a garden north 
of Philadelphia, Pa., plants 
will either have to be pro­
tected or else dug up. potted 
and brought indoors in order 
to .survive the winter. T h e y  
won’t grow much indo<»rs, 
and they are  hardly window 
sill plants.

Best of all for a window 
sill are  rooted cuttings, since 
they cun be plumed in 2 or

3-inch pots of ordina* 
den soil. It , still i

and planted in the sm allest 
pots or l i n e d  out about 4 
inches apart in a n a r r o w  
window box. I t’s better to dig 
up seedlings from the gar­
den than to sow seeds in­
doors now when days are  so 
short. Don’t expect to keep 
any of these all winter, for 
they’ll get straggly.

Whole p l a n t s  of basil, 
either sweet or purple, pars­
ley and other low-growing 
herbs can be dug up a n d  
planted in 4 to 6-inch p o t s ,  
whichever size fits the plant. 
Cut back the parsley almost 
to the ground and cut back 
basil to remove any flowers 
or buds. New growth starts  
promptly.

Except for the little green 
and while leaved pineapple

m int, other m em bers of this 
family grow too tall a n d  
.^indling to be worth bring­
ing into the house. If y o u  
want to dig up chives, do it 
now but leave them  outdoors 
for about a month so t h e y  
will freeze. The new growth, 
when . they are  brought in­
doors in November, will be 
sturdier.

P i n e a p p l e  sage from 
rooted clKtings will open  
graceful, bright red blossoms 
for Christma.s if they a r e  
kept on a sunny window sill. 
Nutmeg g(?ranium will flow­
e r by midwinter. Flowers 
arc  the exception indoors on 
these herbs that are  grown 
for scent and flavor. Snipping 
and plucking off leaves regu­
larly will keep plants from 
grow'ing out of bounds.

lucky, careful, and the bene-j 
ficiaries of some new a n d
more specific, steroid h o r- 
mones ixiw emerging f r o m  
the laboratories.

It is now clear to sclenti.sts 
and physicians tha t the use 
of androgens — or m ale hor­
mones — are  effective in in­
creasing the efficiency of the 
body in the utilization of pro­
teins from the diet, and so 
be of value in tissue build­
ing. particularly in the el­
derly and severely debili­
tated patient. At the s a m e  
tim e they have been study­
ing the effects of these hor­
mones in fighting cancer and 
heart disease, chief killers of 
oldsters.

One problem with hormone 
drugs has been that you oft­
en get m ore than you want 
from them. For exam ple, the 
m ale sex hormone is widely 
u.sed today in the m anage­
ment of breast cancer in 
women. In the.se patien ts it 
helps to alleviate pain a n d  
may help to increa.se .survi­
val chances, according to Dr. 
Carl D ierassi, D irector of 
Research for Syntex, m ajor 
suppliers and 1 e a d i Yi g re­
searchers in s t e r o i d  hor­
mones.

Another area in which s te r­
oid hormones m ay be im port­
ant is in heart disease. In 
principle, steroid drugs are  
believed to help against the 
danger of cholesterol, which 
is k^lieved to be one of the 
factors responsible for a th ­
erosclerosis — clogging de­
posits of fa t in the arteries. 
In this a rea , it is the female 
hormone tha t is used a n d  
again  the problem  of t h e  
side effect, when given to 
m a l e s ,  has stim ulated a, 
s e a r c h  for a modification 
which will not have a femin­
izing effect.

Where do all these hor­
mones come from ’? In 1949. 
when two Am erican doctuis, 
Hench and Kendal, from the 
Mayo Clinic, rep<>rled to the 
world about cortisone, I h e y 
won the Nobel Prize in rec­
ognition of another triumph 
over disease. But the world 
supply of cortisone a t t h e  
tim e was extrem ely limited. 
This set off a whirlwind of 
activity  ̂ a m o n g chem ists, 
th a p is  still going on.

Behind the scenes, working 
in Mexico, one of the original 
re.search team s at work was 
affiliated with Syntex who 
developed a new and more 
abundant s o u r c e  m aterial 
from barbasco root, the wild 
yam  growing in pre/fusion in 
the Mexican jungles: T h e  
yam  was u.sed by the prim i­
tive In d ia n s .a s  soap or as 
fish poisoning. Inedible, y e t 
harm less to man, it proved 
to be the m agical source for 
many of the steroid hor­
mones now used in today's 
medicine. Instead of having 
to process g rea t quantities of 
anim al glbnd.^ from limited 
sources a t great expen.se, it 
s  now possible by chemical 
conversion of these a  b u n-
dantly growing yam s to pro­
duce these life-saving drugs
in sufficient quantities to 
m eet the needs of modern 
m e d i c i n e. And more hoi - 
mones a re  being brought to 
the surface from labijratory 
studies every day.

And so it is  tha t t h e s e  
steroid hormones, w r u n g  
from nature’s many secret 
archives, m ay prove to do 
m ore for pea<}e, for human 
welfare, for establishing the 
real fountains of youth—life 
with a minim um  danger of 
disease—life with m ore vig­
or and lasting health t h a n  
m an has ever dream ed nf be­
fore.

Titusville — as every good 
Am erican should know — is 
the home town of the petro­
leum industry. I t ’s a town off 
the beaten track, however, 
and lies in the narrow valley 
of Oil C r e e k  and amd 
the h e a v i l y  wooded hills 
of northwestern Pennsylvan­
ia. To get there without a car 
(and I didn’t take a car) can 
be something of a problem.

Pu b 1 i c transportation in 
and out of Tituvile is ex­
trem ely poor. There is none 
whatever to Meadville. t h e  
county seat. The Pennsylvan­
ia railroad ceased all pas­
senger train  service through 
Titusville in 1953 and the 
New York Central did t h e  
sam e thing many years ' be­
fore that. I t  had never been 
on the main line of either 
road in the first place.

The town has no airport. 
The one Greyhound bus a 
day operates between the 
two cities of Union City and 
Oil City with Titusville a way 
station along the line.

largest in Pennsylvania, lies

It's A much older town 
than Plymouth but. despite 
the still existing touch of 
quaintness there, it has mod­
ernity loo. It ceased to^row  
in population ~  though n o t  
in c u l t u r e  — more than 
tlwee-quarters of a century 
ago. The population is b u t  
little more than that of pre­
sent day Plymouth, yet it has 
many things which Plymouth: 
has not. It's elevation, by the 
way, is 400 feet higher than 
that of Plymouth.

Titusville is strictly an 
American town. In a large 
m easure the fam ilies w h o  
live there have been there 
for generations. One excep­
tion to this is that of t h e  
present mayor. C.C. Hamp­
ton, now serving his t h i r d  
four-year term  in office. 'Hie 
m ayor informed me that for­
m erly he had been in the 
steel business in Philadel­
phia but that, in the course 
of his work, Titusville had 
been on his calling list. He 
subsequently becam e .so en­
raptured with the town that 
he decided to m ake it h i s  
perm anent abode. Still in ex­
cellent prim e of life, he nev­
er expects to live in Phila­
delphia nor anywhere e l s e  
again.

To record all I .saw a n d  
heard in the course of Titus­
ville’s mo.st m em orable week 
would require a book. T h e  
dram atic  storv of Titusville, 
from many different points of 
view and by m any different 
people, has been told and re­
told m any tim es. The singu­
la r thing about all this, how­
ever, IS the still seeming in­
difference — even i g n o r ­
ance — of present day laity 
concerning the birth of what 
has long since become, with 
the exception of agrcuUure, 
A m erica’s single greatest in- 
du.stry '— OIL.

It may be. however, t h a t  
Dave Garroway. in his TV 
show "Today," on the morn­
ing of Thursday. Aug. 27 and 
staged from t h e  Titusville 
ringside, partly dispelled this 
seeming lack of full appreci­
ation for modern industry's 
single g r e a t e s t  benefac­
tor. Col. Edwin L. Drake. 
For it was just 100 y e a r s  
prior to that date, or on Sa­
turday, August 27, 18S9. that 
Drake, after all his backers 
had called quits, and after 
most of his f r i e n d s  and 
neighbors had more or less 
good - naturedly described 
his e f f o r t s  as "Drake's 
Folly." brought in the tirst 
drilled commezeiaf oil well 
in all the world.

It wa.s a humble beginning, 
brought about by a humble, 
little educated but per.sistcnt 
man, but the repercussions 
of his one great feat h a v e  
never ceased.

Although the site and the 
s t o r i e d  pa.st rem ains, no 
c o m  m e r  c i a 1 oil *is now 
pumped withinTThe immedi­
ate Titusville area. N o r t h ­
w estern Pennsylvania, h o w- 
ever, is stll good oil coun­
try. , —

The county’.s olde.st contin­
uously pi’oducing oil well, the

M c C l i n t o c k  No. 1. was 
brought in at Oil City, only 
17 miles away in 186L It will 
celebrate its own but lesser 
centennial two years hence.

For some tim e past, how­
ever. it has shown signs of 
playing out. Oil City is also 
headquarters town for t h e  
Quaker State Oil Corp. The 
daily newspaper is c a l l e d  
‘ The D errick”

And so Titusville c e l e ­
b r a t e d  — and well they 
might — for one whole week 
But it was not a m ere local 
celebration. It has been plan­
ned for m o n t h s  — even 
years. Top oil men and a mis­
cellaneous assortm ent of dig­
nitaries from over the nation 
and from other parts  of the 
world were there to assist, to 
paticipate. to com m em or­
ate. to inspire and to ap­
plaud. And your scribe will 
DO ever thankful that he 
could have been there a n d  
served as one of the witnes- 
.ses. What is .said here, how­
ever, does not so m u c h as 
scratch the .surface. I ar-, 
rived on Monday and every 
hour from then on was a 
busy one. But since we can­
not write a book let us now 
skip a few days.

Imagine, U you can. t h e  
city of Plymouth waking up 
some fair Saturday morning 
and then, long before mid­
afternoon of the same day, 
f i n d i n g  herself hostess to 
100.000 visitors, a l l  of them 
inside the city at one and the 
same time, and all of them 
finding a spot to park them­
selves far inside the corpor­
ate limits! Impossible? May­
be so. but that is exactly 
what happened in little o 1 d 
Titusville.

Having been a cJo.se range 
witness there is little doubt 
that thi.s was true. Fifty

thousand had been expected 
— 100.000 came. They joined 
in to watch the 4-hour l o n g  
"G rand Parade of Oil." And 
what a parade it wasf

The police force of Titus­
ville is comprised of 13 offi­
cers, but to preserve order 
and to n ‘gulali* traffic on pa­
rade day. mon* t h a n  200 
other.s w e r e  b o r r o w e d  
from neighboring communi­
ties. They cam e in from 
Erie. Meadville. Union City, 
Corry. Oil City and perhaps 
from some other p o i n t s .  
They could he identified by 
their badges. The local |>o- 
lice, prior to the day of the 
big parad«\ had registered 
spe'cial parking places f o r  
5.000 cars and then gave up 
in d4‘.spair. Caf.s were seen 
parked in fields w.iy outside 
of town hut the people cam e 
in. all found spots, all were 
wi'll behave d, everybody was 
h a p p v and g.iV and there 
were no known tragedies.

But there is so much mon* 
to he said! .Ml this is but a 
m ere fraction of what was 
personallv picked uo in and 
a r o u n d  Titusville. Noth­
ing has bt‘en said alwnit the 
great spe<*ches that w e r e  
heard, the beardid  men on 
the streets, the hi.storical ex- 
h i b i t s .  the truck loads of 
logs passing through t h e  
streets, various oil men met, 
the Drake Well, the Oil Mu­
seum. etc., elo.. and yet 
m any things were mi.ssed.
