The m e t h o d s  examined 
were: ( 1) reapportionm ent of 
the slate senate. (2) reappor­
tionment of the slate senate 
and the house of representa­
tives, (3) the calling of a con­
stitutional convention using 
the present method for selec­
tion of delegates to such a 
convention, (that is three per­
sons from each senatorial dis­
trict). (4) the proposal of a 
constitutional am endm ent to 
change the m anner of select­
ing delegates to a constitu­
tional convention; and the 
subs\*quent calling of such a 
convention, and (5) formation 
of a unicam eral legislature, 
(that is abolition ,of the state 
senate).

In order to initiate any one 
of these methods petitions 
bearing approxim ately 
nam es would have to be filled, 
It was explained by Stewart- 
Hertzberg, a jjiem ber of the 
study group set up by the 
State C e n t r a l  Democratic 
O o m m i t  tee t o  investi­
gate methods of reapportion-^ 
ment. The method would then 
be presented as a constitu­
tional am endm ent a t the next 
g e n e r a l  election, he con­
tinued.

Method (4) however would 
involve a much lengthier pro­
cedure. Four separate elec­
tions would be necessary, ac­
cording to Mr. H ertil^ rg . 
The first wuold be an election 
to vote upon changing the 
m anner of selecting delegates 
to the constitutional conven­
tion: secondly an election 
would be needed to call a con­
stitutional convention; third­
ly. an election to select the 
delegates to the convention, 
and hnaljy an election to ap­
prove or reject the constitu­
tional changes presented by 
the constitutional convention. 
Reapportionment via t h i s  
method would not become 
.effective until Jan u a ry  1965, 
the Democratic study group 
stated. *

Local Dem ocrats expressed 
their preference lor one or 
two of these metfiods on 
questionnaire sheets distribu­
ted by Mr. H crttberg, From  
the results of these "g rass  
roots" opinions t h e  state 
Dem ocratic organization, will 
decide upon one method of 
reapportionm ent which it wUL 
then work to achieve.

Vegetable Gardeners who 
want larger, neelthier crops 

I  can improve their gerden soils 
I by using cover crops. Field rye 
r  grain planted one pound to 
I *200 sq. ft. or 200 pounds to 

the acre makes an excellent 
green manure crop which can 
be tilled into the soil in the 
spring.

Many gardeners using cover 
crops are failing to take ad­
vantage of the wonderful op­
portunity to enrich the ground 
by feeding the cover crop 
heavily. Plant foods can be 
applied as heavy as 4 lbs. per 
100 sq. ft. oV 600 lbs per 
acre on poor soils or about a 
quarter as much on good soils.

Well fed cover crops will 
return heavy amounts of or­
ganic matter to the soil which 
Increases soil bacteria activi­
ty. Increased bacterial activity 
releases more of the needed 
mineral elements from the soil 
particles and makes them 
available for plant growth. 
The resulting highly organic

soils hold moisture better, re­
sist erosion and leaching and 
are more easily worked.
■ Dried organic matter like 

marsh hay, dried grass, straw 
or corn cobs can also be used 
to build up organic matter. | 
Heavy nitrogen applications 
are a must for materials so 
high in cellulose to feed the 
bacteria necessary to decom­
pose it,

Peat moss is most useful 
for increasing organic con­
tent of soils in flower beds 
and borders around the home 
where cover crops are imprac-j 
tical. Canadian spagnum mossi 
has the most pure peat for the! 
money. Michigan peats are 
more decomposed and won't 
last as long. Peat smothers 
weeds ar>d conserves moisture. 
The rich color improves ap­
pearance.

Thirty-eight Plymouth and 

Plymouth township residents 
f e l l  victim to tuberculosis 
last year, according to fig­
ures released by the Tuber­
culosis and Health Society of 
Wavne County.

There were 24 new cases 
reported the previous year.

Plymouth itself had 18 of

the new TB cases, while 20 
t o w n s h i p  residents were 
found with the disease.

In 1957, the figures were 10 
for P 1 y m o u t h, 14 for the 
township.

N e i g h b o r i n g  Ncrth- 
ville found six TB cases lust 
year, only two the year be­
fore.

WASHINGTON <UPI) — 
“I deem  it the duty of ever>‘ 
m an ,” said Thom as Jcffer* 
scn» 'to devote u certain  por­
tion of his income for chari­
table purposes; and it is his 
further duty to sec t h e s e  
funds so applied as to do the 
most good."

Am ericans have a credi* 
table record in regard  to the 
first duty: Last year t h e y  
gave upwards of $3,000,000.- 
000 to charitable and philan* 
thropic organizations.

But when it comes to the 
second duty—seeing that con­
tributions are  directed where 
they will "do the most good" 
—the picture is not so bright.

According to the National 
Inform ation Bureau, a non­
profit institution set up in 
1918 "to help thoughtful con­
tributors to give w i s e l y , "  
many w o r t h y  causes are 
starving for want of funds 
while countless millions of 
dollars are  being wasted on 
charity boon-doggles and out- 
and-out rackets.

Obviously, no giver w*ants 
to throw his money a w a y .  
Hi.s p r o b l e m  is how to 
choose, from a bewildering 
variety of appeals, the ones 
that most deserve his sup­
port.

Authorities on philanthropy 
say there are  two ways of 
solving this problem. One is 
sim ple; the other somewhat 
more complicated.

Th« simple solution is to 
mako a rcsolula decision to 
c h a n n e l  most or all of 
your charitable contributions 
through your local Commu­
nity Chest or United Fund. 
Virtually every city in Amer-

ica now has one of t h e s e  
‘Red Feather" organisations 

through which you can "give 
once for all."

When you give through a 
local chest or fund, you cun 
be sure of several things:

1. Must of your money will 
actually go to charity rather 
t h a n  into "adm inistrative 
costs" and "fund-raising ex­
penses." The average cho.st 
or fund uses only about 7 per 
cent -of its income lor suen 
overhead. In some indepen­
dent appeals, overhead may 
drain away from 15 to 75 per 
cent of the contributor's dol­
lars.

2. No fake charity will ben­
efit f r o m  your generosity. 
Each Community C h e s t  or 
United Fund is governed by 
a board of local citizens who 
carefully investigate e a c h  
participating agency for its 
efficiency and its value to 
the community.

3. Your contribution will be 
allocated among these legiti­
m ate community s e r v i c e  
agencies in some in tc llige^  
relationship to the scope and

of the need.
he more complicated so­

lution is for thosi* who wish 
to direct all or part of their 
charitable contribution.s to a 
few specific causes of their 
own 5̂clection.

Here are •  few suggestions 
from the National Informa­
tion Bureau and other phil 
anthropic authorities on how 
to choose wisely among the 
thousands of national and lo 
cal organisations competing 
for your support:

1. Rem em ber I li a t your 
contributions goes to an or­
ganization, not to a cause. It 
is quite po.s.siblc for a bad 
organization to .sock funds on 
behalf of a good cause. Blind 
p e o p l e ,  for example, ccr- 
l a i n I y deserve your sym ­
pathy. But along with a few 
splendd organizations serv­
ing the blind, there are many 
fringe outfits that are lxM»n- 
doggles or w'orso.

2. Check on every organi­
zation to which you give. A 
fam iliar nam e or a big ng- 
tional reputation is no guar­
antee that an organization is 
spending your money wisely.

urgency

Your local community chest 
or council can usually h e l p  
you obtain reliable, inlorma 
-tion about any organization, 
whether or not il is a m em ­
ber of the "red  F eather"  
family. Other sources include 
B etter Business Bureaus and 
Cham bers of Commerce. The 
National Information Bureau 
(205 East 42nd St.. New York 
17. N Y.) provides its m em ­
bers with detailed, confiden­
tial reports on organizations 
they inquire about, but it 
charges a m em bership fee 
($10 a year) for this service-

3. Never give in respon.se 
to a telephone solicitation 
f r o m  someone you don't 
know pET.sonally. Tell t h e  
caller—w'ho’ll probably iden­
tify himself us priest, rabbi, 
mmi.ster, judge c r general— 
to write you a letler. T h e  
telephone solicitation is a fa­
vorite device of “ b o i l e r  
room " charily racketeers.

4. Never pay for unordcred 
m erchandise sent to you by 
a "charitab le" organization. 
This is. a t best, a grossly 
wasteful way to rai.se mon­
ey; a t worst, u clear cut rac­
ket. You don’t have to return 
the stuff: just pitch it in the 
wastebasket.

5. Even when you’re sure 
that an organization is repu­
table, weigh the real urgency 
of its a n p e a 1 objecuvely 
against the o t h e r unfilled 
needs lo wliich your money 
might be applied.

A special prablem lor giv­
ers is posed by the numer­
ous "health" appeals. There 
are now some M organise 
t i o n s collecting funds na­
tionally for various h e a l t h  
programs. Evaluating their 
relative merits is increas­
ingly a responsibility of the 
individual giver, since there 
is a growing trend for major 
health aopeals to pull out of 
federated fund efforts in fa­
vor of a "go-it-alone" ap­
proach.

The c;mccr and h e a r t  
funds, for exam ple, have in­
structed their locdl chapters 
to cut kK-.>:e from Commun­
ity Chest and United F u n d  
organizations us soon us pos­
sible. In this policy. Ihey 'u re

following the example set by 
the N a t i o n a l  Foundation, 
w'hich has been fabulously 
successful in raising money 
on an independent basis.

In an effort to counteract 
this trend and rescue t h e  
principle of "giving once for 
all.” Community Chest or­
ganizations in such cities as 
Boston, Pitt.sburgh, Lorain, 
O., Newport News,* Va., San 
Bernardino. Calif,, and Dur- 
h a m ,  N.C., have set up 
"health foundations.’* These 
foundations, operating as af­
filiates of the federated fund 
d r i v e ,  seek to provide a 
channel through which givers 
can contribute on a balanced, 
raticnai basis to the most de­
serving health appeals. It is 
likely that other cities w i l l  
adopt this approach during 
the coining year.

She left no doubt in the m inds of the P lym outh wom ­
en th a t she knew w hereof she spoke. H er back­
ground allowed her to do this. She is p resen tly  TV 
C hairm an  for Southeastern  M ichigan F edera tion  of 
W om en's C lubs and has served  in th is field in som e 
capacity  or ano ther since 1953. She is charm ing  and 
w itty and full of “d o 's”  a s  well a s  “ do ne t’s” .

Since she opened the door to one of m y m ost 
favorite  soap-box sub jects I w arm ed to her im m ed- 
ia tcly—the in flu en ce  of the public on books, radio, 
and TV. P

T his cQuld never get off the ground and really  
be an ep istle  if I have to be gentle and dip lom atic  
—we haven’t th a t m uch space, so bluntly put—you 
and I—the ladies of the com m unity , d ic ta te  the pol­
icy of the w ritten  word and unfortunately  an in sa t­
iable appcU le for filth exists. Why? Individually  we 
say  “ No,” th is isn ’t w hat I w ant, but collectively 
it m ust be because the com m erc ia l h ea rt of the  en­
te rta in m en t industry  beats only when cold cash  is 
pum ped into it h a rd e r and fa s te r  than 'b lood  through 
our v e in s .

M rs. Bixby had a few ideas on th is subject.
Of course, we c a n ’t dem and  our d rugg ist im ­

m ediate ly  burn all his paper-backs we consider un- 
’fit read ing—we c a n ’t judge for ano ther (except our 
own children) but we don’t have to buy ourselves. 
You know you ju s t can  hard ly  find a horseblindcr 
any m ore—the sto res don’t stock them  ’cause 
they’ve gone out of styJe.

M rs. Bixby suggests strongly  th a t you w rite  
your radio  or TV sta tion  in D etroit, Chicago, or 
N Y. when they a re n ’t keeping th e ir barga in  and 
be tte r still when they are .

She explained to the P lym outh wom en th a t a 
license for a radio  o r 'T V  station  is perha'ps the 
only license a person can  obtain w ithout a  fee. How­
ever the U.S. G overnm ent set up a code b roadcast­
e rs  m ust follow in o rder to have the ir license re ­
newed yearly . She suggested we gel hold of this 
code and read  it. (I had intended to have it re ­
prin ted  herein , but it is eight p a ra g rap h s  long.)

A fter you have said  your bit in a  le tte r  or post 
card  to the “ m an in ch a rg e” bring  it up a t your 
w om en 's club m eeting , -particu larly  if belong 
to a  F ed era ted  Club. The F edera tion  doesn’t m is­
use th e ir power, but when they m ean  business they 
a re  m ost a lw ays successful in seeing the ir cause 
through.

Mrs. Bixby pointed out the exam ple of the p re­
d icam en t of the P residen t of the In terna tional M us­
ic C am p a t  In lerlochcn, Dr. R ichard  M addy, wh6n 
word cam e to him  the governm ent w as going to 
build a prison cam p a short d istance from  the m u­
sic cam p. He contacted  the F ederation  of W om en’s 
Club on the s ta le  level a s  well as the W omen’s Mus­
ic F ed era ted  Group and th a t w as the end of that. 
S m art m an. Dr. M addy.

Rdvinfi money on new h i £ hikifidelity equipment is to make 
your own.

Some kit addicts estimate 
that they save as much as a 
third of the cost of compar­
able. a l r e a d y  assembled 
components.

They don’t include the cost 
of thp time they consume in 
putting the kits together, but 
most of them enjoy the work 
so much, they don't consider 
time u factor.

The leading kit' nuinufuc- 
turers are Heath, K n i g h t .  
Eico. yVrkay and Bell.

They sell kits for almost 
any hi-fi comp<)nent: Ampli- 
Her, pre-amplifier, t u n e r ,  
t \  ntable or speaker enclos­
ure.

For assembly, a p e r s o n  
needs soldering iron, r e s i n  
core solder, long nosed pli 
ers, side cullers lo clip o f f  
the ends of wire after it is 
soldered, a screwdriver and 
perhaps a small, open-e n d 
wrench.

Instructions that come with 
kits are explicit and v e r y  
simple. Some even b e g i n  
w’ith u course in how to sol­
der.

T h e  instructions proceed 
step-by-step. tellim: them to 
solder and when not to. Hav­
ing completed one step, the 
pers<.n assembling tlu> k i t 
checks back hi. see whether 
he has .done itn right, check.s 
off that step and goes on to 
the next.

Even old hands recom­
mend not trying to assemble 
a kit at one sitting. The w’ork 
does require care and steady 
hands and nerves and after 
a period which varies f r o m  
one person to another, the 
hands begin to tremble.

AmpUfiart probably a r • 
lha aasiast kits — with the 
axcaption of sneaker enclos 
ures — lo pul together. Tun­
er kits are generally t h e  
louahesl.

The reason for this is the 
alignment of some nart.s of 
the tuners. They come from 
the factory pre-aligned a n d  
nearly all ot them arc good 
jobs.

But handling run get tun­
ers j j i l  of alignment and lh»* 
a s sw* m b I y is more criti­
cal than in amplifiers.

Wire dressing. ^>r exam­
ple. has to be pretty exact 
That is. if a connecting wire 
inside the circuit winds up 
ck»ser to a critical area than 
it should, it intr<»duces inter­
modulation or distortion into 
the tuner.

The manufa<'turers t a k e  
into account thi' po.s.sibility o 
mi.stakes. Many oersnns who 
aw m blo  kits lake them to 
hi-fi repairmen to have their 
m i s t a k e s  corrected. The 
manufacturers will do t h i s  
for a .small fee.

Before a person buvs 
kil, he should make certain, 
as he would when buying a 
component, that it will do the 
job he wants it for.

Suppose he bought a stereo 
amplifier kit with a three 
watt output on each channel 
for $30. When he put the kit 
together ht* might get t h e 
three cleanest w'utts he had 
ever heard.

But if it took five watts to 
drive each of two speakers 
three wouldn’t work. n<»ttcr 
to spend more anct gvt t h e  
right sort of kit.

Painting and finishing in 
structions come with speaker 
enclosure kits.

Or it could be made up of 
several smaller plans which 
are not so comprehensive hut 
which together would amount 
to the same thing as a single 
plan. This, actually, is what 
is being done in Plymouth.

Thus, in January, 1953. the 
Planning Cemmission adopt­
ed a Parks and Playgrounds 
Plan. This plan shews the ex­
isting and proposed p a r k s ,  
playgrounds a n d  parkways. 
For the purpose of this plan, 
the City was divided i n t o  10 
areas, and the plan shows the 
estimated future population 
for each area, f h e acreage 
necessary to ^upnly l\arks 
and playgroundf for t h e  ex­
pected p o p u l a t i o n ,  the 
amount of land a l r e a d y  
owned by the city for these 
purposes, and the amount of 
l a n d  necessary to be ac­
quired in each area to meet 
the requirements of the pro­
posed plan.

The same thing w;is done 
in June, 195ti. when the IMan- 
ning Commis.->ion adopted a 
revised M a s t e r  Tliorofare 
Plan. Thi.s plan sliows I li e 
streets of Hiymouth as they

now e x i s t ,  and classifies 
them according to M a i n  
Thorofarcs, w'hich s h all be 
120 feet wide. P r i m a r y  
Thorofares, which shall be 90 
f e e t .  Secondary Thorofarcs 
(80-86 feet). M i n o r  Thoro­
fares (70 feet), Residential 
Streets (CO feet) and  alleys, 
which shall be 20 feet. These 
street widths will determine 
the setback lines on each city 
street for all future construb- 
tion. The Thorofarc Plan also 
indicates a general pattern 
for streets to follow in future 
subdivisions.

At present, a committee ol 
tile Planning Commission is 
hard at work developing a 
(Generalized Land Use Plan. 
This plan is being prepared 
to help the Planning Com­
mission keep in mind t h e  
best uses to which land may 
be put as the city grows. The 
plan is referred to from lime 
to time as requests for zon­
ing changes ar(* made.

As we know, a city is nev(.‘r 
static and a gradual transi­
tion takes place. We w a n t  
this transition to dc for t h e  
be.st and. therefore, l o n g  
range idea.s arc now in pro­

Daffodils ar€>n’t look alikes 
any more than tulips a r e .

H o o d  and Rec-rsheba, to 
name but two varieties), yel­
low and white (Brookviile, 
Pres.

Moon), Dink (Siam. Mrs. R. 
O. Backhouse). T h e  lemon 
yellow cup of variety Green 
Emerald has tints that war­
rant the name.

Paffodls h a v e  fragrance, 
as well as color. M o a t  fra­
grant oi all are the small- 
flowered jonquils, with two or 
more scented little blossoms 
on each stem and rush-1 i k e 
leaves and stems. All other

kinds, whether they h a v e  
large trumpets I i ke Rem­
brandt, frilled cups l i k e  
Brookviile, or tiny cups like 
Poet's, are called daffodils 
generally a n d  narcissus by 
the botanists and hybridizers.

In southern California and 
ballas, Texas, daffodils flow­
er and arc gone past by mid- 
M a r c h .  El.sewhere in the 
country, where .spring arrives 
more slowly, it’s possible to

have six weeks of bloom from 
a half-dozen or so carefully 
selected varieties. A p r i l  is 
the month ̂ when the greatest 
number flbwer. Latest of all, 
close to Memorial Day, t h e  
old double white Albus Plc- 
nus Odoratus opens. P l a n t  
all this month.

Pink varieties of daffodils 
are pinker if they’re planted 
in shade. O t h e r  varieties 
bloom best in sun. Scatter

50, 100 or 500 bulbs on a bank 
and plant each one where J i  
falls to naturalize daffodils. 
Set out a lino, two or three 
bulbs wide, along a walk or 
plant clumps of a half-dozen 
to a dozen bulbs in a flower 
bed or border.

Be sure that each bulb is 
planted 6 to tt inches a p a r t .  
Plant 4 nches deep in c l a y  
.soil, 6 to 8 inches in lighter 
soil or for a very long-lived

planting. Daffodils grow in 
any kind of soil but, like all 
bulbs, must be planted in 
v/ell-drain£d soil.

Grape hyacinths b l o o m  
with early daffodils. P l a n t  
these little hyacinths, crocus 
and other small bulbs 3 inch­
es deep and 3 inches apart. 
And don't worry when grape 
hyacinths send up g r e e n  
leaves in late fall. They do, 
but o t h e r  .spring-flowering 
bulbs don’t.

Gather one 
end of each half and set in 
arm holes!

6. To (jomplete legs, s e w  
inside of;front and back sec­
tion t o g e t h e r  as far as 
crotch.

7. Shirr gauze at neck tq 
form ruff. Stitch hem in 
neck for binding tape tie.

a. Stitch hem at wrists and 
ankles and insert elastic.

Scientists u s u a l l y  shy 
away from saying that any­
thing has been ‘ proved con­
clusively.” Yet that is pre­
cisely the phrase used by the 
P u b l i c  Health Service in 
summing up the results of a 
quarter century of intensive

This research shows, be­
yond the s h a d o w  of any 
doubt in the scientific mind, 
that the addition of proper 
amounts of flouride to public 
•water supplies can reduce 
dental decay by about 65 per 
cent.

But it is by far the most pre­
valent of man’s chronic ail­
ments. It afflicts virtually 
everyone. It costs Americans

378 c o m m u n i t i e s  
adopted flouridation.

Then a counteraction se t 
in. A small but highly vocal 
minority of anli-flouridation- 
ists launched a campaign 
against the health measure. 
Some claimed it would cause 
harm: others objected to the 
introduction of any> foreign 
matter into their water sup­
plies.

Some sincere people were 
and are involved in thq fight 
against flouridation. But the 
opposition c a m p  also in- 
e l u d e s ,  according to the 
.Amierican Medical Associa­
tion. “cults and quacks of all 
dc.scriplions” who h a r b o r  
a perpetual grudge “against 
all legitimate scientific prog­
ress.”

The AMA charges that op- 
penents of flouridation |have 
resorted to “all manner of 
irresponsible charges,’" in­
cluding the “ridiculous” as­
sert ion.s that flouride in wa­
ter causes sexual impotence 
and induces abortions.

This campaign has b e e n  
highly effective. Since 1950, 
the number of communities 
adopting flouridation has de­

As of today, about 42,000,- 
000 persons — one-fourth of 
the total population — live in 
communities where the wa­
ter supply c o n t a i n s  an 
amount of f l o u r i d e  con­
sidered adequate to prevent 
tooth decay.

Arthur S. Flemming, Sec­
retary of Health, Education 
and Welfare, said he finds it 
“difficult to understand” why 
aij^^om muniW jvgu^

up this “proved protection.'
“ I have come to the con­

clusion that the program Is
lagging only because oppon­
ents o f flouridation are a mil­
itant minoritv, and propon­
ents. as is ireauently t h e  
case with new Health meas­
ures, arc an unmilitant ma 
jority,” Flemming said.

“ It is nothing short of trag­
ic to deny millions of chil­
dren the benefits of healthy 
teeth, when public opinion

Columbus Should Be Praised 
For Finding His Way Home

Columbus MUST have been 
a good navigator to discover 
America and find his w a y 
home ... even if he was sea­
sick much of the time.

With none of the modern 
luxuries that almost m a k e  
n a v i g a t i o n  an electron­
ic breeze, he had to rely on 
“dead reckoning.” T h i s  
fneans he figured out where 
he was going on the basis of 
direction, time and s p e e d ,  
atcording to The World Book 
Encyclopedia.

Direction was easy to find 
with the g o o d  compasses 
available. Time was meas­
ured by an hourglass, pre­
sided over by a .ship’s b o y . 
who turned it over the mo­
ment all the sagd had run 
out and kept a record w i t h  
marks on a slate. .

Distance was .figured by 
multiplying speed by t h e  
time traveled. But there was 
no w’ay to measure speed, so 
Columbus .estimated It. T h e  
records .show that the “Ad­
miral of the O c e a -n  Sea” 
overestimated his sjaeed .. - 
but because he was consist­
ently wrong, t h e  mi.slake

didn’t prevent him from get­
ting back to Spain.

Even with a more reason­
able estimate, C o l u m b u s  
made good time. Ships like 
the Nica, the Pinta and the 
Santa Maria — called "cara­
vels” — usually made three 
to five knots in a light breete. 
In a strong gale, they made 
up to nine knots and some­
times hit 12.

Columbus’ ships averaged 
about six knots a day for five 
consecutive days on the trip 
to Amprica, and on one day, 
whizzed along at eight knots. 
The Nina and the P i n t a  at 
times h;t 11 knots on the re­
turn trip in 1493.

Maybe it was this fast* clip 
that made Columbus seasick. 
Or maybe that stor>- is just 
another of the legends t h a t  
have grown up around t h e  
wool weaver’s son f r o m  
Genoa who turned Europe 
into an “Old World.”

M onths before G eorge R om ney won acc la im  by 
launching his citizenship m ovem ent, H enry F ord  II 
sa id  in an  address:

“ It seem s to m e tha t the best hopie for stopping 
the p resen t political d rift tow ard a  governm ent- 
controlled econom y lies in the political activation  of 
a  la rge , m odera te , politically inactive m iddle-in­
com e group in our society.

“This group am ounts, by one estim ate , to 30 per 
cen t of the e lec to ra te . It is the fas test growing group 
in the country , com posed substan tia lly  of w hite col­
la r  and m iddle m anagem en t em ployees. It could be 
playing a dom inant role in politics. If it can  be m o­
bilized, it would provide a solid and wholesom e buf­
fer to ex trem es of e ith e r the righ t or the left.**

M r. F o rd  has done m ore  than  talk .
T rain ing  p ro g ram s in politics a re  now being or­

ganized throughout the com pany by T hom as R. 
Reid, m an ag er of civic and governm ental a ffa irs  
for the Ford  M otor Com pany. M r. Reid, who w as a 
city  councilm an in B altim ore, Md., before m oving 
to D etroit y e a rs  ago, is u personable, energetic  
au tho rity  on A m erican  politics and governm ent.

The progranj- has im portan t significance in 
M ichigan because it is the f irs t m ove by industry  
to aw aken in te res t in public a ffa irs .

Like the labor unions, industry  has had lobby­
ists in the s ta te  leg islative halls and in C ongress.

But because  of the F ed era l law  prohibiting un­
ions and corporations from  contributing  to a politi­
cal p a rty , M ichigan’s  industries have shunned polit­
ical activ ity  with understandab le  fear.

The UAW and o ther divisions of the CIO, how­
ever, w ent to work with zeal to organize its m em ­
bers and profit from  their streng th  a t the polls. De­
tro it p rec incts w ere organized in the sam e fashion 
th a t T am m any  once organized New York and the 
D em ocrats organized Chicago. Dues m oney w as 
used for political purposes under the heading of 
“ E ducational A ctiv ity .”

B ecause labor succeeded in cap tu ring  control of 
the D em ocratic  P a rty  in M ichigan, first reaction  to 
in d u stry 's  citizenship  cam paign  m ight be a p re­
sum ption th a t m anagem en t is seeking a  firm  hold 
on the R epublican P a rty .

Reid w as asked w hether th is new activ ity  is not 
aim ed a t c rea ting  a big^business p a rty  and  an even 
bigger business lobby.

His answ er:
“ T here  is no intention of try ing  to c re a te  a big 

business party . F o r one thing, a  corporation  has no 
business dealing  in party  politics.

“ It would be a  g rav e  m istake  for business to 
align itself with c ither political party . In fac t, that 
would be the su rest way of c rea tin g  a  labor party .

“At the  sam e tim e, we realize  th a t we cannot 
fo rm ula te  a  point of view th a t fails to include our 
responsibility  to the  w elfare of the  whole nation.

“ We a re  convinced th a t we m ust apply our­
se lves im ag inative ly  to the public p ro b lem s,o f the 
day  and a ttem p t to offer constructive  solutions 
based on the balanced in te res ts  of the whole coiri- 
m unity .”

The p rog ram  being undertaken  by Ford  will be 
followed by o ther m anu fac tu rers .

If it ra llie s the m odera tes of both m ajo r poliliccl 
pa rties  during  the 1960 cam paign . M ichigan will be 
headed again  in the right direction.

This is a favorite among 

the ^ o ts  but that does n u t 
mean it originated in t h e i r  
country. As a first name it 
came into use only recently; 
as a family name it is of old 
standing. Koberl do B r u c e ,  
first king of independent Scot­
land, was the Bruce family's 
most distinguished scion. Hi.s 
ancestors brought the name 
Bruce from N o r m a n d y .  
T h e r e ,  near Falaise, is a 
place now called B.r i e u s e. 
Formerly it w a s  Brix or 
Bruis, and from t h i s  de­
veloped “Bruce": “Browse." 
and a few similar last names, 
are of the same origin.

The noble Bruces came to 
England with William t h e  
Conqueror; it was said t h a t  
"li sires dc B r e a u x ” or 
Bruces, numbered two hun­
dred. Their services to t h e  
Conqueror must have b e e n  
outstanding; they were re­
warded by grants of numer­
ous manors, and of more than 
40.000 acres of land. The head 
of this group was Robert de 
Bruce I.; incidentally, “Rob­
ert" was their favorite first 
name, and this was repeated 
for eight generations. Some 
members of the Bruce fami­
lies stayed on in E n g l a n d  
while the younger brunch set­
tled in Scotland.

One Robert of the Scottish 
Bruces, in the 13th century, 
called “L(? Meschin" or “The 
jCadet" which means “t h e 
lyoungcr," is looked upon as 

cor'the founder of the Scottish

ceremony. He .spent hiS l i f e  
in warfare against the Eng­
lish, and in the famous Battle 
of Bannockburn he secured 
Scotland's independence (this 
battle is famous enough to 
being hinted at in advertising 
some Scotch).

During the many hardships 
he endured he contracted 
leprosy, and of this the first 
king of independent Scotland 
died in 1329. He was buried in 
the Abbey Church at Dun­
fermline, but his heart, em­
balmed and encased in a cas­
ket of gold was to be interred 
in the Holy Land. That «vus
