"Unless you’re' soiling your
boat to southern waters — or
that’s where you live and
maintain it, it’s about time_to
lake it out of the water. The
sea.son_ has ended officiall
for swimming pools, tqo, un-
le.ss one of the new plastic
structures is under consider-
ation. .

Part of tne weekend is all
that is need(*d to get the out
door swimming podl ready to
witlistand cold and freezing
weather without dama%e.
You may want to clean the
pool and drain it in order to
do so thoroughly. How.ever,
few pocl engineers recom-
mend leaving a pern“anent
ool empty of water all win-

er.

I,ogs floating in the water
arc_the best protection
against_cracking, Tie logs so
they will stay Close to the
outer wall of the pool. Logs
need bo only around the out-
er wall and”den’t have to fill
the entire surface. Logs are
recommended even under the
most sturd
pool. _

A cover for the entire sur-
face is a good invesin®nt. It
will act as insulation and also

revent leaves and debris
rom being blown into the
water during the olfseasona.
Instead of using tarpaulins,
covers to fit different size

)ools now are made of plas-
ic_or nylgn.

One of the newer nylon
covers is fastened to bolts re-
cessed in the flagstone or
curbing around the swim-
ming ncol. There is no possi-
ble chance of such a cover
blowing off. Furthermore,
rnaterials such as these are
light to handle and can be
fastened over the pool in
amazingly short time.
~ There’s more to winteriz-
ing the vmﬂ plastic pool that
stands on the lawn than emp-
g/l_ng and deflating it. After
oing this, lay thé pool flat
on the ground“and smooth out
alN wrinkles. To keep the
folds of vinyl from sticking
together, sprinkle talcum
powder on the ingide and out
side. Next fold the pool in
half, then end to end to make
a neat bundle for storage.

It’s fortunate that there’s
nothing a mariner would
rather do whon he can’t be
on the water than putter

around his boat, for it take.s
longer to put up any boat for
winter. Once it’s out of tho
water and on wooden blocks,
remov/* all “gra.ss" and bar-
nacles from the bottom.
Those are easier* to remove
while the bottom is wet, and
failure to do so can lead to
dry rot by spring.

If your boat has a wooden
bottom, the, next step is sand-
ing. Follow this with inspec-
tion of all seams and butt
joints for separation.

Where Are We Going?

He said Russia is winning the war
to conquer space because it has
adopted a form of capitalism.

It was especially startling be-
cause itx:ame from a staff member of
Wayne, which once Was regarded by
legislators as a breeding ground for
welfare state liberals.

do 1 hurried to'“the campus next
day to find this Dr. George P. Low-
eke. He has been a teacher there for
19 years and is now Associate Profes-
sor of Engineering Mechanics.

He was at a cluttered desk in a
musty office in one of the old apart-
ment buildings which have been tak-
en over temporarily by Wavnc U. His
classes had ended for the day.

No sullen, dark-cyed critic of
America is Dr. Loweke. Unlike many
of the {professors who get into print
these dltys, he has an old-fashioned
faith in the American system of free
enterprise. But he fears that his be-
loved homeland, like England, will
become a second-rate power because
of the advance of socialism promoted
by a labor partyl.

Dr. Loweke is .57. Ho was born in
Detroit; earned his engineering de-
grees at U. of M., and his doctorate
at the University of Berlin. His fath-
er, a Detroit printer, died when Dr.
Loweke was a child. He had to strug-
gle to earn his degrees, helped some-
times by a few bucks from an older
brother.

In hrief. Dr. Lowcke's conclusion
is that the United States has stifled its
geniuses by progressive socialism
that attempts to level all citizens
through income taxes and otherwise.

On the other hand, Premicr
Khrushchev during his tour of the
United States declared that his gov-
ernment rewards its scientists and
leaders on their ability to produce —
thus providing the incentive that capi-
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Here’s what this free-wheeling
professor wrote for the Lansing Ob-
server column:

*It is a basic instinct of hunpan
nature to work for a reward. Remove
incentive and you kill ambition.

“The" race of men like Thomas
Edison. Charles Kettering. Charles
Steinmelz, Lee De Forrest and others
is becoming e.xtinct.

“These men became wealthy.
But they were worth hundreds of bil-
lions more to their country than they
received.

**Much as our idealism forces us
to deny it, give men a chance to make
greater rewards and we’ll have geni-
us cropping up like mushrooms all
over the country.

“Russia understands this basic
truth about humans. So it offers high
rewards under the guise of socialism
on a grandiose scale — and is win-
ning. This country, under the guise of
capitalism, is practicing socialism —
and is losing.

“If Russia were to stop paying
higher rewards to their scientists, and
pay them no more than a tradesman
receives — as in the United States —
the Soviet’s science would come to a
screeching halt.

“By trying to provide security for
everyone we arc losing opportunity
fur all.

“Under our muddled system we
are leveling off all incomes, raising
those of the worker and reducing the
earnings of the higher qualified.

“We are practicing the thing the
Bolsheviks undertook a generation
ago, which is to tax the ridh out of ex-
istence. We squander billions for ma-
terials and skimp with funds for men,
our most valuable resource.

**A high standard of living Is poor
consolation for a nation that becomes
a second or third rate power.”
