ORDINANCK NO. 23:i, KSTITI.KI) “AN ORDI-

NANCE TO PROVIDE FOR THE CONSTRUC-

TION AND REFAIR OF SIDEWALKS IN THE
CITY OF FLYMOUTII/*

THE CITY OF PLYMOUTH ORDAINS:

Section 1 Section 10 of Ordinance No. 233.
entitled “An Ordinance to Ffovidc for the Con-
struction and Repair ol Sidewalks, in the City of
Plymouth” is hereby amended and a new sec-
tion to be known as Section 12a is added to read
as follows:

Section 10. That in order to insure the quali-
ty and the maintenance of side-
walks hereafter laid in the City of Plym-
outh, every per.son, firm or corporation en-
~Naped in the business of layinji and con-
structing sidewalks in the City uf Plymouth
shall for each job fir.st obtain frorrj the
Building Department a permit to proceed
with proposed work, said permit to be is-
sued upon receipt of Two Dollars ($2.00) as
a permit fee; and the execution of a good
and sufficient bond to Ihe City of Plymouth
in the penal sum of One Thousand Dollars
($1.01M).00), said bond to be a surety com-
pany bond or a personal 1"nd with two sure-
ties owning i;eal properly in the County of
Wayne. Only-one such bond shall be re-
quired for each parly in such business.
Every person, firm or corporation laying or
constructing his, her or its own sidewalk
shall for each job first obtain such a permit
and pay said foe. but shall not be required
to file said bond. Every permittee shall
comply with all requirements as to grade,
width, specifications and all other terms
and conditions contained in this ordinance
relative to laying and constructing and re-
pairing sidewalks, and failure so to do shall
shall be a violation of this ordinance.

Section 12a. Any person, firm or corpora-
tion engaged in the business of laying and
constructing sidewalks, or who shall lay or
construct his. her or its own sidewalk, in
the City of Plymouth, who shall fail to com-
ply with any of the provisions hereof, shall
upon conviction thereof, be punished by a
fine of not more than One Hundred Dollars
($100.00), together with the costs, or by im-
prisonment of not more than ninety (90)
days, or both, at the discretion of the court.

Section 2. This ordinance shall become oper-
ative and effective on the 24th day of Novem-
ber A.D., 1959.

You will_be wise to take
‘every possible precaution to
avoid a cold and if you do
get one, to take care of your-
Self during the first day or
two. Colds are dangerous
chiefly because they lower
resistance of the “breathing
assa es to germs such as

he pneumococm and strepto-
cocci, which are often pres-
ent in the nose and throat,
but cause illness only under
conditions which ~ permit
them to multiply. This is the
reason a_cold often precedes
pneumonia, sinus infection or
ear infection. Children
ounger than flve ears old
are most likely to fake cold.
Dr.  Molner suggests the fol-
lowing precautlons for avoid-
mq_ colds.

Whenever possible, stay
away from anyone who has
a cold and be especially care-
ful to protect young children
from anyone who cCoughs or
sneezes carelessly.

IsTo Dial With Care

It has become the fashion to pan
television for the inanities with which
so many stations and networks are
filling in the long broadcast day.
There is considerable justice in the
charge that the TV industry is pan-
dering to our lowest tastes rather
than seeking to elevate and educate
us. The classic reply, of course, is
that every set includes a knob for
shifting channels and another that
will turn it off.

But before adding our voice to
the clamor of condemnation, perhaps
we ought to look around and see what
opportunities, if any. TV does give us
for discriminating viewing. It brings
ns news in-the-round, puts us on the
spot in swift-moving world events,
provides interviews und panel discus-
sions with the most provocative fig-
ures and the keenest minds of the
day—if we £ut look for such things.

And. on the entertainment side
TV offers more than old movies and
half-soled westerns and mysteries.
An outstanding example is the Du-
Pont “Show of the Month“ series
which began its third year over the
CBS network with “Body and SouT’,
featuring Ben Gazzara—to be fol-
lowed by “The Fallen IdoI’*with the
British star.
