(1) Sort the checks into accurate categories.

(2) Post the amounts on individual ledgers.

(3) Compute new balances.

(4) Print new balances on individual ledger ac-
counts.

You put the checks in the first machine, tell the
second machine what you want done, and the *third
machine posts results.

Getting it down even simpler, the first machine
“reads’*the checks and the third machine “writes”
the results.

Machine No. 2 is the “brain.” It docs the sched-
uling, the quarter-backing, the proofing, and all (hat
other stuff for which electric brains these days arc
producing while striving to get into “Who’s Who”
with peoples

The machines can stop payment on checks when
that is desired; it will refuse to accept checks on an
ove[jdrawn account, if someone just gives them the
word.

From coded magnetic ink characters, the sys-
tem reads information directly from checks, deposit
slips and other documents of sizes and thicknesses.

Well, it’s uncanny, that’s all.

The obvious thought is that it can save a bank
huge expense over a period of time- These units can
do in a flash what it takes mere people hours to ac-
com}la_lish. _ _

hese Burroughs devices are less delicate than
many of their brother “brains,” too. They neither

ask nor requjre any air-conditioning, for instance—i

another expense item (hat the bankers (who rarel?/'
miss such details, as 1 remember) will pot be al-
lowed to overlook.

The purchase price is $217,400. To a pedestrian
mind, this might sound big, but in the field of com-
putors and electronic equipment, it is bourgeoisc—
middle class, no more.

One of the selling points, in fact, is that this
equipment is priced down in the ‘medium price”
range of banks. It’s not something restricted to the
very richest.

If the full price disturbs, the system also can be
leased for $3,975 per month. Just In case your mind
happens to twitch over figures, that would represent
the pay of perhaps 10 or 12 clerks, and if anybody
should suggest a production contest between these
machines and 10 or 12 clerks, we’d urge a good
wager on the machines.

This writer made a hurried run through the Bur-
roughs plants last week (before the bankers too
over) and left certain that our biggest local industry
is on the brink of something bigger.

If it happens, it means growth and prosperity to
each one reading this narrative, personally.

The bank use of the new system is only the first;
there are scores of other obvious ones, but Bur-
roughs has chosen to sell the banks first, and bring
up other ideas later-

These bankers will be all around for a few days.

If%/ou spot one, give him a smile, buy him a cup
of coffee, or otherwise be hospitable.

He might have something to do with how well
we cat around here in future years.

Stereo sound - but not hlgh
fSdelily stereo sound - can be
had very cheaply nowadays
and it can be pretty poor. It
U no more than a [lateral ex-
tension of sound from what
nsed to be known as the
“phonograph.”

iM onoxide Fumes

Cold weather makes it nec-
essary again to use furnaces
and Stoves and to keep the
doors and windows closed. It
is important that the man of
the family should make sure
that the “heating equipment
and hot water equipment is
in good condition, Dir. JosePh
G. "Mclner, City - County
Health Commissioner,
minds householders.

It is not possible to detect
carbon monoxide gas either
by ta.ste or smell and it can
be fatal even though it is not
detected. Carbon™ monixide
gas is caused by the incom-
plete burnln_ci of ‘coal, heatin
gas. fuel oil or gasoline.
may cau.se death if the per-
son who breathes it is in a
tlght_IP/ closed room or auto-
mobile.

If your furnace or stove
smokes, it is because it is not
burning properly.. If you see
or sméll smoke in your liv-
ing quarters, it may be a
danger. signal that carban
monoxide™ gas is escapgn%
into your room along wit
the smoke. Houses today are
more nearly alrtlfqh and
.storm windows help fo make
them so, but both increase
the likelihood that carbon
monoxide poisoning may oc-
cur in case the furnace is not
properly adjusted. These im-
provements” in houses in-
crease the need_ for intelli-
gent understanding of the
w?y to fire a furnace prop-
erly.

If odors are coming from
the register of the hot air
fu%nac_e, have the fire pot
an

re-

fire _don>* examined by
a good furnace repair man.
The fire should burn with a
clear flame and_ not _ be
smothered so that it will
form gas. When you add coal,
keetp it on one side and leave
a free-burning fire on the
other side to prevent forma-
tion of smoke and gas and to
et the greatest amount of
eat from the coal. All gas-
fired hot water heaters
should be properly connected
EIO a flue opening to the out-
00rs.

You should make sure
that your furnace is clean
and fhat you do not shut the
draft off 'so completely that
fumes_from the furnace come
back into the house.

If you use a Kitchen ex-
haust” fan, or other exhaust
fan in the house, check dur-
ing its operation to see that
Pr_oper draft is_being main-
ained while it is in use. An
exhaust fan may cause a
*pbackdraft through the furn-
ace flue. It is possible to_ pull
the air from the outside
through the furnace if the
house™ is sealed too tightly.

If you run_ the motor of
your “car inside the garage,
make sure the garage d”r
IS open. you are in a
parked car with the motor
running, be sure to have a
window open. If you drive
long distances, Keep a win-
dow_open so that some fresh
air is coming into the car. If
you feel sleepy or your head
starts to ache, and you feel
ill or dizzy, stop driving im-
mediately "and get out of the
car.

Municipal interest in side-
walks " Is nothing new in
Plymouth, for one old ordin-
ance, passed in 1869, prohib-
ited walking, rldlnlg or lead-
ing horses or mules on the
sidewalks and another, pas-
sed in 1861, prohibited pIaY-
ing marbles or rolling balls
of any kind on the sidéwalks.

Our _charter iays the City
Commission. may require the
owners of lots "to build and
repair sidewalks, and it gives
the Commission the power to
establish lines, %rade:s, width
materials and the time and
m an_neY for sidewalk con-
struction.
