Mary and Joseph had a son 1959 years ago (if
for these purposes we interpret the Julian calendar
literally) but what if we decide that Christ was born
just this morning, possibly an hour or two ago?

It is likely, some know, that in deep Eyes far in
Space, the gap between Jesus’ birth and our current
weary holiday in the Suburbs may be no less than
two hours ... and, possibly, three minutes or one
split second.

Sometime next year the United States intends to
send a scientific clock aloft. Only the mystics and
the scientists know what facts are hoped for in the
cold portions of space, but they are trying to check
out something that troubled the mind of Alfred Ein-
stein when he died.

Einstein believed a clock would race madly if
taken into outer space because, for one thing,
gravity is a feeble force there. Somehow, in s<{me
ratio of ’’reality” to the real truth, there is great
suspicion today among deep thinkers that Time is a
relative thing. On the surface of the earth it stays
steady and measurable, but out a billion miles where
the stars are only gassy fires, and the quadrillion
miles beyond that landmark ... well?

Most understand the engima in terms of other
sense-detected “facts.” An object sits on a table. It
has a certain dimension. But to a near-sighted man,
it has a different size (“really”) than to a far-sighted
one. And from one end of a telescope it is tiny; from
the other, massive. The size shifts. Yet. whatever, it
is the same object without argument.

A sound from close-by clangs. Far away, it
tinkles. 'Nonetheless, this must be one, identical
sound unmanged in itself, different not in its origin
but in its reception.

But wheiKU comes to Time ... we let the sands
drop into the oqttom of the glass dnd assume that
throughout the erajmal everywhere, however giant
and imposible toUnderstand, that the pace is
measured by a constant Divine metronome beating,
beating, beating ... to a single universal tempo,
identical on the surface of the eai®h and the skin of
the moon.

It isn’t likely, though science yet can’t prove it.

So, to many, the birth of Christ isn’t a misty
fable of centuries past when men didn’t shave and
all manner of people were hypnotized by impossible
fantasies of angels and heavenly trumpets while
silly camels and donkeys were the only transporta-
tion.

In Deep Eyes beyond, it MIGHT have happened
only a second ago, with the history gap between the
night in Bethlehem and the present shopping rush in
the Wayne County suburbs being no time at all.

It is quite likely that we humans are being
judged not as successors, but as contemporaries of
Christ, if we are being judged at all. That is not
theology, or faith, or superstitition ... it’s Science.

And if we are being judged — and most of mor-
tal mankind has come to this conclusion — then the
decision for Christians always, and particularly at
this time of year, is to determine what the birth of
Christ means, and, as part of that, when it really
happened.

We offer not an abstract, dreamy, fanciful topic.
It is as electrifyingly current as this morning, if not
five minutes agq«

If Christ was born even as long ago as two
hours, the event has no dust nor fog upon it.

The acceptance has to be decided upon just
about right now — as soon as when we’re going to
mail our late, late packages.

Do we believe in Christmas, or is that ancient
story-telling, an optional subject in the human cur-
riculum?

Christ resisted violence in personal lives.

He didn’t go any too much for lives bent upon
putting two camels in every garage, a college ~u-
cation, a recreation room, and a tent with a free and
clear mortgage. Self-preservation, in fact, seems to
have been a minor consideration.

He thought it absolutely compulsory to help any-
body who needed a hand.

Death — which occurs usually within the 72
years which now are a human being’s fraction of the
vastless time known to exist — never was discussed
by Jesus as being of much consequence.

SEOUL (UPI) — Wheneverpablishments on

foreign land, they start a new
fashion among the native pop-
ulation. T"at Korea is no_ex-
ception is especially obvious
at Christma.s.

For Christmas is one of the
new fashions which the pre-
dominantly Buddhist South
Koreans picked up from the
Gl’'s aher the end of World
War .

Before the American troops
arrived immediately follow-
ing Korea’s liberation from
Japan, only a handful of
Christians celebrated Christ-
mas here. Now it has become
a |K)pular event in this coun-
try, although it has not yet
reached far into the rural
areas.

The Republic of Korea gov-
ernment, under the leadership
of a devout Christian, Presi-
dent Syngman Rhee. has
made Christmas a public hol-
iday. He made it a rule to
lift the midnight curfew that

day as on other important
national holidays.
Regardless of their reli-

ious faiths, more and more
outh Koreans participate in
Yuictide celebrations each
year. Young people especially
enjoy it.

South Koreans send Christ-
mas cards tO; friends, ex-
change gifts and attend par-
t'cs as people in other coun-
tries do. Shops and public
buildings arc decorated with
Christmas trees and special
religious programs arc con-
ducted.

Unlike Americans, how-
ever. South Koreans do not
eat turkey or any other spe-
cial Yuictide feast.

Except for the country’s
approximately 1.S million
Christians, who attend church
orograms, most people enjoy
dancing and drinking at pri-
vate parties or at public es-

Santa’s Helpers: '

WASHINGTON (UPI)—How do you make a
Christmas tree fire proof? Buy a fresh tree and
keep it in water, says the Department of Agricul-
ture,

Many chemicals have been tried for fire-proof-
ing trees, and even sugar, aspirin or fruit acids
have been put in the water. Rut none has proved
as effective as plain water, which keeps the tree
naturally moist and flame resistant, the department
said. Some solutions, tested actually cause trees to
become dry and flammable.

Shop early for a fresh tree before it dries out
from exposure on a sales lot. If the tree is fresh,
the needles will feel moist to your hand. If the need-1
les fall when you move or shake the tree, it is loo *
dry to absorb water.

Ar. soon as you get the tree home, throw cold
water all over it. Then cut off the butt on<l about
an inch slantwise.to open pores for drawing up wa-,
ter. Set the tree in water and keep it cool and shaded
until you bring it indoors for trimming.

The first day a five to six-foot tree is placed in
water, it may take as much as a quart. After that,
it may take a cup daily. Put the tree in a cool part
of the room; away from radiators, fireplaces, tele-
vision sets or other sources of heat.
