The 19S0°’s

Unlike many of its neighbors east
of here, Plymouth failed to really
“boom’* during the bustlinjf 1950’'s —
but there’s no telling what's ahead in
this new decade that opens its doors
Friday.

It is difficult for the Plymoulhite
who has lived here 10 or more years
to note exactly What change has taken
place during the past decade. But
someone who hasn’t visited Plymouth
since 1950 would tell us that there have
been many changes.

Forinstance, Forest Ave. was just
another muddy street 10 years auo.
The school system had hut two elem>
entary buildings. Starkweather and
Central, at the opetfi*g of the decade.
And the Central Parlofig l.ot was just
a field of weeds.

When the federal/census was ta-
ken in 1950, the city Plymouth had
6,637 people, Plymouth Township had
4,945 and Canton Township listed

3,761.
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This summer, planners estimated
the population at 8,900 in the city,
7,400 for Plymouth Township and 5,200
for Canton Township. Another federal
census in 1960 will bring the figures
out of the realm of guesswork.

At the start of the decade, Ply-
mouth Township was just building its
township hall after using the homes
of its elected officials to conduct bus-
iness. Now. at the end of the 1950%*s,
a second fire station is being complet-
ed.

Back ba 1950 when Plymouth ap-
pliance stores were advertising “big
12 inch picture tube TV sets" for $299,
the nation was plunged into the Kor-
ean “police action”. One of the early
victims was 17-year-old Morris Bea.s-
ley of Plymouth.

But Plymouth, like most commun-
ities, didn’t seem to get stirred up
about the new war. Things went on
almost as usual.

In May 1950, the Plymouth city
commission called for emergency rat-
ioping when a coal strike resulted in

Of Schools
Deadlocked

The controversial qiK'stion <f whether to allow
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use of school facilities f<or church-connected activ-
ities will be carried alon;* into the new year be-
cause a 3-3 vote deadlocked the board of education
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an acute shortage. Many furnaces
burned wood for the first time as coal
yards carefully doled out its coal sup-
ly.
P The 1950°s will be known for their
progress for the important sewer and
water systems started. Plymouth city
started a $600,000 sewer for the south
end in January 1956. Plymouth Town-
ship started its sanitary sewer this
year and both Plymouth and Canton
Townslups began their first water sys-
tems during the past two years.

Probably the most talked about
item during the decade was the strife
between Plymouth city and township.
A ballot proposal on Nov. 1, 1955 ask-
ing for annexation of the township to
the city was overwhelmingly rejected
by the township voters. City voters,
however, okayed taking over a piece
of township property upon which the
big Western Electric Distribution
House \vas built. It opened early this
year.

Following the 1955 election came
a series of petitions for annexations

and incorporations of a city around
Uie city of Plymouth. One of the pet-
itions finally was declared valid and
the issue of incorporation went on the
ballot last February.

Plymouth Township was served
by two supervisors during the decade.
Veteran Supervisor Charles Rathburn
served until 1953 when he died. He
was succeeded by Roy Lindsay who
still holds office.

The city has had several mayors
— in the 10 year period — Perry Rich-
wine, Cass Hough. Floyd Tibbitts,
Russell Deane and the present mayor,
Harold Guenther.

One of the major new stories of
the decade came in November 1957
when Daisy Manufacturing announced
that it was moving to Arkansas. Ini
the announcement, Executive Vice
Presidefit Cass Hough cited the state’s
industrial climate as one of its reasons
for moving. This brought about state
and nationwide publicity that involved
the governor’s office.

Nevertheless. Daisy moved after
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Some Strife® Growth and Change

70 years in Plymouth and nearly 550
people lost their jobs. Much of the
top-ranking personnel, however, mov-
ed to Arkansas.

Gaylord Container became a new
industrial resident after Wall Wire
moved to Tennessee in May 1956. The
National Bank of Detroit also arrived
in Plymouth following a merger with
the First National Bank and Plymouth
United Savings Bank in 1952

Plymouth suffered its share of tra-
gedies during the decade. An average
of, a dozen local people died in high-
way accidents bach year. In 1956 a
man murdered his wife’s landlady and
this year a housewife took the lives
of two of her children and then her
own.

In-1954 a $100,000 fire heavily dam -
aged three stores, Capitol Shirt Shop,
Papes’ and Fashion Shoes. The larg-
est fire loss in City history took place
in 1958 as Daisy was about to move.
A warehouse burned with a $200,000
loss and seriously injuring a fireman,
In 1953, Plymouth city and township

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ofiremen helped fight the world’s lar-
ge.st industrial fire, the G.M. Trans-
mission plant in Livonia.

Death claimed the lives of many
prominent people. Ruth Huston Whip-
ple. the city’s only woman mayor, died
in 1955. Charles Bennett. Daisy Man-
ufacturing president and nationally
known, passed away in September
1956. Equally prominent Edward C.
Hough, also a Daisy president, died
last January.

Churches made big gains. Nearly
every church body in Plymouth ex-
panded or built new churches during
the 1950's.

The school system took some
giant slridcs. Formerly called the
I*lymoiilh  Township School District,
it cha’'nged its name in 1955 to the Ply-
mouth Community School District.
The George A. Smith elementary
school was started in February 1950
and the Nellie Bird School that June.

Ground was broken for the high
school gyrn and swimming pool in

Another Bond Issue for the Schools

A special election this spring again asking for
millagc to finance new school facilities will be one
of the activities of great interest involving the Ply-
mouth Community School District during 1960, Sup-
erintendent Russell Isbister foresees.

Voters turned down two bond
$4,500,000 last November.

Supt. Isbister believes that the board of educa-
tion will revise the bond proposals,™ reducing them
in scope to cover needs for a shorter period of time.
The swimming pool for the Junior Hgih will prob-
ably be eliminated. >

The November proposals would have provided
buildings for a five-year period. A bond issue of
reduced proportions would probably shorten the per*
iod. The superintendent foresees the bond issue at
a special spring election, rather than at the regular
June election,

“The student population of the district will in-
crease at a rate comparable to that of recent years."

Chamber Foresees More Jobs

Plymouth may enjoy a healthier economic future
than ever in the year 1960, as well as the next
decade, according to Donald Millikin, manager of
the Plymouth Community Chamber of Commerce.

“While the community will face formidable ec-

onomic problems not matched in its 135 years, there
are means to meet the challenges if these means
are effectively implemented on a planned basis,"
Millikin declared.

The population of Plymouth Township and the
city will almost double in the 1960’s, according to
Metropolitan Regional Area Planning Commission
figures. Growth in numbers of people will demand
growth in numbers and dollar volume for retail out-
lets, services and profe.ssional offices.

Township Status

A decision w'hether to remain undci; the present
form of government or to incorporate as a city will
be the major item of importance in Plymouth Town-
ship during 1960.

Supervisor Roy Lindsay states that the incorpor-
ation question will probably be placed on the ballot
next fall, according to information he has received.
This decision is up to the charter commission which
was selected in the incorporation election of last
February.

The charter, which has been sent to the gov-
ernor and is now to undergo some revision”, was
drafted by the nine-member commission last spring.
If 1t goes on the ballot,, only those living within the
limits of the proposed city can vote. The western
limit is McClumpha Rd.

Supervisor Lindsay expects this to be another
year of progress as fat as the township’s sewer and

City Will Probe

Formation of a parking authority, drawing up
some long-range plans for water and a hope that
a proposal for an auditorium be placed before the
public again are all part of the forecasts for 1960
made by Mayor Harold Guenther.

Millikin stated that barring' labor or material
set-backs, that figure could be 50 percent conserva-
tive. One thousand new jobs in this market area
will have the potential to increase retail sales by
over $3.5 million and personal income by almost
$6 million.

“That Plymouth looks to a decade of record
growth is almost crrlain whether Plymouth de-
velops and matures in proportion to its potential

City to Probe Parking Problems

“It seems to me that in 1960 our road and res-
ponsibility as a government is clear,” the mayor
asserted.

“1 will soon, in line with the commission’s in-
structions, appoint a committee of civic leaders who
will be charged with tho job of studying our parking
problem. This committee will report on necessity,
locations, financing, assessing of those who benefit,
the government’s rolo, etc. — all referenced to the
possibility of developing our downtown shopping plan
or some logical adaptation of it.

“1t all seems obvious such a study will lead us
to a parking authority as the only vehicle of in*
fluencing and implementing a Central Business Dis-
trict,** the mayor predicted.

“We will begin soon to study and formulate
long-range water plans. This involves considerations
other than our new water policy making water
available outside the city.**

Mayor Guenther stressed that the city must re-
late its water situation to Detroit’s plans for this
area, including Norlhville, Plymouth and Cantoa
Townships, both from the standpoint of what immed-
iate help it can be to industrial growth and what
part the city can logically play in the overall long-
range area plan so that the community can develop
without burdensome and unnecessary water expen-
ses.

“We will soon in 1960 begin construction of our
water main and sewer to our new indu.strial park
on Plymouth Rd.. across from Burroughs,” the May-
or continued. The new year will see a new plant of
the Wheel Trucing Co. on 12 acres. If sewer tap
restrictions are lifted by the ‘state, other industries
are expected in the park in 1960.

“It is my hope the school board will decide
again to place the matter of an auditorium on the
ballot in 1960,* the mayor continued. “It is my con-
viction that a large sum of money could he privately
raised to augment the amount required for school
purposes. This additional private grant would allow
us as a community to build a more complete plant
that could be used to the full by everyone living
in the school district.

“It seems shameful this community with its
Symphony, Theatre Guild, numerous ladies organiz-
ations. Historical Society, youth programs. Scouts,
etc., has no decent physical identity for their activ-
ities and contributions they make to this community.

“The commission stands ready to cooperate fully
with the land the city owns-in the high school area.

Furniture Did
Turn-About
During 7950 s

CHICAGO (UPI) — Furni-

ture fashions did a turnabout
in the '50's. More changes are
forecast for the *60's—new
plastics and disposable furni-
ture.

This *decade got off to a
modem start with contem-
porari(I furniture, particularly
Danish designs. The modem
look continued until about
1959, when it gave ground to
Early American styles.

Two factors probably were
responsible. The smallér post-
war home created a need for
lighter, airier-looking furni-
ture. But television Kkept peo-
ple at home more and created
a demand for comfortable
furniture.

Women, tired of the straight
lines of early modern, craved
traditional furniture for its
softer, homier, warmer look.

This reaction not only re-
vived Early American, but
brought a softor, less formal
look to modern styles.

The need for comfort with-
out bulk also popularized sec-
tional furniture. Limited
space made dual-purpose fur-
niture, such as sofa-beds, 1"™st
sellers.
~ Foam rubber found its way
into virtually every type of
furniture. New synthetic
foams appeared, and molded
foam rubber was found adapt
able to furniture of almost
arly shape or size.

Lohg-wearing nylon became
increasingly popular as an

upholstery = fabric. The old
high-pile upholsteries that
showed signs of wear so
easily gave way to .flatter,
textured upholsteries.

Dyes also were improved
and brought excitin new
color to furniture. In 1959, the
top-sellgnﬂ upholstery colors
were light, bright shades of
beige, turquoi.se and gold.
White furnUure also turned
up everywhere.

the vicious increase in traffic deaths
and injuries this year in Michigan.
Here we were, facing the most dead-
ly month on the traiffic death calen-
‘dar, with 51 more deaths for the first
same period in 1958.

Last year there
were 1,375 deaths in Michigan.

A Could this be done? I7is is what

the 15 broadcasters, publishers, edi-
tors and writers asked when they met
in Lansing last week to try to find
some way to shock the conscience ol
the State to greater driving safety —
in effect, to save their own lives! Law
enforcement officials agreed to coop-

erate — to save people from them-
selves, their apathy and their self-
ishness — they agreed to try to in-

crease contacts for moving violations
by 50 percent during the next three
weeks. Editors and broadcasters a-
greed to a saturation educational
campaign to apprise drivers of the
dangers of December driving. Every-
one is working in concert to save
lives — to keep us all alive for
Christmas.

But — in the final analysis, there
is only one person who can prevent
accidents — you, the driver — every-
one of you! You who hold your hands
on the wheel, hold the power in your
hands to keep the red stain of blood
off the highways and streets. Won’t
you drive unselfishly this month to
save a life — the life that might be
yours?

'If Your Name Is Marjorie

Some names have numerous offsprlngﬁ.
“Margaret” is one of these, and amon;\;/I S
descendants, now independent, are “Mar-
gery” and “Marjorie.” From “Margaret,”
meaning “a pearl,” whose most remote
home is believed to have been Persia, the
French formed the endearing form “Mar-

erie.” This came to be used also amon

e English. “Marjorie” is just a differen
spelling of it, one that took root mainly
among the Scots.

To one Margery belongs the honor of
havmghauthored thé first autobiography in
English. She could neither read nor write
and so she dictated the fascinating story of
her adventurous life to a cleric. She was
Margery Kempe, a native of Lynn, Nor-
folk in 'England. Always concerned wTth
matters of the spirit onl%, she failed at her
trade as a miller and a brewer.

Her highly unusual personality always
involved her in trouble. Because she took
it upon herself to expound the Bible, she
was accused of heresy, and even her habit
of wearing white clothes marked her out as
one who could not abide bK rules. White
clothes were, in her lime, the privilege of
virgins, and Margery was a married wom-
an. She traveled to Jerusalem and Rome,
to Germany and the Baltic States, and
proved to In a keen ohsetver with a vivid
mind. And so she retained for us a lively

picture of the way simple folks in many
lands _lived in the 14th century. .

“The Book of Margery” was deciphered
from an old manuscript and published less
than twenty years ago, and its spiritual val-
ue is still ‘controversial. By some she has
been regarded as almost a saint, others be-
lieved her to be a hypocrite. In any case,
{l_er book is an interesting document of her
imes.

A woman who used the name “Marg-
ery” to shield herself from unwanted pub-
licity, was involved in a strange controver-
s¥ with the famous Houdini in the twenties
of our own century. By a circle of men and
women interested in psychic research
“Margery” was believed to be a mediufn.of
?r,eat psychic powers. Houdini, however,
ried to show how she created her psychic
Bhenomena because his conviction, shared

many others, was that there are no such
phenomena.

So much about the name “Margery,”
and its variant, “Marjorie.” This latter was
connected, by one 17th centur%/ scholar,
with the word for the fragrant herb of the
mint family, “marjoram.” Fresh or dried,
marjoram ‘is being used for flavoring
soups, stewis and sauces.

It is easy to grow in sunny garden
spots, and so 1f you go in for herb garden-
ing, it’s a cinch fo get the best and freshest
from your own planting, if you like its
taste. Some cooks don’t care for it; do you?

There Are Means Of
Deadening House Noise

By George Adams

One-story  houses usually
have the “furnace or heater
in the utility room _between
?arage and Kitchen. To a life-
ong “apartment dweller who
moves to the suburbs, the
noise of the_heater may seem
to be ten times as loud and
annoying as all the city traf-
fice in one week. That was

the effect it had on one house- €X

wife when her family moved
to the suburbs in February
(they moved back to a city
apaftment in October). i

Any of the several appli-
ance$ with which the average
household is equipped can
make enough noise. to annoy
everyone .inthe famll){. Clean-
ing and oiling the maotors may
reiluce _the noise to a quiét
hum. Or it may be that an
inspection  will” show worn
bearings, loose fan blades or
belts. “If the machine itself
doesn’t make the noise, it
may be responsible for vibra-
tions which do. Every appli-
ance should stand on a re-
silient pad of some sort.

Few homes need to be
?ound roofed as are studios
or Dbreadcasting. _ Actually,
floor-length draperies, wall-
to-wall Carpeting or a thick
rug. upholstered furniture are
soundproofing in themselves
because they do absorb noise.
However, there can be many
|rr_|ta_t|ntg soupds that can be
te_I|m|na ed with a little atten-
ion.

The radiator that rattles is
onIY one example, A hinge or
a lock that squeaks évery
time the door Is opened, a
floor board that creaks when-
ever anyone steps on jt just
right afe easily repaired —
ar™ quieted. )

Insulation of walls against
heat and cold does nof shut
out noise ot prevent it from
traveling through the wall. To
accomplish _this, either double
walls or floating walls are
necessary. Double walls are
extra walls built inside the
existing oneg. Floating walls
are acmeved by hanging the
wall finishing “materials on
the studs with resilient,
shock-absorbing clips.
Weath”rstripping around
doors and windows and storm
windows does help to prevent
noises from outdoors pene-
trating indoors. The expanse

of glass in the picture window
carries noise which is best
deadened by draperies or a
double pane”cf glass.

In pleasant weather when
windows and doors are oper
most of the time, noise can
be decreased  trees, shrubs
and hedges.: E-vergreens_are
the best sound barriers. Their
effectiveness depends to some
tent on where they are
lanted. If traffic is heavy, a
edge on the propert% line
and a border of shrubs be-
tween it and the house may
be needed.
