The Russian front came
closer, so we packed our
parcels together again and
had a horse-drawn wagon to
flee in. It was very cold. My
grandmother took care of the
children, my grandfather led
the horse, and my mother
had to look for other ipeople
who would .share. We had no
milk and my six-month-o1d
sister became very sick.

It was winter and we had
no home except the wagon.

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Questions and Answers About
High College Education Cost

BY ELMER E. WHITE

Have you a child, a relative or
a young person in' whom you are very
interested? If so, you are doing less
than your best for him unless you
spend some time right now thinking
about his college education.

Training beyond the high school
level will become more and meore of
a problem for Michigan’s young peo-
ple in the immediate future because
of two factors.

First, the population is growing at
a rapid rate. W. M. Kiplinger in his
‘“Boom and Inflation Ahead,” estim-
ates that Michigan will grow 43 per
cent or some 3,157,000 people by 1970.

Second, a steady increase in the per- -

centage of young people attending col-
lege exists so that we have a higher
Fm'centage of a larger number enrol-
ing. :

College education takes money
and public supported institutions re-
quire an ever increasing amount of
it. Since this is'the case, those inter-
ested in seeing their ydung people ed-
ucated should be interested in know-
ing the financial problems involved.

There are very few who state
they oppose college fraining, but there
are those who think that too much
money is spent on education. To ev-
aluate this type of criticism each per-
son needs to know facts of the situa-
tion. Listed below are some of the
more common questions university
administrators are asked with the
answers they give.

It can be stated too, that univer-

sity officials prefer to be asked ques-

tions about why - things are done as
they are done. An opportunity te ans-
wer precludes misunderstanding and
the spreading of inaccurate informa-
tion.

Why does the state operate col-
leges and universities?

Advanced education is made a-
vailable by the state in the long held
belief that such training benefits not
only the individual, but all society.

Why do you build athletic fncil‘iiles
but not classrooms?

Athletic facilities can be built with
little financial difficulty because they
produce income. Profit from football,
and basketball, the only other college
sport that sometimes pays its way, is
‘used to finance eother physical train-
ing: baseball, track, swimming, fen-
cing, golf,tennis, and intramural
sports. Such building permits an in-
stitution-to offer better physical train-
ing for the entire student body than
would otherwise be possible.

Why don't you raise tuition? If the
public supports the prineiple that ed-
ucation should be available to all at

little or no cost, care must bée taken-

that tuition costs do not automatically
eliminate many students who come
from poor families. In addition, the
state and individuals in the state ben-
efit in several ways from its colleges
without direct cost. Research conduc-
ted at state institutions has proved of
immense value. Institutions offer di-
rect public service that is constantly
used by Michigan’s citizens and or-
ganizations.

How much does it cost for a stu-
dent to spend a year in college?

A student needs between $1,200
and $2,000 per year, depending on his

living level and the courses studied.

How much of the institutional ex-
pense is borne by the student?

Student fees make up about 20 per
cent of a university or college income.
The state appropriates about 75 per
cent. The other 5 per cent is made
up of charges for services, utilities
and incidental income.

Why do so many students drive
cars? -

This iss a common gquestion for
university administrators. In answet
they point out that a car is no longer
a luxury, but often an economic nec-
essity. More students live off campus
than ever, driving from home to clas-
ses. A higher percentage are married.
A substantial num b e r of students
must drive to work after classes or
for the week end. There is less and
less public transportation, so, remind
college officials, if a student is to get
around, he must have his-own trans-
portation.

Are buildings built “‘at no expense
to the public’’ pperated at no expense
to the public?

That dependsonthebuilding.
Dormitories, which are self liquidat-
ing, pay their own utility.and mainte-
nance. Buildings donated for institu-
tional use are maintained at state ex-
pense. ' ;

Why aren’t classrooms built on a’
self liquidating basis?

The understanding which existed
over the years is that the legislature
would provide money for operating
expenses or capital expense and spec-
ify which is to be used for which. In
general, student fees augmented by
legislative grants have been used for
operating. The state financial situa-
tion being what it is, there has been
very little appropriated for buildings.

The legislature while not able to
provide for capital needs, has not been
able to come up with plans where the
institutions can make long term com-
mitments for loans to be repaid from
student fees. Universities are unable
to proceed without definite agreement
for fear of makin g commitments
which they cannot live up to.

There is much thinking about
ways to solve this dilemma so that
buildings can be built soon as they
must if campuses are to accommo-
date the growing student bodies.

Are buildings unnecessarily lush?

There is always room for argu-
ment on this point. Administrators
take a firm stand that buildings are
built economically as possible; to last
a long time and be maintained for as
little as possible. Some of the build-
ings approaching and over a century
old support this claim. Visitors some-
times think a building “too fancy,”
but to reach a conclusion based on
fact requires more than a superficial
look.

Higher education is a problem
which will become more acute. Ed-
ucators have long urged that more
people become more concerned with
it. For the most part the public has
been dealing with more immediate if
not more pressing problems.

But time is going by, and if Mich-
igan’s young people are to receive the
kind of education our position in the
world demands, there must be some
changes in the institutions which are
to provide that education.

'The same word from
which the name Charles
evolved, gave rise to a
modern German word,
“KRerl”’, and this means
“‘a man, a guy’’ mestly in
a deprecatory sense. Sim-
illarly, .the . English
““Charles’”’ has a counter-
part in “churl”: little
used today, it designates
“a rustic, surly sort of
fellow”. j

To the English speaking
lands the Normans
brought - ‘‘Charles’ at the
time of the Norman Con-
quest. It led a lingering
existence, and only in the
last century did it become
widely used among Eng-
lish speaking men. In
France and in Germany
as well as in the Scandi-
navian countries it had
been popular for more
than one thousand years,

the Franks, was born of a
family in Wwhich the name

which he was the most im-
portant member is referred
to as ‘‘Carolingian”, which i
Latin and means “pertaining
to Charles’’. Crowned em-
peror on Christmas Day in
800 A.D., he ruled over a
region extending eastward to
the river Elbe and westward
to the Pyrenees and the At-
lantic Ocean. He advanced
education, and brought men
of learning to his court,
among them the English Al-
cuin. He realized the impor-

friendly relations with Eng-
land, and even such distant
lands as those of the famous
Arab calipha Harun al Ra-
shid.

After Charlemagne’s death
legend embellished his deeds,
and raised his stature o su-
perhuman. He was made the
center of a fabulously, bril-
liant court, surrounded iy the
most valiant heroes.

About seven hundred years
later, another Charles stimu-|
lated the use of this name,
Charles V., grandson of Fer-
dinand V. and Isabella I. of
Castile. He ruled over a
larger territory than “any
other king or emperor in
Europe. But the age in which
he lived was troubled by
fierce religious dissension;
toward the end of his dyas
Charles V., weary-of the
world, disillusioned with
power,. retired to the monas-
tery of Yuste in Spain.

Mostly referred to by the
familiar f “Charlie” is
the Stuart Prince who was
the hope of those Englishmen
and Scots who tried to re-
store the Stuarts to the Eng-
lish throne, “Bonnie Prince
Charlie” whose praise wa s
sung in English and Gaelic
Songs ever since.
