The original cry for ‘‘representation on the
Detroit Water Board”’ came from communities
. (Redford 't'ownship was one) where the officials
believed water rate increases had been too large,

on the deliberations which affected their own water
bills.

And whe was one of the leading candidates for
the new post? Roy Lindsay of Plymouth Township,
who hasn’t yet bought a drop of water from the
City of Detroit system, and pessibly won’t get any
for another five years, and has no grievances
whatever—yet.

Lindsay didn’t quite win the election, but the
maneuver senewed our respect again for his polit-
ical wits.

There's a more current point. Some readers will
recall words written here a few weeks ago relative
to Supervisor Lindsay’s determination to obtain City
of Detroit water next summer, via Livonia, tapping
in at Schoolcraft and Eckles Road.
