You can physically lower
a ceiling by suspending wood
furring strips from wall to
wall and nailing or ‘stapling
ceiling tiles to the strips.

These ceiling tiles, made -of
fibreboard, come in the popu-
lar 12" x 12" and other sizes
and offer many decorative
possibilities:

White fibreboard tiles can
be repainted by the ho m e-
owner to match or contrast
with any shade of paint. Re-
painting can be done with
oil, alkyd or water-based
paints applied with brush,
roller or spray. .

Perforated _ceiling tiles, in
addition to decorative quali-
ties, have the advantage of
noise reduction. These tiles
have become gopular in dens,
playrooms, TV room s, fin-
ished basements or attics.

A recent innovation—decor-
ative fibreboard tiles — are
available in a choice of im-
printed designs.

For the do-it-yourself en-
thusiast, tiles are relatively
easy to install and their
tongue and ! ve. locking
feature assures a profession-
al-looking job; ¥ you plan a
ceiing decorating project,
here are some pointers that
may make the job more en-
joyable:

1. Draw an outline of your
ceiling to scale. Join corners
of rectangle - with diagonal
lines. The part where the
lines meet is the center of

ceiling.
a cardboard

2. Cut out
square to scale to represent
one tile. Place center of
Ytile”’ over center of sketch
with sides.of tile parallel to
sides of “ceiling.”” Trace
center tile. Draw rest of tiles
working in circular fashion
around first tile. In this way,
tiles that will have to be cut
to fit an area less than a foot
square will make up the bor-
der of the ceiling. When work
actually begins (see No. T7),
the first tile to be installed
will be the one in the lower
left hand corner of the
sketch.

3. Determine the number
of tiles you will need, After
ordering tiles, open all pack-
ages and allow tiles to stand
in room for 24 hours. This
conditions them to the at-
mosphere in the room.

4. When working with tiles,
keep hands clean. Wash
hands often and, after dry-
ing, sprinkle powder or corn-
starch on them to absorb
hand moisture.

5. If you plan to cement
tiles to ceiling, make sure
the ceiling surface is smooth.
clean and free from dirt and
dust. Any whitewash, calci-
mine or wallpaper must be
removed first,

6. If new lower ceiling is
to be put on or old ceiling
is cracked, uneven or peel-
ing, tiles will have to be at-
tached to furring strips. Use
¥ o=z 3 furring strips,
straight and true, of pine or
other soft weod. Apply. first
furring strips flush to wall
across joists. Other strips
should be installed paralle] tc
first strip with centers twelve
inches . If row of tiles
is less 12 inches wide,

The freezer unit of a refrigerator
needs only minimum care to operate
efficiently. It will need defrosting,
especially in the summer when hum-
idity builds up the moisture. How
often the refrigerator door is opened
during the day has a bearingl on how
frequently defrosting must be done.
For the average small family, once
a month is sufficient,

Defrosting can be both quick and
easy. Do it on the day of the week
when the freezer unit is nearest to
empty. Two pans of boiling water
placed in the unit speeds defrosting.
‘When it is completed, wipe out withé
a solution of baking soda and warm
water,

Naill
cut edge to “first strip with
nails as glose to border as
possible so that molding will
cover .them.

9. Insert side tongued edge
of second tile into side groove
of first tile .and continue in-
stallation,

10. To keep tiles clean once
they are installed remove
dust and c¢obwebs with vac-
uum cleaner and brush at-
tachment. Heavy smudging,
fingerprints, etc., may be re-
moved with a damp cloth or
a wallpaper cleaner.

The average ceiling can be
rédecorated in a week-end or
less but the pleasure your
new ceiling will give you will
last for years.

Exchange Student

~\Joins Her Adopted

Family in Plymouth

EDITOR'S NOTE: This is
another in a series of articles
by Ursula Kell, a German
exchange student attending
Plymouth High School. This
time she tells of her first day
in America.)

We stayed the night on the
boat in Montreal, leaving- the
next morning. We had to go
into a large hall’' where our
luggage was controlled. We
knew we would not have
time to eat very much! for
the rest of the day, so we
took some food with us, sand-
wiches and oranges, happy
that we did not have to pay.

{But then we were told not to

take any food with us be-
cause it would not pass the
control. So, kind of disap-
pointed, we brought our
treasures back.

After having passed the
control by Canadian officials,
we took our luggage to the
Greyhound busses waiting for
us there. The first thing we
noticed were the small win-
dows and  the 'comfortable
seats. Well, they seemed only
comfortable the first hours of
our trip. After having been
24 hours in the bus we thought
a little different about it. We
were to pass Toronto, Wind-
sor-Detroit and stop in Ann
Arbor, where we were to
meet our new parents.

The following 24 hours’ trip
was not the nicest one I had.
First we kept ourselves busy
by looking oyt of the window:
the signs and advertisement
in English attracted us, the
shop-windows in the towns,
the dresses of the people etc.
These things really were not
too different, when I think of
it now. But then we were
thrilled by everything, be-
cause it looked so “‘real Am-
erican’’. By the time we got
tired of this. Some people
started sleeping, some
talked, others made nonsense
and the first wones started
complaining about being
hungry. But we still had
quite a way to go for the
next dinner and we just had
to wait.

Finally late in the afterncon
we stopped at a restaurant.
Everybody was so hungry
and we rushed into it. When
we had to decide what kind
of dinner we wanted, we had
a hard time finding out the
meaning of the names. I rem-
ember I was so surprised
when 1 got an entirely differ-
ent dish than I wanted. A
new experience was the tip.
We saw people after having
finished their dinner leaving
some money on the table.

We thought they might have
forgotten it and our first re-
action was to run after them
and bring the money back.
But then somebody told us
that this is just a custom in
America, called *“tipping’’ .
In Germany the tip usually

amount of money you pay for
the dinner. 3
After the dinner, it was the
first réal food we ate that
day, we came back into the
busses, starting the second
part of the .rip. In the night
it got terrin:y cold. We could
not .sleep, because we felt so
uncomfortable in the seats.
We all Jonged for the morning
when (we could move again.

After having slept a couple

of hours, it got light outside
and we saw the sKkyscrapers
of Detroit. In Windsor we all
got out of the bus for the
passport control, which
lasted quite a while. After
walking a little bit we felt
more awake, got back into
the busses and passed the
Canadian Tunnel. This was
a great big moment and we
passed the border with a
loud "Hurrah”: we were in
the United States.
* In about an hour we were
to' se¢ our parents. What
would they look like? What
would they be like? But most
of us/were too tired to think
much, about it and they tried
to get some sleep. When we
arrived in Ann Arbor, we
stopped at a church, the
meeting place. Our dresses
were  wrinkled and we felt
dirty jand not quite ready to
meet  our new fathers and
motheérs. We were told that
we could change and wash in
a large room in the church
provided for us.

When we entered we saw
a little tiny room filled with
crowds. It was nearly impos-
sibe to move. S0 we decided
just fo go as we were, got
our name tag and kept look-
ing and smiling at every
stranger who possibly might
be yaur father or mother. I
sought for a long time. Then
a girl came into my direction,
also smiling, and having a
name tag with “Jill Clarke”
on it. This had to be my new
sister, she looked just like on
the ppictur e my American
family had sent me

I was right. After a couple
of minutes I said hello to my
new parents whom I liked
the very first moment. We all
met in the church for a wel-
come gathering. Then our
names were called and we
went down to have dinner. I
was hungry and seldom I en-
joved a dinner so much as
this- one.

It was raining when we de-
parted. One of the first things
I noticed was the huge car
my family had and 1 liked
it real well. (But the cars
don’t surprise me anymore).
I did not understand half of
the things my family told me,
and I guess they had a hard
time understanding my Eng-
lish also. I don't ‘remember
too much of the first day,
because I was so tired. I just
sunk into my bed and slept

immediately.

"Here's One Builder Who

One of the mysteries to rhany
suburban taxpayers is why.the public
schools must buy expensive land in

Lansing Schools Receive Gift of
Land’” and it reads:

“A 10-acre parcel of land in White-
hills subdivision north of highway
M-78 was deeded as a gift to the

East Lansing school district Monday
night.

‘“Title to the property, valued at
more than $20,000, was turned over
to the board of education by Albert
and George White, developers of the
residential section.

“A stipulation that went along
with the deed stated that the .plot
must be used as a future school site
and, if property is left over, for a
park. ;

“Board members passed a reso-
lution accepting the gift and comtpli-
mented the White brothers for their
generosity.

“Supt. C. E. MacDonald said that
it was one of the rare occasions in |
his long career as an educator that
such a gift has been offered to a
school district.

‘“He said an elementary school
would probably be built on the site
to serve an area roughly bounded by
M-78, Lake Lansing Rd., Abbott Rd.
and Hagadorn Rd.

“The area now is occupied by
about 100 homes and has been marked

Michigan Has

Sunday Law
In It's Books

You’d be surprised to know
that Michigan has had a
strict Blue Law on the books
for 113 years.
““No person shall keep open
his shop, warehouse or work-
house, or shall do any man-
ner of labor, business or
work, or be present at any
dancing, or at any public di-
version, . or engertain-
ment, or take part in any
sport, game or play on the
first day of the week.”’
So says Section 435.1 of
Michigan Compiled Laws of
1948, w hich was originally
enacted in 1846. ;
This section was discussed
by the Michigan Supreme
Court in a recent case In-
volving a Flint city ordin-
ance requiring some types of
businesses to close on Sun-
day. .
A majority, consisting of
five of the members of the
Supreme Court, held that the
Flint ordinance was a proper
city enactment.
Three imembers disagreed
with the majority on the
ground that the Flint ordin-
ance conflicted with the
State law, and therefore
should be held invalid.
Pointing to the broad scope
of the ancient State law on
the subject, Justice Voelker
in a dissenting opinion said:
