Q. Exactly what will the Board use the money
for if' the Sinking Fund is approved? - .

A. The major project would be a second junior
high. It would be built on a site already owned at '
Ann Arbor Trail and Sheldon Rd. The total cost of

this project is figured at around $1,600,000. Another
$310,000 is to complete additional classrooms at
Smith, and Bird Schools (already under construc-
tiony and a new multi-purpose room and alterations
at Stbrkweather School. Ih addition, $550,000 will
be used to rehabilitate thor 42-year-old Plymouth
High School. Most of this money' will go to con-
struct a new stair tower, improve lighting, heating
and ventilating systelps. Much of the work is being
required by the Statel Fire Marshal. The remaining
$90,000 is for contingencies.

Q. Do we need another whole Junior high now?
, A. No. There would not.be egough students to

fill a complete junior high of 960 capacity. So the
building would be constructed in two phases. Phase
1 would start next spring and would be ready for
occupancy in September 1962. It would accommo-
date 450 students. Phase two would probably be
started the following year and would b, ready by
Sept. 1964. Building in two phases would also lessen
the need for large amounts of money at one time.

Q. What would be included in Phase 17
A. A classroom wing and a gymnasium. The

classrooms weuld temporarily house industrial arts,
dining facilities, the library and home economics.
In Phase 2, there would be wings specially for these
departments.

Q. Is this junior high design like the present
one?

A. There was much criticism of the present
Junior High becaase of the large glass area.· Glass

,. use has been cut ijn the present plan for the new
school. The academic classrooms will be in a two-
story unit. The estimated price of the new building
is somewhat under the $1,750,000 cost pf the present
building, even after three years of inflation.

hero? It's not physical strength, for
many women have achieved heroism

t So have children; remember the
boy who plugged the hole in the dike?
Great statesmen and scientists With
no special physical prowess-h ave
won the plaudits of -li grateful world.

Historically, heroism has always
been associated witbi triumph. A mil-
lion years before the pyramids were
built-when tropical forests thrashed
with the great war for world suprem-
acy between man and beast-the hero
was the hunter who triumphed over
animals.

He was the unhrmed man, una-
ware that a pointed stick makes a
good spear, who was first to leap
naked on the wild lion's back, wrap-
ping his arms around its neck while
his companions grabbed tail and legs.

Even after man -mastered beast,
triumph in battle remained the key to
heroism-only now it was triumph
over man that won the cheers. There
was little David, who bested Goliath
. . . Caesar, whose legions triumphed
over all armies that dared oppose

him... the Spanish soldier who won
, the battle to "civilize" Montezuma's

tribe... the Indian brave whose col-
Iection of scalps proved his triumphs
in helping to keep un-colored people
out of the area. In every age, tri-
umphs made heroes.

It was less than 1,000 years ago
that triumphs-and heroism-became
possible without physical violetice.
When sea-going ships came into their
own, the greatest heroes were the
bold explorers who sailed into the un-
known in search of gold and glory.

They brought back stories of paint-
ed savages and unicorns, of eluding
sea-serpents that could strangle a
three-master. The hero-worshippers
listened with open mouths and wide
eyes.

Triumph over man was more
widely understandable than triumph
over distance, however, and so wars,
fought for glory, continued. Then, non-
violent forms of triumph over man
became popular.

You could triumph by becoming a
millionaire, triumph by breaking an
athletic record, triumph by becoming
a famous personality-all feats which
other men had tried without success.
