Detroit officials will sign the contract into be-
ing shortly, it is indicated.

The actual tap-in to the Detroit-furnished water
will take place at an existing source located at
Schoolcraft and Eckles Rds. in Livonia. (Livonia’s
City Council has opposed Plymouth Township tap-
ping into Livonia lines. It might create a legal case
ultimately.)

Township Supervisor Roy Lindsay was. unsure
exactly when constuction will begin on the water
line coming this way.

He explained that final engineering .plans are
now in the making. He estimated that installation
of the water line will begin early in 1961.

. When the 16-inch trunk line finally reaches

From such precious hours, all too few in our
modern political world, comes thinking and action.
It is democracy. _

We simply do not comprehend when public of-
ficials (Governor-candidate John Swainson is one, at
the moment) say that a convention should not be
held because the delegates who arrive there ‘“‘would
not truly represent the people.”

If such a charge should be valid, how does

“Good music” is an expres-
sion you hear a great deal of
these days and particulary
in the connection, “good
music radio station.”

It almost has come to
mean anything except rock
'n’ roll. But supposing you
bought time to put “good
music” ‘on ‘“good music ra-
IdIO stations,” what would you
single out as good music.
Clifford P. Shearer, mar-
eting director of the Rek-O-
ut Co., Corona, N.Y., had
to answer the question.
Rek-O-Kut's ”gnod music”’
programs have 'been more
than ordinarily successful
“Interlude in Sigreo,”” a
one - hour, five-night-a-week
show on KFAB FM and AM,
Los Angeles, received the
Los Angeles Times' Radio
Beat award as the best clas-
sical music program of 1959.
Classical music, however,
doesn’'t necessarily become a
synonym for good music in
Shearer’s dictionary.

“Good music, in our opin-
jon and for our purposes, is
ny music that demands high
a}andarda of performance
and reproduction for fullest
appreciation, and doesn’t
trade on just a snappy beat,
coy lyrics or a current fad
or g1mm1ck * he said. °

I don't mind -saying that
lassical music is our main-
stay and that our listeners
heartily approve. Rock 'n’
roll is out with us and so is
the lesser sweet stuff and
commercial pap. But we
don’t by any means bypass
jazz.

“Dixieland, progres-
ive and blues make regular
appearances On our pro-
srams: so do show tunes and
folk songs. Our main empha-
sis, however, is on the clas-
sics.”’

Insofar as the program-
ing is concerned, Rek-O-
[Kut follows a hands-off pol-
icy. It assumes that the pro-
gram director and his staff
ill select the appropriate
usic, that the music sourc-
es are of the highest quality
and that equipment stand-
ards are strictly enforced.
In this connection, the com-
pany does not insist that the
radio stations it buys time on
se the turntables or pickup
arms it makes.

The company’s prime tar-
et is the good music enthus-
iast, who, while at home, pre-
fers the higher fidelity that
F affords. It picked FM
and AM in Los Angeles be-
ause listeners there spend

Orientation of a new home on its site is one of =
the most important factors for comfortable, eco-
nomic air conditioning.

This means placing the house so that in sum-
mer the mid-afternoon sun cannot shine directly on!
windows, and the late afternoon sun strikes areas
without windows.

Careful orientation, used in conjunction with
recommended amounts of mineral wool insulation,
proper roof design, and adequate shade can sub-
stantially reduce not only the cost of air condition-
ing equipment, but its operation as well.

It’s rarely possible to orient a House perfectly
because of lot shapes and contours, but here are
some general recommendations:

1. Broad sides of the house should face north
and south.

2. Garage, porch, or utility room should be on
the west end of the house to take the brunt of the
late afternoon sun.

3. The roof should have wide overhangs on its
south side to shade walls and windows, and should!
be constructed to permit adequate air circulation in
and out of the attic. White or light-color asphalt
shingles on the roof reflect much of the sun’s heat,
yet provide a soft rugged texture without harsh
glare.

: 4. The south wall is the best place for large win-
idows. The summer sun is high in midday, and the
roof overhang keeps sun off south windows.

5. Shade trees are most effective on the east and

west sides to block low sun in morning and late
afternoon.

Wage Rates Going Higher

both labor and manage-
ment are seeking to avoid
annual bargaining snarls,
It is evident, therefore,
that the upward trend in
wage rates may be ex-
pected to persist.

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ONCE AGAIN at work are gas light fixtures
manufactured about a century ago in St. Louis.
Robert Stremich, left, co-owner of the Hillside
Inn, and Charles Stofko, president of the Plym-
pguth Community Chamber of Commerce, exam-
ine one of the dozen poles in the parking lots.
The idea ties in with the program eof coloniali-
zation that the Chamber has been promoting in
Plymouth for many years.

Returns

Plymouth’s “Colonializa-
tion program has taken
another step forward with
installation of antigue gas
street lights at the Hill-
side Inn restaurant park-
ing area.

Twelve of the authentic
gas light poles, located
after a year-long search
of the nation’s salvage
yards, have already been
installed in the main
parking lots of the Plym-
outh Rd. lounge and cafe.
Ultimately, according to
Bob and Margaret Strem-
ich, owners of the Hill-
side, the entire parking
area will be ringed with
30 of the gas burning
lights.

Lighted 24 hours a day,
the mantled lights blend
naturally with the Hill-
side’s Colonial architec-
ture, standing as a sym-
bol of a by-gone era and
a nostalgic memory for
many. At night the soft
lights illuminate rows of
modern automobiles in a
striking contrast of the
past with the present.

The lamp posts are the
real thing. Little is known
of their history, however,
except that they were
cast in St. Louis about a
cenfury age at foundries
long since out of business.

The Stremichs found
them in Baltimore where
a salvage company had
reclaimed them from sev-
eral New England towns
some 30 to 50 years a g o.
The Baltimore firm has
promised to deliver at
least 18 more poles to
complete the project.

Although th e ancient
street lights required
complete renovation, the
Stremichs say that the
cost of installation and
operation compares fav-
orably with standard
electrical fixtures.

Superintendent Isbister reported to the Board on the discussions
which Mr. Blunk and he had with representatives of the maintenance
and custodial employees. He recommended for consideration an across-
the-board increase of $200 per year for -each full-time non-certified
employee and an increase of $175 for each elementary secretary
