eggs which eventually haich
in the first part of June or
July. The insects then crawl
out to the leaves during the
summer, where they live un-
til September. Then they |
crawl back on the branch
again and begin to suck the
sap of the tree.

If the infestation is heavy
encugh the tree will die for
lack of nutrition or winter
kill because of its weakened
condition.

The September spray is
aimed to catch the insects
while they -are mowing back
from the leaves to the branch:
es. It has to be timed cor
rectly or will be ineffective.

Estimates of the cost of
spraying were placed at $3
per tree Monday night, but
the Commission ordered that

Be
extremely careful not to touch the lens with the mas-
cara applicator. Your lashes never touch the lens
and so, if you are careful not to touch them with
your fingers or the applicator they should stay clear.

Two: Use a strong magnifying mirror as an aid.
Apply all eye make-up and let it dry thoroughly be-
fore putting in lens. When the lens are in, check
make-up for any minor flaws.

Dear Jerry: With four small children I den’t
have time to do a complete make-up routine every
day. When I do, the effect isn't always what I'd
hoped, and it takes me forever. I'm not always sure
which items should be applied when. Could you give
me a step-by-step routine? Mrs. T. B. H.

A professional model would tell you there is no
short cut to a perfect make-up. However, if you
lean to follow a definite sequence the results will
be more glamourous and you will save. time.

1. Cleanse skin thoroughly. 2. Apply a moistur-
izer to give skin the added moisture most after-
twenty skins need. 3. Now, if using cake. or compact
make-up, hide any dark circles, or blemishes with
an opaque cream. Apply this after fluid or cream-
stick make-up. 4. Apply foundation make-up and
blend evenly. 5. If you use cream or fluid rouge
apply now. 6. Puff on face powder, without covering
eyelids. 7. Apply eyeshadow now, to avoid smearing
eyebrow and eyelash make-up. 8. Brush any powder
from brows and shape with eyebrow pencil if neces-
sary. 9. Apply liquid eyeliner. Let dry thoroughly to
avoid smearing. 10. Apply mascara. 11. Apply lip-
stick. (Learning to use a lipstick brush will more
than repay the time spent by giving you a clean,
clear outline.) Blot by pressing lips together on tis-
sue. Powder lightly. Apply a second coat of lipstick
and blot.

If vyou
complain to the seller, you
may be informed that the
