Almost all pari-mutual tricks -
use electric or electronic timing devices, Rules provide that one Timer also be equipped ,
with a stop-watch in the very rare case of a malfunction in the automatic equipment.

HOW DOES THIS ELECTRONIC TIMER WORK?

It starts as the first horse crosses the starting line and time is registered at intervals
as the leading horse breaks a light beam set at the various measuring points. At the
finish the time immediately is recorded. When this type of timer is not used, three stop-
watches are used, with a companson of the watches in the hands of three timers deter-
mining the officist time of the race.

WHO PICKS THE WINNER IN A CLOSE FINISH?

The decision of the iudges determines the winner. However, the iudges rely on the
photo finish camera required at all tracks where wagerjng is conducted. The picture Is
taken at the exact instant the finish line is reached. Photos are posted after a race for the
track patrons to view.

Violations that do not affect the oukome of the race normally are penalized by a
fine.

WHAT IS PARI-MUTUEL WAGERING?

Originated by a Frenchman, Pierre Oller, the word means "among ourselves." The
track has no interest in which horses win or lose, but acts only as an agent. It only holds
the money wagered until the finish of the race and pays Ihe winning ticket-holders the
proper amount called for by the amount of the tickets.
