Section 92, The Commission, at its first rleutar meeting or
at a special meeting called for such purpose, after the regular
city election in the year 1961, shall appoint a Supervisor or
Supervisors for a term of four years commencing on the first
Monday next following the date of such election: Provided,

W i l-
liams told the people years
ago that he would slug them
with an income levy if they
re-elected him. Our foot-loose
Governor di(in't succeed be-
cause the people elected Re-
publican legislators to block
hirn.

An enigma of Michigan pol-
itics is the merry manner in
which the voters have been
electing Republican lawmak-
ers to block new taxes and
wild spending and at the
same time have elected a
Democratic Governor and

other Democratic state offic-
ials committed to higher
taxes and unlimited expendi-
turts,

If the proposed onef ent
increase in the sales tax is
killed, however, the safety
valve will explode in 19G1.
For the biggest budget in his-
tory is coming up -and

- the state deficit is $64.000.000.
So far, no one has sue-

ceeded in getting to the vot-
ers the astonishing fact that
the state government last fis-
cal year received a net of
only $37,600,000 from sales
tax collections totaling $323,-
000,000.

People do not realize that
the state got only 11.6 cents
from every $1 collected.

The Constitution earmarks
two cents of the levy for
schools, nol includink higher
education. Another half cent
goes to municipalities and
townships.
, The state's half-cent share

last year should have yielded
$59,000,000. But the school

An Ordinance to amend the Canton Town-

ship Building Code.

, The Township of Canton ordains:

SECTION 1. That Section 1 of the Canton

Township Building Code entitled

"An Ordinance enacted pursuant to Act
