The Board, in a special
meeting Monday night,
voted to move beyond the
preliminary planning
stage and to have work-
ing drawings made of the
dozen separate projects.

The quarter million dol-
lar project will be fi-
nanced from the Build-
ing and Site Sinking Fund
that electors set up by ap-
proval in an election last
June.

While the Board will
definitely move ahead
with most of the projects,
there are a few that may
be postponed one year if
it is felt that they cannot
be completed in time for
reopening of school next
September. Some of the
j o b s, however, will be
started before school is
dismissed in June.

But all this, as related by
Commander Panter, is one
side of the picture only. The
whole science of oceanogra-
phy, he said, is linked up with
the nation's defense system.
In this category the, Com-
mander quoted from a re-
port of the National Academy
of Sciences which states -
from the point of view of
military operations there is
no comparison between the
urgencies of the problems of
the oceans, and those of out-
er space. The submarine,
armed with long range mis-
siles is probably the most po-
tent weapon system threaten-
ing bur security today. It
seems clear that the pres-
sures of establishing effec-
live bases and of protecting
ourselves from attack are re-
lentlessly driving us into the
oceans."

For exam-
ple, a 50 percent nylon and
50 percent wool blanket would
be expected to shrink less
than a 100 percent wool blan-
ket.

The average price range
for full-size blankets is from

$10 to $25. Always read and
save the labels (near the

laundry area) when instruc-
tions for care are given. Fold
sheets back over the top
blanket edge to protect the
blanket from wear and soil.

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For a very smooth icing to
frost cookies, use thin icing

2 that spreads easily without
1. leaving ridges.

Icing for a decorating tube
should be slightly stiffer
than that used for spreading
on cookies, but not so stiff
that it breaks as it comes out
of the tube. The icing recipe
given does not hold stiff
ridges ; use a plain round
point to make scroll-type de-
signs.

To make your own paper
decorating tube: Fold a 12-,
inch square of wax paper in
half to form a triangle. Place
triangle on table with point
opposite long side toward
you. Bring left hard corner
down to point forming a
cone. Wind remaining part
around cone bringing third
corner to meet the first two.
Fold corners down inside
cone. Fill with icing. Then
fold together top edges of
cone toward bottom, forcing
icing through the point. If
necessary, cut off tip,

To make red icing, use
many times the amount of
red food coloring ordinarily
used to tint icing pink. For
Christmas red, use a drop of
yellow food coloring with ev-
ery 3 to 4 drops red food col-
oring.

Practice making designs ,
with a decorating tube on
wax paper to test your skill.
Icing can be removed from
paper and reused.

To keep icing soft while us-
ing another color icing, cov-
er bowl or decorating tube
with a damp cloth.

Allow icing on decorated
cookies to harden about 3 to
4 hours before storing cook-
ies or tying them to hang on
mobile.

Price Support for Corn I
T h e government support

price for corn in Wayne
County for the 1960 crop is
$1.09 per bushel. Any farmer
who produces corn may re-
ceive this price by applying
for either a warehouse-stored
loan. farm stored loan or a

purchase agreennent. The

method most widely used in -
Wayne County is the ware-
house stored loan. To obtain

the support price the farmer
turns his negotiable ware-
house receipt over to the
Wayne County ASC Office
and receives the' support
rate.

The oupport rate puts a
floor under the price the
farmer has to take for his
corn. If the market is below

the loan level, the f a rmer

can always turn the corn over
to the government in full set-
tlement of the loan. If the
market price rises above
the loan level, he has the pri-
vilege of paying for the
loan and selling his com-
modity in the open market.
Also, at any time he can
pay the loan and either sell
the corn or use it for live--
stock feed.
