The subdivision, locat-
ed on the west side of
Sheldon Rd. next to the
City limits, has individu-
al septic tanks.

Melvin Fuelling, 11767 Pris-
cilla Larne, was spokesmar
for the property owners and
presented the petition. The
petition noted that the septic
tank tiles are full of water
and that unfavorable ground
cconditions prevent necessary
seepage. -

The petition asked that the
Board immediately make 2
survey to determine what ac-
tion can be taken to correct
the condition.

It was pointed out by the
Board that some funds may
be available from the surplus
remaining from the $730,000
sewer project completed this
year. The Board asked that
their consulting engineer,
Herald Hamill, conduct a
study of the area 1o deter-
mine what can be done and
to establish a cost.

Hamill noted that it would
be possible to connect a line
to the present sewer which
comes as far west 'on Ann Ar-
bor Rd. as Sheldon Rd., but
that such a connection could
not be made until the State
Departrigent of Health lifts its
sewer ban. This ban will not
allow further sewer connec-
tions until interceptor ‘capa-
city is increased.

Supervisor
said this week that the Plym-
outh Colony problem is very
sericus. ‘““Thev have a high
water level there and the
seepage beds are full of wa-
ter.”

Michigan’s governor-elect.

T h e recently - completed
sanitary sewer project did
not extend as far west as
Plymouth Colony, but Super-
visor Lindsay said this week
that two other subdivisions
which had previously reject-
ed the sewer are ncw asking
for it. Most Rocker Subdivi-
sion homeowners would now
like the sewer, the supervis-
or said, and some Arbor Vil-
lage people now want it,
while cthers are still against
it.

It's Boar's Head — A la Carte

Six years ago, a wom-
an employee of Terry's
Bakery arrived at work
one pre-Christmas morn-
ing, peered into an oven
and came. very close to
fainting dead away.

What she saw staring
out of the oven was the
main attraction for a new
tradition that was being
sstablished by the Men’s
Council of First United
Presbyterian Church — a
boar’s head.

Last Wednesday night was
he sixth annual Boar’'s Head
iinner. Attended by 160 men
ind their Sons, the dinner is

pened by flourish of trum-
sets. Musicians, gaily dres-
sed in early English costume,
ead the procession, followed
9y the chef carrying the
boar’'s head, a long line of as-
sistant chefs bearing platters
f food and the choir singing
he traditional Boar's Head
Carol.

Most people have heard a
'ittle of the boar’s head tra-
lition and have seen pictures
f the roast pig with the ap-
dole in its mouth. Few people
have actually seen one — in
the flesh. !

Actually, the boar as shot
in England in those days is
almost extinct, but its
fined successors do just as
~ell. Bob Lidgard, local
m e at wholesaler, provides
‘he head which is roasted at
the bakery. Attorney Robert
Delaney has been chairman
»f the dinner fer all six
vears and has taken special
charge of preparing the head
which is decorated with a
garland of flowers, an ear-
ring attached to one ear and
an apple placed in the mouth.

The Boar's Head Dinner as
practiced over the ages has
usually been a masculine
event. Legend has it that a
student of Queens College in
Oxford University was walk-

ing one day in tover _For-

re-

est when a boar charged at
him from a thicket. The stu-
dent was reading Aristotle
and instinctively threw the
volume at the boar who
caught it in his mouth and
choked.

The student drew his sword
and cut off the boar's head
and carried it back to col-

lege where it was roasted
and eaten. Since that time
in the Christmas season, it
was the custom among stu-

en each Christmas time

dents to roast the boar’s head
and carcass and eat it.
Around this legend there
grew up many customs, one
of which was the singing of
tt;e famous Boar’'s Head Car-
cl.

There's a plas-
tic one-sided Christmas tree
lighted from within that can
be fastened to the frent door
or against the long plain
outer wall -of a one-story
house. But nothing is quite as
real as an evergreen tree.
Lights are an essential
part of trimming an outdoor
tree and, in fact, make the
only decoration of many of
them. Any needled ever-
green cn the property can be
chosen. To make it a Christ-
mas tree, nothing is more
successful than a string or

strings of outdoor lights.
These must be purchased
with completely insulated
wire and weather-resistant
sockets and plugs.

Strings of outdoor lights
that have been used one or
more seasons should be in-
spected carefully before the
weekend they're placed on
the tree. Look for frays or
breaks in the wiring and re-
pair any such places. Exam-
ine the scckets and plugs
and if the sealing compound
has been damaged, brush
over these spots- with rubber
cement.

Fasten not only each light
socket but any other orna-
menis to the outdoor tree
with heavy clips of cup
hcoks. Friction tape wrapped
around hook and socket in-
sures security even in strong
winds.

A smaller investment in
lighting for the outdoor tree
and one to be preferred if
there are other ornaments
are two c¢r more simple
floodlights. Each light can be
placed at some distance from
the tree and more or less
concealed under a shrub or
some object. Try different lo-
cations for the floodlights to
insure that their beams of
light illuminate all sides of
the tree.

Other decorations for an
outdoor tree must be weath-
erproof. Plastic balls can be
purchased, but except for
these, décoration is limited
pretty much to strings of
cranberries, popcorn, sil-
vered or gilded cones and
other natural materials.

Popcorn and cranberries
are certain to attract birds.
Actually, there's no better
way to trim an outdoor tree
than for the birds. Suet balls
bursting with seeds, clusters
of raisins, cones filled with
melted suet or peanut but-
ter and sheaves of grain as-
sure the birds of Christmas
dinner too. Trimming as well
as the birds that come to

fascinating tree.

If no evergreen grows in
the front or side yard, there
are other ways to have an
outdoor Christmas tree. Two
small trees, either cut and
purchased from the Christ-
mas tree stand or balled and
burlapped from a nursery,
can be anchored in tubs fil-
led with sand or peat moss.
Place these on either side of
the main entrance to the
house and decorate as de-
sired.

When the mother-baby re-
lationship is not sufficiently
satisfying, psychiatrists say,
the child may develop the
fear that he will fail his par-
ents. The child, as a result,
may try too hard to live up
to the expectations of his
parents so they will not pun-
ish him, hurt him, or discon-
tinue their love. This leads to
frustrations and to behavior
problems.

During January

District Director, Walter A.
Sahli of the Immigration and
Naturalization Service states
that the annual alien address
repcrt program usually cau-
es a sharp rise in the num-
‘bor of applications for natur-
alization.

The law requires all aliens
in the United States, with few
exceptions, to report their ad-
dress each January. Through-
out the United States, almost
30 percent more applications
for naturalization are re-
iceived during the months of
January, February and
March than are received dur-
ing other months. Sahli at-
tributes this sudden rise to
the Alien Address Report
Program.

Aliens not required to make
this report are diplomats,
those accredited to certain in-
ternational organizations and
those who have entered tem-
pcrarily as agricultural la-
borers.

| Fecrms for making the re-
iports will be available to ali-
lens at all Post Offices and of-
fices of the immigration and
Naturalization Service during
the month of January. Sahli
indicated that aliens desiring
information concerning nat-
uralization or similar matters
should obtain the forms at an
office of the Immigration
and Naturalization Service
