One type simply tells you
where to set the lens for light
conditions — leaving -to you
the task of adjusting a finger-
type dial to the reading. ;
The other type just ups and
automatically sets the lens
for you — even throughout
the span of a panorama dur-
ing which you sw from
sunlight toward shade!
You've also the added
choice of “extra lens” cam-
eras — turret or zoom. The
former usually .comes with
but one real lens, its stand-
ard lens. Its two other lenses
are convertor lenses - which,
when the turret is swung
around, seats one jof them
before the regular lens and
changes its viewpoint to that
of modified telephoto or wide-
angle.
