Fire Chief Fred Korte, Jr.,
reports that his annual fire
loss report sent to the state
1s more than encouraging to
him and the department.
Canton Township suffered its
lowest fire loss in five years.

Our report for 1959 listed la
loss of $65,435, while our loss
for 1960 was $19,038, a de-
crease of $46,397. The Depart-
ment answered 84 fire alarms
in 1960. Fire loss in build-
ings accounted for $14,053,
while loss in contents was- $4.-
000. The department's larg-
est single loss for the year
was the Bartlett School, with
damages amounting to $6,868
from a fire started in the
furnace room.

The principal cause of fires
and alarms were the careless
burning of rubbish, which ac-
counted for 18 runs, defective
heating equipment accounted
for seven calls, juveniles
eight, and careless smoking,
three calls. There were 29
other types of fires and 17
rescue runs plus two false
alarms. In the past year the
department talked to 950 stu-
dents on fire prevention, and
upon request of the Sheldon
PTA presented a film on
“Mouth to Mouth Resuscita-
tion.”"

The Fire Department and
its chief are proud of this re-
duction in fire losses for this
past year, and sincerely wish
the citizens of Canton Town-
ship will strive for an even
greater record for 1961. Fire-
conscious residents helped
greatly in reducing the fire
loss the past vear, and Chief
Korte  sincerely hopes that
again this year the residents
will assist the fire depart-

|ment in reducing this finan-
cial loss.

All Township residents re-
cently received a post card
announcing that a veterinar-
1an -would be at the Canton
Center Fire Hall on Jan. 20
and 21 to vaccinate and :-li-
cense all dogs. No dog can be
licensed without vaccination.

And
most authorities are agreed
that in no disorder is the role
of habit more evident,

A review of the medical lit-
erature dealing with the man-
agement of healthy babies
who won't slec'p indicates
that: !

Some babies are. born bad
sleepers. The slightest dis-
turbance wakes them up.

In many babies, the habit of
sleep refusal, is an attention-
getting device. And in many,
the insomnia can be traced
to one cause or another.

Here are just a few of the
more common causes listed
by doctors:

Teething, fear of the dark,
too much light in the room,
gastro.~ intestipal distress, a
tight abdominal binder, un-
suitable underwear, knotty
mattress, poorly-made bed,
insufficient bed clothes lead-
ing to cold hands and feet
and discomfort -caused by a
wet or soiled diaper.

If your baby won't sleep,
consult your doctor to rule
out any organic disturbances.

Most babies
prefer flannel pajamas and
a hard, smooth mattress cov-
ered with a blanket and a
flannel sheet. Avoid tight
clothing. Make sure baby is
freshly diapered. A profes-
sional diaper service will al-
ways assure you a ready sup-
ply- of clean, ‘processed dia-
pers.

If your baby fears the dark,
leave a small light in the
room. A warm bath at night
seems to soothe many babies
and promote their sleep. A
quiet period before bedtime
is desirable.

If your baby understands,

Rules and Regulations Governing
the Use and Occupancy of State
Lands Other than: State Parks and

Recreation Areas

Pursuant to the authority| vested
in the Commission of Conservation
by the provisions of Act No. 17,
Public Acts of 1921, as amended,
the following rules and regulations
are hereby made and adopted con-
cerning the use and occupancy of
state lands other than state parks
and recreation areas administered
by or under the control of the De-
partment of Conservation.

It shall be unlawiul:

1. To enter, use, or occupy state
lands for any purpose when said
lands are posted against such
entry, use, or occupancy, as de-
termined by the Director of
Conservaution.

. To camp for more than 20 days
without the written permission
of an authorized representative
of the Department of Conserva-
tion.

. To anchor or leave unat-
tended overnight at designated
public fishing sites unless the
owner's name and address, in
legible letters, is affixed to the
boat.

. To "store or leave boats, fish
shanties, camping equipment, or
other property for more than 20
days without the written per-
mission of an, authorized repre-
sentative of the Department of
Conservation.

. To leave unburied refuse and
rubbish, including tin caps, bot-
tles, and fish offal, or to deposit
same in streams or lakes. Gar-
bage pith or other receptacles
must be d where available.

. To build a fire without proper
provision to prevent s ending,
or to leave said fire without ex-
tinguishing same.

. To remove, destroy, mutilate, or
deface posters, notices; signs, ‘or
markers of the Department of
Conservation, or of any other
agency of government.

. To post. place, or erect signs,
to, place or distribute advertis-
ing material, to erect a fence or
barrier, to construct or occupy
improvements, or to en close
state lands, without the written
permission of an authorized rep-
resentative of the Department
of Conscrvation.

. To use state lands for-a com-

mercial purpose without the

written permission of an author-
jzed representative of the De-
partment-of Conservation.

To graz: state lands without the

written permission of an author-

ized representative of the De-
partment of Conservation,

These rules and regulations shall
be in force and effect until May 1,
1971. .

PENALTY

Violation of any rule or failure to
perform. any act set forth in the
rules in punishable by fine of not
more than $100 and costs of prose-
cution. or by imprisonment in the
county jail for not more than 90
days, or by both fine and imprison-
ment in the discretion of the court.
