Thus we find a Democratic Governor in Lansing
today trying to sell his party mates on a tax plan
aimed to bring comfort to "business", which in the
past has been more of a dirty word in his political
camp.

And likewise we hear of states and communities
actually financing new factories for industries, per-
mitting such enterprises to start their manufactur-
i,g without having to pay any taxes and with actual
subsidies from the 'taxpayers."

It is not nearly as big a sin today to earn profit,
if you also provide the town some jobs that other-
wise wouldn't exist.

In an expanding society. there always must be
expanding economic activity, if everyone is to re-
ceive a paycheck.

The only reason for improving the Middle Rouge
Interceptor sanitary sewer. then, is to permit new
construction of homes and, commercial enterprises.

One study recently made shows that if 25,000
new homes were added to our production in Wayne
County this year, it would provide 62,500 10 75,000
jobs in the general econonny.

Specifically, 25,000 homes would provide a mar-
ket for: 244 million board feet of lumber; 29 million
feet of flooring; 26 million square feet of softwood,
plywood: 117 million bricks; 475 gallons of paint;
50 thousand tons of steel; 31,700 bath tubs; and so on.

There is no assurance, of course, that a new
sanitary sewer automatically would launch a build-
ing program of 25,000 homes. But it's a mortal cinch
that the building business is totally paralyzed with-
out it.

And the corollary is that the commercial and i
business activity which follows residential growth 
must remain in deep freeze until then. too.

That means fewer jobs, less tax income. more
unemployment tax costs, welfare costs, and what
have you.

Our local elected officials. of course. are being
cautious of the new plan because it involves paying
for the big sewer: because growth brings new gov-
ernment and school expense and problems: and bd-
cause alternate methods of construction might be
available.

We reply that whenever the natural growth of
business is governmentally thwarted. local citizens
are going to find it hard to obtain jobs. Michigan
lives today in such a predicament.

There are systems other than the profit system
(such as heavy government spending) which also
can prqvide jobs.

LATE THE TIME OR DURATION OF THE PARK-
ING OF MOTOR VEHICLES OR OTHER CONVEY-
ANCES IN AND UPON THE "CENTRAL PARKING
LOT- SO-CALLED OF THE CITY OF PLYMOUTH.
MICHIGAN, AND TO PROVIDE PENALTIES FOR
THE VIOLATION THEREOF.

THE CITY OF PLYMOUTH ORDAINS:

Section 1. The City of Plymouth, Michigan, being
the owner of a public parking lot known as the "Cen- '
tral Parking Lot'' situated within the area bounded by
Penniman Avenue. S. Main Street. W. Ann Arbor Trail
and S. Harvey Street, in said city. said parking lot
being established and maintained for,the benefit of
the nearby business or shopping area and for the con-
venience of the general shopping public hereby deter-
mines that, to accomplish such purpose. it is neces-
Lary to limit. control and regulate the time or dura-
tion of the parking of motor vehicles or other convey-
ances in and upon said lot as hereinafter provided.

Section 2. The following words when used herein
shall be deemed to have the meanings given below:

(a) "Parking Lot"-The above described -Ceritral

(b) "Parking"-The storing of a motor vehicle or
other conveyance upon said parking lot.

Ce) "Motor Vehicle"-Every vehicle which is self-
propelled.

(d) "Conveyance"-Every vehicle intended for or
capable of carrying persons or property · or
moving upon wheels. '

Ce) "Person"-Every natural person, firm. -co-
partnership. association or corporation and
their respec(ive trustees and receivers, ap-
pointed by any court'> whatsoever.

(f) -Owner"-A person who holds the legal title to
a motor vehicle or conveyance or is entitled
to possession thereof under a conditional sales
contract, lease, mortgage or other instrument
or agreement.

(g) -Operator"-The word "operator" shall mean
and include every person or individual who
shall operate a motor vehicle or conveyance
as the owner thereof or as the agent. em-
ployee or permittee of the owner: and with
reference to the provisions of this ordinance.
any person parking or moving a motor ve-
hicle or conveyance whether remaining in such
parked motor vehicle or conveyance or not.

Section 3. No owner or operator of a motor ve-
hicle or conveyance shall park the same or permit the
Name to be parked in said parking lot of the city,
between the hours of 9:00 a.m. and 6:00 p.m. on
Mondays, Tuesdays. Wednesdays. Thursdays and Sat-
urdays. and between the hours of 9:00 a.m. and 9:00
p.m. on Fridays for a continuous period of time in
excess of two ( 2) hours. Said two hour hmitation upon
parking in said parking lot shall be in force during all
days of the week excepting Sunday and the legal holi-
days known as New Year's Day. Memorial or Decora-
lion Day, July the Fourth or Independence Day. La-
bor Day. Thanksgiving Day and Christmas Day.

The movement of a motor vehicle or conveyance
from place to place in said parking lot or the re-
moval of same from such lot and immediate return
thereof to the lot shall not be deemed to interrupt the
running of said two hours parking limitation hereby
imposed. Such conduct shall be deemed prima facia
evidence of intent to violate this ordinance.

Section 4. The Director of Public Safety shall post
or cause to be posted in said parking lot signs giving
notice of the aforesaid limitation upon the time of
parking.

Section 5. Any person who violates any provision
of this ordinance shall be subject to a fine of not
more than Twenty-five ($25.00) Dollars and costs, or,
in default of payment thereof. to imprisonment to the
