Even though the official coming of Spring is still

|20 days away, there are many signs of the ‘glad’,

season becoming apparent. ,

Dorothy Finney, of Arthur St., saw a plump and
saucy robin from her kitchen window the other day
feasting at her bird feeder. Now, surely thisiis a
positive sign that Spring is just around the corner.

Speaking of birds, many are on the move now,
winging their way northward for their summer so-
journ. And, if they find in your backyard the three
essentials necessary for their survival which, are
cover, food, and water, you may be host to a variety
of interesting wildlife during the approaching warm
weather.

Esther and Russ Powell of Ann Arbor Rd. have
had the pleasure of watching the birds, lo, these
many seasons.

The purple grackle, who is one of the north’s

‘early birds’, has been stopping at their place for
the last seven or eight years; and as many as 500
at a time have stopped to feed and rest during their
migratory periods northward and south. The sum-
mer tanager, brown thrush and cedar wax-wing, not
to mention the more familiar cardinal and blue jays,
are also regular customers at the Powells’.
The birds of all seasons have found a haven here
as*well, for during the lean winter months Mr. and
Mrs. Powell have counted upwards of 150 pheasants
gathering to feed daily. Quail, ground-doves, snow
birds and the nuthatch make this their eating sta-
tion, too, during the cold weather.

The piney, red and fox squirrel, who Esther
says is as large as a cat, frequently scamper onto
this busy:scene to purloin nuts and bread crusts to
cache away for harder days.

The Powells feed their interesting feathered .
boarders a diet of cracked corn, sunflower seeds,
suet, sugar buns, and hard bread.

Just to illustrate how secure and safe the birds
feel toward their human benefactors once, during
the pheasant season, Russ came home to find two
pheasants in his garage. Seeing that one was badly
wounded he picked it up and gave him a drink of
water, whereupon he put his head on Powell's
shoulder and died.

The game birds seem to know instinctively,
when the hunter is afoot and large groups of them
congregate on the Powell property until the com-
mon danger has passed.

While wonderful science has discovered hereto
untold mysteries, the enigma of migration remains.
as much a riddle today as it did hundreds of years.
ago. For birds are able to find their way through
thousands of miles of 'space, usually flying at night,
without aid of landmarks, and still come back year
after year to an appointed place.

Some ornithologists believe that the avian eye
is sensitive to infra-red, which enables' the bird to
forient itself southward toward a region of increas-
ing red rays, or northward toward a region of de-
creasing infra-red, thereby serving to guide birds in
approximate compass dix:ections.

Whatever the expilanation might be, they are
here‘to stay, and I, for one, am for the birds.

A new residential telephone
service permitting customers
to dial calls throughout the
metropolitan area at a spe-
cial monthly rate is now be-
ing offered in Plymouth by
the Michigan Bell Telephone
Co.

The new service, which
will be tested in Plymouth on
a one-year trial basis, will go
into: effect starting March 1.

J. R. Huntley, district com-
mercial manager here for
Michigan Bell, said custom-
ers may place drders for the
new service either by phone
or in person at the business
office at 454 S. Harvey. The
telephone number is GL 3-
9900.

Michigan - Bell began mak-
ing preparations to place the
new service into effect im-
mediately after it was ap-
R‘roved last week by the

ichigan Publie Service
Commission.

Included in the $9.50
monthly charge for Metro-
Calling are the cost of one-
party line service and unlim-
ited calling within Plym-
outh’s present local calling
area. Plymouth residential
customers! outside the base
rate area also may subscribe
to the new service. The spe-
cial monthly rate for them
will’ be somewhat higher.

According to the Na-
tional Better Business Bur-
eau, with which the Chamber
is affiliated, several adver-
tisements have claimed that
these conditions, as well as
baldness and gray hair, may
result from a lack of certain
trace chemicals which are
_present in sea water. Such
claims are unsupported by
. medical research, the Bureau
"reported. ““The only disease
in man that is known to be
associated ' with any defic-
iency of soil or water,” the
Bureau reported, “‘is simple

goitre, due' to lack of iodine||

in the soil in cértain areas—
a deficiency which may be
remedied by the use of 1o-
dized salt.” ;
According to the National
Better Business Bureau, sea
water “is an insignificant
source of minerals” for any
person whose diet may need
supplementation. The Bureau,
explained that minimum
daily requirements (amounts
considered essential for pre-
vention of deficiency diseas-
es) have been established by
the Food and Drug Adminis-

Compare Credn‘ Costs

Do you compare price tags
when you shop for a new re-
frigerator or a new dress?
Then why not compare the
“cost of consumer credit?

Credit can be defined as the
Trent you pay for money. The
four major sources of credit
are: 1) credit unions, 2
banks, 3) small loan compan-
les, and 4) retail stores.

Credit costs vary widely.
Before you buy, find out how
much you're paymg for cred-

. What is the difference be-
tween the cash price and the
total pnce you'll pay if you
buy “on time?”

An easy way to figure the
dollar cost of credit is to mul-
tiply the monthly payment
figure by the number of
months to pay. Add the down
payment, if any, and c om-
pare this total with the origi-
nal price of the merchandise.
People often make the mis-
take of finding out only the
down payment and monthly
payment figures. They ne-
glect to shop for the best buy
in credit.

Michigan laws regulate the
amount lending agencies,
such as credit unions, banks
and small loan companies,
can charge for credit. But
there is no such regulation of
Tetail store sales.

chhngan consumers should
support legislation toward
more regulation of credit
costs. They should also sup-
part the federal “trut h-in-
lending”’ legislation which
would simplify and reveal
true interest charges on con-
sumer credit.

A generally reliable source
of| funds is the credit union.
By law. credit union interesi
rates cannot exceed one pe:-
cent 2 month on the unpaid
balance. This is a true an-
nual interest rate of 12 per-
cent. Another generally reli-
ahle source of credit is a
bank. Banks usually charge
a frue annual interest rate of
seiven percent fo 14 percent
dqpondmg on the loan and
the length of time involved.
Small loan companies charge
an average of 2 percent per
month, or 24 percent itrue an-
nual interest. They are al-
lowed by law to charge up fo
36| percent irue annual inter-
est on a loan up 1o $50. Re-
tail stores may charge as
much as the traffic will bear
for the use of credit. If a de-
partment store adds a carry-
ing charge of 1)2 percent per
month on the unpaid balance,
the true annual interest rate

is |18 percent.

(50 cents) by Laurens van der Post, is an exciting
story set in present-day Africa.

Played out before the brilliantly colored background
of Africa’s interior which van der Post describes so
well, Flamingo Feather should interest most men
and many women.

A vigorous novel from Wales is Alexander Cor-
dell’'s Rape of the Fair Country (50 cents) which
relates the earthy joys and tragedies of the people
in a Welsh mining town 130 years ago.
