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Republicans Retain Grip on Township Offices

Despite a dogged effort by Democrats, P1y m-;
outh Township Republicans maintained their past|
strength and returned to Townsaip Hall with a 2 to 1
victory in Monday’s Biennial election.

Township voters also decided to increase the size
of their Township Board to seven members by ad-|
ding two more trustees two years from now.

There were 1,716 voters at the polls Monday—133
more than the previous Biennial election in 1959,

On the whole, Republicans had an easier time of
it this time than two years ago. Supervisor Roy Lind-
say, who has held that post since June 1953, pulled
1,078 votes Monday while his Democratic opponent,
Dr. Leo Speer, received 552. This was a margin of
526. Two yvears ago the supervisor won by only 346
votes from Orville Tungate. ' ;

Mrs. Elizabeth Holmes, the| Tofvnship's treasurer
since 1953, again was the leading vote-getter. She
won with 1,115 votes while nex: in line was Fred L.
Miller, with 1,103 votes, winning his second term as
Township clerk, All of the Republicans, except two|
of the constable candidates, were incumbents.

Winning his third term as Township trustee was
Louis Norman. He was elected for a two-year term
in 1955 and a four-year term in|1957. He was the only
Township Board incumbent who was faced with a
candidate in the February primary where he won
over Harvey Ziel.

The other township truste¢, C. V. Sparks, has
two more vears to serve on his term. Trustees serve

four-year terms while the other three Board mem-|

bers—the supervisor, clerk an¢ treasurer—have but
two-year terms. Also elected fqur vears were Justice
of the Peace Martin Schomberger and the GOP
Board of Appeals candidate, Lpyd Sharland.

Also handling their opponents with ease were the
four constable candidates, Donald King and Robert
Burns, incumbents, and Richard Powell and Gene

Leader, new candidates, Frank Millington was r&l
elected highway commissioner.

By a vote of 1,022 to 575, Township electors ap-
proved the enlargement of the Township Board. Law
required that the proposal be placed on the ballot be-
cause after a Township reaches population of over
5,000 it is allowed two more trustees. The 1960 cen-
sus found 8,364 people in Plymouth Township.

By approving the proposal, the Board will add
two more trustees in 1963.

Looking at other parts of the ballot, Plymouth
Township voters approved the Constitutional Conven-
tion proposal, 1,022 to 575. ;

Traditionally Republican Township voters gave
other State and County GOP candidates around an
8-5 endorsement. One exception was popular Demo-
cratic Highway Commissioner John Mackie who lost

|

by only 90 votes. He received 673 while Republican
Charles Bedwell polled 763.

State Proposal No. 2 dealing with the loaning of
State money to aid in industrial development was
also approved, 819 to 629.

Township Democrats did not have any candi-
dates file for election this year, but wrote in a slate
in the February primary. They had no candidate for
Board of Review.

_ Despite the fact that Democrats have never
won a Township office, they made another all-out
effort this year. A phone and a house-to-house cam-
paign was conducted. :

Dr. Speer raised the ire of his Republican oppon-
ents at the Town Hall meeting last Wednesday night
by charging ‘‘one man rule” in the Township and
claiming that Supervisor Lindsay is in a favorable

position by operating a real estate business while
serving as supervisor.

The 69-year-old supervisor was appointed to the
' post in 1953 to fill out the term of Charles Rathburn
who died in office. Lindsay was elected in 1955, 1957
and 1959.

During his terms, the Township has built a sani-
tary sewer system and is now constructing a water
system carrying Detroit water. Both are in the east-
ern half of the Township.

A veteran of World War I, the supervisor started
his real estate and insurance business here in 1946,
As a member of the Board of Supervisors, he holds
committee posts on the powerful Ways and Means
Committee, the Sewer and Water Committee and
Wayne County General Hospital committee. He is
also vice-president of the Michigan Townships Assn.

young men and fathers—all |
were between 22 and 29 years
old. The four had a total of
12 young children. Most
of the children and mothers
of these families were pro-
tected, but the fathers were
not.

Dr. Molner urges every
man to be sure that he has
the required number of polio
protection treatments for
himself, as well as for each
member of his family. If you
have not already begun, it is
never too late to start.
