No Place to Go But Down?

Ross D. Siragusa, a Chicago indus-
trialist who sees in cheap foreign la-
bor a growing threat to the entire na-
tional economy and the financial sta-
bility of the US, Has called upon the
Kennedy Administration for immedi-
ate re-evaluation of our foreign trade
policies.

As the keynote speaker at the re-
cent annual convention of the Nation-
al Appliance and Radio-Television
Dealers Assn., Mr. Siragusa, who is
president of the Admiral Corp., said:

‘“We invite foreign competition in
this country, and we’'ll meet it from
any nation or group of nations on a
quality, performance, design and
price level. But we want this compe-
tition based on something besides
medieval, cheap-labor standards.”

The speaker noted, too, that while
cheap-labor competition comes from
across the sea, it has strong suppcrt
right here at home. As an exampie,
while approximately 4,500,000 trahsis-
tor radios were imported into the US
from Japan in 1960 — ten percent
more than the previous year — the
apologists have a ready answer. Ja-
pan, they say, is our second best cus-
tomer, importing $1.4.billion worth of
goods from us in 1960, while we re-
ceived only $1.1 billion worth frg m
Japan.

“On the surface,” said the Admir-
al president, ‘“this seems like a salis-
factory arrangement.

(Contnued from Page 1)
men on horseback must have
stirred up a flurry of dust
clouds on the unpaved road
that was Main St.,, as the
men and boys and women
and girls hustled their way
toward the triangular grove
lin the village for the largest
outpouring of people ever to
congregate there.

Main St. businesses prob-
ably closed on that important
day too, to join the throng.
Hearts were filled with the
thrill of patriotism as the
enlistments were announced
and within two hours, amid
the wildest enthusiasm,
nearly the whole of Company
C was formed.

At the Pike's Peak (Livon-
ia) me eting the following
day, 33 volunteered. One
man even donated a cow to
the relief fund.

The roster of Company C,
of the Michigan 24th Infantry
Regiment, included 69 stout
hearts from Plymouth, seven
from Canton, mine from Li-
vonia, six from Nankin,
eight from Salem and one
from Detroit for a total
of 100.

This wasn’t the end of
Plymouth’s activity in the
Civil War, for there were
others who enlisted in the
cavalry and many other regi-
menits throughout the Norih.
There were., in fact, more
than 400 enlistees from Plym-
outh, which was particularly
significant inasmuch as
Plymouth was sirictly a rural
community.

Although business and com-
imerce had become estab-|
lished, there was no incor-|
porated village until 1867, two |
yvears after the close of the
war. The enlisted men came
from the whole of Plymouth
Townshxp and included what
is now the Township of North- |
{ ville. ]‘
| The Civil War is sometimes |
called a boys War, for|
scores of its soldiers were in|
| their twenties and many were |
| younger. Some lads in drum |
and bugle corps were as

young as 13. They performed |
la variety of duties that |
ranged from raising the
men's morale with their vig-
orous rat-a-tat-tat’s from
medic duty and removing the
dead and wounded from the
battlefields to foraging for
food for the soldiers. The one
hard and fast rule this group
strictly adhered to was that
(they never carried guns,
More than 100 enlistees
{from Plymouth were less
‘than 21, and there were at
{least 50 who were 18, 21 re-|
Lcorded as 19 and 31 aged 20.|
{One boy, Melvin Robertson, |
was only 16. In Company C|
there were 18 who were.
nbrotherq
| ©On the other hand, there
were also a few older men
from Plymouth. These in-
cluded Charles O'Dell, Max-
tin Hirschman and Chazrles |
Henskee, all aged 40 at the
time of enlistment and all
members of the 16th Michi-
gan Infantry.

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Dr. Molner
Offers Advice B

To Travelers

When you travel abroad
you must take some health
precautions which are not
necessary if you stay at
home, Dr. Joseph G. Molner,
City-County Health Commis-
sioner, says. If you follow a
few health precautions, your
travel can be pleasant and
healthful.

Some diseases which are
little known to most Ameri-
cans are common in other
parts of the world, particu-
larly in the tropical and sub-
tropical countries. These dis-
eases include yellow fever,
cholera, smallpox and typhus.
Vaccination helps to keep
travelers from catching these
diseases and bringing them
back to others in this coun-

Smallpox vaccination is re-
quired by the United States
government for everyone who
wishes to return to this coun-
try and many other countries
require smallpox vaccination
before you visit them. Re-
quirements for vaccination
against other diseases differ
according to the country vis-
ited. It is extremely impor-
tant that you follow immuni-
zation requirements and rec-
ommendations. These “meas-
ures protect you, people in
the countries you visit and
the American people after
you return. By meeting these
requirements early, you may
avoid delays and interrup-
tions in your travel.

Make sure that you start
your vaccinations well in ad-
vance of your travel date so
that they can be spaced cor-
rectly and allow time for
vour body to build up resis-
tance. Immunizations requir-
ed by governments must be
recorded in the “Internation-
al Certificates of Vaccina-
tion”” form, because this is
the only way they will be ac-
cepted. You will be given one
of these forms with your pass-
port application and many
travel agents and transporta-
tion companies furnish this
certificate form also.

See your physician for your
immunizations and have a
physical examination. Ask
him for medicines you may
need in an emergency for
motion sickness or for dysen-
tery. If you are taking medi-
cine for some physical condi-
tion, ask your doctor about an
exira supply or a prescrip-
tion.

Departments’ of Health do
not give immunizations for
{foreign travel, but your own
physician does this. The De-

Water and food contamina-
tion by insanitary handling
can expose you to such infec-
tions as dysentery, 'so be
careful about using unboiled
drinking water, ice, raw fruit
and vegetables, raw milk and
dairy products. Do not take
their safety for granted. It is
wise to check with travel
agencies, consular officers
and local health officers for
particular information. When
you are in doubt, follow this
rule: “Eat no,raw fruit or
vegetable if its skin is brok-
en, or if you yourself have
not washed and peeled it just
before eating.
