Plymouth and the Civil War

EDITORIAL

The nation’s transportation bill—
which is a considerable;fa¢tor in the
price of almost everything we buy—
could be reduced. It could be reduced
by the unfailing and traditionally
American principle of fair competi-
tion between the wvarious | carriers—
rail, water, highway and |air—which
does not presently exist. It has long
been strangled by a jungle-growth of
discriminatory rate-making legisla-
tion, trapped in a quicksand of tax in-
equities and bludgeoned by subsidies
—with the railroads singled out as the
whipping boy. 1

The freightersi of the highways and
the waterways, the very béneficiaries
of mammoth Government spending
programs and of property fax exemp-
tion enjoy comparative rate-making
freedom. Yet they are right now em-
?loying every tactic in the lobbyists’
exicon to pressure Congress into still
further legal restrictions on the right
of railroads to price their |services to
reflect technological progress and in-
creasing efficiency. ,

Not long ago the nation’s railroad
heads met to formulate (a ‘‘Magna
Carta for Transportation’|and to pe-
tition Congress to impjement and
zuarantee in the public int¢rest “Four
rreedoms” to assure equal status
for all forms of transport: |

Freedom from discriminhatory reg-
ulation |

Freedom from discriminatory tax-

Freedom from subsidized rivals

Freedom to diversify

With equal status and minimum
regulation, there is fair and equal
competition — and rate reductions
consistent with reasonable profits
must follow when every carrier is free
to exploit efficient operation to his
own and the public advantage.

But the demands on .Congress by
“‘competitors’’ who fear to compete
have aroused the railroaders to vio-
lent protest. They warn against ‘“‘red- |
tape bills” which would ‘“tie the rail-
roads up in knots" enabling these |
timorous rivals to “raid rail traffic at
will and rig prices at high levels with-
out fear of a competitive kickback.”
Repeating their plea for the Four
Freedoms, the railroads point out
that now is the time to straighten out
the transportation mess — not to
add to it.

Certainly, it should be obvious to
our lawmakers that government’s pro-
per role is that of impartial referee—
to insure Marquis of Queensbury com-
petition. Congress should never block
progress in the direction of better
service at lower cost. The public’s
stake is paramount.

The C & O railroad which runs
through this area has been invaluable
in producing industrial tax base. But
it is in a constant battle to avoid leg-
islation which would wipe out profit-
making projects, such as the new

Looking for an encyclopedia your children can|
use themselves Your best bet is one of the “‘school|
encxclopedlas School encyclopedias differ fr omt
adult sets in several ways: 1

—Content and scope are determined by a study‘l
of school curriculums and outside interests of young|
people of school age. |

—Vocabulary is simpler, sentences are shorterL
and concepts are clarified with great care and skill. |

—Many articles are written on two levels, mak-|
ing them usable by younger and older children.  An
article may begin rather sunply for elementary school
readers but become progressively difficult as it de-!
velops; thus a youngster may- drop out when he
reaches his intellectual limit.

—Illustrations abound: scarcely a page is vuth-
out photos, charts, graphs or other visual devices.

—Layouts are attractive, color is used heavily,,
articles are made as inviting as possible.

Those are the main differences between the schooh
encyclopedias and the uncompromisingly adult sets. |
In other ways they are similar. In authority, accur-|
acy and up—to-dateness they are second to none. And|
they are, of course, extremely useful for the adults|
in the family. ‘

The two leading encyclopedias in this field are‘

“‘Compton’s Pictured Enc.»clopedla and Fact-Index’” |

| (15 volumes, $104.50-$179.50) and ‘“World Book Ency-| '

clopedia” (20 volumes, $135-$170). Both of these e).-l
cellent sets are speuhcallv designed for students|
from the fifth grade through senior high school. ‘

Another set in this general area is ‘‘Britannica
Junior”’ (15 volumes, $149 and up.) This is similar in|
content to “‘Compton’s’’ and ‘““World Book’ but does|
not attempt to meet the needs of high school stu-{
dents. It is written for children in grades Ioum
through nine. : !

The family which feels it cannot spend $100 or |
more on an encyclopedia but would still like a sound \
general reference book around the house would be |
wise to look into the one-volume encyclopedias.

A one-volume encyclopedia cannot, obviously, of-|
fer you the completeness of coverage, wealth of de-:
tail or richness of illustration that multl-volumed\
sets do. On the other hand a one-volume encyclopedia, |

amount of information in hand» form. And the price
is extremely reasonable.
